THE REASON WHY.
A good many people in tilts State do not

see why the San Joaqnin Railroad is stiil
only a railroad on paper. Experts have
declared that the road i3a good invest-
ment. Itis admitted en all £>dcs that H
willadd materially to the value of roal
estate both in the San Joaquln Valley and
inthis city. There is at present no lack
of money, and labor is even more plentiful
than money. Still subscriptions do not
flow in. Mr. Leeds is at the end of hi«
resonrces for reasons why. He evidsntly
does not like to say that too many of our
solid men think it wise to keep on the
right side of the Southern Pacific. The
cost-of freight is a large factor in all lines
of business. Between discrimination for
and discrimination agaiust, merctunts
whose business depends upon reaching
consumers at the lowest possible cost have
to keep a sharp lookout. But San Frau-
cisco has now 10 choose between the loss
that mar result from subscriptions to a
local cduiDetine railroad and the loss that
willresult from another opening from the

Keart of. the San Joaquin Valley to the sea.
t the farmers of this valley have to con-

struct their own road they will make the
short cut to Monterey. There is an ugly
range of mountains to cross on this route,
but ranges of mountains do not block the
progress of railroads as they did at one
time. The Monterey route is practicable
and itis short. Monterey does not afford
the market that San Francisco docs, Dut
that route opens the way to sea transpor-

tation.
It is not 6iipposable that the

2,000,000 which the men who have the San
oaquin road iv hand want in sight before
icy commeuce operations is the real ob-
acle to the construction of the road. If
man could subscribe and know that that

was the end of it there would be no trouble
about getting subscriptions. But very
few men of large means are independent
of the Southern I'dfific Company.

LEADER AND BOSS.

The Chronicle does not sympathize wi;b
the movement to place Justice de Haven
on the Democratic ticket. Both Colonel
Burns and his silent partner hare appar-
ently resch^d the conclusion that in retir-
ing Mr. de Haven the Republican couven-
tion made a mistake, and it is quite natural
thai they do not care to see the mistake
emphasized by the nomination of De Ha-
ven on an opposition ticket. Itshould be
understood that there is no disposition to
bold up Justice de Haven in the light of a
martyr. It is the party which lost De
Haven as a candidate rather that is the
martyr. There is no ocasion for concern
about De Haven Dersonally cr politically.
lie loses neither money nor reDUtation
through the action of the convention. A
lawyer of his character and standing can
make more money at the bar than on any
bench in the United States, and if he is
politically ambitious the highest office iv
the giftof the State is open to him. This
may turn out a case in which a leader in
public opinion may prove more powerful
than a boss.

THE LUMBER TRADE.
A line -of business In which much money

was made at one time is now pretty deep
in the dumps. Not only has the magni-
tude of the lumber trade fallen off, but
most of the profit has disappeared. The
firms now engaged in the business are
holding on in the hope of better times.
Lumber and wool are two kinds of raw
material marked for sacrifice by the free-
traders, Sugar, coal aud iron have been
cared for in the Senate bill. One might
suppose that Congress would see the ju—
tlce of keeping these five large branches
of industry on the dutiable list or of put-
tingall on the free list, but sugar has a
stronger pull than justice ia ihe present
Senate. There will be no new tariff un-
less sugar is protected, but there is only a
remote chance that wool and lumber may
{et a measure of protection. When the
free list comes up for consideration in the

Senate there may be a stand for wool and
lumber. A moderate tariff would help
:he two industries materially. But it:tie
is expected In the way of Increased pro-
tection fro:n Urn conference commitsee as
the II-u«p members of it will make their
fight to take off duties the Senate has put
on.

THE DISASTER OF THE DAY.
Itis a mistake to talk of ''homicidal

anarchy being a new social phenomenon."
Tno homicidal mania is old; when the
homicide says be is 10 anarchist, he does
not know what be means. A certain num-
ber of persons are born with homicidal
instincts; when those instincts become
too powerful to be withstood by infirm
souls, their poisessors quite frequently se-
lect persons of prominence as their victims
from vanity and a desire to be talked of.
Thin Guiteau took the life of G»rfield,
cranks shot at Queen Victoria and the
late Emperor William, and now Santo has
slain President Carnot. In the cases of
Lincoln and the late Czar, the assassins
bad a specific obj in view, and were
willingto attain that object at the cost of

their lives. They occupied very different
ground from the miscreants who took the
lives at General Garfield and President
Carnot. Itwould be more correct to class
the acts of the latter aa instances of homi-
cidal mania than as examples of "homi-
cidal anarchy."

