ELECTRIC LOCOMOTIVE.

The Unique Features of a New Engine
Now Being Constructed.

There is an electrie locomotive in course

of construetion in Boston, which promises

to meet ali the requirements for propelling

railroad trains. It is an eight horse-
power machine and it i3 ovnique.
The distinctive feature of the inven-

tion is the substitution of a piston and
cylinder in place of the usual rotary motor
for the application of power. The eylin-
der is much longer than for steam pur-
poses and has in its interior a series
of magnets. The piston passes enlirely
through the cylinder, with crossheads
at either end. On the piston within the
cilinder 1s a series of armatures of pe-
culiar construction. On the axle of the
driving wheels are commutators, whose
function is to apply and cut off the electric
current, just as the eccentrics control the
steam of a steam engine. The prioeiple of
the wachine is the admission of the cur-
rent to the magnets in the eylinder, which
are in advance of the piston rod, and by
their action on the armatures the piston
is moved forward. As the strokeis
ended the current is cut off from the mag-
nets first charged and applied to those at
the rear of he piston, giving it a reverse
motion, thus maintaining & strong, regular
maotiou.

The
uccounts of the accident given by his
driver of the wagon and the motorman tal-
lied except as to thedistance between them
when the warning gong was first sounded.
While the motorman was telling his story
the manager noticed somethiog a little out
of the ordiuary in the appearance of his
eyes, and he questioned him aboeut his
sight. The man answered that it was
good, or at least that he bhad not dis-
covered any defect in 1t. He was
sent to aun oculist for examination,
and the latter found that the motor-
mau’s judgment of distances was very
poor. Objects appeared to Lim to be
farther away than they really were.
Since then the eyes of all the
in the two cities have
been examined and their judgment in
regard to distance tested. Quite a num-
ber of them failed to pass the examination.
and their places on the motors are now
tilled by men with good vision and with at
least fair judement as to distances. Near-
sighted, far-sighted, crosseyed and color-
blind applicants for positions as motormen
will be ruled out in future without farther
examination. The ruls will extend toother
defects of vision. Even wikh people whose
eyesight is good the estimating of distance
correctly is a difficult matter- If cailied
upon te give a number of feet between the
walls of & room, most of them will miss it
several feet.—St. Louis Revublic.

Thrilling Escapes From Huge Ice-
bergs, but the Vessel Came
Through Uninjured.

’HILADELPHIA, June 27.—Af{ter weath-
ering territic gales, furious snowstorms
and mountainous seas, the DBritish
bark Salina, Captain Salter, has arrived
here from the ice-bound coast of Green-
land. His crew met with great hardships
from the chiily blasts of the Arcticregions.
Such weather was never exverienced be-
fore by any of the crew.

The Salina left New York March 20 for
Greeniand and reached there after some
little difficulty May 1. She was loaded and
sailed for this port May 31. For the first
few days she experienced ordinary
weather and got well to the southward,
when there arose a terrific gale. Although
the wind howled from the south it was
intensely cold, and rain, hail aod sleet
added to the dangers. Every stitch of can-
vas was taken in and under bare poles the
Salina was driven with great force
through the icy sea. All on board were
engaged in making things secure about the
decks. It was almost impossible to see a
quarter of a mile ahead arnd in constant
dread of striking an iceberg Catain Salter
spent a week of intense anxiety. Some-
times the bark would scrape alongside
some monstrous berg, so thickly was the
region studded with the dangerous ob-
structions. Captain Salter found his ves-
sel was about twenty miles north of the
place from where he started. Nothing
was heard or seen of the Peary expeai-
tion.

Captain Salier says that the prevailing
southerly winds have rendered the ap-
proach to Greenland almost impossible, as
the sea is environed with .huge. bergs.
The Salina sustained no damage what-
ever,
