"Although the arrivals this month are in excess of
those of livemonths past yet no change is notice*-

\ ble in values, as all the cargoes com In;to band
had been placed prior to arrivaland deliveries are
ail made from ships' tides, thereby saving the
wholesale dealer hauling and yarding, Business
generally is fair, except for domestic uses, which
is fallingoffon account of tbe weather. We all
look for an increase of steam consumption when
our new uriiTgoes Into effect, not only on account
of coal reduction, but principally because some of
cur large factories are awaiting the finalestablish-
ment of tae values of their product.
