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“BUCK” DENIES IT.

Says the Stuffers Are Not
His Men.

EXPLAINS TO MAX POPPER.

Politicians Run After Him for
Advice.

FURITY IN PGLITICS IS NONSENSE.

Characteristic Sentiments of the Ex=
Boss—Demaocratic Enroliment
Goes Forward.

The appearanee of Chris Buckley In the
Ba!dwin Hotel amoung the politiciens, who
there assemble, on Thursday night, is said
to have been entirely without political
significance. Colenel Henry Kowalsky
says so, and that settles it.

The colopel says that Buckley told him
that he was deing nothing in polities, and
if Buckley says so, who can doubt it? The
gangs of the followers of the ex-boss who
have been going about in wagons from dis-
trict to distriet, stuffing the Democratic
rolls, go for nothing as evidence. Chris
was ever noted for his retiring disposition,
and his chief characteristic of keeping his
hands off polities is in itself sufficient to
purge him of the imputation of attempting
now to interfere.

Colonel Kowalsky says that Buckley
was only looking for a physician to cure
him of blindness when he entered the
Baldwin. He asked the colonel if he

knew of a certain healer who it was said |

could restore human sight, and when the
doughty warrior replied in the affirma-
tive and promised to introduce Mr. Buck-
ley to the performer of miracles, they
both repaired to the Kowalsky apart-
ments to talk the matter over. That was
absolutely all there was to the Buckley
visit, and the reception by old heelers,
the handshakings and plaudits of the
throng were only incidental ebullitions of
feeling on the part of the men who wiul
vote in a d ozen districts at the Democratic
primary.

But these are not the ounly reasons for
believing that Buckley did not ask his
friends to invade the enrolling-places and
stuff the rolls, He yesterday personally
informed Max Popper that he had no po-
Jitiecal ambition, and made a general dis-
claimer of all intention to intrude his
personality into the present contest,

I: was rather an unexpected sight to see
Mr, Popper and Mr. Buckley in eclose con-
suitation in the cafe back of tha Baldwin
bar. Maurice Schmitt was with them,
lending the semblance of innocence to the
meeting. Democrats were assembling in
groups in the main office of the hotel,
where they were excitedly discussing the
rows in the Thirty-fifth and Thirty-sixth
distriects, Every man who came in asked
jor Max Popper, and a few wags imparted
the information that he was in the cafe
back of the bar anxious to see the in-
quirer. Ope by one the ward politicians
hastened to the cafe, and one by one they
came back and srage.whispered, “Why, he
1s with Buck.” So great was the awe of
the Lord of Livermore among the pea-
jacket statesmen that the very thought of |
having intruded upon him in the midst of |
a political conference was enough to shake
their nerves.

“Did you tslk to Max?” one of them
was asked.

““Ne,”” he said, “when I seen Bueck I
just wiltea.”

The conference lasted for over an bour.
Mr. Popper returned to the hotel lobby
first and there ralated his experlence. *‘I
was in the bar,” he said, *when Buckley
apd Schmitt came in. 1 was told that Mr.
Buckley wanted to speak to me, and we
went into the cafe together., He told me
that he had heard that I said that the
rolis were being stuffed, and that he had
been sending for the men who were doing
the work, and issuing instructions to
them. This last, he told me, was not true.
He bad not sent for the men, but maony of
the boys had come to him to tell them
how to adjust their differences, and bow
to carry on their fights. He had person-
-ally no interest in these matters and was
strictly ont of politics. The men who
were stuffing the rolls were belng sent
around by the office-holders at the new
City Hall. 1f I would investigate I would
find that to be true.”

Mr. Popper then said that Buekley had
assured bim that hie was not pursuing the
right course. He never could hope to win
in the way he was going. It was necessary
in order to do policies to get down to the
methods of politicians, go among the com-
mon herd, get in among tha bDoye. Pop-
pver’s ideas about puriging polities evi-
dently seemed to DBuckley the veriest
ncnsense. It could never be done that
way.

Chairman Popper asked as to Sam
lainey’s attitude and DBuckley simply
said that Rainey was old enough to look
after his own interests, But as for Lkim-
self, be wasn’t lifting a hand. How much
the chairman of the general committee be-
lieved of all this he didn’t say, and it was
not necessary for him to doso. He opnly
smiled as he related the details of the
meating.

Chief Sullivan of the Fire Department
calied on Chairman Popper yesterday
aiternoon to ascertain upon what author-
ity be had made the statement that a fire-
man had taken a gang of stuffers to the
Thirty-ninth Distriet and thers enrolled
them. Popper gave his informant, and
the Chief said he would trace the matter
to its source, He declared that he would
make an example of any member of the
department who should be found med-
dling with the primary. Should this be
done the examples will be very numerous,
tor there is little doubt that the attraction
which a primary exerts for the average
fireman when there are Rainey interests
tc be subserved has proved too much for
many members of the departinent,

The enroltment passed off quietly last
night, as comparea with the work of
Thursday. The row in the Thirty-sixth
District resulted in an appeal to Chairman
Popper to patch the affair up. About
twenty men assembled at headquarters
and had a lively discussion of the fracas
and the respective rights of the contending
factions., Mr. Pooper gave a roll to Dis-
trict Chairman Steve Crowley, and in-
structed bhim to proceed with the enroll-
ment last night at Twenty-eighth and
Church streets, 1t was freely pre-
dicted that there would be another
free fight it Crowley carried out
instructions, and a nalf dozen broad-
shouidered policemen were sent -out to
preserve the peace. Whether it was their
presence or the good wmavagement of Dep-
uty: Sbheriff Burps that prevented a dis-
turbance, the result was that .there was
no fghting. But Rolando Hall was
crowded with men who evidently did not
live in the district. They arrived by every
car from downtown, some headed by Billy
Tuitts, representing Mike Sears, ‘others by
Ed Harrington, and others still by Ring
and Quinn of Eighteenth street. Billy
Fitzgerald hal a party of sixty on the
ground. Burns haa forestalled the visi-
tors, however. IHe had more men in line
than could be registered in the time al-
lowed, and they held their places.to the
exclusion of the outsiders. Those who
could not enroll were told to appear at
Noe and Sanchez streets at 7 o’clock to-
night and do their worst for MeDade.

