Always Send Them in the Evening
and You Will Be Happv.

Have you a tiny window garaen? Do you
sometimes feel you would like to cut off one or
two of the petted blooms for some distant friend
if only you Knew how to securely pack the fratl
blossoms for the mail?

Delicate opening sprays can be packed so
that they will travel two days and two nights
and be none the worse for the journey,

Always mail flow-rs in the evening, They
g ta tine siart pefore the rush in the daily
malls del:ys them, and, besides, flowers are
best picked in the dark when the sunshine and
the warmth of day are not drawing the sap to
the surfaee,

Cul the stems as long as possible, and then,
before the motsture has time Lo escape, ligutly
dip the ena of each stem In melted wax, that
from a lighted tap-r will do. Wret some cotton
wadding and wrap it in a big wet mass around
the stems, letiing only athin layer cover the
flowers themselves. Ao

Around the coiton wrap a big piece of tinfoil,
taking care that it does not press upon the
flowers,
newspapers, well moistened.

SPARROWS AND MARTINS.

They Fight for a Home on the Highest
Point of a Bridge.

Across the Quinepiac River, near New Haven,
Conn., 1s a long iron drawbridge—the Tomlin-
son bridge. On the highest points of the middie
of the span are two little iron houses that cover
the pleces to which the supporting cables are
attached. These little bouses are intended to
be a protection against the rain, and in winter
they are closed by a sort of 1iron door, removed
only when the machinery is oiled.

But in the spring the engineer, Mr. Powers,
takes away these small doors, and then two
couples of birds—a pair of martias and a pair
of sparrows—build nests In these accldental’)
bird houses. Though for several years these
birds have been uneighbors, they are often at
war, squabbling and abrieking at one anoiber
while f-athers fly through the alr.

Whenever the bridge is thus reversed the
sparrows returnivg from an expedition in
search of n-st-building material or from mare
keting perbaps will find, as they think, those
meddling pelghbors, the martins, at woik in
the sparrows’ home—fcor the turning of the
bridge has brought the martins over to the
nelghbor’s side.

Amazed by the sudden attack the martios
there do their best to defend thelr home from
those wicked sparrows—and so the fight will be
continued. As the two iron houses complete!y
hide the nests and are just allke the sparrows
and martions are contisually at war whenever
the briage Is turned so as Lo ebange its ends.

As soon as he haa found out the cause of the
strife Mr. 'owers was careful to return the
bridge always Lo ltbe same position, and he
found that the birds lived in peace and har-
mony so long s he thus prevented them [rom
confusing their nests.

Occaslonally, however, to test his theory or
to iilustiate it to some passing visitor, the en-
giveer will reverse the position of the nests.
Tbe experiment never [ails—a gquarrel be-
tween the mutually angered birds was always
the resuit.

Wyoming’s Soda Lakes.

As deseribed by H. Pemberton Jr, and George
P. Tucker tuere exists a deposit of sulphate of
soda, locally known as a “lake,” about four-
teen miles soutbhwestof Laramie, Wyo. Thue de-
posit is composed of three of these lakes Iying
within a stoue’s ihrow of one another—the Big
Lake, the Track Lake and the Red Lake—hav-
ing togetber a total area of about sixiy-five
acres. They are tbe property of the Union I'a-
citic Railroad Company, and are connected by
a branch of that road with the main line at
Laramie. aud are generally known as (be
Union Pacltic Lakes. In these lakes the sul-
pbate of soda occurs iu two bodies or l.yers.

The lower parl, coustituting (he great
bulk of the deposit, 1s a mass of crystals
of a fainot greeutsn color mixed with a

considerable amount of black, shimy mud. It
Is kpown as the ‘‘solid soda,” and is said to
have a depth of some iwenty or thirty feet.
Above this solld soda occurs the superflcial
layer of pure white crystaliized sulphate of
soda. This Is formed by solution in water of
the upper part of the lower body, the crystals
being deposited by evavoration or by cooling,
or by the two combined. A littie rain in the
spring and autumn furpishes this water, be-
sides whbich Innpumerable smali slugglish-flowing
springs are present in all the lakes; but on
account of the dry air of this region the surface
is generally dry, or nearly so, and in midsum-
mer the white clouds of effiorescent sulphate
tnat are wbirled up by the ever-blowing winds
of Wyoming can be seen for miles. The layer
of white sulphate is from three to twelve Inches
in thickuess. When the crystals are removed
the part laid bare Js soon replenished by a new
crop.—~Iropular Science Monthly.

Aluminum Currency.

During a serles of experiments for the Royal
Society’s comuiittee on researches upon alloys,
Captain Hunt has made a discovery tha: will
provably be utllized in the coinage of money.
His alioy consists of 78 parts of gold to 22 paris
of aluminum. Th se proportions, moreover,
are the only ones In which these iwo metals
alloy perfectly.

The product, it 1s said, is of a beautiful pur-
ple color, with ruby reflections, and cannot be
imitated. Besldes, as gold is 7 7 thn' 8 heavier
than aluminum, the same weight of the latter
will be 7.7 iimes greater in bulk than the
former.—Scientific American.
