Madame de Sevigne.

A monuwment is to be erected at Vitre, In
Biitanny, to the glory of Mme, de Sevigne,
whose “Letlers,” written under the reign of
Louis X1V, are well known to the Amerlcan
students of the French language. Many of
these “Letiers” were dated from Les Rochers,
a coquettish-looking castle two leagurs distant
from Vitre. She was not born there, however,
and neither at Paris, though It is so stated and
eugraved upon a plaque of white marble
placed upon the fiont of a Paiisian house,
Place des Vosges, where Vietor Hugo lived for
several years. Mme. de Sevigne was born 1o
the viillage of Bourbilly, near 8 mur, in Bur-
gundy; but she resided maluly at Paris, in the
Kernevalec private hotel, which is known at
present as Horel Carnavaler, and which has
been ransformed into a municipal artistic mu-
seum.—New York Tiibune.
