GLADDENED STRIKERS

Fillmore's Offer Disowned
by the Company.

MAYOR PARDEE'S MANIFESTO

Allegations That the Meeting of
Tuesday Was Packed.

PRESIDENT ROBERTS APPROVED.

Tons Alore of Mail Matter to Arrive.
Disorganization of the Train

Service.

The only thing absolutely new in the
strike situation in West Oakland
was the information that the company
ready to settle with the men. Itwas con-
tained in the telegram fromT. H. Douglass

ot Sacramento and displayed in a tobac-
conist's window on Seventh street, about
3 o'clock in the afternoon.

la a short time the wiudow was sur-
rounded by strikers and the contents of
the telegram eagerly scanned; and, as
the news spread Wiere was a general air of
satisfaction at the news it contained. It
was good news, as the strikers construed
it,and they plainly saw before them the
path to a happy delivery, strewn with the
roses of victory.

"1 tniuk we are now assured," said
President Iloberts of the A. 11. U., "ol the
victory we have claimed all i

"The telegram means, of course, that the
company is willingto meet us, which they

were not willing to do before. Previously
they have held the ground that they hid
nothing to consider, holding that the fight
was purely between the Puiiman Company
and the Pullman employes in Cnicago;
and that if our men a.»w lit to leave the
cervioe of the Southern Pacific they could
nil their places witii others.

"Now, they have found that not only
not easy, but impossible, and they now
\u25a0want to meet us to see \t some settlement
cannot be made lookiug to the return of
our men to work.

"The annul. ingof the trains means that
the company cannot run them. They
have about realized that they must get the
old men back before they can rua the
trains with any 9ate'y to passengers or to

the company's property. Therefore, they
have resolved to not run them until such
an arrangement is made that the old men
can be induced to return.

"Inregard to the terms upon which the
men will consent to re:urn to workIcan-
not speak, not having the authority, if
the ritupany has any proposition to make
ii will come before the whole union and
be voted upon. We r;re now waiting for
that proposition."

"Did you see what some of the after-
noon paper* said caused to-day's tie-up at
Sacramento ?" asked Charles Hall o' the
strike committee. "VVouldn't that en-
lighten you? Because two switchmen
wpre subpenaed from the yards the
pany whs unable to pet out its train<.
And yet the Southern PnciiiC p»nple will
have the nerve to tell you that they have
plenty of men to take out train?. That
doesn't look much like it,does it ?"

FOR LAW AND ORDER.
Mayor Pardee Issues a Proclamation

to the Oakland People.
Mayor Pardee of Oakland believes the

typewriter— the mechanical, not the red-
headed variety— mightier than the Gatling

sun. and he set the one he possesses at
work ajainst the strike last night. The
result was the following:

Whereas, There exists In the city of Oak-
laitJ a condition of aflans threaten the de-
struction of property, disturbance ol the peace,
iuteiiereuce with travel by railroad tram and
Hie cessation of commerce, and whereas a
gathering of crowds or assemblages of people
upou tiie streets tends to Increase tiie dauber
to property, threatens the peace, good order
and quiet of the city, and tends to Interfere
with travel and the movement of merchandise—

All persons within the city of Oakland are
hereby requested and directed to refrain from
assembling In crowds, groups or assentblajres
upon the public streets, sidewalks or squares
for any purpose whatsoever, and all peaceful
persons are hereby requested and directed to
co upon the public streets only in the pursuit
ot their legitimate business. The Cluef of Po-
lice is hereby directed to clear the streets,

sidewalks and publicsquares of this city of all
crowds, assemblages, uroups of persons and
loiterers and to keep lie said streets so clear
untilotherwise ordered.

All law-abiding citizens are hereby called
upon to aid and assist the police In the dis-
charge of Ihis duty.

1lie C.'i'ef of I'olice is hereby directed to call
forassistance upon citizens, the Sheriff or the

military,should the occasion require it.

Armed with fifty duplicate copies the

Mayor descended on Chief of Police Schaf-
fer last night and requested that function-
ary to forthwith post these proclamations
in the most prominent places he could
find. The Chief got out his hor&e and
buggy and a pint buttle \u25a0 f mucilage, and

they proceeded to West Oakland, tiie
>!ayor nursing 'he precious < ff-hoot of

ruin tenderly to his bosom. By i!i
k every telephone pole in the neigb-. od of the Point was decorated with

one, and croups of strikers surrounding
them reading the latest from the beat ot
war.

