HER HOPE FAILED.

Suicide of a Young Wife
and Mother.

PARTED FROM HER HUSBAND.

Mrs. Jennie Miller of Bodie Blows
Out Her Brains.

SHE SOUGHT RECONCILIATION.

No Reply to Her Appeal—Deputy
Coroner Jones Conceals Her
Death From the Press.

The body of a rair young woman, who
was a wife and motber, lies in a casket in
un undertaker’s parlor on Geary streer.
There is a bullet-hole on one side of the
shapely head, but the placid features tell
nothing of the mental storm that must
have raged before the shot that made the
fatal wound was fired. The dead woman
was Mrs. Jeanie Miller, wife of a prosper-
ous contractor who lives at Bodie. She
blew out her brains at the residence of her
sister, Mrs. C. R. Hausen, 110% Geary
street, Thursday afternoon.

Mrs. Miller’s tife was an unhappy one.
Domestic trouble is the all-comprehending
term given by her friends when asked why
she fled from her home 1n Bodie and came
to reside with an old sehoo!mate in this
city, She married Thomas Miller, the
contractor, when she was but 17 years old,

aod had she lived one day louger would |

have gelebrated the twenty-fourth aunni-
versary of her birth. Earlyin March Mrs
Miller quarreled with her husband, and on
the 9th of that month left him and her
little boy in Bodie and came to the resi-
dence of her old schoolmare, Mrs. Holt,
on Scott street. She was very despondent,
but had little to say about her separation.
It was her purpose to obtain a divorce
from her husband, and soon after her ar-
rival she called upon a lawyer and placed
Ler case in his hands.

About two weeks ago Mrs. Miller visited
her sister on Geary street and decided to
remain with her until after the trial of her
suit for divorce. She was melancholy and
despondent, and trequently lamented over
the absence of her little boy. As a child
Mrs. Miller had often spoken of suicide as
the possible end of bher existence, and
theirremembrance of this filled her friends
with the liveliest apprebensions. They
counseled her to forgive her husband and
return to her bome. Their advice was not
wasted. Mrs. Miller finally decided to go
back to Bodie, and urgea Mrs. Hansen to
accompary her, Mrs., Hansen consented,
and they arranged for their departure on
Monday last.

Mrs, Miller announced her intention of
returning to her husband on the 13th, and
wired him the following message:

Decided to drop divorce. Coming back with
Lizzie. Telegraph answer. JENNIE,

She was apparently very happy after
sending that message and eagerly awaited
a reply; but no answer came,

Mrs. Miller’s despondency returned.
She became melancholy anda abstracted,
and after waiting several dayvs wrote her
husband a long letter, the contents of
which were not confided to any one. Hav-
ing mailed the letter she brightened up
again, and made no secret of her hope that
it would lead the way to a reconciliation.
But the letter, like the telegram, was not
answered, and once more the mind of the
young wife was filled with gloomy fore-
bodings. She did not know that the let-
ter was delayed by the strike and did not
fall into her husband’s hands until the
day after her death,

Early Thursday afternoon she asked
Mrs. Hausen to take a walk with her,
adding that she wanted to see the lawyer
that had handled the divorce case, She
was greatly agitated, and just before re-
tiring to ber dressing-room exclimed, *‘I
fear I am going to lose my mind.”

Mrs. Hansen went to another room to
prepare for the visit to the lawyer and had
dressed, when she heard the reportof a
pistol., It was a muffied sound, and she
thought came from the street, She ran to
the window, but saw nothing. Then she
called to her sister, but no sound came
from the little room to which Mrs. Miller
had retired.

Mrs. Hansen ran to the apartment and
saw a little curl of smoke issuing from the
keyhole. Fearing to confirm what she sus-
pected was the case the frightened lady
summoned a clerk: from her husband’r
offlice, and he not knowing what had hap-
pened entered the room. Mrs, Miller was
lying on the floor, her head resting on an
ottoman, from which a tiny stream of
blood was flowing on the carpet. A pistol
that she had taken from her brother-in-
law’s desk lay by her side.

