Something Worth Knowing.

'
Washington, July 24.— For some weeks

a committee composed of clerks of the
Treasury Department has been at work
destroying the counterfeit money which
has accumulated in the storage room of
Mr. Hazen, the Chief of the Secret Service
of the Treasury Department. The report
of. this committee may not be ready for
some time, but Chief Hazen estimates the
amount of counterfeit money which is be-
ing destroyed at 85,000.000. This, of
course, is its face value. Its actual value
depends on your point of view. To an en-
graver or printer it would have value as a
piece of job work.

The collection includes not only coun-
terfeit money and the plates us. _ to make
it, but advertisements which are uncon-
scious violations of the law against simu-
lating the securities of tbe United .States.
And sometimes the agents of the Secret
Service seize whole editions of books which
contain pictures prohibited by law—like-
nesses of the coins or the paper currency

issued by the Government. A very short
time ago Chief H»zen seized 1000 pounds

of "Coin Guides." issued by a concern In
Boston. These "guides" not only quoted

the prices paid for rare coins, but gave

wooden of the coin designs. The whole
edition of the "guide" was seized, and at
the same time two otber "guide*"printed

from the same plates were captured and
the plates were confiscated.

These unconscious violations of the coun-
terfeit law give the Secret Service Bureau
more trouble that the counterfeiters. Since
the passage of the Elmunds counterfeit
law the Secret Service agents have had
their bauds full suppressing advertise-
ments and other devices, which are plain
but Innocent violations of the statute. For
example, some time ago bicycle people
issued a guarantee in the form or semb-
lance of a bond. Anyone who read this
guarantee and understood it saw plainly
that it was simply a promise to pay the
owner of a bicycle a certain amount of
money if the machine did not last a cer'ain

• time; but a foreigner, ignorant of the Eng-
lish language, might have been persuaded• very easily that this was a United States
bond for SIOOO. This fraud was in fact.practiced on certain foreigners with bond.

. .issued by a New York newspaper guaran-
teeing Us circulation.

A few weeks ago a newspaper in New
York published cartoons in the form of
notes bearing the faces and names of cer-
tain city officials. The cartoons could not

'have been used to deceive on intelligent
person, but the law is intended more
especially to protect those who are not in-
telligent ;so the agent of the secret service
seized the plates from which the car-
toons were printed and threatened the
proprietor of the paoer with prosecution if
he repeated the offense. The proprietor
promised to be good, and he probably will
be good— until next time. A great many
newspapers are under suspicion of vio-

. lating this law purposely, so that they
may gain a little advertising through an

\u25a0 attempt to indict the editor. Possibly
they have a worthier motive.

The newspaper picture as printed Is
hardly ever dangerous, especially if it be a t
picture of a coin. But what is dangerous j
is the eneraving from which the print Is j
made. This engraving could be used to j
reDroduce the design in metal ifit should j
fall into the hands of unprincipled people. I
That ia why the Secret Service Bureau
seized the plates from which the New
York newspaper was printed. This fea-
ture of the law is so well understood now
that many publishers submit designs for
engravings to the chief of the Secret Ser-
vice before having the engraving made.

The most important seizures made re-
cently were of counterfeits of the World's
.Fair diplomas. When the law authorizing

• these diplomas was passed, a stringent
provision against counterfeiting was at-
tached to it. Under this provision, even
a man who received a diploma could not
reproduce It in fac-simile, much iess could
men who had not received them counter-
feit them. The designs for thesediplomas
were kept -. secret for quite a time, but the
active newspapers were anxious to pre-
sent to their readers a copy of the design.
So by some means, as yet unknown to the
Secret Service people they secured a blank
diploma and had it photographed by a
well-known Pennsylvania-avenue pho-
tographer. The photograph was repro-
duced In several papers, but the Secret
Service agents swooped down on
the newspapr publishers and con-.fiscated the plates. Tber. they set about
discovering the original, and finally tbey
captured the negative in Washington and
stowed it away in Mr.Hazen _ closet. But
more mischief had been done. A New-
York lithographer had got a copy of the
photograph and bad made arrangements

with several large advertisers to reproduce
it on their advertisements. One of these
advertisements had been printed before
Chief Hazen knew about it. His agents
seized 50,000 copies of a checkerboard
issued as an advertisement for a well-ad-
vertised summer drink, the design on the
back being a reproduction in colors of the
World's Fair diploma. The - checker-
boards are among the properties of that
storeroom of Mr. Hazen recently com-
mitted to the macerator and the furnace
by the treasury committee.

