From the bark of the tree there exudes a
gum called pilale. which Is as useful as cum
arable or gum iragacaiitb for many purposes,
liwas also used as medicine by the Hawailans
Incases of dysentery. Being harmless, it would
be useful in confectionery lvmaking gum drops
and jujubes. -*,-;•

The wood of the tree Is somewhat like our
basswood ana is of little value m building or
fencing, as it rots veiv sp edily. Sometimes
ihe uatives made canoes of It;but never con-
sldeted ihem of miv value. As the trees die off
lvthe forest their trunks and llmhs are found
to be covered with an edible fiiugus, called
pepelao, which was foimeiiy exported in meat
quantity to the Chinese maiket*.

To-day the kukui nut is largely used in the
manufacture of Jewelry, which is much prized
by tourists as mementos of a visit to the para-
dise of the Pacific, The shell Is quite hard and
takes a brilliant polish and can be bad lv black
aud brown.— Hawaiian Gazette.

BURIED ALIVE.

The Awful Penalty Visited on a
Robber of the Dead.

There was published a few days ago a story
of a young woman who was buried alive during
a trance produced by the administration ofgas
for the purpose of baviue her teeth pulled.
Luckilythese occurrences are very rare and do
not always have so terrible a termination.

A recent French paper contains a story of
such an occurrence as told by the late Guy de
Maupassant, which has been condensed and
translated lor the News.

Juliet, the daughter of a prosperous trench
eeotieman. was afflicted with a disorder of the
heart. She one day felldead, as was supposed,
and alter a suitable time was laid away in the
family vault. Her body was arrayed inher
first ball dress, with h i rings, bracelets, neck-
laces and other jewelry. Her lather, prostrated
with gner, reamed to the house aud sought his
chamber. His valet, who had assisted in the
burial, waned upon him, attended to his few
wants and retired. The gentleman passed a
sad and terrible night. Itwas cold; the wlna
howled outside, the snow Hew and he could
think only of his beloved daughter iv the tomb.

Suddenly, at 3 o'clock in the morning, he was
stai lied by the ringing of the front door bell.
He jumped to his feet, wondering who could
arrive at such au hour.

He
took a candle and descended the stairs, but b -
fore openiug the door dcniauded, "Who Is
there ."

There was no answer, and ln his weakness
and grid, feeble with fright,lit- slowlyopened
the door, in the shadow he saw a ghostlike
figure, dressed all In white.

HOW TO CUT ICE.
The Work Is Done in the Most Accu-

rate Manner.
The first process in the cutting is the meas-

uring out of a large square veryaccurately, the
lines being deeply Incised with an Ice plow.

Next the original square is "marked" insmaller
squares, or, rather, oblongs, of a Known size,
generally twenty-four by thirty inches.
"Iiwon't do to work by rule o' thumb," says

the foreman. 'The cakes have to he packed
exactly, with no waste room. Besides, we can
tell to a pound what each cake weighs wheu we
take It out."

The marker is a sort of harrow drawn by a
horse and provided at the back withan upright,
which serves both as a guide and as a handle
upon which a man walking behind bears bis
weight so as to cause the teeth with which the
left side of the marker Is set to bite into the
Ice as it runs. The right side is a thin runner
of steel, This runner is set Into one of the
plowed lines of the square, the horse Is started
and the machine travels across the held, (he
teeth cutting a deep furrow parallel with the
side of the square. Another marker, with lis
runner set lv the groove cut by the teeth of the
first, follows,making a secoud groove. When
the square has been marked oft thus in one
direction the toothed blades are adjusted to a
narrower eauge and a series of grooves are cut
at right angles to the first set. Some markers
are provided witn several sets of saw teeth, so
that two or more grooves are cut at one time.

Now come the plows. They look like a sort
of compound agricultural plow. Into a long,
heavy beam are set eight separate blades, or
shares, each notched at the bettom. Every
plowIs drawn by a single borse and guided by
ordinary plowbandles. The blades are set in
ihe grooves made by the markers and the plow-
ing begins. IsItnot a curious sight ? See how
the particles of Ice spout up berore the rending
blades like fountains of many lined jewels
blown gracefully before the wind. The surface
upon which we stand trembles beneath our feet
with a dull, continuous jarringRound.

The whole square lias now been plowed into
checkers, each space representing a cake. The
next stage Is "breaking out." This Is done
with saws, lce-foiks— heavy, long-lined tri-
dents

—
ice-books and Ice-spades. When a

single cake has been broken out, the saw-men
begin along tbe plowed lines, the curious,
double-handed sawblades sliding through the
solid subs*.auce with marvelous rapidity. When
the ice Is very ibicx the whole cake ne d not
b* sawed out; the forks aud spades applied to
tbe plowed grooves will cleave it away with
perfect accuracy.

The Ice is cut away in such a fashion tbat a
long,narrow canal of open water is made, con-
necting with a waterway always kept free to
the shore. Astasias toe cakes are severed,
men with long-handled hooks seize them and
float iiiein down ihe canal.— From "A Day ou
anIce Field" iv D-raorest's Magazine.

WOKE HUT UP.

The Way a Telegraph Operator was
Aroused to Duty.

There Is a good story about a telegraph
operator who once worked the land wires ivthe
Duxbury cable office, going to sleep one night
and a message having to be sent 6000 or 7000
miles to wake htm up. The operator is now a
practicing physician In Cambridge, Mass., but
before annexing M. D. to his name was one of
the gllt-edce telegraphers of the country.

One night while on duty In the Uuxbury
office be fell asleep at bis key. The sleep was
a sound one. Tbe "New York operator called
tillout of patience, when he sent a message to
Boston requesting the chief operator in charge
to tell Duxbury to answer New York. The
sleeper, however, was as deaf to Boston's "Dl,"
"Dl"as to the Impatient characters flashed on
from New York.
Inthe cable-room next the sleeping operator

was the cable artist. The room was dark and
he was watching the mirror for the tiny sparks
that Inthose days went to make up a message.
To him the Morse alphabet was all Greek, so
the sleeper slept on.

Seeing no otber way out of the muddle andthinkingthe operator asleep, New York called
Canso inNova Scotia and addressed a message
to the cable operator at Duxbury. The mes-sage read:

"Go into the other room and wake up thatoperator."
Canso sent Itto Hearts Content lvNewfound-

land; Hearts Content rushed itacross the deep
to Valentla. From there it went ioLondon,
theuce to Dover, aud across the channel to
Calais and to Brest. Brest kept it moving on
to Miquelon ana Mlquelou gave the cable oper-
ator a. Duxbury a unique surprise. The
sleeper was then aroused, about eleven minutes
having been taken by the grand round of the
cablegram. He 'tied to explain matters
by telline New York that he was out of adjust-
ment. The story didn't Impress the officials as
being truthful, and ina day or two there was a
vacancy in Duxbury.—Don.ihoe's Magazine.
