New York Markets.' New Yoke, Aug. There was less anima-
tion on the Stock Exchange to-day than on the
preceding days of the week. Trade was restricted
by an unfavorable turn of affairs at Washington
regarding the tariff, which coming on the news of
a reported agreement between the Senate and tbe
House g.re tbe traders a setback which inducedmany or them to dispose of their holdings and
made others cautious about extending their lines
of loug stock. London was In the market, both asa buyer and seller, but did not largely enter intothe transactions. Another unsettling factor of
the speculative situation was the uncertainty pre-
vailing as to the Government crop resort to be
issued late In tbe afternoon. This was looked
forward to withmore than usual Interest, inview
of tbe many rumors which had been afloat of
serious crop damage, chiefly to corn.

At the opening of tbe Stock Kxchange this
morning the prices showed a fractional decline
from the closing figures of yesterday, but Julyre-
covered the greater part of the losses. Ths Im-
provement, however, was merely temporary and
the market became unsettled, the tone of tbe
dealings gradually becoming heavy under mod
crate selling, shortly before noon the market
showed signs of improvement and prices moved
up a fraction, but at about 12:45 o'clock a drivewas made upon Chicago Gas, which sent that
stock down aud caused a sympathetic decline in
the general list. During the day the speculation
was equally unsettled, but was dull and with the
pressure to sell.

During the last quarter or an hour the trading
was fairlyactive and the tendency of the figures
was upward. The market closed firm to steady in
the main.

Government bonds
steady. State bonds dull. Railroad bonds dull.

Provi-
sions were stronger and closed at au advance all
around.

In wheat there was not a great deal doing at tbe
start, but later the market became quite active.
The feeling was, on the whole, weak, and generally
lower prices ruled. here was very littlenews at
hand that bad any particular effect on values,
the pait.iu-r weakening Influence being the
withdrawal of the support which corn has bad on
the market, that cereal selling down, aud wheat
sold off In sympathy. There was a temporary ad-
vance after the first decline, due to the covering
by Pardrldge, who purchased probably 760,000.
Tbe market was surrounded bya good many bear-
ish Influences, the liberal receipts of flour from
outside markets, less demand, and the break in

corn allcombined to make tbe situation easier
Initial trades were at the same price to %c

over the final figures of yesterday, at 5 ;VaC for
September and sold off s&®%c. rallied . _'_fr._c.

and closed withSeptember at 56%c.

Corn was less active, but nervous and feverish
all day. with fluctuations covering 1,§K'v'
range.

Coun-
try was moderately active on both sides of the
market, some realizing. There were strong
efforts at the start on the part of local profession-
als to aepress prices, but there were many buy-
ing orders on hand, the continued drought caus-
ing Interior "longs"to adhere more firmly to
their position, ana the market did not respond to
tbe selling pressure for some time. '1 here were
lightshowers around the edge of the western an d
northwestern part of the corn belt, but none in
the principal states.

Tbe Wathlogton forecast did not predict any
rain for the West, although cooler weather was
predicted. Outside markets were steady and Liv-
erpool firm.

Advance in Corn.
New York.Aug. 10.— X. O. Dun 4Co.'s Weekly

Review of Trade tomorrow will say: The ad-
vance incorn discloses a general belief tbat the
injuryto this most Important crop bas been so
great as to affect materially the traffic of railroads,
the demand for manufactured products and the
cost of meats for the coming year. Unless the
markets receive and are entirely deceived our
country willhave to face a real calamity in the
loss of something like 600.000.000 bushels of corn
and this loss consumers have to share through the
advance ot 14 cents In two week; and 9 cents

since Friday of last week. Neither officialnor un-
officialstatements as yet preclude the hope that
tbe loss may Drove less serious, but at current
prices 1,500.000 bushels would cost as much as
2,000,000 bushels would cost a fortnight ago.
Wheat has risen 3Vie in the two weeks and 2y2c
during tne week, although Western receipts have
been 5,223,123 bushels against 3,162,694 last
year.l

Atlantic exports are still about half as large as
a year ago, 1,399,485 bushels against 2,734,884
last year.

Fork products are a little stronger as Is natural.
Cotton hag twice risen and again declined a six-
teenth with increasing prospects of a very large
yield,closing without change for the week.

The ironand steel manufacturers have received
a great increase of nearly 30,000 tons in weekly
output In July and the production is 115,356 tons
weekly, about 11,000 tons less tban in April,but
8000 tons more than a year ago, when the prostra-
tion had nearly reached its worst. lhe decrease
In unsold stocks was only6137 tons for the month,
showing a consumption inmanufacture notquite
equal to the present output. Prices sustain tins
view, having been changed only inthe direction of
weakness. Tbe disapiioluted|demand for finished
product is stillthe ma factor.

Tbe business In boots and shoes is strong and
healthy, though conspicuously confined to me-
dium and low-priced articles, such as 75c shoes
formen and 66c to6oc for women's; but shipments
from Boston have been In two weeks 166,693
cases against 1.2,826 last year.

Tbe sales or wool would have been large, ac-
cording to reports from the different markets, if
there had been sufficient stocks available, but
amounted to 7,6.3,400 pounds at the three East-
ern markets against 9,220,700 pounds two years
ago. Coun'.ry holders of wool do not at present
appear anxious to let somebody else speculate on
Its price and are said to be keeping back supplies
quite generally.

Tbe failures for the five weeks ending August 1
showed liabilities of $12,144,713. of which
$6,626,694 were of manufacturing and $5,220,247
of trading concerns.

Tbe failures during the past week have been
261 In the United States, against 394 last year
and 54 inCanada against 250 last year.
