KNIFED HIS BOSS.

Jim McNear Stabbed by
His Bartender.

A Quarrel About Wages That Ended
in a Bloody Conflict on Moni-
gomery Avenue.

Jim McNear, provorietor of the notorious
*““Whale” saloon, 902 Kearny street, was
dangerously and probably fatally stabbed
yesterday afternoon by his bartender, Pat-
rick Hughes.

McNear was ill and bad stayed in his
room at 116 Montgomery avenue during
the last ten days. Hughes and John Smith
“ran’” the saloon in his absence, tuking
turns at the bar. The former drank to
excess Friday afternoon, and it is said
walked away late at pight with the con-
tents of the till in his pocket. He reap-
peared at the saloon at 1:30 o’elock yester-
day morning and asked Smith for money.
There was 95 cents in the drawer, and
Smitb told him to go elsewhere for cash,
as McNear had left orders that he was to
be given no money,

Hughes, deeply offended at what he
considered the very shabby conduet of his
associate at the bar, went to McNear's
room and made a boisterous appeal for
cash. The proprietor of the Whale
turned a deaf ear to his petition, and
Hnghes went away vowing vengeance.

McNear left his room yesterday after-
noon shortly after 4 o’clock, and was pass-
ing the corger of Montgowery avenue and
Jackson street,en routs to the Whale,
when he encountered Hughes. The latter
was in a fighting mood and challenged his
employer to combat in the sivie approved
on the Barbary Coast. MeNear, in spite
of his feebleness, was willing, and the
issue was quickiy joined. Several blows
were exchanged, until the combatants,
fighting as they advanced, had arrived at
Jacod Bau's cigar-store, 106 Montgom-
ery avenue. There a powerfu! blow from
the bartender’s fist streteched MeNear
on the pavement. Hughes jumped upon
his prostrate form, and drawing a large
clasnknife stabbed him in the back.
McNear turned and seized the blade, re-
ceiving a cut that nearly severed the
thumd from his right hand. The by-
standers were alraid to interfere, ana
Hughes, still holding the knife, slashed
McNear’s face, cutting through his left
cheek,

The saloon-keeper finally succeaced in
getting upon his feet, and drawing his
revolver siruck his assailant with it on the
head. At that moment Patrolmen Barry
and Freel appeared, aod the combatants
scenting a common foe parted and fled in
opposite directions. Hnughes was cap-
tured first, and being wounded in the
wrist, was sent 10 the Recelving Hospital.
McNear was found in his room half faint-
ing from loss of blood. Dr. Stanton
dressed his wounds, and he, too, was sent
to the hosviial,

Hughes’ friends declars that he is a hard-
workiog boy, not at ail quarreisome by
nature, and give McNear a very bad char-
acter, especially in his social relations.

Hughes says that McNear attacked him
with a knife prior to their quarrel on the
street and slashed his hand. His wound
was dressed at the Receiving Hospital.
Both men were charged with assault to
murder.

AN IRRIGATION DISTRICT.

Bonds Sold and Work Begun in
Earnest.

The bonds of the Escondido irrization
district have been sold and the irrigation
system is being constructed. The system
will consist of a main canal, about fifteen
miles in length, which will derive its water
from the San Luis Rey River, the largest
river in Sap Diego Cuunty. The San Luis
Re+y is one ol the few perennial streams iu
Southern -California. The amount, of
water afforded during three or four months
of the dry season would be inadequate for
a full supply. To make provisions for this
period a dam will be bailt with a present
storage capacity of about500 inches. The
distribution system as outlined will put
the water within easy reach of the irri-
gators of the distriet. Ny

"Tne Escondido irrigation district is an
example of what may be accomplished
under the Wright irrigation law when
managed by a competent board of directors

and supported by a united people.
