CUP TO ENCOURAGE YACHTING.

Measures Taken to Prevent the
Spread of Cholera and
Leprosy.

BERLIN, Aug, 25.—If credence can be
given ( popular report the position of
Dr. Johannes Miquel, the Prussian Min-
ister of Finance, is shaken in consequence
of the difference of opinion which has
arisen between him and Chanceilor von
Caprivi, and which has found public
utterance in mutual acrimonious attacks
in the semi-official journals’ during Em-
peror William’s absence from Berlin.
Shortly after his return to the eapital the
Emperor determined to put an end to this
open animosity, and it is now declared
upon good authority tbat he intends to
personally mediate the dispute which
threatens to have a disturbing effect upon
the Government policy.

As Is known, Emperor William is not so
enamored of Dr. Miguel’s financial plans
now as he previonsly was. 1t 1s generally
| believed if his Majesty fails in his efforts
to bring about a reconciliation between
the Minister of Finance and the Chancellor
the former will have to go. In the event
of the retirement of Dr. Miquel other
changes in the Cabinet are spoken of, the
most significant being the possible inclu-
{ sion In the Ministry of Count von Belle-
strom as a concession to the Centrists, who
have long expressed a desire for represen-
tatlon in the Cabinet.

Since his return frora Eogland the Em-
peror has ordered that full reports be fur-
nished to him with reference to the meas-
ures taken to prevent the spread of chol-
era. Hardly a day has passed without
bis Majesty having seen some expertor
some administrative oflicer engaged in
combating the disease. For instance, on
| Wednesday lasi Dr. Robert Koch had an
audience of several hours with the Empe-
ror, who entered into the details of the
precautions necessary, and who displayed
great concern at the possibility of a re-
| currence of the pest on any great scale in
Germany.

The Emperor took with him to England
on board the imperial yacht a gift for
his newly born cousin, the son of the
Duke of York. The gift was in the shape
of an exquisite little carriage, in which
the royal Infant is to take his airings.
The vehicle is in the form of a shell, col-
ored with pale prismatic eshades, contrast-
ing with the pale-blue velvet used to line
the shell. The latter is furnised with a
bueautiful coverlet of rich crimson velvet
worked with the arms of the Guelph and
Hohenzollern families. ‘T'he baby carriage
was seut to the White Lodge at Richmond,
| from which place the delighted mother
sent her thanks to the Emperor.

A small but poteworrhy action of Em-
peror William has caused a great deal of
satisfaction 1o the army and bhas testified
| to the genuineness of bis expressions of

disapproval of the petty tyranny of certain
oflicers of the army to men of lower rank,
but of superior class. It has been a well-
known fact that schoolmasters especially
| were subjected to humiliating treatment
when calied out amoog the reserve for
periodical training. An aggravated case
of insult and ill-treatment of a school-
teacher has just resulted in the imprison-
ment of the officer guilly of the offense.
latter’s sentence was submitted to
the Emperor for confirmation, and his
Majesty, in 8o doing, wrote on the docu-
ment a marginal note saying: “l1did not
believe it possibie I had such an ungentle-
manly officer in my army.”

The note of the Emperor is looked upon

| @s tantamount to cashiering the officer, |

| whose name was forthwith struck off the
| army list. This will undoubtedly serve as
an effective warning to similarly disposed
officers against bruial disregard of the
| feelings of the men in their charge.

The imperial tro-
phy is to be held by the winning crew
until beaten by another ecrew. In addi-
tion the Emperor has a purse of 1000
marks yearly which will go to the best
oarsmen among the competing students.

Inguiries made at the various American
| Consulates in Germany show that Ameri-
can tariff legislaticn has thus far had no
effect upon the trade with the United
States. No increase of business due to the
Wilson bill is reportea in any quarter.

Cases of leprosy have recen:ly been re-
ported from several parts of Prussia. In-
vestigations have been officially opened
under the direction ot Dr. Nash, and as
usual it has been discovered there are
quite a number of lepers in Eastern Frus-
sia, especially at Koenigsberg and Memel,
about sevenly miles from Koenigsberg.
In the Koenigsberg district alone ten
genuine cases of leprosy have been found,
and leorosy is now officially declared to
exist in these districts, a fact of which the
majority of the population bad not the
slizhtest idea.

MIXED NAMES.

They Were the Same, but Caused
Complications.

Cuicaco, Aug. 25.—A curicus coinei-
dence is being discussed in connection
with the death, in a freight-train wreck
three days ago, of Thomas Ingalis at Fort
