STRANDED NEAR THE OLD FORT.

Strange Disappearance of Henry
Stewardt, Whose Savings Reached
into the Thousands,

Henry Stewardt was a sailor and an In-
dustrious one at that.
and that is more than most seamen do. In
consequence, there is deposited in a sav-
ings bank in this city a considerable sum
of money in the name of Henry Stewardt.
The big pile of gold is unclaimed, and
Larry P. Barton, the well-known private
dezective, has been detailed to try to find
Stewardt or his heirs and deliver unto
them the coin which has been rusting in
the vaults sinece 1869,

Interest has accumaulated, too, and its
total in itself is sufficient to make an ordi-
nary seaman happy.

Stewarat was just a plain unsophisti-
cated mariner, but bis histcry, blending
with that of the bark Isaac Jeans, that
was wrecked near Fort Point in 1876, is
interesting,

The Jeans was one of
**noodoo’” ships that sailed out of San
Francisco. Sne met with several acci-
dents and was washed ashore twice dur-
ing the many years of her remarkable
career.

Stewardt shipped on the Jeans in 1871,
and is believed to have been on her when
she struck.

He pever spent his earnings, which
amounted to a good deal, for in those days
sailors made better wages and opportuni-
ties for investments of spare cash were
more frequent tbhan now. He put his dol-
lars away and told his companions that
some day be would go back to Denmark,
his native land, and live a quiet, lazy life
in his old age.

The ambitious sailor worked steadily
with the Jeans., After she was wrecked
he disappeared and never put in a claim
for the several thousands of dollars that
were wparked to -his credit at the bank.
Years rolled by and still no check signed |
Henry Stewardt passed over the Clear. |
ing-house counter. |

Now tke old accounts of ths bank have
been advertised and the concern is anxious
to settle with a number of unknown de-
positors. Stewardt is among that num-
ber.

There wers no lives lost to all accounts
when the .Jeans went ashore, but it is
strange that with the stranding of the ves-
sel all evidence of the axistence of Stew-
ardt seems to have ceased.

The American bark Isaac Jeans, lumber
laden from Sebbeck, was off the bar on
the morning of March 9, 1876. Her cap-
tain did not want to take a pilot on board,
80 it 1s alleged, and tried to sail in himself.

The bark darifted south of the fort, and
in endeavoring to wear ship she struck on
tne south bight and went to pieces in a
short while. {

The records say that all hands were
saved, for soon after the boats had been
beached and those persons drifting about
in the surf on pieces of wreckage had been
saved by willing rescuers, the crew was
called to quartersand every man accounted
for.

Some old salts aleng the front say that
this was not done, however, and that there
pever was a very satisfactory accounting
for the men of the shin. There were no
means of making the men all report to the
Shipping Commissioner, as a number of |

Bat the theory that Stewardt might have
been lost witthe Jeans is not substan-
tiated, for Mr. Barton has knowledge that
the sailor was seen in San Francisco in
1878, during the month of September. He
was still following the sea for a living,
and apparently giving little attentien to
the fact that his bank account was still
walting for him to draw down.

MRS. HENSHAW DEAD.

The Close of a Long and Very Useful

Life.

Mrs. Sarah D. Hensbaw died last night at the
residence of per son, 974 Sixteenth street,
Oakland, In the geventy-first year of her age.

Several years ago she was thrown from her
carriage and seriously injured. She never fully
recovered, She was the mother of Judge Hea-
shaw, the Republican candidate for the Su-
preme Court,

Mrs. Henshaw was a gilted woman. She
came from a weil-known family in Conneeticut,
ana was carefully equcated. From her earlieet
years she exhibited marked literary tastes,
which were not ouly culiivated and admired in
her native State, lnt were frequently ealled
on while living in Chicago. Among her most
noted efiorts was the history of the great sani-
tary commission’s work in the State of berjadop-
tion.  From the experience gained in tois de-
partment she took a decided stand as a leader
In eharitable works, and for some years her pen
Was in constant use in their bebalf. Sincecom-
INg 1O this coast she has labored still In this
direction, but of late years her literary work
has not been so frequent as her friends and ad-
mirers could have wished.

Her brother, the subject of the subjoined
poem, Edwin Tyler, was for many years a prom-
ineut citizen of Michigan Biufls, In this State.
He came nere in pioneer days with four college
classmates, Roger Baldwin, George Websier,
Charles T. Blake and C. T. H. Palmer. Of
tLese the last Lwo are still living in Berkeley.
Mr. Tyler was a man of marked presence and
possessed literary gitts of high order, but was
singularly modesg and refrained from the use
of his pen. Although acting for years as agent
for Wells, Fargo & Co.’s Express in his moun-
tain town, lie was interested quite extensively

in  hydraulie mining. One bright day
he went to vyisit one of Dhis proper-
ties and while stapaing upon a large
Iron pipe that carrled water under heavy

pressure (0 a giant some distance from his
station, 1t suddenly collapsed ana poor Tyler
was thrown many feet in the air and fell uoon
a pile of rocks.

A QUESTION OF CAR RAILS

THUS MONOPOLY SHOULD WIN.

The Harbor Commissioners’ Attor=
ney Files a Letter for Public
Record Favoring the S. P.

Attorney F. S. Stratton, the State Har-
bor Commissioners’ legal adviser, has filed
his opinion regarding the Broadway elec-
tric railway’s tracks on East street. The
document, somewhat curtailed, is here-
with given for students of matters of pub-
lic interest to contemplate:

To the Honorable Board of Harbor Commis-

shall not lease to or permit any corporation or
association, or any person or persons, to lay
down any track or trackssfor railroaas aloog
any of the property described herein, or any |
portion of the water front of San Francisco un- I
der any condition whatever.” |

In view of the questions that have arisen in
regard to your action fo the matter I deem it
proper to render this opinion apa ask that it
be made a matier of record, in order that it
may appear that your action in granting the
iicense in question was taken advisedly and
after a careful consideration of the rights of
the public and ot your cuties as embodied in
the laws of this State.

Without going inio a detalled argument upon
the question iovolved I will state generally
that the language of section 2524, as guoted,

1t is altogetner distinet from the cabie, horse

car and eleetrie itnes already in obperation,
whieh were exciusively for the convenlence of |
the traveling publie, |

At the same ume, section 2524 of the Politi- |
cal Code was amended so as (o permit the j
board to lay down tracks for railways along |
the property described. |

This in my opinton ciearly prohibits the board [
from permitting the belt railroad to be used
exclusively by any corporation, and furtber en- |
joins them from laying tracks alongthe front
for general freight and commercial purposes.

If it baa been Intended by the Legislature
that the board should be prevented from allow-
ing ail streetcar, cable ana eleetric railways
from entering East street it would have becn
specifically declared for the reason that such a
state of things was then existing and any denial
of this right to prevent the street lines, so |
called, rrom acecess to the water frontwould have |
subserved no possible purpose and would on
the contrary have been a baish and unnatural
exerclse of legislative power.

I can ounly repeat now, therefore, what I have
heretofore from time to time advised you, that |
your action in granting the use of East street
for cable and eiectric passenzer railways, sub-
ject at ail times te your contreol and regulation,
1s within your power as autborized by law. Re-
spectfully, F. 8.
