
LABOR'S HOLIDAY.

Federal Officials Tie a
String to It.

NOT PLAYTIME FOR ALL.

Government Employes Will Toil
as Usual.

SCHOOLS WILL NOT BE CLOSED.

United States Attorney Garter Gives
an Opinion That Will In-

terest Litigants.

When Congress set apart the first Mon-
day in September as labor's holiday no
one dreamed that the heads of depart-
ments at Washington were empowered to
CeciJe where the day should be celebrated
\u25a0and where the act of Congress should be
ignored, yet that is practically what they
•have done. The humble toilers through-
out the counttv thought that the day as a
legal holiday would be celebrated every-
where. The law was so brief and to them
60 plain that they saw no possible chance
to misconstrue the provisions. Itreads as
follows:

Be it enacted, etc., that the first Monday of
September iv each year, being the day cele-
brated and known as labor's holiday, is Hereby
made a lee.'i public holiday to all Intents and
purposes in the same manner as Ciiri«imax. Hie
Ist day ofJaim ry. the '22a day of February,
the 30th day of May and tie 4Mi day of July
are now made by law publicholidays.

But labor was mistaken. Nothing is
said about the Teirlto:tes or the District
of Columbia in the act. yet, according to
some authorities at Washington, the law is
operative only in those sectors of tl,e
country. Information to this effect was
sent to Dagcett, the Superintendent of the
Hint, Friday afternoon, and he promptiv
notified his assistauts that they would
\u25a0have to work to-morrow as usual.

Collector Wise had notified the employes
of the Custom-house that Monday would
be a h liday, but when he learned of the
instructions- that Daegett bad received the
notices came do wu and the wrath of the
eniDlnyes went up.

Fostninster I\icC<>ppln had notified his
clerks and carriers that their services
would not be required on Monday, and he.
hearing of the action taken by the Col-
lector of Customs and tlie Superintendent
of the Mm*.telegraphed t > Washington
fur advice. No answer came and bis hands
willlabor as usual on Labor day.

Carut-beil P. B->rry, Assistant United
States Tieasurer, wired Secretary Carlisle
for instructions, and received the follow-
ing laconic rep,y: "Close on the 3d, if it
is a State holiday, so far as business per-
mits." lie willnot close.

Judge Morrow of the United States Dis-
trict Court did not find ihe hidden mean-
ing in the act which the mighty intellects
at Washington must have found. He ad-
journed his court until Tuesday morning;
but Judge Beatty of the Circuit Court
willbe on hand to do business as u-ual.

Marshal Baldwin does not know where
he is at, anu in crder that he may be on
the safe side willkeep his office open.

United States District Attorney Garter
could not see that the act is a cryptogram,
aijii big office willbe closed.

"'We linve not been offieully notified,"
be said, "<>f the passace of any act of Con-
gress establishing Labor day as a holiday;
but assuming such 10 be the fact, so far as
the conduct of my own business is con-
cerned, Ishall nut go into any profound
consideration of the constitutional uower
of Congress to pass such an act, as the
Secretary of the Treasury seems to have
done.

"1think it is within the power of Con-
gress, However, to prescribe on what days
judicial business can be transacted in the
courts, and it is apDareutiy tbe intention
of Congress that Monday shall be regarded
asa non-judicial day by euacting that it
snail be a holiday.

"The question is one, however, which
can be avoided by refraining from the
transaction of judicial business, and it
ought to be so avoided, as no litigant can
afford to have the question get into his
case."

The United States Court of Appeals will
meet and adjourn to Tuesday. The Col-
lector of Internal -venue willnot close
his office.

At the City Hal! all departments suf-
fered great distress of mind all day over
the Libor-day question, and at closing
time many had not fully recovered.

Some of them shifted their position
two or three times over the line to close or
not to close.

During the early afternoon Mayor Ellert '<
telephoned ttie Sheriff, Auditor, Treasurer,
court clerk's offices and the ethers that
the day was a legal holiday and they would
not be expected to do business, and itwas
so accepted.

