JEFFERIS DISPATCHED HIM.

>an Salvadoran Refugees in
Court.

CASES TO BE HEARD TO-DAY.

A Seaman on the Bennington Tells
the Story of a Meeting

at La Libertad.

General Antonio Ezeta, ex-commander-
ln-cbief of the armies of San Salvador, and
bis four companions, General Leon Bo-
lanos, General Jacinto Colocno, Lieuten-
ant-Colonel Juan Cienfueeos and Cap-
tain-Major Florencio Bustamente, willap-

pear before Judge Morrow this morning
to resist tbe application for their extradi-
tion to San Salvador. Horatio S. Rubens
and Gonzalo Quesada of New York are
their attorneys. Pierson & Mitcbell of
this city appear on behalf of the present
Government of Sac Salvador, which seeks
to get its clinches on tbe refugees.

The cbargps against tbe fugitives are

an act of war, the banking firm, if forced
to relinquish funds, neing compelled to do
so for the necessities of the army.

The counsel for General Ezeia and his
companions do not say these things
directly, but, from information obtainable
elsewhere, itis qiite likely that their cvi*
dence willbe introduced to that end.

Up in the rooms in the California Hotel
yesterday afternoon the general was en-
joying himself after lunch viewing what
of San Francisco was lyine bef re bim
through his field-glasses. The view was
not as exciting as some he had witnessed
through these same, lenses. There was
sun-ume in tbe air and tbe Mining of
sparrows on dusty roofs and cooling
breezes. Itwas a picture of citr content-
ment and suited tbe surroundings in the
general's rooms. Ou tbe table in front of
him was a beautiful bouquet of roses and
by his side on a chair was the sturdy

frame of little John Paxton, the donor.
Tbe little fellow is not yet 11, bright-faced
and rosy, and lives with his mother at the
hotel. Several days ago he called upon
the general and became much impressed
with him. Nearly every afternoon since
be has called to lighten tbe surroundings
of the prisoner with his smiles and his
flower?. General Ezsta is much taken
with him and often during the visit he j
pattea the head of the little fellow and
smiled sorrowfully as he thought of his
own from whom he has been so cruelly
parted.

And so tbe general's afternoon before
the fateful day passed with but one thing

to ruffle his temper. That was the men-
tion of Calderon, the new Salvadoran
Consul at this port.

"Pah!" he exclaimed in that universal
language of contempt which is equally ex-

murder, arsou and robbery, divided Into
fva separate complaints. General Ezeta
figures in three of these, but it is on the \
fir«t tliat the present Government of San

'

Salvador relies for th« success of its case. ;
This complaint specifically sets forth that
on the morning of June G last, on the road
from the city of New San Salvador to La
Libertad, Antonio Ezeta and Juan Cien-
fuegos murdered one Tomas Canas.

The second complaint charges Cienfuegos
with the attempted murder of Andres
Amaya, a citizen of San Salvador, on June
3 last. General Bolanos and CaDtain-
Major Bustamente are charged with the
wanton hanging of four persons on May
29 last in the gulch of Las Pulgas, Prima-
vera. The fourth complaint charges all
five of the exiles with murder in the hang-
ing of Ca«imiro ilenriques at Coatepeque.

The robbery charge is against Ezeta
alone, and is to the effect that on June 3,
by force, he stripped Bankers Jose Ruiz
and Evarisio Ambrosy of the luternational
Bank of San Salvador and Nicaragua of
$2584.
Itis undoubtedly around the nrst com-

plaint that the legal fight willcenter. The
present Government of San Salvador in-
sists that the killingof Canas was murder,
but the complaint as set forth does not coin-
cide with the testimony of General Ezeta,
witn that of Jefferis, who is now in New
York,or with that of a marine on the Ben-
nington, who is now in Vallejo. Itis in-
controvertible that Cauas was killed, but
the difference of testimony comes in the
manner, the place and the person. Tbe
complaint charges Ezeta and Cienfu»>gos
with the crime. Jefferis in a published in-
terview says be did it. The seaman on
the Bennington backs up this latter asser-
tion. The complaint recites that it oc-
curred '0 the road between the city of
New San Salvador and La Lib°rtad. All
tbe other testimony is to tbe effect that it
wip on the street in front of the Ameri-
can consulate at La Libertad.

