man makes ont of the alleged forgetful- |
ness of nose-gifted *humanity. A great
many of the purchasers have never
known the mysterious uses of a pocket
handkerchiaf, but ali have the same excuse
for purchasing the cheap cambrie squares,

and that is, “l left my handkerchief at
home.” For nizh on eizht years at 5

handker<hief man sold his wares on the |
drugstire corner. He doesn’t do the |
Baxter-street act of seizing a customer by |
the arm and rubbing bhis proboscis with a
silk “wipe’” to insure a ready purchase.
He rather follows out Mi'thn’s plaintive
remark that “they also serve who only |
stand and wsit”’; and the sole indncement
to purchase that the handkerchief man
ever ulters is: “Five cents—only five
cents; five cents.” Bat it is guite wonder-
ful the effect that muttered remark has on !
the passer-by, whether it be aristocrat or |
plebeian. Never a man passes and hears |
that refrain and sers thoss cambrics but |
hesitates, feels in his pockets, and, if his |
hanckerchief Yo there, heaves a sizh ofi
relief and loses himself quickly igathe |
madding crowd. Oat of every huied\_
rersons who pass the corner of Clay and |

(earny in a day two find they have mo
handkerchief and purchase one gladly,
only to throw it away at the end of the
day when they arrive home and receive
the clean 25 or 50 cent ““blower” from the
faithful and anxious spouse.

This handkerchi~f man is a peculiar
person in his way, Iisname is Koster and |
he is ol Teutlonie origin. 1f vou ask him
what his proflession is he simply answers
that he was “educated for commerce,” and
his echoice, if broken, Engiish shows that
at one time the handkerchief man has
seen ‘‘refinement and the flow of better
days,” and probably had more French
laundried “wipes” to his name than he
sells in & week. And they say—the people
who buy the *“‘wipes”—that Kouster is
wealtby. He never denies the soft im-
peachment, but he also never admits it.
He lets the dead past bury its dead, and if
you ask him questions that bear in that
direction he turns them off by remarking
In bis sotto voce way, *‘5 cents, only 5
cents” to the neglectful passers-by.

But sometimes the handkerchief man
geis confidential. When in such a happy
mood he will tell you that he sellsin a
good average week no less than “100
dozen of wipes,” It by a little diplomacy
you gel bim to talk on his profits he will
tell you that he makes 14 cents on each
“wipe,” which he sells tor 5 cents. That
I8 a gross receipt of $60 a week, out of
which he gets $15 to nhis own share, an
average mechanic’s wages. That is npot
bad for a man who stands on the street
corner and peddles handkerchiefs; who
makes his living, so to speak, on the for-
geifulness, real or assumed, of his fellow
creatures,

The haudkerchiefs he peddies are made
in the East in factories where, as the
handkerchief man says, ‘‘millions are
turned out every year, else could 1 not sell
so cheap wine handkerchiefs.” Not all
Koster’s stock in trade are 5-cent cam-
brics. Some are actually soid for 10 cents.
“But,” he explains, **I make my living out
of the 5-cent hanakerchiefs, the 10-cent
cnes are 1o dear to sell. Why? I will
tell you. Probably my biggest trade is
with the workingm:en. They don’t want
anything more than a 35-cent bandker-
chief. 1bavea large trade, too, of well-
te-do people and always believe them
when they say they forgot theirs at home.
That kind of people indulge in a quarter
or four-bit hanakerchief and when I re-
mind them as they pass and they find they
have forzotten they want a G5-cent hand-
kerchief to use for the day and then throw
away. I have sold loads of handkerchiefs
to Judge Murphy. Days gone by Ckief
Crowley used to forget his handkerchief
every other day. Both were good eustom-
ers of mine. Many a fellow that’s been
arrested has bought a handkerchief from
me as he passed to prison and later maybe
to the gallows.

“Some funny experiences? You bet 1
have. The funniest and awfullest I ever
had was the day six years ago that a man
went into a saloon down here and cut his
throai, He asked for a glass of beer, and

They wili
buy a dozen, ju-t for the children, they
say, and quits well-dressed women at that.
‘What’s the good of buying Jimmy good
handkerchiefs?’ 1 heard one say the other
day; ‘he always loses them, or uses them
for kites.”

“How long do [ stand here? On, about
ten hours a day. T just make a living out
of it, that’s all—ouiy a living, but it is in-
devendence. There are three or four
others sell in the city like me, but not all
the time. I sell all the time. 1 makea
living at it,”” and then the handkerchief
man relapsed into his monotonous ery
“Five cents, oriy five cents,” Koster isan
old man, perhaps 60 years of age. He
dresses poorly but cleanly, and seems not ’
at all to be broken in spirits by adverse |
fortune. He is alwayes at his post, and
the street corner would lose its individual-
ity if cne could not hear the cry of *‘Five
eents, only five cents.” Buat he is a very
sensitive man, is the handkerchief mer-
chant. Yesterday when an artist tried to
eateh him with a snap-shot camera he fled
into a deserted stairway and did some tall
declamation. He is afraid of his domain
being invaded. As he is going it will not
take long to get rich. Like others, he may
expect to ride in his carriage some dav,
and if he does the most appropriats mott,
would be that of the Irish snuff manufac-
turer, which reads on the panel:

Who'd ha’ thought it
Noses bought it.

TECHNICAL SOCIETY.

Interesting Papers Read on Impor-
tant Subjects.

At the meeting of the Techuical Society of
the Pacifie Coast last evening in their rooms on
Mirket street two papers of Interest were read.
The first one, entitied *“City Ternements,” was
prepared by H. 1. Bestor. The writer bad
made a careful and complete examination into
the sanitary conditlon of the flats and tene.
ment-houses whieh contalned occupants w ho
rented and Itved in single rooms., In <ome of
these awellin g8 Mr., Bestor found a whole
famliy lived, slept and prepared their meals in
the one room. The light and ventilation in |
many cases was very bad. He also discoverea |
in bis investigations that single rooms were in |
more demaud than the double rooms’ T'he |
stringent times compelied the tenanisto rent
as cheap apariments as possible. The average
single room yields the laudiord about §5 per
mouth,

The second paper was read by R. L. Dunn;
subject, “The Relation of Transportation to
FProcuetion,”

Mr. Dunn sald: *“Many people wonder why
the lana of Columbia is gradually falling into
the hands of a few land-owners; why the small
farmer is unable to compete with his rich
neichbor. The reason isdue to the facilities
of transportation. But the question at once
arises, ‘Has pot the wealthy agriculturist the
same trausporting privileges as 1he poor one ?’
No, be has not. The greai producer can always
secure special rates on his freight, while the
poor man has to pay the regular rates. The
railroads make an unjust discrimination be-
tween the large land-owner and (he small one.”
