Assistance was hastily summoned, but
little cculd be done to help the stricken
man, and two hours after the attack began
be was dead.

County, New York, June 10, 1825. He
came of old revolutionary stock. s an-
cestors took a prominent partin the early
bistory cf the county. General David
Wooster, a grauduncle, was the man who
originated the idea of attacking Feort Ti-
conderoga during the Revolutionary War,

THE DECOY NOTE.

Light on Mrs. Oderkirk’s
Disappearance.

It Is Now Believed She Has Preferred
Flight to Facing Her Cross=
Examination.

The whereabonts of 2Mrs., lke Oderkirk,
who mysteriously dissppeared on Sunday
afternoon, is as yvet unknown, but there
reason to believe that she

taken her departure without compulsion
on any cne’s part.

What has led to this belief was a dis-
covery made yesterday by Detective
Bohen, who has been working on the case.
When Mrs. Oderkirk went to the Grand
Hotel on Sunday afternoon she left the
following note for her son, Fred: *If you
come before I get back please wait for me.
I must see you. I'll be back about 12,
maybe before.” At the Grand Hotel she
left a card for Mr. Cassin. her attorney,
and wrote on the back of it: “‘Call at 804
Geary street.”

Bohen got possession of this note and
this card and also the supposed decoy
letter sajd to have been shoved under the

city. When the war of the rebellion broke
out he promptly offered
8 surgeon, and joined the Caiifornia Vol-
unteers, serviog in Arizona and New Mex-
ico. In 1863 he resigned and
practice in this eity.

Dr. Wooster has been one of the most
favorably known physicians of this city.
He paid great attention 1o diseases of the |
beart in conneciion with his medicai |
studies and his works relating to such |
subjects are ecnsidered standard. He was |
the author of a volume on “Diseases of the |
Heart,”” ana in 1876 published a work en-i
titled **Hip Joint Diseases.”

Wooster in 1858. He remained as 1ts editor
for four years, and snbsequent to resign-
ing the editorial pusition contributed many
vaiuable papers to the publication. 1ln |

He was also the auther of a volume
tracing the history of the Wooster family
in this eountry.

He easily fousd willing coadjutors and
by the middle of May the DBerkeley Ciub
was [fairly organizad, and now it is fully
launched on its mission, and before many
weeks have passed it is more than prob-
able that its power will be felt in the land.
Its object 1s only a politieal onein a very
restricied sense; in fact, it bounas its
sphere within the Berkeley town limits.
To make the citizens wiser, better and
more comfortable is the objeet of the Good
Government Club., Its members want to
nave good roads to take their walks abroad
upon; they also want those streets to be
well lighted without unnecessary expendi-
ture. The quality of the town supily of
water and the efliciency of the drainage

It is evident that the aims and objects of
the Good Government Club have “caught
on” immensely with the Berkeley paople. |
The Berkel:y Town Improvement Asso-
ciation, which was organized about twelvae
vearg ago and pursued a career of useful-
ness in planting trees and otherwise
beautifying the town, wvoluntarlly dis-
solved itself a short time ago. Looking
upon the new organization as a worthy
successor, it bequeathed what worldly
zoods it was possessed of to the God
Government Ciub., That body has also
been cheered on its way lataly by a good
deal of other sympathy, which, if less sub-
stantiul, was at any rafe very acceptable,

The president of the elub is Dr. Thomas
A. Anderson. There are five vice-presi-
dents—F. L. Lipman, J. B. Gerber, S. E.

HOURS NOT AGREEABLE.

Causes of the Recent Disturbance at
Osborn Hill

Adolph Schnabe), superintendent of the
Osborn Hill mine at Grass Valley, regis-
tered at the Grand yesterday morping and
reported immediately to the head office of
his compvany. The fact surrounding his
enforced departure from the mine is
already well known and Mr. Sennabel was
not inelived to throw auy further light
upon the episode. Ile stated that trouble
between the company and the Grass Val-
ley Miners’ Union bad been caused en-
tirely by a misunderstanding as to tne
working hours. The Osbora Hill wmine, he
said, had always been operated unaer the
rules adopted by the Montana Miners’
Union, and proved satisfactory until quite
recently, when the Grass Valley union
sought to modify the hours of work to
sult itself. «

The regulation hours comprise a ten-
hours’ shift during the day and nine hours
at night.

Mr. Schnabel stated that when he took
charge of the mine the men were going to
work at 7 o’clock, knocking off for bhaif |
an hour at noon and quitling at 5 o’clock. |
He then changed the hours, giving the
men oone hour for lunch and requiring
them to work up to 6 o’clock in the even-
ing. This arraugement, he said, was not |
satisfactory and the men demanded the |
operation of the old schedule, which in-
cluded special regulations for Saturday,
when the miners quit work at 4 o’clock in
the afternoon and the night shift was cut
to eight hours., Mr. Schnabel stated fur-
ther that the men were compelled to board
witn the companvy, although the latter had
supplied lunch at a very moderate figzure.

The company held a meeting yestarday
afternoon, at which Mr. Sehnabel was
present, and Mr. Kalstoe will leave for the
mine to-day with special instructions.

To those praying for that time he bad to
say that it was already here; it had long
veen here. *“*We love all ehurches who
love our Christ,”” e said. The lines that
separated the churches now were meraly
matters of form—just as the differeut
branches of the army were separated in o
cavalry, iufantry, artillery, ete., to make
the; whole more effective. So the churches
were maae effective by these different
forms, all of which appealed to a diffarent
class of people, just as Methodists loved

AFRICA’S GOLD-FIELDS.

Lecture Before the Geographical
Society of California.

The Geographical Society of California
and quitsa a large number of its friends
were entertalned at Union-square Hall
last evening with a leciure on “South
Africa and Its Goldfields,” by Frea M.
D’Evelyn, president of the society. The
lecture was beautifu'ly illustrated by
stereopiicon views taken recently in Jo-
hannesburz and vicinity. Mr, D’Evelyn’s
remarks were principaily devoted to sta-
tistics on the growth of the country and
interesiing facts concerning the discovery
of gold and later development of the coun-
try by enterprising syndicates, T'he audi-
ence was first given a realistic description
of Cape Town and the various railroads
which are npow in operation, all
of which have been projecied and buiit
within the past few vears. According to
the lecturerthey are all solidly constructed
and amply equipped, and traverSe a
stretch of country remarkable for its
beauty and productiveness. ‘There are
three main lines—the West, East and Mid-
land- railways, and each of the ihree has
ils own pariicular attractions and ad-
vantages for travel

The greater portion of the lecture, of
course, was devoted to a history of the
geold fields of Johannesburg, and the his-
tory of the first discovery of the precious
metal in these parts. Diamonds, he said,
made Kimberley whatitis, and so also may
it be said that gold is responsible for the
prosparity ofi Johannesburg. Ian three
yvears it has grown to such an ex-
tent that there are now 30,060 souls
living thereabout, all engaged at work and
prospering. The ore will average in some
places from nine to tweniy-seven ounces
to the ton, and the profits of one mine
alone amounted to $411,267 in a year.

The entire distriet, he said, was pros-
pering, and after the introduction of a few
needed reforms Johannasburg will indeed
be an ideal spot. The Boers, he said, were
in most instances lazy and objectionable,
but in his opinion the time was near at
hand when some progressive nation woula
ake its presence felt and institutie needed
reforms.
