
TRAINS WILL FLY.

Competition to Reduce
the Time.

FOUR DAYS TO NEW YORK.

Santa Fe and Union Pacific
Won't Be Outdone.

WILLRACE THE SUNSET LIMITED

A Cut in Rates to Chicago and St.
Louis— Another Rate War

Possible.

Southern Pacific officials Bay they ex-
pect a larao increase in the number of
first-class passengers on the southern route
this coming wiuter on account of the Sun-
set limited train that will make last trips

across the continent once a week.
Should this train prove popular to the

point of paying desired returns others will
be put into service and so on as the travel
demands until a train is run daily.

The banta Fe company does not iutena
to stand idly by watciiing travelers goiun
over the Sunset route and desertiug its
line and already it is talking of enter-
ing into competition. So it is quite possi-
ble that an opposition train with accommo-
dations equal if not superior to the South-
ern Pacific flyer will be placed at tbe
public's service on November 1by the
Santa Fe road. 13uth lines are open dur-

-Ins the winter months and so far as
making fatt t me to New York is con-
cerned neither willadmit that it can be
outdone. An interesting fight is looked
for and tbe public willgel the benefit of it.

As a consequence of competition between
railroads this latest advance i* generally
regarded as a striking illustration. For-
merly the people who traveled accepted

whatever was given them as » matter of
necessity and probably thought it could
not be better. The central route offered
too many inducements in the way of quick
time and good service as compared with
the southeru lines. Now, however, the
Southern Pacific is makiuc an effort to win
pipulanty and by so doing ti cut out the
Santa Fe. But the intentiou is to give this
fast and comfortable service for winter
months only. Should tha Santa Fe begin
the fight it willbe kept up beyond winter
time and then the new first-class fast
trains shall continue running at all sea-
sons.

Nor is this all. Already the Union Pa-
cific managers bave been advised of the
intended chance. Aod their agents here
oelieve that a liver with most elegant and
modern improvements will be put on to
offset tbe Soutberu train. It is in their
power to reduce the time to Xew York by

twelve hours by cmbining with Eastern
roads, which would lose if the Southern
service attracts travelers. They willnot
be outdone either, so a new schedule of
something like four days from San Fran-
cisco to New York may be tne result.

The following additional laitlcnlars
were issutd yesterday recarding the Sun-
Bet limited by General Passenger Agent
Goodman to all coupon agents:

"All first-class tickets, includiug over-
land reeular (thirty days) and limited
single-trip and round-trip excursion; also
local tickets nf same class and erades will
be good lor passage on these special
traius witbont any extra or additional
charge, but all passengers must pay for
Pullman-car accommodations at customary
berth or seat rates.

"Aaents and conductors In all cases
must cive preference to through or over-
luid passengers in making reservations or
in sale of sleeping-car tickets.

"Local passage tickets can be snlJ for
these specials only to stations where the
trains make regular s'op3 as per working
time-tables. B caage checked on such
local tickets willbe shipped and canied by
first followingregular train. Second-class
ticketi will not ba good en these special
trains. Passes will not be honored for
passage on these limited train?.

"Special car9aud cars run under the fif-
teen-fare charter rule caunot be attached
to these trains."

The Santa F6 Company announced yes-
terday that itwould reduce iates between
Sin Fraucisco and Chicago and St. Louis
from September 28 to October 6 inciusive.
This tney bave a perfect right to ao with-
out violating laws of tbe luterttate Asso-
ciation.

The fare to Chicago will be $51 2o first
class and $46 75 second rlass

—
a reduction

of 25 75; to St. Louis ?">0 first, 544 25 sec-
ond—a reduction of S3 25. St. Louis mer-
chants bave been iustrumental in effect-
inga general reduction of fares on roads
to their city, so that large numbers of peo-
ple from other cite* rnuht be mduced to
attend the Veiled Prophet celebration.
The Santa Fe Company fell into line with
Eastern roads, and although few persons
may travel from California to see the St.
Louis festival it w believed that tbe re-
duced rates willbe taken advantage of by
travelers and tourists.

ASSAULT TO MURDER.
Burglar Joseph Riordan Has Another

Charge Booked Against Him.
Joseph Riordan, who is awaiting his

preliminary examination on the charge of
burglary, had a charge of assault to mur-
der bonked against him at the City Prison
yesterdaj by Policemen Peir.u and Galla-
way.

The assault was committed upon Martin
Hank, a shoemaker, llvine at 40% Gilbert
street, shortly belore midnightni Janunry
13 last on Seventh street, near Bryant.

