Is the Fastest Yearling
Stallion.

MAKES A MILE IN 2:23 FLAT.

Very Fast Time at the San Jose
District Fair.

EDITHBREAKS A TRACK RECORD.

But the Second Race Between Cyclist
Ziegler and Pacer Wood Is

Disappointing.

San Jose, Sept. 28.— The choice pro-
gramme of races arranged for to-day at the
district fair was a drawing card, and over
5000 people assembled at Agricultural Park
to witness the SDnrt on t!ie track, which
proved to be of unusual importance. At
10 o'clock the stock parade took place.

The great event of the day, and one
nhich is of interest to every admirer of
i11 <lea horses, was the trial mile of Ari-
beil, the yearling stallion from Palo Alto
stock farm. Tne colt was driven oue
mile with a running mate in 2:23, the fast-
est mile ever trotted in the world by a
yearling. The performance was for the
purpose of breaking bis own record of
2:2C>. and when the announcement was
made that the world's record had been
Irjken the people gave cheer after cheer.

Adbell never wavered once during the
mile, and came in easy, not being urged
by whip even at finish. Tbis great drive
was made by Walter Maben. Adbell was
sired by Advertiser, dam Beautiful Bells,
from which a number of the fastest borses
on the coast were foaled.

Bonnibel, three-year-old gelding from the
Paio Alto stables, by Aziuoor-Bonof, was
driven a mile v 2:-J7%. in an attempt to
lower the record of 2:22^.

A number of other nurses were driven
to lower records aud all succeeded.

The race between Otto Ziegler, the
"demon" cyclist, and W. Woud, tne creat
pacer from Oak wood farm, was not all
(bat had been anticipated, as Wood broke
several times durinc 'he mile, consequently
makine bis time 2:23*4.

As Sanders, driver of Wood, objected to
have a running mate pull a sulky witha
wind break for Zieeler to follow, the latter
went the first bait without it. He had a
runuinc horse with a wind guard during
the second half, but itwas of little service.
Ziegler passed Wood before he got to the
first quarter and led him all the way by
about 150 yards. Wood came very slow,
as banders was discouraged because he bad
au chance to lower the record of 2:07 V

The regulir races of the day were re-
markable because of fast time. Marin Jr.
had comparatively an easy time in taking
three heats out of five fiom the field of six
in tbe 2:18 class trot. He would easily
have wou the race in three straight heats
had he not broke. This let Vina Bell and
Wayland W get in.

Edith was too fast for those agninst her
in the 2:14 pace, and took the race in three
straight heats, pacing the second beat in
2:10,breaking the track record.

The free-tor-all paciug developed some
unpleasantness because the judges
thought C. H. Corey did not drive Laura
M in the second heat to win. febe won the
first heat easily, and the judges knew she
had speed to take the others. They or-
dered Corey rff the sulky to let some one
eiso drive. He refused and bluffed the
marshal who was instructed to take him
out of the sulky.

After some delay he voluntarily e"t
down and permitted J. Dustin to drive.
The change of drivers, however, did net
win the next two heats for Laura M. The
judges ordered tbe mare to be placed in
another barn for tbe night, and Corey has
refused to acquiesce. The matter was in-
vestigated by the directors to-niirlit, but no
action taken.

Cibolo. who was the favorite, was de-
clared distanced in the fourth heat because
Sanders, her driwr, fouled at tbe three-
quarters by driving across the track and
hindering Laura M. This ruling was also
contested to-night, but no action was
t iken.

Tne last race was uneventful, but it in
»\\ lent from the two heats trotted that
Fallacy and Rtgina will hold first and sec-
ond places. The betting was lively and in
two finished races the favorites won.

PENSIONS PAID.

The Amount Disbursed by the Gov-
ernment Lndtr the Law.

Washington, S«pt. 28.— Tiie report of
the Third Aud.tor ot the treasury for the
G?cal year ending June 30. 1894, shows
that the total disbursements at pension
agencies un account of pensions for that
year have been $137,616,<>81. The amount
paid to pensioners under tne laws were as
r.'.lnws: Invalids, 158.682.119; widows,
$13.412,U-'l :minors 11*010,204; depeudent
relatives, $3,681,901. The amounts paiii
under the act ol June 27. 1890, were as fol-
lows: Invalids, $43,666.<J01 ;widows, $<),-
--80(5,g9-J; minors. $697,004; dependent rela-

tive«, 11,709,829; helpless children, £8065.
To pensioners of ihe War of 1812 the fol-
lowing amounts were paid: Survivors,
55312; widows, 564.">,207. Mexican war
survivors were paid $1,353,801 aud fen
widows. $808,405. Indian war claims paid
to survivors were S;iT7,BS3 and to widows
145&632. Army nurses received $65,682.
About $650,000 was raid to pension exam-
ining surgeon*, and tne balance oi tbe
totalldisbursements was for the expenses of
pension agencies.

