10.297 lodges.au increase of 361; 780.192
members, an increase of 32,897; 3292 Re-
bekab lodges, increase of 387; 202.422 lie-
bekah m mbers, increase of 21.573; 2562 en-
campments, increase of 80; 136,286 encamp-
ment members, increase of 3744. The total in
the three branches Is1,118,900 members.

Complete records of legislation have not been
received. The following questions- have been
decided*. 1 That' patriarch militant members
must be drawn exclusively from encampments,
and members of. subordinate lodges only are
not eligible: that unmarried ladles over 18,
although not relatives of Odd Fellows, are eli-
gible to membership inltebekan lodges; that
brethren hereafter will not be eligibleas offi-
cers inItbekah lodges; the action of ibe Grand
Lodge of California providing for the mainte-
nance of aborne for aged Odd Fellows, etc.,
was approved.

borne comment bas been made, especially by
a writer In New Hampshire, because sometimeago the Sovereign Graud Lodge insisted that
no lodge should pay to a sick brother less than
$2 per week as sick beuefits. Prior to that
legislation it was nothinguncommon to find a
brother in tbis city belonging to some Eastern
jurisdiction with a card Billingthat bis lodge
wouldpay 25 or 50 cents per week in the event
of sickness. He would be taken sick bere and
apply for relief, and the general relief commit-
|tee would extend it, regardless of the mockery
of the amount specified by bis card. Sometimes
tbe subordinate to which tb* sick member be-
longed would reimburse the committee; some-
times otherwise, as the committee had uo legal
right to expend any amount beyond tbat speci-

First Regiment Before the
Ranges.

SOME EXCELLENT SCORING.

The Independent Rifles and the Co.

,Ti?ere was enough powder and shot ex-
ploded at Shell Mound yesterday to have
caused the far-off oriental belligerents to

turn green with envy. The greater por-

tion of the targets were in use throughout
the day by the companies of the First In-
fantry Regiment, X. G. C. but in addition
to these the Independent Rifles and the

Columbia Pistol and Rifle Club managed

to edge their way.in and enjoyed an after-
noon's sport.

The First Regiment boys were engaged
scoring for tbe State shoot, and as usual
on such occasions were attired in fatigue

uniform. To a close observer it would
seem the militiamen are enabled to see the
target to much better advantage when clad
in blouses, belts and caps, and yesterday's
scores, when compared witn the ordinary
monthly contests, certainly bear out this
belief.

With the map. before him, be will
scarce allow the sun to set in tbe east, as it
does Inthe "Antiquary." with the almanac at
hsod, • lie will scarce allow two horsemen,
journeying on the most urgent affair, to
employ six days, from 3 of the Monday
morning till iaie In the Saturday night
upon a journey, say 99 or 100 miles; and De-
fore the week Is out, and still on the same
nags, to cover fifty In one day, as he may read
at length Intbe inimitable novel of"Rob Roy."
And itIs certainly well, though far from neces-
sary, to avoid such croppers. But itis mycon-
tention-my superstition, if you like—that he
who is faithful to his map, and consults it.and
draws from Itbis inspiration, daily and hourly,
gains positive support, and uot.mere negative
immunityfrom accident. The tale has a root
tbere; iigrows in that soil. Ithas a spine of its
own behind the words. Better ifthe country
be real, and be has walked every foot of itand
knows every milestone. But, even with Imag-
inary places, be will do well in the beginning
to provide a map; as lie studies it. relations
will appear that he had not thought upou. • lie
willdiscover obvious though unsuspected short
cuts and foot paths fur his messengers; and
even when a map Is not all the plot,as it was
