New York'Markets.
New York, Oct. 3.— Again to-day sugar was

the leading feature of the Stock Exchange specu-
lation, the sales of the stock reaching the heavy
total of 139,000 shires, which exceeds the com.
bined transactions n: allother stocks dealt in by
several thousand, Alter an opening break oi •"•'.,
per cent, sugar came into good buying maud
for the short interest and rose 23/ . Free supply
of stock offering suddenly checked the upward
movement, and a bear demonstration was made
which sent the price b.icl: to 833/.The depression was temporary, and a report
that an inside interest had dei lded to support the
stock until some of-the present short Interest had
been shaken out seemed to be verified in UM
8 irons buvlugwhich toAk Dlace, sending the stock
up to >*<)'•£. The nigh flguie induced another
drive, which resulted In a loss of2% per cent, the
shares touching S.JV2. and at the ciose rallyingto
83%. being again 01 '4 on the day. Sugar pre-
ferred advanced 16 per cent, There was no de-
velopment to account for tne heavy trading in the
shares, and tue street wa* without news affecting
