"Captain"" Brock

AND THE CALEB CURTIS.

The Origin ox tne Only Woman
Trader in the World.

PENNILESS WHEN DEATH CAME

Rollo Brock's Smooth Talk About
His Experience as a South

Sea Trader.

Sin™ the wreck of the trading-schooner

Caleb Curiis La llong-K>ng harbor, as re-
ported by telegraph, a number of stories
have been wiitten concerning the boa' and
her owner, Mrs. Captain Brock. These
stories have simply been reiterations of
statements published in this city at the
time the Curtis was lying at Main-street
wharf. Mrs, B-ock has, in fact, acquired
a great dpal of notoriety by her associa-
tions with the fatal Caieb Curtis, but not
through any achievement on her part of a
nature to startle the world.

Being the fir-t woman ever known to
have w th her own money fitted out a ves-
sel for trading in the South Seas the name
of Mrs. "Captain" Brock went out to the
world as a cognomen a'.tached to a re-
markable female navigator, a genius of a
literarr turn and a woman of rare excep-
tion^, whose knowledge of things scientific
and otherwise was almost limitless.

The dispjktches say that the woman cap-
tain and her husband, together with three
other numan beings, lost their lives in the
accident mentioned above. If such is the
case, the career of a woman who rose from
the slums of San Francisco Into world-wide
prominence has terminated.

Mrs. Capain Broen was not educatedto
any extent. She coull writeafter a fashion,
but she could not possibly have composed

a sti ry nnr written a book. Withal she
was a woman of judsment, a keen
searcher for the dollar »nd a careful saver.

When she met Rollo Brock he was an
acrobat at Woodward's Gardens and an at-
tendant of the animal nrena. Mrs. Brock
was an unsophisticated maidoii who gave
no thought to the sea, but practiced the art
of selling crffee in a Barbary Coast res-
taurant Brock was tired of working hard
and tried to win the woman, as he had heard
that she had saved out of her scant earn-
ings enough money to start them ud in
business. It is beiieved that a marriage
ceremony took place soon after the twain
met

Brock didn't prove himself muc'j of a
man. He drank to excess and srent nearly
all of his wife's money. They were being
rapidly reduced to poverty when Mrs.
Brock made a fortunate speculation of
Borne kind and realized several thousand
dollar*. For some time after tiiis very
little was hear! from the couple until they
appeared one day on the water Iront in
search of a suitable boat to set sail for the
islands in. The Caleb Curtis was then on
the market for sale, and some one directed
them to where she could be inspected.

One of the strange facts of the story is
that there was uol a seafaring man inSan
Francisco who could have be«n persuaded
to buy the Curiis. The little craft had
met with disaster time and again. On an
occasion not many months before she had
been capsized outside the Heads auci a
number of lives were lost. Slie was old
and worthless, yet Mrs. "Captain" Brock
paid $1250 lor her io cash and spent $1000
more in fittingher up. Thus was the old
pilot-boat launched again on a road to
further disaster.

At the time the purchase was made Mrs.
Brock and Rollo lived near the corner of
Pine and Dupoi.t streets ina humble little
suite of rooms close to a beer saloon. In
these squalid apartments Hollo filled his
wife up with stories of his vast experience

as a South Sea trader. Ha told her that
his ex-employer, Mr. Woudward, had one
time detailed him to voyage about the
South Seas in quest of curios for the gar-

dan museum. He declared that he knew
everything about tha islands tbat was
worth knowing and Mrs. Brock believed
allhe said.

IJrock had been to the South Seas, but
he traveled among the isles as an attache
of an alleged circus. He drifted about
and becama known as a beachcomber or
contorti >nht. This was the limit of his
exuerience as a trader.

Tne man knew nothing about the navi-
gation of a boat and t.'ie woman, of cour-e,
was not supposed to know. In the end a
youne seafaring man, who is well known
in this city, was engaged to act as "sailing

nia«ter." Ge rge Ewart is the name of the
gentleman and he is a man ofa great deal of
experience inbit line of business.

