
KING OF WALTZES.

All the World Honors
Strauss.

VIENNA HOLDS KIM FAST.

Yet He Belongs to the Race of
Mankind.

EMPEROR AND PEASANT ALIKE

Send Greeting on His Jubilee to the
Eminent and Venerable Com-

poser.

Vienna, Oct. Rudolph Aronson of
New York congratulated Johann Strauss
lasteveninc on behalf of the distinguished
composer's admirers in a short, sympa-
thetic speech, and presented the waltz
king with the handsome wreath sent to
the latter by bis admirers in the United
States. The reception and presentations
to-day took place in Herr Strauss' house
in Sgelasse in the Weiden. As the guests
entered, all the tables, sideboards and
other pieces of furniture were covered
with costly presents from all quarters of
the globe. Ilerr fctrauss and bis wife and
his brother, Edouard, greeted the distin-
guished company. Among those attending
the reception were Herr Johanns Braham,
the composer; Baron Bezchney, Baron
Doeszi, Ilofrath Hadsltcir, Professor
Helmberger, Professor Deiniuger and
Rudolph Aronson of New York.

The actual ceremony of the celebration
began with a serenade composed by
Rooert Fuchs, sung by students, who were
accompanied by the Contervat<
Orchestra. Then followed the presenta-
tion of a little silver table of choice design,
ornamented with gold. After this a gold
medal from the members of the celebration
committee was presented to Herr Strauss.
Baron Bezscbney made a speech, in which
he said:

"Though Strauss may belong to the
whole world, he belongs to us before all.
We Viennese will not allow our Strauss
to be taken from us. May he livelong nod
yet make mankind crazed with his para-
dise melodies."

At10:45 o'clock Burgomaster Grubl-* ar-
rived from the liathshouse. The crowd
was then so dense that he found itdiffi-

cult to reach a position beside the Waltz
King. After he reached Herr Strauss,
the Burgomaster. said: "Iam instructed
by the Town Council to greet you in the
names of your Vaterstadt, to whose illus-
trious sons you belong. AllVienna joins
in these celebrations. AllViennese, with-
out exception, are delighted that you are
able thus to participate. May you be
spared long to the joy and the pride of
your Vaterstadt."

The other addresses were made by the
spokesman of a deputation of the Vienna
press, presented by Government Coun-
selor Wintemenet and Dr. yon Spiegel
and Dr. Gustav Knecht and a deputation
of the Vienna Mannergesang Verein.

Then Herr Strauss, his voice displaying
intense emotion, said: ''I am not a
sneaker. For all these splendid presents
Iam thankful for my predecessors, my
father and Lsnner. They showed me in
what way progress was possible through
the development of the form; that is my
single insignia of merit." [Cries of "No!"]
Herr Strauss paused for a moment and
then continued: "My efforts have beeu
feeble attempts to improve the gifts which
Iinherited. Ihave been extra fortunate,
but Ifeel that Ihave been too greatly
honored." [Cries of "No! no!"] "Indeed,
you give me over-honor."

Herr Strauss hesitated at this point,
placed his hand upon his forehead and
muttered, "Es ist chon genum," and then
sat down. His friends enthusiastically
clamored for the privilege of shaking
hands withhim.

Among the congratulatory (messages
'.hat were received from ail over the world
and from allsorts of people was one from
the Duke of Saxe-Coburg. Count Edward
Taafe, formerly Austrian Prime Minister,
also sent a message, saying:

The best jubilee wishes, from one who knew
3our father and esteems you as abrother.

The festivities closed with a banquet,
which was attended by the Burgomaster,

all the world of music and letters and a
number of foreigners.

HcOLYNN GAVE ANSWERS.

Questions Propounded by Members
of the A. P. A.

New York, Oct. 15.— At Prohibition
Park, at 6 o'clock last evening. Dr. Mc-
Glynn answered some questions put to him
by members of the A. P. A. Dr. McGlynn
said that Charles S. Haskell of Prohibi-
tion Park has handed . these questions to
answer:

1. Is there anything in the constitution
of tbe Catholic' church which is a menace
to a republican form of government?

2. Is it true that the vows of the Cath-
olic priesthood interfere with loyalcitizen-
ship in a republican country like our awn?

3. Was not the Archbishop of New York
compelled to interfere witiyour rights as
a citizen because of your political enthu-
siasm ?

The nrsr question Father McGlynn an-
swered with an emphatic no. He added:
"The Catholic church will not menace
this country. S) far from the Pore try-
ing to revolutionize this country, it is the
reverse, and in no country does the up-
holding cf the Catholic faith so please him
as In America."

To the second question Dr. McGlynn re-
plied: "The priests do not tike vows.
They only make promises at the time of
ordination. Those promises only restrict
the priest in his religious observances and
to celibacy."
"Ianswer yes to the third question,"

said tho speaker. "But those who con-
demned me made a mistake. Neither the
Catholic church nor the Pope is infallible.
1 was excommunicated, but that wound is
all healed, and Ibear uo illwill."

BIG RACING ENDS.

Last of the New York
Season.

SIR WALTER'S BRAVE RUN.

He Gave Clifford a Thorough
Beating.

PLAYED AS A RANK OUTSIDER.

The Horse Went Out and Made a

Pace the Others Could Not
Stand.

_\'E*-y York, Oct. 15.—The legal racing
season in the State of New York closed
to-day. At Narragansett and at Washing-
ton supplementary meetings willbeheld,
but the season of rich stakes and memor-
able contests is over. There has been
little biilliant racing in the East this sea-
son. . Not one first-class horse has shown
nut, with the possible exception of Butter-
flies, and tier great reputation mainly
rests on private trials.

