ACCUSED HIS UNCLE.
W. C. Wiester Sold His Business

for Some Cheap Land.
Judge Troutt took a case under advise-

ment yesterday in which > nephew brought
charges of gross fraud against bis uncle
and former partner.

The plaintiff was W. C. Wiester, who
owned a fourth share of the business of
Wies*er & Co., merchants, of 17 New
Montgomery street. About three years

aeo W. C. Wiester fell sick and found it
necessary to give up business in order that
he might take a sea voyage. On this un-
derstanding he entered ioto negotiation*
with his uncle, W. H. Wiester, who. b«
said, agreed to buy out his shate for STOOD.

Eventually an arrangement was coma
to whereby the uncle transferred to the
nephew eighty acres of land in Washing-
ton State in exchange for his share of th.?
busines •. This land was understood In be
worn £80 an acre, and young Wiester ex-
pressing himself satisfied a deed was
drawn up, signed and recorded.

Since then W. C. Wiester claims to have
discovered that the SSO-an-acre land was
inreality only worth $5 an acre, and he
brought suit to have the deed rescinded
on the ground that his uncle had willfully
misrepresented the state of affairs to him.
