Standing Alone With Two of
Her Colonies.

OTHER COUNTRIES PROTECTIVE.

Even the United States, Save a Few
Men Who Follow British

Thought.

New Orleans. Oct. 20.—Governor Mc-
Ktnley addressed an audience of no less
than 13,000 people to-night In the big\
Auditorium. There was a comparatively
small proportion of negroes, the audience
being composed in the main of business
men of New Orleans and neighboring

parishes ani was conspicuously an intelli-
gent and appreciative gathering, which
was entirely liberal with its applause and
discriminating In its bestowal. The plat-
form was profusely decorated with sugar
cane. Hon, J. T. Henahm, chairman ofi
the Republican State Committee, presided
and introduced Governor McKinley, who

snoke at much length. The substance of
lihaddress wa« :
Icome here at the invitation of the Republi-

can eommiitee ofLouisiana to address you ou
a publicquestion of great national importance,

which concerns alike uot only the prosperity of
youisection. State or locality, but ail sections
and parts of our common country. From 1789

upon the same terms we enjoy ourselves.
liere ivtlie South your p-opie have been of-

fering (reeoora from taxation for ten, iifteeu
and twenty years to those wliowould brine
their capital In-re and iuvest itiv productive
enterprises. With ail this work going on, the
leadeis of the Democratic party are proposing
to tear down our protective tarlß and Inundate
this country with foreign products to displace
those which these veiy manufacturers propose
to make and wnich tlie people were willingto
tax themselves to establish.

TERMS TO TAMMANY.

Grant Wants to Make the Ticket
Over.

Otherwise He Will Not Consent to
Run for Mayor of New

York City.

New York, Oct. 20.—Although Hutta
Grant, the substitute for Nathan Str.tuss
as Tammany's mayoralty c -.ululate, has
not definitely stated the condition upon
which he permitted his name to go upon
th? ticket, there is more than a possibility
that they may have a material bearing
upon national p< litics. An intimation has
been given that fir-t of all Mr. (Irant will
require the substitution of some other
name upon the Assembly 1 cket for that of
Phillip Weissig, whose reputation ante-
datns its discussion before the Senate
po ice investigation committee this week.

Welsslg made a speech in the Assembly
three years ago which was so discredita-
ble that he fell uuder the displeasure of
Richard Cr >ker. who refused 10 allow him
to be renominated. This year, however,
he slipped past the lines, and, with the aid
of State Senator T. D. Sullivan, secured a
nomination. Sullivan was also the sponsor
of "Silver Dollar" Smith, who if Grant's
intentions are rightly understood, must
withdraw from the aldermanic ticket.

More important than the«e proposed
changes, however, is th« possible reorgiti-

izaion of the Congressional ticket. The
understanding is that Mr. Grant will re-
quire that Congressmen Warner, Cockran
and Dunphy. whom Tammany had
"turned down" for the reason, as alleged
by Mr. Grace, that they bad voted lor the
Wilson bill, be placed on tbe Tammany
Congressional ticket. Only one of the
nine Congressmen who voted for tbe Wil-
son billwas uiven a by the
Tammany Democracy. How the condi-
tion above indicated is to be complied with
Is not known.

Warner's district has been given to
Amos J. Cumruiugs, for whom Tammany
has especial regard, and in Coekran's place
George B. McClellun was nominated. The
latter is young and may be persuaded that
it ife his duty to wait awhile for so dis-
tinguished an honor as a seat in Congress.

MONEY TO SPEND.

Tom Reed Tells What a
Market Is.

GOODS MAY BE CHEAP.

No Cash to Buy Is Bitter to

the Soul.

HOW ALL THINGS CHANGE.

Even the Campaign Oratory of Dem-
ocracy Has Changed in the

Last Two Years.

Chicago, Oct. 20.— Thomas 13. R-ed
addressed an audience of enthusiastic
Republicans to-night at the armory of the
First Infantry. L N. G. The armory was
packed full, about 7000 people being ores-
eut. The Hamilton Club, under who-e
auspices the meeting was held, had ar-
ranged for au overtiow meeting on Wa-
bash avenue, about three squares lrjrntne
armory, and the hall was aiso filled.

ilr. Reed began by saying that he did
not think he would be able to cive tbe
people of the West much information re-
garding the state of public affairs. "Your
present knowledge," lie said, "has come
to you by that want and suffering which
comet in civilized communities when we
are unable to enjoy the blessings to which
We« have been accustomed.

"Letme give you the consolation that if
that knowledge came to you hard it will
stay «ith you long. For the last thirty
years Republican orators have been giv-
ing you arguments founded upon wisdom
and fraught with the good sense of this
world. Those arguments, sound and solid
as they were, must seem very trivial com-
pared with those which you have been
noting for the last two years. Man's argu-

ments are persuasive; God's argument*
are convincing. [Laughter and applause.]

"For thirty years Republican orators
have been telling you that free trade or
even the approach of it in this country

would brine you disaster. For seventy
years befere our coming Thomas Jefferson
and Andrew Jackson always preached the
same doctrine. One would naturally sup-
pose that with such a feast of reason an
intelligent race like our own would be so
sensible as to not put even its nose let
alone its whole body into danger. Never-
theless, after 0000 years of Christian
civilization, this people, the inhabitant* of
the most enlightened nation on the face of
the earth, are sitting to-day in sackcloth
and ashes— coal ashes. [Applause.

