PARTY RESPONSIBILITY.
The morning Burns or_;an admits that

for several years San Francisco has not
had an ideal municipal government. The
reason whyithas not is becaus*. to quote
the organ, "back of the city officials there
has not been a party which the people
could hold responsible for the* mistakes
and shortcomings of the office-holder*."
The cause given does not seem sufficiently

comprehensive. The voters more than
once have turned one iarty government
out and putanother party government in.
But a change in the names of the parties

did not change cond tions, Buckley was
once toll to go. and a lot of Republicans
were voted in. The Board of Supervisors
that succeeded the Buckley board wag one
of the worst the city ever endured. That
board went out of office leaving behind it
a debt that bas not been paid. The party
was responsible to the extent that it was
turned out of office, but it now disowns
responsibility, Itproposes to come back
and administer the government in the old
way. The presumption of decent govern-
ment under the Republicans was greater
when Sanderson was nominated than it. is
now. In both cases the bead of the mu-
nicipal ticket was unexceptionable, but
the nominees for Supervisors were a cor-
rupt lot. The present outlook is no
better than it was then should the
Burns ticket be elected. If the party
accepted responsibility for the municipal
officials it would not ask the people for
power again until it cMild show signs of
repentance. Under the old system of par-
tisan municipal government it was one of
the two pa. ties. If it was not one itwas
the other. They alternated in power, but
bo long as there was only a choice between
the two itmade little difference which was
successful. At present there is a wider
range of choice. There is a ticket nomi-
nated under the best possible influences.
The candidates of that ticket are under no
obligations to bosses and ifelected willbe
free to conduct their several offices without
other interference than the law provides.
Itis in fact the only really responsible

party, as its existence depends upon its
deserving to exist. The national parties
may give a corrupt municipal government
and still claim support on the ground of
national party allegiance. The Republican
municipal official may say: "Itis true we
have given the city a bad government, but
the Democrats would have dona no better,
and we were on the right side in ISGI."
The Democrats claim the right to admin-
ister tbe city government on similar
grounds, though they are reticent about
the events of ISGI and a few years there-
after.

A TWO HOURS' CONFERENCE.
If the people of San Francisco could

hava heard what was said during the two
hours' conference between the higher offi-
cials of the Southern Pacific Railroad and
Christopher A. Buckley and his friend
Scbmitt they would probably have re-
ceived new light on the municipal situa-
tion. The Southern Pacific Company may
be said to have no politics. Its issues are
tbe Southern Pacific Company against the
people. Whether it prefers the success of
the Republicans or Democrats inthe pend-
ingcontest no one knows outside of the
bosses of the two parties. That there will
be a deal to combine so far as possible the
vote of the two national parties on certain
candidates on the two tickets to insure
thereby the defeat of Non-Partisan candi-
dates is presumably the object of Mr.
Buckley's friendly call upon Mr. Hunting-
ton. No one knows better than Buckley
how these things can be done. The voters,
however, have these things iv tbeir own
bands. The nomination of a non-partisan
ticket places it in their power to defeat
combinations like tbat now shadowed
forth. A clean majority for the Non-Par-
tisan ticket will render even a combina-
tion of Southern Pacific, Buckley and
Burns powerless. {-!,*

POLICE SYSTEMS AT NEW YORK
AND ELSEWHERE.

The disclosures which the investigation
by tbe Lexow committee in bringinc to
light are startling every one. The New
York Police Department is honeycombed
with corruption. All forms of vice and
crime have been licensed in the largest
city in the Union; not by virtue of law,'

but through a regular system of blackmail
and intimidation practiced by members of
the force, from the Commissioners to the
patrolmen. People who do not live in
New York are asking each other whether
it is different from other cities in this
respect, and whether all over the United
States the force which is hired to prevent
crime and suppress vice is not in many
cases an accomplice of botb.

Within the past few years extensive Im-
provements have been introduced into our
police systems. Rules which it may be
hoped are obeyed— require policemen to
concern themselves for the injured, the in-
sane, or the infirm; the patrol-wagon has
put a stop to the dragging of prisoners
through the streets; prisoners are no
longer herded together regardless of sex,
age and criminality; a graduated system

of responsibility has been adopted by

Which improved discipline and better ser-
vice have been secured. But in New York,
as in some other cities, the whole benefit
of these improvements has not been real-
ized, because appointments on the police
force have been controlled by political
considerations. Where a boss politician
controls appointments and removals in bis
ward the orders of the superintendent are
sure to be neglected, abuses winked at,

