Of Rupture With the Mexican

Republic.
HOW TRADE HAS INCREASED.
J. Diaz Duran Shows That Trade

With CGuatemala Is Boom-
ing.

“It is really time to deny the unfounded
news that has been published for the last
month about Guatemala. Such reports are
very damaging to the commercial interests
between this country and that.”

It was Senor J. Diaz Duran, the Consul-
General of Guatemala, who said the above
words yesterday as he sat in his office sur-
rounded by official reperts, documents and
telegramne, which plainly showed that he
was in receip: of constant news from his
native country by no means =ccessible to
the general public. The Consul had just
explained that he received on an average
50 to 60 applications a month for informa-
tion about Guatemala from people anxious
to settle there for business purposes, who,
however, were deterred by wild and un-
founded rumors about the unsettled condi-
tion of the country. Said Senor Diaz:

**Of course there are houses here doing
business with Guatemala that dis-
credit all these absurdities, but there are a
great many peopble contempiating going
to that country who are misled, It seems
to me that the guestion naturally arises,
Wil the circulation of sensational stories

The Supervisors Have a
Quiet Session.

The Usual Batch of Petty Petitions,
Protests, Bills and Orders
of Street Work.

In the absence of Mayor Ellert Super-
visor James took a turn at playing Mayor

about the condition of Guatemala be
favorable to the development of American
trade ?

*“Why is the press so persistent in affirm-
ing that for the last month the Mexican
Government has been moving troops with
the intention of fighting Guatemala? This
statement bas given rise {o inquiries
through reiiable sources, and it has been
officially stated that the boundary ques-
ticn between Mexico and Guatemala is on
much the same footing as the bonndary
question between Mexico and the Unpited
States—that is, a purely technical and
mathematical one. Tne cuestion is now
in the hands of surveyors, who will settle
t in accordance with the treaties of the dif- |

ferent countries which bave been signed |
by both parties.”

Signor Diaz Duran, who stated that he |
was in the daily receipt of a cablegram
from Guatemala, laughed at the idea of
movir oops with the intention of occu-
pying Mexico. *‘It would be the most dar-
ng and exiravagant idea,”” he saiq, *‘just
about the same thing, in fact, as to assume
that Mexico intends to conquer the United
States,

“Such a state of things would be setting
aside the power that modern diplomacy
has fortunatelv acquired. That arbitrates
differences between countries having a

common interest. It wouid be assuming, |
too, that tha Pan-American Congress,
which the United Siates 1initiated and

signed, as well as the republie of Guate-
mala, 1s a dead letter when the time ar-
rives to make a praetical use of its prinei-
ples of confraternity and American fed-
eration,”

After showing by extarnal evidenee that
a war between Mexico and Goatemala was
the last thing on the cards, the Consul-
General went on to clineh his arguwent
ov speaking of the internal Government
of Mexico., “President Diaz, the head of
the Mexican republie, is traditiooal for his
peaceful policy, his progressive views and
his principles of confraternity toward the i
neighboring countries. We do not believe

that he would throw aside ina mumenl}
the handle of the regulator of bis coun-
try’s progress to seize the sword avd rush |
ioto an unprovoked fight—a fight which, if |
it unfortunately nappens, will be desperate |
and sanguinarv.” |

Tne war question being dismissed, f
Guatemala’s representative became en- |
thusi:stic over the wonderful increase of
trads between the United States of Amer-
ica and his native country during the last
few years, Ile produced a pile of official
nd giancing over themsaid: *“To
appre tiis increass it will be enough
to say that during the last twelve months,
ending the 30 h of September last, the econ-
sular statisties of Guatemala in this port
show that the coffee imported has reached
the sum of $1,929,079 65, and various other
vroduets, such as sugar, hides, hard woods
and indiarubber, the sum of $I127,005 32.
In gold the sum of $34.020 has been im-
ported fram Guatemala to the Uunited
Siates, making a total of $2,078,524 97.
This shows an increase of $595,116 97 on
the previous vear’s trade.

**The importations from this portto Gua-
temala in general merchandise last vear
amounted to $1,430,193 84 and the exports
in coin 2nd builion to $186,000, makioga
total of £1,616,19384. This shows an in-
crease of £462,524 99 on the previous year’s
expnris,

“*0n resuming the stated figures,” said
the Consul-General, still qnoting from his
official reports, “itappears ihatthe general
trade between both eountries during the
las' twelve months rea the sum of
$3,604,718 81, against £2 7685 in the |
previous year. Of course these figures do i
not include the cost of packing, freighr, |
insurance, commissions, ete, which =also
remain to the benefit of this eountry., The
figures also do not inelude the numerous |
goods which are exported as part of the |
baggage of the numerous tourists from’,
Guatemala who annually visit the United |
States. One hundred and fifty young boys |
from our country are beiug educated in |
this eity alone, and as they are mostly the
sons of wealthy people their relatives fre- |
quently visit therz and spend 2 good deal
of money here.

