DEATH TO BACILLI.

Dangers in Water Can Be
Easily Avoided.

Drs. Buckley, Mc>utt, Anderson and
Robinson Unite in Bringing It

Into Fractice.

Dr. C. F. Buckley has discovered a
melhud of destroying bacili in water, and
tie mo«t eminent doctors of San Fran-
cisco have extended tOeir rongni:illation?.

The discovery, (hey declaie. possesses
greater significance for the medical prc-
lessioi and t c men of science almost
than anything Pa«teur has given the
world. Itlas the power t> save untild
thousands from t:<e insidio i- urcanism> so
al)iii..:a \u25a0\u25a0 lv r>;r rt iv the drinking water
of pit.cc; and i1is further elaimed that Dr.
Buck ey'i invention will bring him into
prominence befoie scientists at home and
j»broad.

To cirry the invention into execution a
company bas been incorporated by Dr.
Buckley, with whom Dr. Luke .Robinson, I
Dr. \V. F. McNutt and Dr. M.ilerzstein j
are associated. Timothy Hopkins of
Menlu I'ark has taken stock in the cor- j
poration and ha-* become a director. Wii-|
Stain Greer Harrison, who understands the
technical dotails of organ zing, etc.. and
attorney F. Alleyne Orr are the other di-
rectors. Articles of incorporation were
filed in this city and at Sacramento, but
they have been kept fr"in public notice.

The capit <l stock is Si,000,000." For the
present S7IDO i*actually subscribed to the
capital stock, but all the money needed
can be had when the company begins
active work. It is proposed to upply the
invention to the waiersupply of dwellings
and public buildings. Already the simple
contrivance is iv use In two prominent
hotels. In these hotels otjly sterilized
water is used by guests for drinking pur-
poses. As taken from the faucets aud
subjected to microscopic tots by bacteri-
ologists me water was found to be abso-
lutely barren of organic life—a condition
which the physicians regird as a scientific
triumph.

Dr. Buckley made the discovery while
experiment 1!)!* with oxygen for the trea 1.-
--ment of delicite lungs, lie desired to pei-
lect a proce-s whereby oxygen would be
cleansed of impurities, or bo steriized on
entering the lungs of patients, and it was
while this plan occupied his mind he be-
thuught of sterilizing water by a novel
method.

The plan is simplicity itself. It consists
of a tank so made that only sterilized air
can have access to it)contents. The Pa-
cific Medical Journal in an article on the
invention gives the following interesting
bit of history:

"The principle of this tank is a develop-
ment ot experiments made by the late
Professor Tyndall some tweniy-nvu years
ago. when the question of spontaneous
generation was hollydebated by scientists.
Tyudall arranged a series of tubes filled
with distilled water, exposing some to
ordinary- atmospheric air

—
and covering

others with layers of cotton wool of differ-
ent degrees of thickness. Itwas demon-
strated beyond a question that the tubes
openly exposed to the atmosphere teemed
with livingoreuuisms In aspaefeol tv» eve
hour?, and that similar organisms devel-
oped in the protected tube.i in the inverse
ratio to their protection. All recent ex-
periments corroborate these statunei.ts
and eg to show that diseases of all kinds
are largely obtained through the atmos-
phere poisoning our drinking water.

"Hence, the most important, indeed the
vital feature of this lank is iir-t the com-
plete disinfection of '-tie air that reaches
the water, second, that disinfected air in
turn disinfect-) the water itself."

Following.out this ti;e;.ry Dr. Buckley
has sterilized the air in the water-tank and
in turn killed all living trßaaisiaa in the
water. Instead of open tanks the watercisterns of the future will be hermetically
sealed. When filled by me present me-
chanical method very little air willremainInside, as the air space will be limited.The water is first passed through a cham-ber of charcoal to remove the grosser im-purities. When water is drawn oft! thespace in the tank thus created f« tilled with
air that passes through a sterilizing solu-tion, much as tobacco smoke passes
through water in a Turkish pipe beforereaching the smoker.

