
A STRANGE FIND.

Discovery in an Ancient
Coal Shaft

IN THE NORTH OF CHINA.

Bodies in a Perfect State of
Preservation.

HEAPED AT A TUNNEL'S MOUTH.

The Ghastly Sight That Greeted a
Party of Explorers for

a Lost Mine.

Advices bj the steamer Belgic received
yesterday for transmission to New York
give an interesting story of the discovery
of the shaft of one of the lost coal mines
of Asia. The mine was developed nearly
500 years ago. Ithas recently been tun-
neled for by English "engineer-*, under
direction of an European syndicate. Sci-
entists will be interested to learn about
the discovery of 100 human bodies in the
old shaft, in an almost perfect state of
preservation.

The mine is several miles from Anhui.
Itis parallel with the course of an ancient
river known to the natives as the Kow-yo.
Kobert Marsbfield of the China Merchants'
Steam Navigation Company received the
following account of the researches for
fuel that led up to the locating of the 100
mummies.

Nearly four centuries ago the decedants
of the present dynasty of Kai drew a large
income from the output of an enormously
rich coal deposit near the present province
of Anhui. The mine was operated by
about 1000 laborers, who must have been
detailed in small shifts of about 200 men
each. History records that in the year
1500 an explosion occurred in the colliery
that caved in its entire shaft for hundreds
of feet'and entombed over 150 miners, who
were working in its lower galleries. The
accident had long since been forgotten,

and had itnot been for the opening of the
new mines at Anhui the disaster might
never have been thought of again.

Last July a hundred or more workmen
and miners under instructions from foreign
engineers were tunneling into the side of
a hill when thej suddenly broke through

the wall into the ancient shaft of the long-
forgotten mine. The Chinese miners fled
Interror, for their superstitions could not
be allayed, but the foreigners assisted by

a few educated natives made an explora-

tion with the aid of lamps, scaling ladders
and ropes. The shaft was found todescend
to the distance of several hundred feet,
where itfopened into a large gallery nearly
a hundred feet indiameter and twenty feet
high. Smaller galleries led from this main
excavation, but most of them were choked
with debris and disturbed carboniferous
deposit.

The numerous lamps but dimly lighted
the tig chamber. It was cot until the

mouth of what appeared to be an old tun-
nel and what must have been tbe origi-

nal exit from the mine was reached that
the explorers stumbled against corpses
heaped np at the entrance to the hole.

Every corpse looked as if the soul had
just left the body. The faces had retained
their natural expression iv a number of
individual cases, and traces of agony still
remained drawn in the shrunken cheeks
and contracted brows. The eyes gave the
bodies a terribly ghastly expression. The
optica were not decayed in the head, but
had remained unchanged save tbat the
color had left them which rendered them
horrible to look upon. Nearly all of the
bodies were stark naked. All were those
ofmen. They were huddled one upon the
other, as ifthey had struggled desperately
among themselves to rush into the passage-
way toward fresh air.
In a northerly direction from the exit

were at least fiftymore bodies lying in all
directions. Some were bent nearly double,
as if in tbe last throes of agony from
poisoning. Others bad their hands clasped
about their heads, their faces turned
toward the earth. J Undoubtedly they had
tried to escape the suffocating fumes of
the exploded firedamp.and while struggling
for breath gave up the ghost.

The ekin of all the bodies bad a dull
leaden hue and was blotched. But there
were men with forms as perfect as the?
had been when the spirit had not left the
clay; when health ana strength graced
every portion of the anatomy. Crude
Instruments were strewn about the place;
picks with bulky haudles and blunt points,
queerly twisted bars of iron and other
tools for working in the coal.

Near the southern end of the chamber
were three bodies lyingside by side. One
was that of a young boy; his band was
over bis mouth, and his knees were ele-
vated toward bis chin. The body to the
right must bave been that of an old man
for there were traces ol white hair about
his head, which was leaning on the boy's
shoulder.

An examination of the place showed
tbat the galleries were rich in coal, and
that the deposits would ba of great value
when marketed.

The survey party returned to the sur-
face, secured the help of a dozen or more
Datives and returned to remove some of
the remains of men wbo had died 400
years before.

On arriving back at the chamber of
death it was disappointing to find tha: the
splendidly preserved bodies bad com-
menced to show 'signs of decomposition.
They were crumbling slowly, and when
en attempt was made to remove them they
broke and vanished into dust and ashes,
the air having done its work of destruc-
tion. %t*rV WAfU

The ignoraut attendants of tbe search-
ers fled in terror. Ko inducement could
persuade them to return, and though the
old mine is immensely rich no miners can
be secured to operate it.
E-A further research of the annals of the
mine and ithe history of the province
showed that there had been 200 lives lost
in the explosion that destroyed the shaft.
Ibe bodies bad remained preserved
through the action of firedamp gas.

