LAYMANCE IS DEFEATED.

His Opponent, Sanford, Now
Eight Votes Ahead.

BAKER'S LETTER MAKES A STIR.

Men and Women Vandals Amuse
Themselves Breaking Plate-

Glass Windows.

Oakland. —For the first time since
election the County Clerk's office had no
occupant last night. The ballots all lay in
a fireproof vault in the southern wall of
the building. The iron door was securely
locked, and the edges were decorated by
sets of huge red seals connected by stripes
of red tape. The vast interior of the
clerk's office, with its walnut desks and
countless books, was dimlylighted by the
uncertain flame which flickered Irom a
single gas jet.

Yet notwithstanding the air of apparent
security the entire building was surrounded
by a cordon of men, who tramped their
separate posts with the regularity and
vigilance of soldier sentinels. At regular
intervals several of the guards would
boost one of their number upon their
shoulders until be could look through a
window into the dim interior of the office,
and across the tiers of desks to the black
door behind which lay the realization of
many men's ambition, and the rocks which
wrecked the hopes of many more.

The guards were in the pay of Assessor-
elect Dalton. Sheriff-elect White andTreasurer-elect Sanford, who beat Lay-
nnance by only eight votes. They were
"watching from the exterior, because
County Clerk James E. Crane had posi-
tively and peremptorily refused to permit
them to remain inside after closing time
at 5 o'clock in the afternoon, lie claimed
that he was responsible forthe safety of
the ballots, and said that it was a reflec-
tion on his honesty to keep watchers in his
office. Besides, he said that itput him to
the necessity of hiring a Deputy Sheriff to
watch the wa'chers, and he did not pro-
pose to any longer stand such an expense,
lie was advised as to the legality of hi-,
position by the District Attorney and by
Attorneys S. P. Hall and George W. Keed.

Mr. Dalton and the two Populists were
of course Very angry and wanted to invoke
the aid of the law. But they were advised
by Attorney well tbat as the electors
had made Mr. Crane custodian of such
documents as ballots and so on, aud was re-
sponsible for their safety, he could uot he com-
pelled to put them under the supervision of ..ny
other persons.

Mr. Saul rd was represented by hi* wife and
•"•he mi Mr.Dal on tola the County Clerk thatthey would s;anrt the expense of a Deputy
Sheriff to watch the watchers. Mr.Crane, how-
ever. again remarked that such a proceeding
reflected on ids bono., and lie persistently te-
tu.r_ to accede to any of the various terms
proposed by the successful but anxious candi-
dates.

Promptly at 5 o'clock Crane shouted, "Come;
everybody out," and he proceeded to he.
everybody out, aud. locking the doors behind
him, the watchers and be anxious candidateswere on the ouislde and far from the lawful
vault.

.Mrs. Sanford and .Mr. Dalfbn then organized
their cordon of sentinels, who immediately
began their lonely vigil.

The reason for this anxiety is brought about
by the narrow majorities in local offices. Since
the early election returns have been revised
the mau who was elected Treasurer by the hist
returns was not elected last night. Mr.Lay-
mance bun-elf ana almost every one «-lse be-
lieved as late as yesterday morning that he was
eleced County Treasurer by a few votes. IhePopulists alone stoutly insisted that such was
hut. the case, but that Sauloid, their candidate,
had a 1 ad of ihiityone. Some even nut his
lead in the bundled*., aua the corrected returns
show* that he is elected to the oflice, but that he
slipped In by only eight votes.

TARAHUMARI WORSHIP.
Dancing Forms an Essential Part

of It.
Dancing Is an essential part of the Tarahu-

mart's worship; it is not for his pleasure; lt Is
ivorder to secure rain aud good crops and to
ward off the evil that he dances. The Tarahu
mart woids for dancing are Nau-cbl-li-01-a-
--way. meaning literally, "They are going to
work." An old man may say to a young buck
who Is idle, at the feast: "Why do you not go
10 woik?" meaning, "Why do you not dance?"
Tbete are four or fivekinds of dances practiced,
but of these the most Important are the Yuma-
iee. a rain dance, 01 pray for rain, and the
Rutuburee.

The first named is a species of walk-around,
ln which the men form a semicircle and march
with lock-step, holdingeach other by the arm.
While this is going on the women go through

similar motions in another concentric ring of
their own, standing behind the men; but they
often bieak ranks, jumping ward and back-ward with a rising and falling motion of the
body wholly devoid of grace. Both men and.women are wrapped In their blankets, thewomen often carrying their sleeping childrenon their backs, Strange to say, lew accidents
happen, although children have been known to
be killed at these dances when the mother gets
drunk.

The dance may last ten minutes, after which
there Is a test, and perhaps a repetition or
another kind of dance, In the Rutuburee the
singer or leader stands Inthe center of the line,
the men on one side of him and ihe women on
the other; tbe men walk slowly forward, keep-
ing time to tbe music, while the singer hops
along like a crow; iheu the dancers turn
arouud and go back. The women follow the
men. but wait until the men are several yards
In advance, when they run after them, without
regard to music. The patter of the women's
na-ed feet ou the hard earth sounds like the
rush ol stampeded mules.— Scribuei's Maga-
zine.