The use of the words "anarchy" and
"anarchist" introduces confusion Into the
cases. Anarchy has been defined as "a
state of socic-ty In which there is nocapa-
ble supreme power, in which the several
tunotions of tne state are not performed,
and there is no direct government of man
by man." and an anarchist as "one who
seeks to overturn all forms of society and
Government, all law and order, with no
purpose of establishing any other evstem
of order in tne place of that destroyed." :
Prouiihon was an anarchist; but he was a
humane man who never thought of killing
anybody. Guiteau may have been an
anarchist, though there is no proof that he
was. Santo may be an anarchist, but we
have only his word for the fact. The sim-
ple truth is that Santo is, as Guiteau wa«,
a mere black-hearted murderer, whose ap-
petite for assassination had nothing to do
with political opinion. There was in
Guiteau, and there is in Santo, a congenital
deformity of the moral structure, which
generated a homicidal mania. Santo was
born a murderer, and itwas a mere ques-
tion of time when he would commit a mur-
der, and a question of accident whom
be would kill. Insuch monsters the thirst
for blood is often conpled with • desire
fur notoriety; it was this which led Gul'ean
to select Garrield and Santo to select
Carnot as victims. If they had not been
able to reach mbn of prominence they
would have killed some one else

—
an old

man, or a young girl,or perhaps their own
father or mother.

There are just two lessons to be learned
from the tragedy with which the world is
ringing- The first is that the time has
come to set a limit to tbe quibbles of the
law in murder trials. Tim sentimental
plea of insanity is more than sanity can
endure. Here is Mayor Harrison's assas-
sin going through a second trial on the
ground of insanity. Of course Prender-
Eist was insane; if he had been sane be
would not have murdered the Mayor.
Whether he was insane to the degree of
irresponsibility no human jury can deter-
mine; it is a question which the murderer I
bimself cannot answer with certainty. As
the tree is judged by its fruit so the mur-
derer must be judged by his deeds. He
who takes life must surrender his own.
The rule may possibly, in a case here and
there, involve harshness to one whose
mental balance has been overthrown; but
it is better for society that it should be
understood that murder is inexorably fol- I
lowed by the death penalty than that
ungoverned passion should cherish hopes

of immunity through a plea of Irresponsi-
ble impulse.

And it is true, too, that those whose
lives are of value should not expose them I
as recklessly as they have, been in the habit
of doing. There are a great many persons

scattered through the world who are
secretly, perhaps unconsciously, afflicted I
with the homicidal mania. Itis not right
that these persons should have unques-
tioned access to those in high station. No
one is admitted to the pretence of the
Queen of England or the Emperors of
Russia or Germany till the police know I
something about him;but any creature in
human shape can attend the President's
levee, and tbe late M. Carnot talked to
every one whe addressed him. There is
some foolbardiness in this. It would be
no hardship to visitors to the White House
to require them to send in their names the I
lay before, so that the police ie attendance
might have ac opportunity of finding out
something about them, and of watching

their actions if there was anything sus-
picious in their record. Public men are I
like soldiers; they must be prepared to
die on the battlefield; but as far as possi-
ble their lives should be guarded against
fortuitous accident.

A FINANCIAL QUAGMIRE.
President King of the Union Trust Com-

pany and President Williams of the Chemi-
cal National Bank have gone to Washing-
ton to enlighten tbe administration on
matters of finance. Their immediate propo-
sition is that the Government issue $100,-
--000.000 in bonds. They back upthis propo-
sition with the remark that New York
brokers willcontinue to make pood from
their individual resources the weeitly gold
shipments. Itis understood alto that the
clearing-house plan to assess (be banks
according to tt eir capital has not met the
response that was expected. One would
infer from this talk that the Government
was a kind of charity which the banks are
Dackiug on their shoulders. And yet when
we come to examine tbe relations of the
banks to the Government closely we i
find tbat tbe banks simply pay into
the treasury gold in place of Government
paper. The banks are not giving the Gov-
ernment gold nor landing Kold without in-
terest. There is, however, a kind of threat
in the intimation thai the banks willnot
continue to pay goldin place of currency
into tbe treasury. Itis as much as to say
that iftbe proposed loan itnot made tbe
New York siphon willbe attached to tbe
treasury and all its gold sucked out. With
S:55O,0OO,00O in greenbacks, $100,000,000 in
treasury notes and several hundreds of
millions in silver and silver certificates, all
held to be payable ingold, itwillnot be j
much of a trick to draw all the free gold ]
from the treasury. Tha expected increase
in revenue will not much help the matter.
So long as there is in existence such •
mass of currency, which is held t<i b« re-
deemable in gold, just so long will New
York brokers have the Government, as
Air. Cleveland says, **by the leg."

THE*DOLLAR LIMIT.

The Board of Supervisors have fulfilled I
their pledges in respect to the dollar
limit. Taxes for the next fiscal yenr will
be one dollar on the SIUO. There is no
loud outcry on this account among the
more DOlitic of our contemporaries. Inoue
or two quarters there is still a disposition
to maintain tne proposition that the tax- I
eater shall not suffer do matter what may
become of the taxpayer, but their voice Is

not so strident as it was a few years ago.
The fact has become apparent that all
revenue above actual nece-sities is wasted,
and consequently only a few veteran bood-
iers still contend that the supi-iy should
be equal to the spending caiacity of tbe
taxeaters.

WOOLEN MANUFACTURERS.

An Eastern free-trade journal lias the
following:

The woolen manufacturers have no reason
to cornnlain of the woolen schedule Just adopt-
ed by the Sejiate. It U Idle to say tDat with
fier wool and generally cheapened raw ma-
terials they cannot manufacture wouleiis to
beir-r n<lva»tape under the uew tarifl than
under tbe present McKinleybill.
It is not tbe wool manufacturers who

are making tbe loudest complaint at the
present time; itla the wool-growers. Next
year, when the wool-zrowers vote to take
all duties off tbe manufacture of wool, as
duties have been taken off woo), there
may be less willingness on the part <>f
manufacturers to accept the new tariff.
After all,it is the laborer inboth brandies
of iudustry that Is n!c<st hardly hit by

the new tariff. Wool will be grown and
manufactured under the new tariff. Cap-

ital will not accept a loss of tbe entire
Investment, and labor must do the best it
can. A reduction in the number of work-
ers or in tbe rate of their wages is a
national misfortune. By an amount just
equal to the combined reductions is the
home market for the products of industry
decreased. And the home market is about
\u25a0il we have to depend upon. All the mar-
kets of tbe world are well supplied with
eoods produced by countries la which the
rates of wages have reached tbeir lowest
point.

"Imight
add, parenthetically, that at Hie time men-
tioned my home was In Butler County, through
which region the terrible cyclone swept the
other day. You probably recollect tl.a ac-
counts that were ruMlshed in relation to the
awful destiuctlon wrought by the myriads of
these little creatuies, but in reality full justice
to the blighting ejects which they left Intheir
wake lias uever beeu done. As Iremem-
ber their first appearance, It was probably
1or 2 o'clock in the afternoon, .is Irecall we
bad eaten our dinner. The hoppers came In
from a. southwesterly direction, and they
looked for all the world like a bin cloud
comingup in the sky. A twenty-acre piece of
wheat lay directly back ol our house, and in an
hour after the pests bad descended upon it
there was nothing left of it except tbe bare
••talks— every vestige of green h. d disappeared.
Theie were tales told of the ravages of tbe lit-
tie creatures that would be lead wltb Incredu-
lity In these day?. A neighbor livingabout
two miles from our place claimed that a half-
acre natch ot ground which bad been covered
with sweet-patato vines looked as bare as it
did wbeu freshly ploughed after the pests bad
completed ihelr work of destruction, and an-
other neighbor affirmed tbat they bad even de-
voured a small patch of tobacco whlcb be wan
trying to cultivate. If the twenty-yea theory
of their stated reappearance holds good there
willbe troublous times ahead ibis season for
the sectious of country they visit."

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Butler Is Ousted.
At the time of the demise of the San

Francisco and Point Lobos Road Com-
pany in 1882 C. C. Butler was ousted from
the board tiltrustees upon the complaint
ol Lloyd Tevis.

Butler appealed, contending that it was
Insufficient to show that he had viola ed
his trust or was unfit to execute it. The
Supreme Court, however, has sustained
the decision of the lower court and Butler
must no.