Al the closing of the polls 210 voters
had been registered, greatly to the discom-
fiture of Harrington, who does not live in
the district, but apparently to the delight
of Burns and Ben Wierners, The latter
gentleman, while shaking hands right and
left, declared that he wanted no office, but
was out in the interest of his friends.

At the conclusion of the enrollment the

crxl;wd. consisting ol nearly 1000, was fairly
sober.

No disturbance was reported from the
Thirty-fifth, where there was also a lively
time on Thursday night, and up to mid-
night the members of the grievance com-
mittee, who assrmbled at the Baldwin to
vass upon the differances in the districts,
had heard of no serious affrays. The enor-
mous enrollment reported showed though
that the lists will in no way represeat
the legitimate voters of the districts.

services and transportation; and whereas, said
rallroad company has for two days falled and re-
fused the means and facilities for the perform-
ance of its publie duties; therefore, be 1t

Resolved, Ttat it is the duty of the proper
Siste officers to lustitute proceedings for the
forfeiture of the charter of the said railroad
company for non-use of its franchises.

Resolved, That the duty of the United States
Government o !hnec}n-e its mortgage on that
part of the Soutflern Pacific system knpown as
the Central Pacific Railroad ana furnish trans-
portation for the public as bheretofore declared
by tbis club I3 made evident beyond all doubt.

Many speeches were made on the fore-
going, which were objectad to as not suffi-
ciently comprehensive, and though the
resolutions were adopted, the following,
submitted by P. J. Thomas, were also
carried:

WHERFEAS. An extensive association of rail-

road employes pledged to each other to
protect themselves against the encroach-
ments of organized capital bave carried
out their pledge and protested agalnst

the reauction of the price of their labor; and
whereas, in insisting on_their rights they have
boycotted the Fullmsn Palace Car Company to
the extent of preventing the running of tbeir
cars on any of the overiand lines of the couun-
try; and whereas, the Southern Pacific Railroad
Company, proving their contempt of all efforts
on behaif of the combination of the labor ele-
ment, have shown their contempt of the travel-
ing publie by refusing to run 'heir trains unless
io the interests of the sala-Pullinan Comvany,

Resolved That this club unite in protesting
against the conduct of the Southern FPacific
Company.

Resolved, That no better argument could be
advanced in favor of the Government having
cootrol of tbhe railroads of the country, and we
hope tlie day is not far distant whea the people
of the United States shall be free from the en-
croachments of capital and the ruinous system
of ceutrallzation now destroying the labor ele-
ments of ibe nation, and the subversion of all
the principles of Democracy, which is the life
of our form of goverument,

Resolved, That 1t is the duty of the proper
State authorities to institute proceedings for
the forfeiture of the charter of said raliroad
company for non-uses ol its franchises.

The speakers for the resolutions were P.
Welland, George H. Cabaniss, Samuel
McKee and W. P. Stradley. R. D. Me-
Henry stoutly opposed their adoption.

The Republican executive council met
last night, with First Vice-President
Edgar Briggs presiding, and decidea to
have a general ratification meeting under
the auspices of the eouncil on Saturday,
July 14 The preparatory work will be
done by the executive committee,

At the meeting resolutions will be
adopted indorsing the entire State ticket
and calling for some improved method of
holding primary elections. Each organiza-
tion represented in the couvncil will be
urged to use every effort to secure a fair
primary election of delegates to county
and municipal conventions.

A finance committee, consisting of John
D. Spreckels, E. C. Hughes and Eaward
Holland, was elected.

R. F. Westheimer, J. E, Field and John
Williams were constitutea an auditing
cominittee.

The Underwriters’ Inspection Bureau
Issues a Timely One.

In view of the near approach of the
Fourth of July with its attendant conila-
gration hazard, the Underwriters” Inspec-
tion Bureau has issued the following sim-
ple precautions, some of which can be
adopted to advantage by every one:

If you bave private fire apparatus, see that
the hose, firepails and extinguishers are in ser-
viceable condition. If you have none, this is an
excellent time to 8o protect your property.

1f you have small hose, attach it in the most
avallable place. Many kinds of business re-
quire the use of palils, tanks and barrels, while
stores, stables and dwellings all have palls in
use. Fill these with water and dispose them
advaniageously during this aangerous time.

If you have grailugs in the sidewalk over
basement openlugs, or have outside basement
doors, remove all rubbish, ana if possible close
them over temporarily to keep out fireworks.

Wel down wooden sidewalks and planked
arcas, also under open sldewalx gratings, and
use water enough to run through the cracks, so
as to wet the chips, paper, ete., undern-ath.

Remove all packing-boxes, gooas In cases and
rubbish from siaewalks, areas and roofs. If
any boxes are necessarlly left outside, pile them
snug;y and see that no packing material is ex-
posed.

much left but rails aad right of way after
the otner claims are satisfied.

The Dwyer claim for $3000 on account,
of which there was to have been a sale of
property yesterday, was postponed on ac-
count of the indemnifying bond being un-
satisfactory.

R. M. Fitzgerald, Mr. Dwyer's attorney,
said: “There is ample personal property
to secare us, and as soon as & sufficient
bond is filed it will be sold. 1 have no
doubt of obtaining the full amount for my
client in a few days.”