Many were the comments on the change

of heart the Mayor lias experienced to-

ward the railroad since his six weeks'
«tay at the Southern Pacific strongbo d at
Castle Crag. During the water-front
light, they Doltited out, ho was for the de-
struction of railroad pro; erty to the ex-
teut of countenancing if not leading the
crowds against it. bull later he. led a mid-
night assault on the misguided industrials
entering the tabernacle, without warrant
of law, and dragging them out into the
streets. llis ideas of lawlessness, they
claim, have changed with the treatment at
Castle Craz.

The proclamation willhave no effect at
West Oakland, for tiie reason that tbe
>inkers have decided to keep quieter than
ever bofore, in view of what they consid-
ered a satisfactory ending of the difter-

Tuesday's Mass-Meeting Criticized.
Ihe Populists Angry.

The law and order meeting which was
called at the City Hall on Tuesday night

and which nearly developed into a mob
itself was the talk of the town all day yes-
terday.
Itis characterized now as a railroad and

bankers' meeting, every bink m town
bQ.vz represented Hiid at least two promi-
nent riilroad men being present.

-V. G. Palmenteer was present for the
Central Bank; the Oakland Bank of Sav-
ings was there in the person of Isaac L.

qua, the president, and W. W. Garth-
waae, the cashier; the Union National
had on hand Thomas Prattler, its Dresl-
dent; the Farmers' atid Merchants' Sav-
ings was represented by Edson F. Adams,
presdent; G. W. McNear, president of the
First National Bank: A. C. lleuiy.presi-
dent of the California Bank and Trust
Company, and W. G. IIashaw, vice-pres-
ident ol the Union Savings Ba;ikJ

For the railroad company John P. Irish
acted as spokesman, while Isaac L. Ku-
qua. a Central Pacific director, was also
prominent, iv the meeting.

A gentleman, in speaking of the meet-
ing, said:

"This meeting almost made a holy show
ofitself. At one tune inits proceedings, had
the word been given, 1believo the meeting
would have developed into a mob that
would have strung little Mr. Roberts up
had a roue been bandy. Why, tney were
doing just, exactly what they were called
upoti to condemn and put down. They
were ready for mob law and were bo
worked up that Kiberts stood a very poor
show if it were not for the fact that lie
kept his head. lie was the only cool man
in tne whole crowd. And talk about law
and order, why1believe that the Chief of
Police and the Sheriff would have stood by
Huberts to have k>>i>; 1> icb the mob.

"This will readily show where the
rule was and who was for law and order.

"Another thinix. Tne re-pectahle hank-
ers and others had so worked ihemselves

up that they lost their heads completely,

and had Roberts been a little skilled as a
parliamentarian he could have captured

the meeting completely. As it was he did
not come out second best by any means.
In his modest and unobtrusive maun,

he held his ground against what was al-

most a rabble, and Ihave no doubt In the
world that some of Oakland's first Citizens
are ashamed of themselves to-day.
"Ihave no doubt the order has gone out

from railroad headquarters to jailRoberts
and this meeting was Intended to put the
ball in motion, but the rebound has only

resulted in hurting the railroad while it

has added immeasurably to Roberts repu-
tation as a law-abiding citizen."

The Populists held open house at Hamil-
ton Llall last uigtit. A cart and a trans-

parency had been sent through the streets
early intha evening, announcing the meet-
ingas a demonstration against the action,

of ••i-adintr citizens" at the City Hall
Tuesday night.

The meeting was called to order by ex-
Assemblymau Breiz. who, after delivering

a short address, which abounded with
flings and sharp allusions over the meet-
ing of the previous evening, introduced
Dr. Taylor.

The doctor followed Bretz' lead, and
was. in turn, followed by Mrs. Sanfnrd of
the Society for the Prevention of Cruelty

to Children.
The speaker of the evening, Fred Bell,

was then introduced.

It wa* the same old
charge, only In a dozen different directions
and with an apparently greater lack of
purpose. Three of the soldiery rode bead-
long, sabers in hand, at those mi trie north-
east corner of Seventh and Wood street-,
and drovp nil who could enter into the
Magnolia Saloon.

The charge was over in a moment and
the ijuarU was stationed at all the

ings, allowing no one to pass un or down
or across. Then Iceman Keefe, who
put in an appearance about this time, in-
sisted on everybody clearing the sidewalk.
The crowds with between the devil and
the (Jeep sea. Itthey went into the street
they would be charged by the soldiery,
and if they remained where they were
they would fall afoul of X"elf.

SWITCHMAN JOST FREE.
A Clash Between Civic and Martial

Law Happily Averted.
Colonel Geary rode up to the courthouse

yesterday morning In Oakland followed at
a respectful distance by two orderlies. Ai
the edge of the sidewalk the colonel dis-
mounted and tossed his horse's reins to
one of the orderlies. lie was in full uni-
form, and as he strode across the side-
walk and up the courthouse stairs his
sword clattered against his boot tops and
his big military spurs jingled musically.

The colonel stalked into th« hall of jus-
tice, but Judge Ellsworth did not quail.
The colonel saw Ibis and removed his hat.

Jle was present to mak* answer in the
Teddy .lost habens corpus case. When
questioned he said ho could not produce
the prisoner us ordered because he had
been released. The colouel went on 10
say:
"Icannot say •officially,' that he is free,

but unofficially, Iknow that he was dis-
charged."

Judge Ellsworth asked: "Colonel Geary,
did you see him discharged ?"

"Yes, Isaw him released, hut ofiiciallyI
have no knnwlnd^e of it. 1believe Colouel
McDonald released him. 1 do not know
(ftk-ially. Orders in the army e<> up and
not down."
It was plain to Jitdce Ellsworth that

Teddy Jost was a free man and the writ
was dismissed and the clash between civic
and military authority was averted.

About an hour after the proceedings
Teddy Jest himself was ahnut the court-
house with iiis stiiiiinu wife un bis arm.
Sbe was Holding blm light, top, and is de-
termined tlie soldiers shall uot get himagain.

FA LSE REPORTS.
Filimore Has Not Offered to Take

Back All the Men.
There is a noticeable difference in the

views held by the Southern Pacific ofti-
ciais from those entertained by the strik-
ers regarding the alleged lorn of men
necessary for train service. These rumors
have been repeated with such frequency
and with nuch minuteness of detail that
liie reader iiat a loss to understand how
the railroad is able to move a train at all
if its service is «o irreparably crippled.

Yesterday General Manager Towns was
requested to make a statement as to the
exact position in which the railroad is
placed in this respect, and he cheerfully
consul) ted to do so.

"Uc ii.vi' iis affieient number of men in
<mr employ nt pnwnt," >aid lie, "to run
every tram on the line and do all the work

isar? to all the departments wfti> one
exception, and in that particular branch of
ilu ywe ueeu less than twenty men. We
anticipate no trouble whatever in securing
all the men we require in a day or t«n, as
tiiere are plenty of them offering their
services."

Regarding another rumor to the effect
that the company had requested thai the
difficulty be adjusted by arbitration, Mr.
Tow no said that there was not an atom of
truth in me assertion.

"Our line of policy has be«n marked out
as plain as the line of the Central Pacific
across the continent," said he, "and we

shall follow itto the end. Matters are look-
ing remarkably bright and everything will

be moving alone in a busing-like man-
ner inside of a very few d;>ys."

During the afternoon one of the officials
in Oakland sent the following dispatch
(.ver which, had been received from the
leader of the strikers in Sacramento. Ihe
official was quite auxious to know it there
was any truth in it:

Sacramento, .July 18.—Flllmore agrees to
u.-e back all men without prejudice. Com-
pany cou'd not withdraw Pullmans wltinv.n
lawsuit against company. All trains annulled
until fuither orders.

sition to the men, but that he had no
authority to do so if he felt *o inclined.

As to the tying up of trains, which the
dispatch iutimated was done by the com-
pany, the explanation was made tlutt
Knox ana his friends had, as another
inpans of crippling the service temporarily,
subp«naed all the men who have been
w<rking to appear in Woodland.

The company nas taken the necessary
stens to prevent a repetition of this move.

The first train to Portland will run this
morning at 7 o'clock.

Vice-President Crocker returned from
his protracted visit to the East yesterday.

He was in Ciiicago during most of the
trouble, and anxiously watched the cou-
test from that vantage point.

The first trouble iv the coast-division
yards since the striKe occurred yesterday,

and by it the little icehouse which stood
in the southwest corner of the yards was
knocked into a mass of kindling wood. A
switch-engine was running some cars in
on the track which ends near the side of
the house mentioned, and through some
misunderstanding of signals ihe cars were
forced hack over the bumpers aud through
the side of the ieebotue.

All c last-division trains are running
regularly.

ARE IN SNMPATHY.

Labor Unions Stand Ready to Aid
the Strikers.

At a meeting of the International Asso-
ciation of Machinists No. GB, veld last
evening, it was decided to subscribe $100
toward assisting the A. K. U. in maintain-
ing the present strike. The actions of the
leaders were fully indorsed and the great-

est sympathy was pxpteased for the men
who an- maintaining their rights against

their way since the Inauguration of the
tie-up.

The numbers' Union No. 69 also passed
resolutions expressing its sympathy with
the strikers at a meeting held last
evening, at which the matter was thor-
oughly di*<useed by able sneakers. Itin-
tends taking lurther action of a more sub-
stantial nature should the tie-up continue
at any length, and judglug from the senti-
ment expressed by those present it is
quite evident that the union as a whole
stands ready to iin<ist in any wav possible.

Cigar-makers' Union No. 228 met last
Tuesday evening at its headquarters, and
after the routine business unanimously
adopted resolutions of sympathy with the
strikers and expressing appreciation of
The Cam, throughout the controversy in
the Interests of the pie.

POLICE AND ENGINEERS.

President Roberts Intimates That
They Fraternize.

At the next meeting of the Police Com-
missioners for the city of Oakland Presi-
dent Roberts of the A. R U- will prefer
charges against Patrolman Keefe fur
drinking while on duty. He state* that
that oflicer had the warrHiit* to sei ye upon
ilie engineers on the Oakland local who
had violated city ordinnnces by running
over crossings without ringing th<Mr bells,
;«ini that when he found tbe men he after-
wani went into a saloon with the men in
fulluniform and dranK at tbe bar.

EASTERN MAILS.

Another Big Batch Will Arrive From
Seattle To-Day.

The first train on the Oregon line since
the burning of the trestle at Dunsmuir
will airive to-day with the overland mail
that accumulated at Seattle since the de-
parture of the steamer Walla Walla last
week.

The Walla Walla leaves for the north
to-day with mail for Oregon and Wash-
ington. One day's mail from the East ar-
rived in this city last night by way ol Los
Angeles.

A Suspicious Fireman.

As
he boarded the train to leave lie kissed his
sister adieu at Nonh l>erkelf»y. The eye
of the suspicious fireman saw in the act of
affection a case of conspiracy, and he ac-
cased the guardsman of givinc information
of picket lines, etc.. to tbe A.K.U., through \
the youni;lady. The two men nearly came
to blows, ana the train pulled out with
each cursing the other. The fireman's
name was Loveland.

Cases in the Courts.

Tonne, Master Mechanic McKenzie and
several deputy marshals, deputy sheriffs,
locomotive firemen and engineers.

A False Alarm.
At11:30 o'clock last night intelligence

was received at West Oakland that some-
body had fired two passenger coaches and
the waiting station of the Southern Pacific
at Lorin. Abig red bluze in the sky in
that direction gave some color to the story,
but Investigation proved that a big hay-
stack in one of the fields near Lorin was
being slowly consumed.

Incompetent Switching.
Careless or incompetent switching in

the sheds at the mole yesterday morning

resulted in engine 1621 colliding with a
freightcar, staving a big hole in the tendpr,
from which the water gushed In a big
stream. The disabled locomotive was
hauled to the roundhouse for repairs.

The Train Service.
Trains ran in and out of Oakland yester-

day regularly, several freights among the
number. No interruption to the local
service occurred, and thai particular
branch of Hie business api ears to have
permanently returned to its normal con-
dition.