Mrs. Hansen summoned a physician,
but his services were not required. The
bullet bad caused instant death. Word
was sent to the Coroner’s office and one
of the physicians who makes autopsies for
the city went to the house with Deputy
Coroner Leon M. Jones. The doctor ex-
amined the body and consented to its re-
moval to an undertaker’s. He also con-
sented toreceive a fee for his sgrvices from
Mr. Hansen. Deputy Jones, who is an
old friend of Mr. Hansen, promised to
keep the story out of the papers, and he
was a8 good as his word. When he returned
to the Morgue he wrote a report of the
case, but took particular pains to place it
where it would not be found by the re-
porters.

Late at night the body was removed
from the house to the undertaker’s and the
following dispatch was sent to Miller at
Bodie:

Your wife lles dead at an undertaker’s. Wire
instructions, C. R. HANSEN,

The anawer came:

Letter 16:h recelved this morning.
burled. Wire particulars.

Hansen telegraphed in reply that Mrs.
Miller had shot YLerself and that the body
would be kept five days. Miller then wired
that he would come tothe city. He will
be here to-day.

The part played by Deputy Jones in con-
cealing the case from the public is freely
denounced. The memory of old Morgue
scandals that grew out of just such con-
duct on the part of Coroner’s assistants is
still green, ana this is the second case of
the kind that has happened since Dr.
Hugles took charge of the office. The
other case that was concealed was that of
a Mrs. Gilhooley, who committed suicide
on June 19 last. It is insisted that if
one deputy can conceal a snicide from an
honorable motive, another, actuated by an
entirely different motive, may cloak a
crime.

Coroner Hughes is absent from the city,
but his brother, who is chief deputy, cen-
sured Jones for his conduet. Jones is an
old veteran of the war who has served un-
der other Coroners and he took the reproof
with a nonchalant shrug of the shoulders.

“Yes, 1did it,” he bluntly remarked. *'I

GAVE HER BACK.

Mrs. Glynn Recovers Her
Little Girl.

The Kidnaping Case Dismissed in

Court—A Piteous Scene in the
Chief’s Office.

Mrs. G'yon recovered the possession
of her little girl, Al'ce, yesierday morn-
ing, and Mrs. MecCaffrey, the woman
charged with kidoaping her, was dis-
charged by order of Judge Low.

When the case was called Mrs, MeCaf-
frey was brought into court earrying the
child, as the latter was 80 overcome with
fear that she would not walk and clung
desperately abcut the neck of the woman
who has been a mother to her since her
birth.

Mrs. Glynn was represented by Judge
Sullivan and Mrs, McCaffrey by John V.
O’Brien. The details had all been agreed
upon between the parties as arranged by
the counsel, and Judge Low simply dis-
missed the case.

Then all the parties went over into Chief
Crowley’s office, where Mrs. Glynn was
waiting, and there the mother took charge
of ber own and the woman who had
nursed and cared for it for more than six
years relinquished it.

The situation was not a usual one, even
for the office of the Chief of Police, that
scene where life is constantly revealing
her most trying and somber moods.

The little girl, Alice, is a thin, nervous,
highly strung child, evidently greatly at-
tached to the old lady whom she knew as
mamma, and in whose society almost the
whole of her six years have been spent.

Dr.

Titus Has an Understanding

Mr. Wiedemann would not say, in
answer to a direct question, that he ever
expectad 'o see the Queen restored, and it
is probable that their mission is something
In the nature of a compromise measure,
which it is hoped will secure the approba-
tion of the adwministration.

COUNTING GLASS.

Special Treasury Agents in the
Government Warehouses.

The srecial agents of the tieasury who
"were sent here to investigate the Cus om-
house are now counting the glassin the
Government warehouses. They are re-
| quired to make a general inspection of the
glass in bond becanse when Lhey examioed
| the warehouses in Boston certain importers
| of glass were compelled to pay $20,000 into
the treasury whicl: they would not have
been called upon to pay if the agent had
not found that glass had been secretly
withdrawn without the payment of duties.
The intention of the imporlers there was
to pay the duties and make proper with-
drawal after the passage of the Wilson
bill, which reduces the tariff on glass.

The agents expected to find the same
condition of affairs in the lveal ware-
houses, but the result of their labors so
far has revealed nothing of the kind.
Five cases of window glass in excess of
the amount called for by the invoices
were found in one house and in others no
excess or shortage was discovered.