Another recent seizure was a quantity of
"college currency," issued by a "business
college" at Colorado Springs. This "col-
lege currency" has a distinct classification
in the counterfeit list. Itis bogus money,
made to Imitate the money of the United
States, but intended merely lor the use of
scholars in carrying on fictitious business
transactions in the course of technical
training which they are taking. Of course,
it Is not intended by the people who make
this "college currency," or the people who
have it made, that it shall ever fall into
the bands of dishonest people. Bui the
Treasury Department must cons the
fact that if itdid fall into the hands of
dishonest people it would be put very
easily to dishonest uses.

1 he latest and the most amusing seizure
made by the secret service agents was a
c«-: of dies prepared in Chicago and used
for making sodawater checks. These
checks worn of metal and they were so
like tne old _c«Dt piece that they would
bave deceived a very intelligent person if
landed to him in a quantity of coin. Most
if these checks were sold in the vicinity
of Birmingham, Ala., but some were found
in \\ashington, and itis likely that if theircareer had not been cut short they would

-have reached other large communities., Ibe sod* water sellers were notified to
send in all of these checks under penalty,
and 'he agents in Chicago seiz-d the dies.

When Iwrote of the "way of all things
counterfeit' 1 should name an exception.
There is a quantity of counterfeit money
which is held in the large cities of the
United States under special permit of the
Secretary of the Treasury. Itis held by

'about twenty-five men, and the in,it to
the amount held by each is £500. These
men are bankers and teachers or profes-
sors in the art of detecting counterfeit
money. There is a regular business, not
only- in detecting counterfeits, but in teach-

, ing others to detect them. Several men in
different parts of the United States make
a Lying by this occupation, and some of
ten; travel from place to place fillingen-
gagements to instruct young bank clerics
in the art. Incidentally these "profes-

sors" work up business for detective
agencies, and getup subscriptions for coun-
terfeit detectors, which are published iv
several cities. All who bold counterfeit
money under permit from tbe Secretary of
the Treasury are required to report to the
Secret S«*rrf , .n»* . at !-»<•«t once a

month and. if in tie neighborhood of a
Secret Service agent, to report to him in
person and show bim Hie counterfeit
money to demonstrate that none has dis-
appeared. An agent in Nebraska not long
ago ran down a man with a permit who
had not reported for two years. All but
$10 of the counterfeit money was found
in his possession end taken from him. He
claimed to have lost the £10 and no action
was taken against him. But he willnever
enjoy the Secretary's confidence again.

Mr. Hazen rescued from the hands of
the Treasury Committee aud showed to
me a copy of a very beautiful engraving
made in Chicago. Itreproduced all of the
executive aud legislative seals used at
Washington. In the center was the Great
Seal, which is in the custody of the State
Department. How the engraver obtained
a copy of this seal is not known, His
never affixed to a piece of paper without
an order signed by the President of the

United States himself. Grouped around
this great seal were the seals of the execu-
tive departments, the Pre* dent's seal and
the seals of the Senate and the House

of Representatives. The work was
done in colors, and five tints were
used. Fortunately for the engraver ne
had not issued a very large edition when
the discovery ana seizure were made. l!
is against the law to produce the executive
seals. At the tune this pace of seals was
seized another important seizure was made.
The same engraver had produced a very
elaborate design containing the signatures

of the President and his heads of depart-

ments and ol the members of both houses
cf Congress. This would have been en-
tirelyunobjectionable. But, unfortunately,
the engraver bad attached to the*" lists
as attests of their genuineness facsimiles
of the seals used by the Sen- and th-
ilouse. This being against the law the
plates and all ihe immints from them
were seized and they have been destroyed.
If the engraver had come to Chief Haz._i
he would have been warned and be would
have saved a heavy expense.

Engravers and printers are beginning to
learn the necessity for consulting the Se-
cret Service Bureau before undertaking
doubtful work, and hardly a week passes
that Mr. Hazeu docs not receive copies of
designs for approval. The latest of these
came a few days ago from a Western man.
Itwas a water-color awing of a package
of Treasury notes encircled by advertising
lettering. Mr. Hazen notified the man who
submitted it that it was unlawful. The
nun wrote to ask that it be relumed to
him, saying that he had become responsi-
ble to "tho artist" for it. But the Secret
Service Chief is not returning counterfeits
and the Western man willhave lo settle
withhis "artist" friend as best he can.

A CZARS WIDOW.

Princess Youriewsky at
Home in Paris.

Romantic Story of a Woman Who
Stood High in the Court of

the Russian Empire.

Princess Dolgourouki-Youriewsky, mor-
ganatic wife of the late Czar, has returned
to Paris with her two daughters, after
spending the winter and spring in the
south of France. Since the Czar's death
she has not given a veritable soiree, but
she issues invitations for informal din-
ners. These dinners are perfect; there
are superb silver, flowers, rare old wines,
etc. Only one criticism can be made— the
Princess is apt to invite too many great

men at a time, and'as a consequence one is
afraid of the other, and the conversation
is not so brilliant as might be expected.

"A feast of reason and flow of soul" re-
quires but one sun. surrounded by lesser
luhis.

Princess Youriewsky is no longer a
beautiful woman; she has grown very
stout, and her once perfect face show-

traces of intense suffering. Her magnifi-
cent brown hair with the golden reflec-
tions she cut herself and placed in the
coffin of the Emperor. Her hair is now
S'o'plv worn a la chlnoise.

Every day ths Princess may be seen in
the Bois de Boulogn ,always attired in the
simplest manner, and the only way in

!which she attracts attention is by the
| livery of coachman and footman. This
Ilivery is black, with shoulder-straps and
brandet. of gold. Catherine l)ol-
gourouki-Youriewsky belongs to one of
the most illustrious houses of the Musco-
vite empire, and descends in direct line
from Kmik, the first grand duke of Rus-
sia. Consequently her nobility issuneii ir
to the Romanoffs, who reigned until Eiz .-
betb, and through the Princess Anna,
passed their crown to the family of Hol-
steii-Golloru. Although the present im-
perial family is called Romanoff, ithas a
right to th**name only through a maternal
ancestor. Prince Dolgourouki, father of
Catherine, lived in LittleRussia. IPs es-
tate was tunica '_'»•\u25a0. towke, and in 1857 the
Czar Alexander IIwas called to review
the tioops stationed not far from this
estate. There he saw Catherine, a child
of nine >ears, and bearing that h-r father
would soon become a bankrupt, he offered
to provide for the future of Catherine, her
brothers and sister, The little girls were
placed in the Snmlna Convent and when
Catherine was 17 the Czar made 1 er "City
Maid of Honor" of the Empress, a til«
entirely distinct from that of "PalHce Maid
of Honor." Her only duty was to watch
by the deathbed of a Grand Duchess, but
the title made her welcome, a court. She
was very beautiful, so beautiful that her
sister-in-law saw me impression she was
making on the Em er>r and took her to
Naples. There she remained a year, but
nue not forgotten, and when she visited
he Paris Exposition in 1867 she was the

constant companion ol Alexander. He
ordered her and her sister to return to Si.
Petersburg, and from that time the Prin-
cess became the Czar's secretary. Every
evening he wrote her a long letter, in

which he related the great and small
events of the day, and the Princess has
collected documents that would enable her
to write the private history of Alexander s
reign.

Six weeks after the death of the Em-
press in1880, the C*_ announced his mar-
riage with Catherine, at the same time
givingher the t tie of Princess Youriewsky

"for herself and her children." This is a
title that belongs to th*Romanoff family,
and by this title the Emperor wished his
children to be recognized. To the Piincess.
he gave the decoration of St Catherine,

a decoration that is conferred only on
Grand Duchesses, and arranged that she
should have precedence of all th- Prin-
cesses. From none of his family did Alex-
ander IIconceal his intention of making
Catherine Dolgouroukl Empress, and only
deatb defeated his plaus. The present
Emperor, Alexander 111, has forgotten his
enmity, and Catherine's eon. Prince George.

Youriewsky, has Leen admitted to the
Russian navy. When the Grand Dukes
Alexis and Vladimir come to Paris, they
always call on Princess Youriewsky and
lunch and dine at her house.

Princess Yourlewsky's health was so
affected after the death of her imperial
husband that France was chosen for her
residence, and her house, 40 avenue
Hoche, is one of the handsomest in Paris.
Ivthe vestibule are hangings of red vel-
vet, embroidered with the imperial arms,
and at each side of- the entrance are sta-
tioned lackeys in livery. In the second
story are the private apartments of the
Princess. The reception-room is hung
with olive velvet, relieved by fine land-
scapes. The boudoir has hangings of
pale bine silk, curtains of blue plush,
Louis XVfurniture covered with pompa-
dour satin, a portrait of the Czar on horse-
back; and the principal feature of the
dining-room is a portrait of the Czar,
painted a few months before his death.
This room is in the style of Henry 11, with
hangings of green embroidered with gold.
The central drawing-room forms a half
circle, with three windows. This is fur-
nished with Gobelin tapestries. Another
drawing-room has furniture covered with
cream-colored Genoa velvet, and here
again is a portrait of Alexander 11. Over
the mantel in the smoking-room is still
another portrait, and this is the most
striking object in a room filled with
Oriental carpets and Turkish divans.

Princess Dolgourouki-Youriewsky has
never left off the garb of mourning, but
her two daughters wear llght-clored
dresses. Princess Olga is 20 years old and
the companion of her mother, but Princess
Catherine, the enfant gatee of the house,
is the only member of the family who can
bring a smile to the mother's face.
In1890 itwas announced that Princess

Youriewsky had published her Memoirs in
Russia, and that they had been immedi-
ately suppressed by the police. The book
in question was not written by the Prin-
cess, and the publisher was arrested for
fraud and blackmail. In the chapter de-
voted to the murder of the Czar it was as-
serted that after her marriage in1880 Prin-
cess Youriewsky bought an estate in Italy
and the Czar promised her that he would
abdicate, and ever after they would I've
happily as two simple human beings. The
information was correct, for the Princess
Youriewsky has often said to me, "Ah,
had he but carried his promise and gone
with me to our home in Italy, who knows
but he might have been alive to-day?"

BAFFLES THE DOCTORS.
Black Erysipelas Is Causing Death

in Ohio.
Alliance, Ohio, July 28.— A new and

strange disease, which brill-s the skill of
physicians, has caused the death of three
residents of Minerva, three miles south of
this city, within the past two weeks. John
Morehead was the first victim, the doctors
pronouncing his case blood poisoning.

Then Joseph Poorman was taken illwith
similar symptoms, and died last Sunday.
Doctors from this city and Canton were
called in consultation, and pronounced
l'oorman's disease black erysipelas; but
they were unable to treat it successfully.
Mrs. Levi Penuock, who assisted in nurs-
ing Poorman, had a sore finger and con-
tracted tbe disease and died last night. It
is supposed she caught it through the
wound on her finger. Mrs. Ada Rogers,
a washwoman, is not expected to live,
having contracted the disease from wash-
ing linen. Three other cases are re-
ported, and the citizens of the place are
frightened.

For Ed Doggett's Murder.
Greenville. Tex., July 28.—The Grand

Jury has returned bills against Louis Lut-
tiell. Joe English, Captain N. Anderson
and E. Andrews, indicting them for the
murder of Ed Doggett on or about Sep-
tember 18, 1893 Warrants for their arrest
were issued, which were served by the
Sheriff.

Curry Grossly Careless.
Chicago, July 28.—Receiver Eli Tourte-

lot of the defunct Chemical National Bank
has filed a court bill charging ex-President
Joseph 0. Curry with gross carelessness in
making loins and wrongfully converting
to his own use large sums. The bill
charges that almost £300,000 is missing.

Shipped as Sea Turtles.
Kalamazoo, Mich., July 28.— A num-

ber of people in Three Rivers are engaged

in shipping unties to the Philadelphia

market. Shippers say the turtles net them
5 and 6 cents a pound, but that the Phila-
dclphians reship them to Chicago as sea
turtles.