Litter, however, doubts bes:an to arise in
the minds of the Recorder, Assessor, etc.,
as to whether they ought to refuse to do
business withpeople who might want todo
business with them on that day, and they I
sent messengers around to iuquiro what
others thought about, it,and so the peace
of miud ot the entire building was again
upset

The Public Library had decided early in
the morning to remain open. Then they
beard that the courts had decided the day
to b* a leeal holiday, and this was fol-
lowed by Hip Mayor's message, and they
decided to close. Then one of the trusteesdropped int( Secretary Case's office and
said there was all-enveloping doubi about
the matter, and where there was doubt
the reading iübli: should bo given the
benefit of it. So the Public Library, unless
the arrangements are again shifted, willbeopen on Monday.

That was about the determination ar-
rived at generally. The courts willdo no
business, as lawyers will take no chanceson judgments rendered that day, but the
clerks' offices will be open—both of theSupreme and County courts and Justices',
as well as the Sheriff's Recorder's, Treas-
urer's, Auditor's Assessor's, Supervisors'
and other offices, it is not expected that
much, ifany, business will be done, andmany of the clerks willmake it a holiday
and their chairs willbe vacant.

The State Supreme Court and the Su-perior Courts willbe closed.

GOSSIP.

There is a larze building at the corner of
Bush nnd Larkin streets which Inmany
respects is one of the attractions of San
Francisco. When tbe plans were sub-
mitted to the company which owns this
magnificent structure it was found that
the question of lighting had to be care-
fully considered, ana after several rueet-
incs of the directors had been held, at

which the matter was warmlydebated, it
was finally rasolved to use electric lights.
Itwas argued that inorder to illuminate
the great edifice satisfactorily it would re-
quire several hundred gps-burners, which
would render it intolerably hot, aside
from the dangers of conflagration, which
would be very great. In accordance with
tbe decision of the biard ol directors to
use electricity, a dynamo was placed In
the basement of the building, but after
the experiment was given a fair trial it
was found to be unsatisfactory.

ln'conversation with William GieT Har-
mon last weak 1ascertained that the Salt
Water Comiany had experimented as
above stated aud it found that in order to
arrive at satisfactory results it became
necessary to consult the Edison Light ard
Power Company. Mr. Harrison, in speak-
ing of the matter, said: 'We started to
light the place ourselves, but it whs not
long before we found it defective. There
was a creai glare under the roof, but below
was shadow, aud then the light was flick-
ering and it frequently went out. We
could not afford to take the risk of dark-
ness owing to the hundreds who are so
tond of diving in the water. Water, you
know, absorbs light,so we applied to the
Edison company to help us out.

"It,of course, is scientifically acauainted
with the *ut>ji«ct and as the Salt Water
Company bad decided to get the best
light under t c m -t tcmomical arrange-
ment possible we made uu our uiind<* to
he right on a question wherein ourselves
failed. After a few experiments by tiie
Edison people they succeeded in turning
the vast space int> perpetual day and the
management is entirely pleased with the
light and the comparatively low price at
which it is provided."

Iwas permitted, through the courtesy
of the management, to enter the building
yesterday evening and see the illum-
inating arrangements. They appear to be
excellent. Sx large arc burners of 'JOOO
candle power each now cast a strong light
ou the waters oi the tank, as well as illura-
niate every foot of the g alleries and build-
ing. The batb dynamo is still in partial
use. but Iwas iuformed thatlt willshortly
be superseded by a further supply of elec-
tricity from the Edison Company, and
when the change takes place, which will
be some time this autumn, a series of elec-
tricalentertainments will be given.

Other arrangements at the baths are
now complete in every detail, in addi-
tion to the mammoth tank ttiere are lifty-
stx bathing-rooms, provided with hot arid
cold salt and fresh water and hot and cold
showers of either sea or Spring Valley
Company's water. There are 300 dress-
ine-rooms, two large bhower-rooms, rented
lockers and free lockers, ladies' and gen-
tlemen's reception-rooms, a cnfe, a barber-
shop, a ladies' hairdresser, a chiropodist,
swimming teacher and the necessary at-
tendants. Two massage-rooms willshortly
be provided and 200 more dressing-rooms
are soon to be built. While many ol the
patrons have their private bathing suits,
:ir»00 are provided by the management free
of charge. To cleanse and dry tlie.-e and
to care for the towels the basement of the
building is one great laundry, lighed as
are the other departments in the building
with electricity.

Where there are so many bather* the
Question at once arisen as to the cleanli-
ness of the water. This is satisfactorily
answered. Not only is the tank com-
pletely emptied and filled twice a wrek,
but the inflow and outflow are so iemulated
oo the cai acity of tne tank that the sup-
ply is renewed entirely once a day. The
tank holds 480,<KX) gallons, and into it 440,.
000 are poured every twenty-four hours,
coming in Irom below and passing nut and
into the sewers by orifices near the level
of the water. It comes from the ocean
about a tnird of a mile below the Cliff
House, and is first conveyed to a reservoir
at tbe corner of Point Looos avenue and
Geary street, where it is stored, But there
it is icy cold, and for the purposes of
healthful and pleasant bathing its temper-
ature has to be raised. The manner in
which this is accomplished is not gener-
ally known. The condenser of the Sutter-
street Railroad does the work. Through
it runs a pipe conducting the cold salt
water, which is heated to 104 ueen-es and
taken to the oath, where a lesser stream of
cold salt waier reduces it to the desired
temperature of 7G degrees.

A very pretty picture must be presented
there on any Tuesday or Friday from 10:30
to 12:30 o'clock, wben the ladies take full
possession of the baths, but, unfortu-
nately, all male observers are rigorously
fie ulfJ, and 80 the scene must be left to
tbe imagination undescribed. Less poeti-
cal, certainly, but interesting and amus-
ing, is the «reat tank on a Saturday ni^ht,
under the bright rays of tbe electric lights.
By tacit consent that evening has been
surrendered to men and boys, and their
antics and enjoyment are well worth wit-
nessing. There they assemble 400 or 500
strong at a time, as much for fun, it wouldseem, as for their weekly bath. The
greater number gainer at the entrance,
where ihe water is unly 2 feet 9 inches at
the start, gradually shelving to deep-
water mark. Ti.eir splashing, theirdrenching of each other mid ineir first at-
tempts at swimmingare Interspersed with
laughter ami conversation, but the great
source of fun is the two large toboggans,
one of which, on other occasion!), is re-
served for the use of ladies. Down tbesn
inventions of the snow land men and boys
slide, on 6iom;<ch or back, into ibe water
with a relish that itdoes one good to see.
Further along the creat expanse of water.
160 feet long by 70 leet wide, are diviug-
buards, trapezes and diviug-towers, the
upper platform of which is thirty-fivnfeethit'h, and all are in constant use by theswimmer;, whose number Is steadily on
tbe increase.

Salt water will in the near future be
conveyed to other points in the city, and
It iB reported that among, them are the
Olympic Club. Young Men's Christian
Association, and to a point at the corner
of Third and Mission streets. Itis pro-
posed to build immense receiving and set-
tling tanks in the vicinity of Bush and
Larkin streets, and from there supply
clean water to the points named and other
prospective localities, which are certain
to demand a supply some time in the fu-
ture.

RECENT PUBLICATIONS
The Abraham Lincoln Myth.—Years

ago, in the first half of this ceniury, Arch-
bishop Whately wrote a book to prove
that Napoleon the Great never really ex-
isted, but that his history was an expres-
sion of the solar myth. This work was a
skit on the methods of the "naturalistic,"
classical and historical scholars who were
devoting their energies to disproving all
the ancient stories, In modern days, the
agnostic school, as well as the schools of
the "higher criticism," whatever it may
be, have long devoted their energies to the
destruction of religious authorities up to
their days supposed to be founded on
sound tradition and history. The writer
of "The Abraham Lincoln Myth,"Bocardo
Bramantip, Hnxleyan professor of dia-
lectics in the University of Congo, has
applied their methods to Droving that Abra-
ham Lincolndid not issue the emancipation
proclamation. The author admits, for
argument's sake, that "such a man as
Abraham Lincoln livedin America in the
nineteenth century, and that he was Pres-
ident of the Upiied States during the civilwar," and claims credit for extreme fair-
ness for the admission. At the same time,
however, he maintains "that the popular
story of Lincoln is unbistoric, lit only to
be lelegated to the category ol the myths."
It would hardly do to tell more of the con-
tents of the book

—
itis so small and can

be read in.a short time. And any man
who will take the trouble to get the book
and read it will not onlyhave the pleas-
ure of many a good laugh at the strauge
mental condition of the dialectician, but
willobtain a thorough realization ot the
methods of proof and reasoning so com-
mon among; the schools of the agnostics
aud the higher critics. Our scientific ineu,
great though they be as observers, are not,
as a rule, distinguished for their logical
power or accuracy, and this is empha-
sized in this little book by the use of argu-
ments and methods that every reader of
scientific articles will readily recognize.
'The Abraham Lincoln Myth" is indeed
good from beginning to end will be the
judgment of all readers.

Chris herself, the perfect fuol, is an hon-
es t-henrird outspuken girl who, though
treated as a baby and trained up to noth-
ing, possesses ail the qualities that make
for success. Drawn with a good deal ofskill, too, are the characters of Mr. Brad-
field's smart relatives, the Graham-
Suutes, especially that of Mrs. Grahatn-
Shute, the vulgar, overbearing woman,
devoid of delicacy, wbo is ever
hurling others by her elephantine clumsi-
ness. Best of all is the picture of Mr.

PICXUBBa OF the Fltuuk.— William
Morris iv England and Bellamy here
have pictured the happy reaulis thai are
to come from the socialistic development
of the world. Eugene Richter, member of
the imperial German Parliament, holds
opposite views of the effects of socialistic
government, and to these views he gives
expression in "Pictures of the Future."
Socialism, such as Ricliter here presents,
principles as well as results, would be re-
pudiated both by Bellamy and Morris, for
itsimply ia tbe socialism of the workhouse
and almshouite. According to Richter,
after socialism came into power, the people
had to make their choice of trades, and, of
course, no one wished to choose the harder
and more laborious. There was uo lack
of salesmen aud sales ladies, no lack of
Inspectors, furnuen, manager*, gamekeep-
ers, few ifany wanted to become paviors,
stokers or sewer cleaners. Bonds wern
repudiated, mortgages annulled, and there
was in* money to pay the savings

bank deposits. Houses and rooms were
obtained by lot, husbands were separated
from their wives, mothers from their
children, the stale dinners were badly
cooked and served, work was badly per-
formed, politeness ceased

—
in fact, social-

ism developed (or all tbe people a worse
state of things tuan ever existed among
tbe poorest ot tbe poor under the old sys-
tem. The book is well worth reading, in-
asmuch as it presents under the guise
of a Htory the reasons uppermost in most
minds against socialism. No man of any
ability can fail to see that our present
form of civilization is inadequate, that a
change is coming, and that tbe drift of
this change seems to make for socialism.
Even the trusts and combines of the big
business interests seem to be steps in the
same direction, and the study of this drift
is incumbent on all. Herr Richter's work
presents certain states of the question
that must be considered, and presents
them ina most forcible way. [New York:

HAS ANYBODY TRIED THIS?
Curious Life-Preserver in Which a

Man Can Livea Month.
Tbe lower portion of the curious device

which is represented in the cut resembles
a life-1 reserving dress; the upper part is
a kind of buoy or iloatiuz chamber, in
which ihe ocenpant has some freedom of
motion for his head and arms.

The object Is to iToviietbe shipwrecked
person with not only a means of flotation,
but with complete shelter.

inside the enlarged upper chamber it is
proposed to place provisions and a water

supply, so that the wearer can stay afloat
a inontb, ifneed be, with safety and com-
fort.

The upper portion ia made of strong
sailcloth, waterproofed and distended on
a jointed cylindrical frame. Across the
lowest ring a diaphragm is placed in
•vhich are two apertures for the legs,
which are incased in waterproof pants
and boots, oovere'l with metallic rings in
order to afford protection against fashes
ami the sham rocks.

These rings are made to fit one wltbinthe other when the dress is folded, st» as
to enable tbe device tv be stowed in smallspace.

TMe top of the upper chamber is in-
closed by a hood, in which a window is
made. An airpipe is provided, leading to
a respirator fastened over the mouth oftbe occupant. An annular air chamber Isprovided, wnich keeps the upper part of
the apparatus well out of the water