Alltbe stories concerning the affair, ex-
cept that of Ezsta himself and of the ma-
rine on tbe Bennington, have been pub-
lished.

"We were detailed to guard tbe Ameri-
can consulate," said the marine to a Call
correspondent yesterday, "and were there
on the morning of June 6, when Ezeta and
bis followers arrived. A short time after-
ward General Ezeta and Jefferis were talk-
ingin the street in front of the consulate.
Canas (I heard bis name afterward) sud-
denly c<tme up, and drawing a revolver
leveled itat Ezeta. General Jefferis, who
is an American, and quicker tlmn a cat,
saw Canas' movement, and before you
could say 'Jack liobinson' had his gun
out, and Cauas was dead the next minute.

"That is one of the murders Ihear they
charge Ezeta with committing. Why, he
didu't commit itat all; and Jefferis only
did it to save his life."

This interview was translated for Gen-
eral Ezeia yesterday afternoon and he an-
swered that it was substantially correct.

Canas from all accounts, and certainly
inIlieopinion of the followers of Ezeta.
was a traitor of the deepest dye. He bad
received favors, a promotion as lieuteuant,
and money from Antonio Ezeta, aud then,
deserting to the enemy, lost his life in at-
tempting to kill his benefactor. The
charge of murder in this case, the Ezeta
followers claim, will fall flat.
It is uot very likely that the second

charge against Cienfuegos alone will be
pushed at all. With reference to the next. two charges of murder in the hanging of
Casimiro Honriques and four others, the
defense willvery probably show that the
m«»n were tried by court-martial for
offenses against tbe army and senteuce
executed upon t'jem. The robbery charge
will,inall probability, resolve itself into

"The general says," translated Coun-

i selor Quesada, "that he would like to meet
that man face to face before competent au-
thorities and see if be would make such
false statements. He never met him in
his life.

"Now, about the notice that was printed
in the official paper at Santa Ana saying
he had been placed in an asylum lor luna-
tics. That is true enough. The reason
for that was tlat he wrote surh Indecent
letters to the general mid President Ezeta
that they considered bun crazy enough to
be placed in one, if he was not there al-
ready.

"We will have these letters photo-
graphed and copies of them circulated to
show just what kind of a man Cnlileron
is. Ec is the same man who says Cien-
fuegos is a dng, and calls General Bolanos
a blacksmith, not a soldier. You can take
the stories of ihese men's lives for it pnd
see how near he speaks the truth.

"Leon Bolan<>9 was born in 1848 in Gua-
temala. His pareuts were poor and he
was apprenticed to a blacksmith ;he fol-
lowed that trade until 1870. when be en-
tered the army 39 a private soldier. He
made that campaign, lasting a year, re-
turning at its close to his trade. There
were numerous petty revolutions after
this, in all of which he took part on the
Government side. He campaigned nine
months in 1873, and received his first pro-
motion as sergeant.

"In187G he was made sub-lieutenant by
Geueral Barrios, and two month* after-
ward he entered on the campaign in the
war against San Salvador, lighting uncier
General Solares. He was in that greatest
battle ever fought in Central America— at
Paraquina— in which, for three days, the
contending forces 5(^)0 ea^h to begin wib,
struggled for the mastery. He received
two woundi uear the end of this engage-
ment, and was made, successively, lieu-
tenant, captain and major. In the revolu-
tion of 1878 he attained the rank of lieu-
tenant-colonel and was aprointed Mayor
of Chatatenango. Later he was made In-
spector of the army, and in 1885, when
General IluffinoBarrios attempted to make
the union of the Central American States,
be was made colonel.

"During the intervals between revolu-
tions he returned to fun anvil and worked
diligently at his trade: and along about
1886 he longed no more for the storms of
war. He was sick of it.but he was iigain
called upon hy Barillaei, and he left the
country. lie joined General Carlos Ezeta
and was'given an artillerycommand in the
army of San Salvador, where lie remained
until 181)), when war was declared agaiust
Guatemala. He was made a brigadier for
bravery iv taking the earthworks at Ates-
ratempa. The campaign It»>t9d five
month* and the S.ilvadoran army under
Antonio Ezsta entered the capital of
Guatemala in ttiumpb. From this time on
Bolanos bad important commands and
wherever stationed showed he was a pro-
gressive man, assisting- in the building of
railroads and public works.

"He was at San Miguel on April 29 last
when he was ordered to the capital. He
started out on his mule nod made the
fifty-four leagues in just twenty-four
hours. He joined Antonio Ezeta at Guate-
peque with 400 men and at the battle of
Santa Ana on the 3d followingcommanded
the center withGeneral Ezeta. After the
disasters of that day itwas Bolanos who
masterfully guarded the retreat ot his
wounded chief. During the battle two
mules and a horse were killed undsr him
and at one time be fought his way through
a host of enemy with five soldiers. During
the illness of Antonio Bolanos was in

[command and directed the fighting which

occurred on most every day following

until May 22. when General Ezeta again

look command. By this time fortune hail
dealt so badly with the army and the foes
were *o pprsistent that the march had
degenerated into a retreat. On June 2
the army reached Coatepeque and on the

3d Colonel Bulgos wan killedn» an attack
on Santa Tecle. There were severai
skirmisiies during that day and the next

and at 10 o'clock Ezata and Bolaaos set
out for La Libertad.

"That is a general history of Bolanos.
To my mind Calderon is a little bit offin
his statements that this modern Tubal
Cain is not a soldier."

General Jacinto Colocho is scarcely a
less strong figure than Bolanos. He
entered the army of San Salvador in 1865,

and has been there ever since, in ISBS he
was a lieutenant with Antonio Ezeta, and
was shortly made captain for his bravery,

then lieutenant-colonel. He was popular
withall classes and at one time was elect-
ed Mayor of Cbaletuepa, where he dis-
tinguished himself by his zeal in the
cause of primary public Instruction. In
1890, while Governor of the department of
Ahuachapan, he captured Alfaro, tbe
present Minister of the Interior, and

I thirteen others, charged with conspiring
against the Government. They were
liberated on parole and sent to General
Antonio Ezeta, who pardoned them and
cave them money. They Immediately

turned round and went to the enemy.

Colocho again captured them and again
they were pardoned by Ezeta.

W'nen the revolution was inaugurated
nn April 29 last he was with Antonio
Ezeta, and was given command of the left
wing. His conduct at the battle of Santa
Ana and his subsequent deeds of bravery
are matters of history. He bore the brunt
of the long retreat, his division, through
being the flank of the flying army, being
constantly harassed.

Juan Cienfuegos, la Chuco, soldier for
nine years, lieutenant-colonel at 25, is one
of the most unique figures in the group.
La chuco means the dog, but it was not
given in contempt or derision, as the ene-
mies of Ez-ta would have believed. It
was gained at school, where a game simi-
lar to hare and hounds was played. Cien-
fuegos was the fastest runner and the
leader of the pack, and so he gained his
name. When he entered the army he was
made sergeant, and in nine years attained
his present grade by exhibitions of brav-
ery on the field. He has campaigned with
Generals E?Cilon, Verdales, Menendez
and Ezeta, and distinguished himself
throughout. With tbe latter he was side
by side at Candelaria, Sierra Blanca,
Coatepeque, Tezcatempo and Chingo, and
on all occasions his judgment and bravery
never failed.

Captain-Major Florencio Bustamente is
the oldest member of the party, having
passed his sixtieth year. He is affection-
ately dubbed michodel hoyo, wb/ch means
monkey of the hole, and is a power in the
commissary. He has been thirty-one years
in the army, fie fought as sergeant at
iMienas in 19861 and shortly afterward,
b'-ing compelled to fly the country, he
made for Panama. After revolutionizing
a while there he returned to San Salvador,
and in 1876 is found as a sub-lieutenant in
the army of Menendez. In1885 he had
risen to the grade of captain under Sal-
divar.

He is noted for his extreme serenity in
battle, and it is told of him that he could
guard array funds more safely than any
man in Salvador. O.ice, with a small es-
cort, he had fourteen mules carrying a
great sum of money to pay the army some
time in 1800. The force was set upon by
three times its number of revolutionists,
but the old man fought like grim death,
routed his foes and came triumphantly off
wiin the fund*. Shortly after this he was j
Tiade captain-major, fought through allj the battles since, making twenty-f >nr of

FOR SALT WATER.

The Heat and Burden of
the Olympic's Fight.

THEY DON'T WANTMR.WEED.

He Is Too Closely Related to
Mr. Spreckels.

AND HE CUT DOWN THE SUPPLY.

The Heads of the Ticket Don't
Count So Much— The Fight

Is On To- Day.

The situation at the Olympic Club last
night, on the eve of the annual election,
was decidedly interesting. The rooms
were crowded with members, and the
workers for the several tickets were not
losing any point?.

The business men of the organization—
of which by the way it is largely niaue
up— were out for salt water. That was
what they wore there for. and they were
particularly desirous not to be overlooked.
They were for the "progressive ticket,"
and the opposition conceded that the man
who voted a progressive ticket would vote
it straight.

. Why? Because— as they explain it—
they know what they want. They

waut salt water, salt water in abundance,
and there is no shadow of doubt that their
ticket, if elected, willsecure itto them.

Their fight, therefore, is centered not
so much against the beads of the ticket as
against some of the "regular" nominees
for the directorate, and especially against
M. H. Weed.

Weed has been a director of the Olympic
Club for seven years. He has also been
an employe of Mr. Sprocket*' Western
Sugar Company. Mr. Spreckels betides
being the Western Sugar Company is the
head and front of the Olympic Salt Water
Company. The Olympic Salt Water Com-
pany recently reduced the size of the salt
water lipes supplying the club without
consulting the club and against its protest.

That is, in the order of its sequence,
how the opposition to Mr. Weed grew and"
developed.

There is deep feeling in the club—not as
a whole, of course, but with many mem-
bers—about the matter. Some speak right
up and say that they think it very bad
form in view

—
in such plain view—of the

reduced water supply and the disgust su-
perinduced by it in the club, that Mr.
Weed, while drawing a liberal salary from
Mr. Sprockets, should still insist upon be-
ing a director of the club. So Mr. Weed
is the root of the trouble and foster parent,
so to speak, of the opposition to the regular
ticket.

How the Olympic Club secured the
charter for the Salt Water Company and
turned it over to Spreckels et al. in and
lor the consideration of a free and ample
supply— specified at some 200.000 gallons
per day

—
Is not news, and how the agents

of the Salt Water Company came and at-
tempted to reduce the size of supply some
days ago and were ordered away by cer-
tain directors, and bow the same agents,
accompanied by Mr. William Greer Har-
rison, former president of the club, father
of the Lurline baths and right-hand man
of Mr. Spreckels in the water company,
returned at a late hour of the night, when
the people in authority were away and
presumably at home and in bed, and then
and there accomplished their deadly pur-
pose—all this has also been told. But to
repeat it is to explain the unusual heat
that has entered Into the winged O's
politics.

Salt water, they nay, ran the member-
ship up from 1600 to 2GOO. Take it away
and there would be 1000 resignations.
The reasoning is easy, therefore— more
salt water, more members, less saltwater
more resignation*.

The word politic;), by the way, is strong-
Iv objected to in the- newspaper talk about
the Olympic Club, but itIs recognized by
the most conservative oi its members that
the organization carries withita propor-
tionate pull outside. For to be able to
poll a winning vote among the 2600 ceu-
tlemen athletes that compose its member-
ship is a sign of popularity not to be over-
looked when Governors are to be elected.
And not a few politicians of the regular
sort are prominent members of the club.
Joseph P. Kelly, for Instance, who leads
the nominating committee of the "regular"
ticket is not altogether unknown to Max
Popper and Mr. Buckley—but perhaps

this isn't right. It is another story,
although there are some who do think to
mention such things in their club election
gossip.

There are those who are going ,to "vote
the progressive ticket solid" who affect
not to believe that Mr. Weed or another
man honored with a place on the director-
ate of the club would do anything
Inimical to its interests. They point to the
lact that on the ticket with Mr. Weed is a
man who would keep even with him. His
name is F. W. Eaton, and the reason of
their faith in him is again the selfish one
of business interests. Mr. Eaton is treas-
urer of the Pacific Telephone Company.
Mr. Spreckels is out with an opposition
telephone company. Ergo

—
Mr. Eatou

would keep careful cases on Mr. Weed and
see that he made no points on behalf of
Mr. Spreckels that he shouldn't. To such
One lines had the campaign been drawn at
a late hour last night.

Itwas also rumored in the trenches of
the regulars '.hat the progressive people

had incontemplation still another ticket,
npon which the name of R. J. Hancock
had displaced that of Horace Coffin for
captain. Advocates of the progressives,
however, disclaimed any such intention.
They wouldconduct their canvass to ttie
end on the dignified lines laid down in
their recent circular.

The progress ticket differs from those
of the regulars and the athletes, as has
been stated, in the candidates for presi-
dent (William li. Pierson. lawyer) and for
vice-president (William P. Buckingham),
and for directors E. A. Bresse,|Edwin
Bonnell and Dr. O. B. Burns taking the
places of Messrs. Weed, Owens and Short.

The outdoor athletic ticket differ*,from
the regular only in the candidate for cap-
tain, their candidate being E. J. Hancock
(capitalist).

Mr.Hancock is urged by the active ath-
letes on the plea that he will revive inter-
est inoutdoor sport, being a medalist and
an enthusiast who would, ifelected, intro-
duce "class days," ••events" and such
things which Mr. Coffin has not the time
nor perhaps genius lor.

Mr. Coffin, however, is on both the reg-
ular and progressive tickets, and expects
to win.

Last year, with but two tickets in the
field, 900 votes were polled at the election.
Itis expected that over a thousand willbe
cast to-day because of the livelyinterest.

ILLEGAL FISHING.

Salmon Taken During the Close
Season.

Itdoesn't seem to help the salmon any that
the legislators of California have passed a law
making a close season for them from Septem-
ber ItoOctober 1. Tim history of past years
has been that they were harassed more during
that period than any other and, from all ac-
counts, they willhave a hard time oi It this
season.

Already the Fish Commission has received
notice that fishermen, especially those on the
Sacram nto River, were prepared to catch
salmon during the close season, and it Is pre-
sumed deputies on that stream have been
instructed 10 keep a keen eye out for onenders.
But for years Fish Commissioners have bet-n
told the same thing and they, In turn, have
notified their deputies, yet the lisbermeu fished
and the fish were caught. From all of whioh
several people have made so bold as to presume*
that they willdo so tnis year. Some even goso far as to say that more extensive prepara-
tions Bare b--eu made this season than ever be-
fore and that the catch willbe correspondingly
larger.
ItIs reported, too, that great numbers have

been caught and are now salted. The river Is
lult of "China" hooks, which not only catchsome salmon, but hook and tear mauy others
passing, destroying the si awn.

Los Angeles 712 and San Diego t>B. As com-
pared with tbe normal temperatures there was
an excess of beat along the coast from Eureka
north and m the mteiior valleys, while south
fromSan Kiancisco iliere is a beat deficiency.
The beat deficiency at San Dleuo was one de-
giee, Los Angeles being normal, while San
Francisco shows a deficiency of oue degree
Eureka shows an exeesa or beat oVer normal of
three degrees, Ked Bluff five, Sacramento three
and Fresno one.