Kank and his brother were walking
north on Seventh street when they met
Riordan with two young girls going in ibe
opposite direction. Some words passed
be' ween Rank and Ricr-ian, when Riordan
pulled out a revolver and shot liauk in the
left shoulder.

The wounded man was taken to the Re-
ceiving Uosdukl Htid a few days afterward
to the Cily and Coun y Hospital. Itwas
several weeks bofore he recovered from
the effects of the wound.

Riordan managed to keep out of the way
nf ihp police til! lie and his cousin, John
Cotter, were airested by Detectives Cody
aud Handley l*>t Thursday for entering
the houses of Rev. J. A. Emery, Chestnut
straet, and W. P. Hairolo, Lenven north
street. He is only 23 years of age, but baa
already perved a sentence of five years for
highway robbery.

OFF TO HONOLULU.

The Flight of a Double
Defaulter.

Edmund Ahlemann's Shortage to
the Krieger Verein and an

Insurance Company.

Edmund Ahlemann. financial secretary
of the Deutscher Kri»ger Ver h, has
shaken the dust of San Francisco from his
feet and is now supposed to be en ruute to
Honolulu on the steamer Mariposa.

Ablemann ha double defaulter. lie has
not only betrayed the confidence of the
members of the Kri<*ger Verein but h1«o of
Voss, Conrad &Co., general Rgenti of the
Aachen' and Munich Fire Insurance Coni-
pauv, who employed him as solicitor and
collect! r.

The Krieger Verein is one nf the oldest
and most influential of tho German socie-
ties in the city. There are over 300 mem-
bers, many of whom reside in interior
counties. Each member must have served
a term in the German army. The duesare $1 per month, and on the death of a
member the others are taxed $1 each for
funeral expenses and other necessaries.

Ahlemanu. as financial secretary, col-
lected the dues. At The regular meeting
of the yerein last Wednesday nijjht in
the B'nai B'rith Hall be was to band ovir
to the treasurer thH dues he bad collected
for the past quarter, which lucludea the
dues oq two deaths. lie failed to put in
an appearance. Xext day inquiries were
made by a committee nt his house, 1421Ella street, ami his wife »aid she had uot
seen bin since Tuesday, tne day prior to
the nitvtinE. Voss, Guorad &\u25a0 Co. were
also called upon, ani they had not seen
him for two days. Both parties came to
the conolur-ion that Le had absconded, and
at once began an investigation.

"We are not quite sure ye'," sai-1 Adolph
Becker, ex-Dresident of the Kri ger Verein,
last night,"what his shortage willamoiini
to, but itlhpnot ne less than $350 to $400,
aid probably much more, as he ha* beei
collector for several years. We will re-
qu r<? to spe the receipt books of each of
the members, and as a Inr^e number of
thf«m live in other towns of the State it
w ll take some lutle time yet to arrive at
the exact amouut.

"Atil-uiann was no good, and we should
have been more careful in view of his pait
history. While employed by the Liberty
Bakery be swindled them out nf consider-
able money. Then he started a restau-
rant and coffee-house on Fnurteenth and
Mission streets, sold out and toot a trip to
Germany- Wh^n he came back he vio-
lated an agreement between him aud Urn
man who bought Mm cut by startirm a
restaurant and coffee-house next door.
Tins venture was not successful and he
failed, which served him right. He next
started a liquor saloon on Fourth street,
but bis bad luck followed him and he
again failed. Then be went into the in-
surance bu-i iess.

"He was a brute t)his young wife and
often used to beat her. From her manner
Idon't tiiiok she is soriy that he has lelt
her.

"We bave been very unfortunate re-cently, as our presiileut, Ernest Kaiser.
skipped out two or three months agu and
took several hundred dollars belonging to
tb* society with him."

From the way in which Mr. Becker
talked it was evident the society does not
wish the full extern of Ablfmann's de-
falcations to be made public. The loss will
probably run into four figures. The mem-
bers feel very sore at beine swindled by
their president and financial secretary
within so short v lime and would no doubt
have preferred to have kept it to them-
selves and suffered in silence.

Yos*, Conrad &Co. admitted yesterday
that Ahleraann was a defaulter. Ho had
been employed by them about a year as
solicitor «nd collector. They bad already
discovered over $200 in premiums that he
had collected and bad not accounted for.
No doubt the total of his peculations
woula exceed that sum, but to what extent
could not be Known for some time yet.
They had no idea where Ableruann baa
gone.

The members of the Krieger Verein feelsure that Ahlemann ielt by the Mariposa
last Thursday for Honolulu, where he hadlived for a short time before settling in
this city. He was last seen on Tuesday
afternoon, and they think be had kept out
of the way till the steamer sailed.