FIRE AT STILLWATER.
Aid Asked From St. Paul to Sub-

due the Flames.
Stillwatkh, Minn., Sept. 28.— At10:30

in-night a fire broke oui in the Stiilwater
Manufacturing Company's plant and the
entire establishment was entirely de-
stroyed. The fire is still rasing and ad-
joining property is in great dancer, with a
heavy wind which gave the department a
terrible blaze to cope with.

At this hour it is impossible to estimate
the loaf, as suarks are flying in every di-
rection. Aid was asked from St. PbUi,
and a couple of engines sent to the help
of the Stiilwater Department. The loss is
very heavy.

Atone time to-night it looked as if the
north end of the town, surrounding the
prison, was doomed, but the Fire Depart-
ment worked hnrd and succeeded in saving
the Threstier Company's buildings and the
street railway pawer-house. Allresidences
ou the hillside, excepting the residence of
Isaac Staples, were totally consumed. The
damage to stock and building of the man-
ufacturing company willnot be less than
$25,000.

DEATH OF A. C. RUSSELL.
Was a Pioneer Man of

California.
Stockton, Sept. 28.— A. C. Russell, one

of the pioneer journalists of California,
died here tv-night from the effects of an
accident which befell him at Merced last
Tuesday. He was iv that city on a busi-
ness trip, and called at the office of the
Me.iced Express.

While descending the stairs he fell for-
ward, but was caupht by a man who pre-
ceded him. Inthe fall he broke his breast-
bone, but did not know it then, and re-
turned the next day to his home.

Another Complaint of a
Raised Assessment.

THE RETURN WAS DOCTORED.

A Clean $1000 Said to Have Been
Slipped In.

THE FOOTING ALTERED TO SUIT.

Deputy Herzer Confident ItWas Not

Done in the Assessor's
Office.

A case of an alleged "raisiug" of an as-
sessment return by clerks or others in the
Assessor's office, or by some other person

after it leaves t!io hands of the person
making tbe return, came before the Ju-
diciary Committee of the Supervisors yes-
terday afternoon upou a demand for an
abatement and for an investigation.

The case was similar t » that ot G. Otwsti
&Co., Froni-street commission merchants,
reported some days ago by The Call,

when itwas asserted that items were writ-
ten in to tha personal property lists after
the sworn returns had been submitted.

The complaint was made yesterday by
O. Kai &Co., dealers in Japanese goods,
31G Kearny street. Mr. Kai, who is now
in Japan, was represented by Horace
Dunn, and G. S. Saila, manager of the
win lesala (]\u25a0 jiiituietu of tbe bouse, who
made out toe return, was present, and
\u25a0tatad under oath that the return he made
was $1000 less than that upou which he is
calltd upon to pay taxes ;ihat a clean $1000
had been insei t~d in tbe returu after it left
his hands.

The return, as be made it,footed $1830
for merchandise on band. This amount
was carried over to tbe secoud column of
tbe return and then brought down to the
"t(t«l"line as none of the printed items
in the second column answered to l;is

line of business.
That is as he handed itin to the Asses-

sor's office, he says. As it is now and
was exhibited yesterday, SIOOO is written
in rather a hesitating band in the second
column, under the $1830 "brought for-
ward," and opposite to the printed words
"consigned goods." Then the figure lin
the footing is changed to "2," and stands
52830.

Chief Deputy Assessor Beizer was
present with these papers, and said he
had made a thorough examination of them
and of the circumstances of the assess-
ment, and was coufident that the altera-
tions had not been made in the Assessor's
office. He said that the "$1000" was
wr.tten in tbe same ink as the other tig-
mes, and that itwas not tbe ink used in
the Assessor's office. He said that this
was the first lime that charges had been
made of auy one in the Assessor's office
having changed the returns, of all the fifty
thousand recorded.

That the figure "1" in tho total bore the
appearance of having been cnanged to a
"2" Mr. Herzer admitted, but denied that
ithad been done in the Assessor's office.

The clerk who handled the returns was
called, but said Itwas impossible for Dim
to remember anything about it.

Then Horace Dunn for K<»i & Co. said
he was. ted to present his side of the case
under oath. He objectsd to loose state-
ments and opinions in a mat er of the
kind, he said.

G. S. Saita was sworn and repeated
what has been said— that be made out the
assessment return aud had made v un to
it, and that the net figure given was $1830.
Fu;l'iermore, he suid, it was out of tb»
'.|ii>'Mion that he should have assessed him-
self for $100u wortti of "con*iened goods,"
as he did not carry any consigned goods

and never had.
Mr. Dunn himself then took oath and

sta^d that he was familiar witUthe affair*
oi Kai \- Co., was their agent, and knew
that the impiriations had been much less
this year and the stock on band consider-
ably less than last year, and with prices
lower the value of the stock was much
below that of 1802. He thought it very
singular that the assessment return should
show just about tbe same as lad year, and
was confident that it was not so made by
the house.

"But what good would it do a clerk in
the Assessor* office to make the change?"