The Curtis sailed from Sdii Francisco In
August. 1893, aud Jrom Mr.Ewart, who is
fct present in this city, the following par-
ticulars of the trip toHong-Kong were ob-
tained.

No sooner had the 6chooner got out of
eight of land when bo:h Rollo and th«
womau trader began to show themselves
up in their true colors. They quarrelad in-
cessautiy and made things very disagree-

able for those who journeyed with them.
Several tiir.es the little boat was almosf
lortin 6evere gquails and once or twice she
cause near sirikiug on a coral reef.

When the islands wera reached Mrs.
Ero^k and her worst half fought mora
fiercely than ever. The woman accused
her husband of being an adventurer, while
he, to destroy his trtaiblep, drank exces-
sively, leaving ail thoughts of trading go

out of bit mind.
A few attempt* were made to aell the

Curtis' cargo, but as the woman trader
had surrendered herself to indoieut con-
templation of her surroundings from tne
vantage ground of her bunk, and Hollo
had given himself over to whisky and the
'tween deck accommodations, there was
very little copra secured.
.The cabin-boy and stewar Ideserted the
vessel and came back to the United States.
Mrs. Brock's coin was :rapidly: being
wasted, so 6ho decided to return to her
native land, Australia. When half way
over she -changed her mind and sailed into
Hone-Kong harbor, where Ewart and the
balance of the crew of the boat could
stand the queer owners no longer, were
paid offinpart and then came back to this
city.

Out of the $5000, the original cap tal of
the woman trader, only $GOO was left.
Brock was spending that as fast as lie
could. The Curtis needed repairs and wa-<
piling.up expense bills right along. A
number of <ttt-mpts were made to sell h r,
but seamen shunned the boat aud would
not think about making an offer for her.

Mrs. Captain Brack's idol was shat-
tered. Instead ol winning Jama anil re-
turning to San Francisco with'tier.vessel
filled withshells and copra, 10 receive the
Congratulations of toei Iriena^ she found

herself friendless and "oroke" in a fmeigu

land.
Then death ended her miseries and those

of Rollo. The Caleb Curtis went down in

a tvphoou with all on board, a fate tnat
was prophesied for hrr by all the San
Francisco w>«ter-frnnt»r*.

PANIC AT A THtATER.

Maddened With Fright Many Men
Fought to Get Out.

Chicago, Oct. B.—Panic at the Clark-
street Theater followed the discovery of
fire in an adjoining building last night.
Xe.rly hall the audience rushed from the
theater and the remainder were.thrown. thrown

into confusion before it was discovered
that no lives were in danger. The em-
ployes and the I'Olice at the theater made
every effort to prevents panic and t> as-
sure the audience that the fire was in an
adjoining building. But this bad no effect
upon the frightened men and women, who

were determined to get out at' all hazards.
The greatest confusion attended the wild
rush of those who were in the gallery.
Three hundred men and bays were com-
pactly crowded into the stairway leading
to the street. They swore, howled and
fought in their mad rush to break down
the door. Only the (ffective and timely
work of a policeman prevented their
trampling each other to death. A number
of persons were seriously injured in the
crush and several were removed in a faint-
ing condition, bat none were fatally hurt.

SEEKS A DIPLOMA.

Dr. J. J. Leek Demands
Recognition

Amusing Testimony of Experts Who
Say They Have Never Seen

the Like Before.

Judge Seawell has not yet decided thai
Dr. J. J. L»ek is entitled to be registered
as a qualified dentist inthe city and county
oi San Francisco, likewise the Stale of
California.
Itwas the application of J. J. Leek for

a writof mandate compelling the Board of
Dental Ex -.miners so to recognize and
register him that occupied Judge feeawell's
time in court yesterday. Dr. Leek in his
complaint stated that he had studied the
art of dentistry since 1883, aud since the
summer of 18S4 had been engaged in the
practice thereof. He had been associated
in business w.th his two brother--, now
practicing, Drs. I.G. and G. W. L*ek. Dr.
Leek laid claim to having practiced io the
city and county of San Francisco since
March, ISBS, aud altogether he claimed
that he was entitled to recognition as a
registered demist.

On the witness-stand yesterday J. J.
Lesk testified to alf these things, and
among others that he had lived for some
time ou Uniun Inland, Sacramento County.
There he was fain to confess, he was
employed as superintendent of the General
Williams orchard, but he also practiced
dentistry.

"On whom did you practice dentistry?
On white men?"

"No,not on white men. Iused to at-
tend to Chinamen."

Concerning this testimony it was shown
that in 1884 J. J. Leek went into insolvency
in Sacramento Couny. On that occasinn
he described his occupa<iou as that of a
farmer and fruit-raiser. 13ut In answe: to

a question from Atorney Collins, J. J.
Leek produc ed a set of dental in-truments
that he said he had used constantly during
the years cf 1884 and 1885.

This closed Lwek's testimony, and then
came trouble. Thomas H. Williams Jr.,
superintendent of Uatoa Island said he
was on the island in ISB4 and 1883, and ho
knew Leek very well. However, ne never
heara anything about Leek having prac-
ticed dentistry.

Dr. Samuel E. Kuowl?s, one of the
Board of Dental Examiuers, haa the pleas-
ure of inspecting the instruments pro-
duced by J. J. Leek upon the witness-
stand. After a brief glance Dr. Kuuwles
said he never saw sucn dental instru-
ments inhis lifebefore. There was some
sort of a lance among the weapons, but
tha witness did not know what it was.
"Itlooks like part of h veterinary sur-
geon's outfit," said Dr. Kuowles.

Dr. J. P. Asey of San Jose, also of the
Board of Dental Examiners, said lh.it Bn
livingman could use such instruments as
those produced by Dr. Leefc for deuui
purposes. Among the rest was a forceps
which, the witness said, looked as if it
was intended fur pulling up tacks.

Similar testimony was given by Dr. W.
J. Younger, who said that Leek's dental
instruments looked such as a barber Bight
use. They were no use as dental instru-
ments at all.

Dr. L>. Deers, who rents th« offices at 230
Kearny street, where G. W. and L G.
Leek used to livid forth, said lie never
caw J. J. Leek there fn the years 1884-
--1885. The value of tiiis witness's Ut i-
rnony, however, euflered considerable
damage from the revelation that ha was
one of the parties who signed the r»-com-
iiifi'(].•.;it'ijof J. J. Leek to be admitted as
a qualified dentist. In self-defense, when
taxed upon this peculiar 6tate of affairs,
v.* witness was hoard to say that he had
been induced to eigu the recommendation
by means of false representations on the
part of J- J- Leek.

Dr. H. J. Brand, also practicing at 200
Kearny street, gave testimony to tne ef-
fect that he nover saw J. J. Leek there.

The testimony of I.G. L*ek was badly
wanted at this juncture. J. J. Leek'a
counsel said that every means had b<-en
employed to produce him, but he was out
oi town. His teßiiuiony was deemed most
important.

Judge Seaweil gave a strong hint to the
effect that, even supposing that 1. G.
Leek's testimony was all tbat was ex-
pected of it and that J. J. Leak's story
was true, even then there might not be
sufficient grounds to comppl the Board of
Dental Examiners to grunt J. J. Leek n
diploma as a qualified und registered den-
tist. However, he would give Leek every
opportunity to make out his ease, and
would hear testimony from Dr. L G. Leek
to-morrow ev^nine, at half-past 9 o'clock.
The further heariug of the cage was then
continued.

Non-Partisans Continue Their
Activity.

DEMOCRATIC TEN PER CENT TAX

There is a bolt irom Burns in the Thirty,
first District, led by Edgar Brieg*, who de-
nounced the slate on the closing hour of
the .Republican municipal convention. It
took form last night: la a mealing held at
Teutonic IIill, where bos sum in municipal
polities was roundly denounced.

whereas, he majoiity of Hie delegates reuie-
senting the Thirty-first Assembly District were
selected by Fire Commissioner A. J. Martin