The season has been the most profitable
iv the history of all Eastern racing associ-
ations. The amounts earned by the racing
tracks seem fabulous when the original
investments are concerned. Brighton
Beach, with its £208.000 profits, has been
considered phenomenally successful. It
Is now known, however, that the Coney
Island Jockov Club cleared in the neigh-
borhood of $400,000. and the Brooklyn
Jockey Club over £1,000,000. Morris Park
represents such 'a tremendous outlay that
while all its profits will run over $250,000
this sum is uot a very large percentage on
the sum invested.

No oiganized movement has yet been
made by the track-owners to fight the
constitutional amendment. It is said,
however, that something will be done
this week. Allthe money made in racing
goes to the track-owners and breeders,
and there is \u25a0 profound belief among

htrse-owners that the burden of the war
should fallon those two classes. In the
past the breeders have carefully avoided
contributing anything to racing, except
in high-priced yearlings.

The attendance at Morris Park on the
last day of the racing season in the State
was very laige. The chief feature was the
contest between Sir Walter, Clifford and
Rubicon, at a mile and a quarter, carrying'
weight for ages. Sir Walter was the out-
sider, while the other two were favorites.
Sir Wat3r went out at once to make the
pace after the fall of the flag and carried
the others up the lull"at a merry clip, it
was not long before the pace told on Rubi-
con and when tbey began the down-lull
rush through the stretch, he was begging
for mercy, although he stuck to his work
until the last quarter, when he quit.
Simms was riding Clifford and although
he did everything possible to win, he could
never get nearer than a length behind Sir
Walter who won in the fast time of 2:07.

There was a fine finish between the fa-
vorite, Our Jack, and tha second choice.
Declare, in the Pelham Bay handicap at a
mile, and a quarter, in which Declare won
by a neck. Griffin was not able to do jus-
tice to Our Jack, and had the Jockeys been
reversed the favorite would- have won.
There was a long delay at the post in the
White Plains handicap, but they got away
in good order at last. . Owlet led for
awhile, and then Magian and Silvia were
the contenders with California and Coun-
ter Tenor coming fast. Simms was. able
to drive Magian in a winner at long odds,
while Counter Tenor got the place at
longer odds. California was third and the
favorite. The Commoner was next. An-
nisette, well backed, threw her jockey.
Clayton, but he wa3 unhurt and rode in
tie next race. Jack of Spades was the fa-
vorite in the first race and won easily.
Luster shot out of the bunch in the second
race at the last furlong and won handily
in fast time from Hurlingham.

The last race was for maiden two-year-
olds, with Sadie as the favorite and Luca-
nia second choice. The positions were re-
vered at the finish, the last furlong re-
sulting in a hard drive.

of a World's Record.

Some distance from
the score be was obliged to pail mit and
go by them, making the mile in 1:53 3-5.

The tandem men are not yet in perfect ,
working form, and are not fast enough to
lead the great single-wheel man. If the
perfect weather bolus out this week, how-
ever, and the pacemakers improve in
their work, there is no doubt that the
world's record willbe broken by Ziesler
in this city.

respect of any of tbe transactions directed
to be investigated, Thomas F.

knert or ought to have known of them,
and what measures, ifany, he took inpre-
vention thereof for the protection of the
interests of the Northern Pacific Railway
Company.

"The master." the Judge says, "was two
months taking testimony in the matter
and had rendered a necessarily lengthy re-
port, but one that is elaborate, indicating
a painstaking and thorough scrutiny of
evidence and careful consideration of
questions involved."

He then states that the master found
that Henry Villard had made unlawful
gains to the amount of $363,691 in the
Manitoba deal, but Mr. Oakes did not
know and was not bound to know that
Mr. Villard was making unlawful gains iv
the acquisition of the Manitoba road by

the Union Pacific all well-posted railroadmen willadmit. From them the main line
derives a great deal of business, without

along. Itwill be gratifyins news to the
subordinate . fficials of Mr. Clark to know
that he is heartily in favor of retaining the
branch lines of the Union Pacific system.

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HAS GONE TO PIECES.
Fate of the Last Big Raft Started

Southward.
Astoria, Or., Oct. 15.—The bie raft that

left on Friday last for Sau Francisco was
off the mouth of the river last ni-ht, hav-
iug drifted north from Tillamook Rock
since Saturday evening. The heavy blow
of Satutday set a terrific sea rolling:, and
the huge bulk ol piline drifted along with
the waves like a great log. The tug still
had bold of the raft, but seemed unable to
make any headway against the sea.
When last sighted the tug and tow were
about five miles to the westward of the
lightshipaim drifting slowly north.

Pilot, Staples arrived in at 1o'clock on
the bark Elginshire and sta'es that they
passed through hundreds of piling near
the lightship about 9 o'clock this morning.
Th* pilot is certain that the piling is from
the bigraft in tow of the tug Monarch
and thinks it has surely gone to pieces.
Pilot Cordner, who brought in the Cana-
dian ship Eskasoni this afternoon, con-
firms the report of Pilot Staples, and adds
that hundreds of piling,evidently from
the raft, were all about the pilot schooner
early this morning. The Monarch has not
been sighted since yesterday afternoon.

Aheavy sea is running to-aay, though
the weather outside is perfectly clear,
with but a light wind blowing.