"That winhi, old statement, so old that
Iam almost ashamed to quote that 'whom
the gods would destroy they first make
mad.' Have you ever seen at any time ;
such madness as has been exhibited by the
leaden of the Democrat c party? [Cries
of "Never, never."] At the time when t is
country had been suffering from two years
of ignation, think of these men, instead !
of Ending aghast at the rain they had
wrught, standing up in their places and
declaring that what they had done was
bat the vantage ground for further cttack.
Think of the chairman of tie Ways and
Means Committee crossing the ocean to
tell the British fiat the battle h«d hut
begun. Just imagine for a moment tbt>
feelings of the uonest Democrats.

"Protection," said Air. Reed, "is not an
attempt to tax the many for trie benefit of
the few. Itis an attempt to get all the
pr.ifit we can out of the business and out
of the gifts of God in this country. More
things thau biibiness have changed. The
markets of the world have changed. The
latest news from the United Stales treas-
ury sliows that from September 1to Octo-
ber 18 receipts have been $;•;;:,250, 000 and
ex; enditures 552,000,000, leaving a deficit
of $15,0U0,000, anJ yet these men in charge
of this great Government imagine that the
taxation which they say belongs la the
customs receiots for revenue only [laugh-
ter.] would bring them enough to support
the wants of the G 'Vernment. Instead of
that the deficit is §403,000 every day of the
week. It that continued twelve mouths
the deficit would bo $147,000. Even wltn
the full extra sugar duty the deficit stands
at 5100.000,000. Why. we are not buying
cur goods, let alone goods from foreign
countries. [Laughter and applmsc]

"Our markets have grown smaller and
smaller. Up to the year 1592 our market
whs tiie greatest market la the world. Do
you know what made it the greatest mar-
ket? What makes a great market?
What Is a great market? It is a place
where Deople have money to sp<?nd. [Ap-
plause.] When we left off having money
to srjsnd in just that proportion we left off
being a market. The market v only an-
other name fur the purchasing power, and
the purchasing power is to a nation the
same as what we boys used to call suction
is to a piiuip. Cheapness without a cent
nf money in your pocket to buy with is
bitterness to the soul. You know itnow.

"How unconvincing would the Demo-
cratic orator of two years ago be if he
wer* to take his place bere to-night.
Don't you remember h w be talked about
tlnplate and tbe workwoman's dinner-
pail that was fullthen and Is empty now?
Itwillbe a loug year before the workine-
nian is again fuoled by that empty dinner-
pail." [Applause.]

CABLE TO HONOLULU.
An English Company Wanted to

Land on the Island.
Honolulu. Oct. 13.—0n the last steamer

from Victoria a man named tSandford B.
Fleming arrived in 11. up lulu, and since
that time lie has been tv close communica-
tion with the Government. It hasreceutiy
become known ihat Mr. Flemiug is bere in
the interests of the English Government
for the purpose of seeing what concessions
can be obtained from Hawaii in 11:6 event
of a cable touching here. Fleming bas
made a proposition to the Government to
cede Neckar Island to Great Britain, but
this the Government does not wish to do.
Fleming has also asked for the exclusive
ii,:ht to land a cable on Hawaii, and tbis
aUn the Government objected to.

The matter came up in the secret session
of the councils at their last meeting and,
although what was decided has not been
divulged, enough has been learned to show'
that Fleming willnot get all be asked for.
Minister of Finance Damon is said to have
wanted to tram everything that Fleming
naked for, bat in this he was opposed by
Minister of Foreign Affairs Hatch, who
claimed tbat the cable would have to come
here sooner or later anyway, and that it
made no difference whether the Govern-
ment cave any money or privileges to the
English .company or not.

Two Men Who sought to Kill the

Ex-President.
Nkw York. Oct. 20.— A special to t;ie

World from Loganspoit, Ind., says much
excitement was caused there this evening
by a rumor thi»t an iitempt had been
made on e.x-President llasnson's life.

According to the World's dispatch,

HELD UP A TRAIN.

Desperadoes Shoot the Cars Full
of Holes.

They Expected a Desperate Resist-

ance and Opened the Fight on
the Offensive.

Parsons, Kan?., Ocl. 20.—Missouri Pa-
cific passenger train 223, on the Kansas
and Arkansas Valley Branch, was held
up by four or five masked men at Coretta
Siding, seven miles east of Wagoner, Ariz.,

at 10 o'clock to-night. An empty car was
placed on the mum track ana the train
struct it. The robbers commenced a ter-
rible onslaught and four or livepersons
were shot.

Uui little money is said to have been se-
cured. The robbery was the work of Cook
and hi« desperate gang of outlaw*, who
have been terroiizing the citizens in
the Territory for tne put two months.
AH railroads passing through the Terri-
tory have been heavily eumt led in fear of
an attack, and money shipments into tbe
Territory have been refused by the ex-
press companies..>l:norde;>redaiions by the ganr, e'pjcial-
ly within the past week or to, have shown
this precaution to have been timely. For
days past the gang has been represented
as beinsi at different no inis planning a rob-
bery, and preparations were mads to inert
the expected 'attacks. The outlaws evi-
dently anticipated a desperate resistance
and b*ean their work with fierce fighting.

All t':e cars excepting the sleeper were
shot full of holes and not a whole window
remains. The train struck the obstruction
of cars across tbe track after being

shunted on to a lifting, the outlaws having
thrown a switch f'»r the purpose. The
money secured was from the local safe.