crimes allowed to go unpunished, wher-
ever the guiltycan exercise a pull on the
rowers that be. The practice paralyzes
the usefulness of tbe best lntentioned
officer, and inclines him to consider
whether be should not follow the example

of his comrades Ad look out for himself.
A memorable trial which took place in

this city a few months ago taught tbe les-
son that no police department should be
suffered to sit tn judgment on itself. In
all police bodies there is an esprit de corps
Which inclines the sergeant to shield his
men, the captain to agree witn the ser-
geant, the Commissioners to stand by tbeir
captain. Animpartial investigation can-
not be conducted before such a court. It
was this conviction which led to the ap-
pointment of the Lexow committee by the
Senate of New York, and Itis safe to say

that no other body could have elicited the
evidence which Mr. Goff has brought out.
The lesson should not be thrown away
here. The next time public attention is
drawn to charges of complicity between
the police and the law-makers the Legis-

lature should take tbe matter in band by
appointing a committee of men who can
be trusted, with instructions to probe the
matter to the bottom.

Id the meantime it is Instructive to note !
how thoroughly the New York police bad
systematized crime in i's various forms
as a source of revenue. Every phase of
vice was taxed, and as the income of th >
police rose or fell with the increase or
decrease of the tax, ilwas tbe interest of
trie force toencourage vice. Hence efforts
to close gambling-houses and other re-
sorts of immorality met with its deter-
mined opposition. Itderided the at'.euipts

of reformers as sickly sentimentality. It
set traps for benevolent men who were-
endeavoring to curb crime. Members of
the force stood ready to whitewash crim-
inals on their oath. As the chief source
of criminality is juvenile delinquency, the
New York police winked at misdemeanors
among boys, and were careful not to ex-
ecute the law prohibiting the stile of liq-
uors to minors. The picture is Immensely
instructive, as showing bow a well-meant
law can be diverted from its purposes by
the perversity of corrupt men in pursultof

train. Itought to serve as a beacon light
for us; not the least of the lessons itshould
teach us Is that a police system, like a bank,
ought to be inspected at least once a year
by persons who are not connected with the
force and who are animated with an hon-
orable purpose.

A HEADLESS CHINA.
In the course of a speech delivered at

Sheffield on Thursday, the Prime Minister
of England observed that "a headless
China meant such a scene of chaos and
horror as the world has never contem-
plated." In the course of the discharge
of his duties Lord Rosebery has required
knowledge which the ordinary man does
not possess, and when be intimates tbat
China Is likely to be "headless" be must
have reason for his opinion. So far as people
generally are informed, China does not
run much risk of decapitation. A society
of 400,000,000 appears to work with toler-
able' smoothness; crime «is punished; in-
dus flourishes; there is no extraordi-
nary development of criminality there is
no unusual mortality from disease or tur-
bulence. To American observers, Chinese
institutions appear to bo clumsy and
primitive; there is do systematic chain of
responsibility among officials; the au-
thority of the General Government is
obeyed, but it has no power to enforce its
decrees; the administration of justice is
lax and corrupt; but for all that, the
Chinese nation seems to go on from gener-
ation to generation and from century to
century without any disorder or sign of
disintegration. It is thus surprising to
hear so well informed a person at the
Prime Minister of England state seri-
ously that China runs such risk of relaps-
ing into beadlessness through a petty war
iwith Japan that itbehooves the Christian!powers to consider the Question of Inter-
vention. SSp9
Itmust be admitted that wa understand

little of the real condition of tbe Chinese
people. The information -contained in
books on China is vague and superficial.

We know something of the Chinese reve-
nue from customs, because that depart-
ment is in the bands of a Britishsubject;
but the much more important subject of
the internal revenue is an enigma to for-
eigners. Itis vaguely stated that the Gov-
ernors of the nineteen provinces are ex-
pected to remit to Peking the product of
the land tax and of the lekin duty, but itla
understood that a substantial proportion
of ibis source of .income is derived from
forced loans extracted from rich men, and
that an equally substantial proportion
never reaches the General Government at
til, but is intercepted en route by Gov-
ernors and Taotals. Of tbe administra-
tion of imperial business wa can form no
clear idea. There are at Peking six boards
charged withdifferent duties, like our de-
partments at Washington, but these
boards seem to possess no power except to
memorialize the Emperor. Itis not certain
that the Emperor has any army *of bis
own. The Provincial, Governors ,have
armies, which they probably support, and
in time of peace ,theta armlet obey orders

from Peking. Ifthey sbould decline to
obey itdoes not appear that there is any

force anywhere wbich could coerce tbem.
The whole system soems to depend on a

voluntary acquiescence of the people in the
status quo. A decree of the Emperor is re-
SDected because tho people choose to re-
spect it; if tbey objected it is not easy to
see what the Government could do. Wnen
(be Taeping rebellion broke out the Em-
peror called upon the Governors to put it
down; they refused to bestir themselves,

and the rebellion went on for twenty
years, spreading over tbe farthest prov-
inces of China,, and was only suppressed
when LiHung Chang, with Gordon as his
lieutenant, took it in hand. The Em-
peror now seems to think that it is Li's
business to repel tha Japanese; ifhe will
not, or cannot, no alternative is suggested.

From the speech of Lord Rosebery it
appears that China has already offered
Japan as the price of peace more than
Japan asked when the war first broke out.
China thus makes a confession of help-
lessness which is pitiable to contemplate.

Ininviting the powers to join in a policy
of intervention, England acted not as a
friend of China nor as a partisan of Japan,
but simply as a champion of civilization
concerned for the disorders which would
follow the dismembership of the Chinese
empire. The situation is one which calls
for the intervention of one strong man
who can wield the resources within his
grasp to advantage. Whether such a man
willappear is a very uncertain question.

RESPONSIBLE GOVERNMENT.
The Chronicle keeps up its wail about

the Non-Partisans who make new tickets
and the independent voters who scratch
the old ones. Itdeclares that for a num-
ber of years San Francisco bas by no
means had an ideal city government, and
attributes itto the fact that mixed tickets
have been sometimes put up. Conse-
quently the independent official owes no
duty to any party and has nothing to keep
him straight.

Our contemporary evidently believes
that itis necessary to bave Boss Burns or
Boss Buckley behind au official to bold
him up to bis duty, and itis quite true that
they do bold officials to their duty— to the
boss. As to bad government resulting
from mixed tickets, tbe fact is tbat about
all the good elements we have bad in our
city government for several years have
been the result of non-partisan action.
The only trouble has been that we have
not bad enough of it. We have captured
an office here and there by dint of concen-
trating on some good man. This year the
Non-Partisans are after tbe whole ticket,
with brilliant prospects of capturing it.
In that case tbey will show the people the
difference between the government by ma-
chine politicians under which the city bas
groaned for twenty years and a clean and
efficient administration by the officials who
recognize tbeir responsibilities to their
own self-respect and, the community.

WITHIN FOUR MONTHS.
Itis expected that the Sutro street rail-

road will be in operation in about four
months. The work of construction is now
in progress, and it is assumed that there
are no financial obstacles in the way of
comp etion. By a system of trausfer pas-
sengers will bo taken at the ferry and
landed within a few yards of the Pacific
Ocean for the fare a person now has to pay
for riding a couple of blocks iflie does not
want to ride more than that distance.
This is distinctly a good thing for the city.
Itwillplace 5000 or 6000 $1000 and 51300
lota within range of the business man and
workingman convenient for residences. In
respect to other roads it is in the nature of_ liink movement which will leave them
'.he alternative of heavy loss or surrender.
Probably within a year all th» roads will
be doing what it was constantly said could
not be done— carrying passengers across
the peninsula for five cents each. Long
before the Sutro road is opened It is ex-
pected that the Traffic Association will
announce that enough stock has been taken
to ensure the construction ot the San
Joaquin ValleyRailroad.. The Sutro road
may be regarded in the nature of a break*
ine-of-the-ice experiment Ifone man can
do what everybody else has said could not
be done, may not the people of the city
combine and do a much larger work that
the Southern Pacific has said shall not be
done? _____

THE MILITIA REPORT.
The court of inquiry into the action of

tbe California National Guard during the
July strike throws the blame for whatever
there was of mismanagement upon the
officers in command. Itsays in effect that
men not accustomed to war did not per-
form warlike service so well as trained
officers. That there are grounds for this
conclusion is no reflection upon tbe abil-
ity of the ifficers. Men not accustomed
to the tremendous responsibility of taking
human life may be expected to act with
less promptitude than men who have no
other occupation in life. It is probable
also tbat the movements preparatory
to a first command to begin the slaughter
were less effective tban if ihey had been
directed by'experienced commanding offi-
cers. The report suggests another in-
quiry, may there not be a better way of
sifting a regiment to find a suitable colo-
nel than now prevails? Under present
rules, or customs, the line from non-com-
missioned to commissioned officers is diffi-
cult to pass. There is no property qualifi-
cation required, but the

-
commissioned

jofficer is expected to assume certain ex-
penses which place promotion beyond the
reach of young men with slender incomes.
Ifpromotion depended strictly upon merit,
the result might be officers who approach
more nearly to the regular army standard.