“Putting down the general bulk of our |
trade with California in round figures as |
€3,604,718 81, apd our trade with New |
York and cther North American ports as |
$3,800,000, it;jappears that the sum tota! of |
the trade between Guatemala and the |
Uuoited States reached last year $7,500,000 |
in imports and exports. ‘T'he sum total of |
the whole foreign trade in Guatemala was
to the amount of $22,500,000, of which |
nearly $10,000,000 was exchanged with
Great Britain., The United States ecame
next, then followed France, Germany, etc.

*Ihe chief articles of export from San
Francisco to Guatemala are included in
165 articles and the houses thatearry on
the trade exceed sevenly-five. According
to the new tariff of the last Legislatare of
Guoatemala, which came into force on the
first of January last, 132 articles were re-
leased from paying any custom-house
duties. According to the treaty of reci-
procity with the United States of May,
1892, there were twenty-nine articles al-
ready freea from duty.

*“Of these 161 articles which go into Gnate-
mala free, about one-third are producis
and mapufactures of California.”

ELLSWORTH’S ACT

Lagging Supervisors Are
Brought to Time.

Christian Endeavorers Largely Favor
Alameda Non-Partisan
Candidates.

OAKLAND.—The bitter fight which has been
in progress for some mouths against the reissu-
ance of a liquor license to John Maher, keeper
of a San Leandro roaahouse, took an unex-
pected turn yesterday morning when Attorney
F. W. Sawyer, in behalf of u Farge number of
good eitizens to whom such a house as was con-
ducted by Maber Js an eyesore and a publlie
pestilence, sued out a writ of mandate to com-
pel the Board of Supervisors to take aetion in
the matter. The charges made against Maher
were made more than six weeks ago and they
were 80 srrious and apparently so well suostan-
tiated as to warrant speedler action than the
Supervisors have seen fit to take. The charges
embraced the sale of liquor to minors and
drunken persons; keeping in the house disrep-
utable women, who also dispensed and diank
liquor at the bar; drunken me-n and women
fighting and disturbing rhe peace at all hours.

ALthe 1ime these churges were preferred the
good citizens address-d th  Supervisors in this
wise: *“Gentlemen, we do hope and pray that
you will give this your immedia e attention,
for the good of our littie children and the com-
muuily at large, that is constanily thrown un-
der the sounds of language that is too corrupt
to mention, and seeing drunken men around
all corurrs of Maher’s place and committing
nulisances in broad daylight.”

But immediate action was not taken. An ex-
haustive investigation was held, and, of course,
“Johvuole” Mahler produced scores of naxes of
people who, he sald, would swear to the repu-
table character of s house and to his own
angelie disposition and reputation. Week sue-
ceeded week, untll Maher's opponents began to
fear that thelr fight would be lost forever if al-
lowed to drag aloneg untii afier elecrion.

The petition was Dbrought befor Judge
QOgden, who, however, was indisposed to issue
an immediat writ. He said that he was
doubtful if the petitioners were entitled to a
decision and wauted Attorney Sawyer to pro-
duce authorities. To this the latter demurred,
maintaining that authortiies could be produced
when the Supervisors filed their answer. But
the court was steadfast and remarsed that the
ounly alternative then would be to give the
board ten days’ notlce that an application
would be made for a writ to compel them to
act. Mr, Sawyer didu’t like that at all, ana he
asked for and obtained permission to apply to
one of the other Superior Judges. So he went
betore Judge Eilsworth,who couseunted to issue
a writ on the showing made.

W hile al1 this was beiog done the Supervisors
were in sesslon in their marbi- ball across the
street from the courtbouse. 1n the course of
the regular routine the application of John
Maher for a liauor license was read. It read
that *“‘the applicant is a person of good moral
character and a suitable and proper person to
conauet and earry on such a business.” This
indorsement was sighed by C. A. Bettelyou,
Adolph Kallen, O. E. Brown, M. Anderson, W.

Tue
evidence in the matter of the people against
Maher was gone over, and Supervisors
Pelouze, Martin, Bailey and Johnston signed a
resolution revoking Mabher’s license because
his place was wpoi conaucted according to
the law.