A small quantity of chloride of iron,formaline, or any other sterilizing liquid
willsuffice for a tank on a dwelling anilthe liquid will remain good for severalmonths. By passing air through anti-septic solutions itis deprived of the bacilli
which is known to convey disease to many
thousands in cities. And then this airpassing through drinking water effectuallyremoves the deadly microbes.Tiie cost of construction is sa:d* to betrifling,a?d doctors say that as soon asthe invention can be offered for sale it willbe recommended by them as a safeguard
against disease.

DESOLATED HOMES

A Destructive Fire on
Geary Street.

SEVERAL HOUSES GUTTED.

The Firemen Held Back by a
Great Crowd.

ESTIMATED LOSS $25,000.

L»r. Cleveland, Ex-School Director,
the Heaviest Loser— The Origin

of the Blaze Unknown.

The northeast corner of Geary and
Leavenworth streets was the scene of a
destructive fire that ragfd for two hours
last night and left several families andmany lodgers homeie^. Dr. Charles I).
Cleveland, ex-School Director, was the
heaviest loser. The fire broke nut at lv
o'clock in a carpenter-shop at 634 Geary
atreet atid after damaging several build-
ings on that thoroughfare turned at the
corner and gutted the buildings fr
to 608 Leavenworth street.

Policemen were few and far between
when the fire was discovered, and a preat

crowd gathered in front of the blazing
carpenter's shop, from whtch the fl
were darting across the sidewalk. The
firemen, under acting Chief Dougherty,
fought their wav with great difficult
through the swaying throng nf sightseers,
and when they had established connection
with Spring Valley much valuable timo
had been lost. Flames were then bursting
the roof and sides of several houses on
Geary and Leavnnworth streets, ami
dwellers upon the hilltops looked down
upon what was apparently the beginning
of ;i great conflagration. Ten n.inutes
after the first alarm the second was sound-
ed and five engiues were on their way to
re-enforce those thut responded to the fir9t
call.

Three children who were slumbering
sweetly in Dr. Cleveland's house, caring
nothing for election returns, were carnei
out of the blazing building, and tenants
and lodgert began the work of removing
their valuables, a task which they were
soon compelled to abandon, as tne fire
gathered headway with great rapidity.

From the carpenter'g shop owned by
Bloudin ifc Clark the flames spread east-
wardiv t E. Wolfe's plumbing establish-
ment, <;:;2, and Morton's coal and wood
yard, 630 Geary street, both of wb:ca
w*»re sltuhtlydamaged.

Mr«. Susan Cimmann's millinerystore
at 631 Geary in front of the carpenter shop
was badly damaged. Her loss is estimated
at S'iOO. She bad just moved into thu
house and was not insured. Blundin &
Clark's loss is estimated at 9325. They
were insured for S2OO.

Caesar Bachman's barber she),
Geary street, was slightly damaged.

11. Flat Oman's snloon at the corner < f
Geary and Leavenwi rth was badly dam-
aged by lie and water. He estimates his
loss at SIOOO. He was insured for SoU*.
Dr. Cleveland's office and Flathman's resi-
dence were at TOO anu fiOO'/o Leavenwoith.
Both were gutted.

Dr. Cleveland's dwelling, Uo'_', Mrs. Jane
Armstrong's lodgings, tiO4. and Mr». Drey-
fus' lodgings, b"0<) Leavenworth sireet.were
badly damped and rendered unin ba bita-
ble by the fire. The Xavelle residence at
608 Leavenworth waH delutred with water.
The loss willamount to $~>QO.

The cellars under two of the bouses on
Leavenworth street were filled with dry
kindlingwood. The fire broke out three
times iv these buildings before it was
finally extinguished. The los«ns will
amount to about $J5,G00, of which the
greater part will be borne by Dr. Cleve-
land. He and most of the tenants of his
house were insured. The origin of the
blazei3unknown.

District Engineer Dolan fell from the
ton of one of the buildings aud had his
right leg broken. He was taken to his
home at 2030 Pine street in the patiol
wagon.

Broke All Records.