THE MUSICAL PRODIGY.
Blind Tom Says He Is 97 Years

When the 10:20 train bad stopped at Six-

teenth street, Oakiaud, yesterday a little
woman stepped off briskly and then turned to
help a colored man whose faltering steps

showed him to be blind. The man was ''Blind
Tom," the musical wonder, and the woman
Mrs. Eetbune, whose property Tom was before
the war.

Likea little child the middle-aged man clung
to ber hand witb a trustful smile* on his great
lips. He sat silent till Hie hotel v.as reached
and bis lace Lore the vacant stare of a biaul-
mind.

lieu Tom reached bis room his expression
chanced. He sane, aud the music of bis own
voice seemed to give him pleasure. He paused
when a visitor entered the room.
"1am very well." be said in answer to a

question; "and I'm >-o happy. Bay. I'm the
happiest man iv the world—aud Tom willslug,
too."

This he proceeded to do. but paused to in-
form bis visitor ihat be was 97 years uf aire.
Then tn an oracular voice be proclaimed:

"Blind Tom was born a slave m Georgia in
1849."

Mrs. Helliuiie at this juncture explained ihat,
though Tom remembered the date of every
visit to even* low iv which be had appeared
and never forgot a piece of music lie once
beard, be was absolutely Incapable of reason-
ing. He bad no idea of numbers except as
sounds, ana when be declared that be was born
in 1849 be could not realize that itconillcied
witnbis statement of being 97 years of age.

During the lime wheu be was not singing
Tom's hands wandered over his coat, aimlessly
lingering his bullous. His mould twitched ner-
vously Irom side to side, while bis face was
utterly blank. As soon, however, as be real-
ized that be bad some one near who was inter-
ested in him he was eager to display what he
knew and gain their applause.

Tom played several selections on the piano.
They were such as would require great skill
and much practice even in a student of clas-
sical music, yet the blind negro was able to in-
terpret them with the minutest accuracy.

IS STILL AFLOAT.

The Caleb Curtis Is All
Right.

SO IS MRS. CAPTAIN BROCK.

The Old Pilot-Boat Has Many
Lives to Lose.

BOARDING-HOUSE fIAN ROBBED.

Serious Accident to Two Calkers at
the Merchants' Drydock.

Marine Notes.

The public, through a cable message
sent out from Bong-Kong nearly six
weeks ago, was informed that the old
pilot-boat Caleb Curtis had been sunk dur-
inga typhoon in Hong-Kong harbor and
all hands on board were drowned. The
Curtis lias proven that she has more vi-
tality than the cat with nine lives and re-
fused to be killed off easily. Advices by
the steamer J'elgic that arrived yesterday
from the o:ient report that the rumor re-
garding the loss of the Curtis was incor-
rect. The hardy battler of many wicked
seas was blown upon the mud at Chin,:
Sa Wav and the only woman trader in the
world escaped, likewise her husband, Cap-
tain Brock and his crew.

Thrice has the Curtis been reported lost
and thrice has she bobbed up serenely after
bitter tears of regret had been shed for
her by ell her salt-water friends in Sao
Francisco. Thrice has Mrs. Captain Brock,
her meek partner Rollo and the crew been
furnished with an obituary. Itla posi-
tively- startling the manner in which the
charmed craft persists in poking her nose
above water after foreign telegraph agen-
cies have spread it broadcast over the
globe that the only, only Mrs. Brock had
perished in the cold embrace of au Asiatic
strip of water.

The Curtis was lost at Butaratara, found
at Yap, lost again on her way to Sydney.
-nd discovered later snugly anchored in
Hong-Kong harbor, and finally disposed
of by a newspaper correspondent at Hong-
Kong who saw per careening a trifle, and
said to himself, "I'lllose thai vessel just
fur luck." He sat down and wired a
cablegram tbat cost $50 if it cost a cent.
San Francisco was told that this time the
boat was a goner sure, so another column
of space was given to her death notice.
Itis no longer considered safe to waste

tears over the reported ureckineof the
Curtis. It can onlybe left to hope that
she willget back home again and nass the
balance of her days on the mudflats of the
Mission.

The arrival of the steamship Belgic was
not an occasion for much excitement
among the Chinese.. John has evidently
got used to receiving war news made to
order in the Japanese papers and the pub-
lications ->f his own country.