SPANISH COINS.

Something About the Money inCir-
culation Years Ago.

"Xo one born in this generation In this
country knows anything about tbe old-lime
tips and levies that constituted a large ponton
oi the subsidiary com in circulation as late as
the breaking out of the civilwar." says Colonel

(J. A.Pine of the Point Jems Gazette, whore-
members everything. "These were Spanish
.coius, aud they cut into circulation iv this
country through some pecuniary settlement
between the Government of the United States
aud Spain.

"Fiftyyears ago very few sliver coins from
our mint were in circulation, especially the
smaller ones. A few half-dollars weie Inuse.
The Spanish small coins were essentially the
people's money in those days.

"The tip represented a sixteenth of |a dollar,
the levy one-elgth of a dollar. Pip was the ab-
breviation of an abbreviation of five-penny bit.
When people spoke of the whole of what they
meant in talking of a five-penny bit they called
ita flpieny bit, but just tip was sufficient for
ordinary everyday transactions. Similarly,
folks didn't often say eleven-penny bit; but
they contracted It to levy—that is. except in
"New York, Southeastern Pennsylvania and
Northern New Jersey and In Ne*v England,
where they had uo use for either eleven-peunv
bit or levy. In those localities a levy was a
shilling.

"But In Southern New Jersey, Southern
Pennsylvania, Delaware, Maryland and other
border states If you said shilling people
wouldn't know what you meant. Tbey called
it levy. Further South a levy became a bit and
the tip was a picayune. This was especially
the case at aud about New Orleans, and this
nomenclatute was carried up the Mississippi
River by the popular means of communication
in those days, the steamboat, to Rock Island,
Dubuque, Galena, St. Paul aud other river
points.

"lv the same way the terms were carried i
from New Orleans up the Missouri River as far
as the white people had pursued their way, up
the Ohio toLouisville and above, and even up•
lieIllinois River to Peoria and Peru, and they

took toot In California when the Pacific Coast
was settled by people from the East, Inthe
West it was easy to tell from what part of the
couutiy a man had emigrated, according to Ibe
way he handled the names ol the coins. Ifhe
said levy he was sure uot to be from the New
England States, New York,Northern New Jet*
sey or Northern Pennsylvania.

"These Spaulsh colas most have been circu-
lated many years, for they were general'v worn
very smooth. Some of them were so smooth,
infact, that they would not pass current. The
rule was that if the pillars on them could be
plainly seen the coins were all right. 1 have
seen tips that were so smooth and thin that
they lesembled nothing more closely than a
shad scale and levies that had been so long in
use that they were like smooth circles.

"Insome parts of the country, notably In the
Southwest, the hi s and levies were rated equal
with 5-cent and 10-ceni pieces; but Inthe Last,
and particularly InI'btladeiphia and the Quaker

country about it,the people wouldn't have it
that way. They insisted that eight levies made
a dollar, while Itlequlred ten 10-cent pieces to :
make a dollar. Hence, if the levy had been !
recognized as on a par with the dime the frugal i
Philadelphia!! argued that he was out just 25
ceuts onevery deal of that kind. Then, again,
tweuty5-cent pieces had to be gotten together
before a ai.tibad a dollar, whet, as he had only
to accumulate sixteen lips to have the same
amount. Tills was because the levy was valued
at 12*r_ cents aud the fin at 6*i4 cents. The
same rule existed among those who called the
levy a *.lii.iln_-.

••Down South, however, tliere was more flex-
ibilitym the rule of the value of these coins
aud they weie pissed loreither their face value
or as amies ana half-dimes. Tins was owing to
iliecontempt and tnditleteiice with which the
Southerners ot that day regarded small coins.
They held pennies especially in contempt.
back In the early days a Vlcksburg gentleman
told me how the people ol that town scorned to
t ke pennies in change at the postoffice and
blushed them contemptuously off the coaster
to the floor, from which even the "Bigger*'
wouldn't condescend to pick them.

"Those old Spanish pieces, worn as they
might be, contained more puie silver than the
newest of our own coins, and oue ol them
would be a gieat curiosity to-day."

ANDREW JACKSON.
Two Characteristic Stories of the

Hero of New Orleans.
General Armstrong, Assistant Commissioner

of Indian Affairs, thinks that Andrew Jackson
was oue of the greatest men this country ever
produced, and lias a number of stories which
were told him by bis uncle, who was an Inti-
mate friend of Old Hickory. One of them is
very characteristic of the man.

Jackson toyed with the paper and said mils-

in.ly: "Dismissed from the army, eh? Why?"
"Diunkeuue.s. Gelling drunk and falling

down on parade or something of that kind."
••Who ordeied the court?" asked Jackson.
"General Scott," answeied Cas->.
"Who is it?" Inquired the Piesldent with

more interest.
"lnspectoi-General Kraun," replied Secre-

tary Cass.••
IVh.a! shouted Jack-on. ".My old friend

Colonel Krauul Cass, just read what that
paper says."

The secretary read th- usunl form of the
court martial senteuce In such cases. The
president then look the paper aod wrote across
the bottom where he was about to sign his
name:
