
A KING'S VICTORY.

Rey El Santa Anita Wins
a Great Race.

GOT THE BOHEMIAN STAKES.

Beat the Crack Three- Year-Olds
of the State.

WEBER'S RIDE ON DUKESTEVENS

On the Hardest Drive of the Meeting
He Defeats the Favorite,

Sister Mary.

After twice finishing in the ruck during

the meeting, Key el Santa Anita, winner

of the American Derby and other stakes,
won the Bohemian stakes, at a distance of
one mile, finishing in front of the best
three-year-olds in California, with the
heavy impost of 127 pounds, covering the
distance in 1:40%. Back of him were such
good colts as Lovda!, Ariicus, Artist and
Senator Irby, but when Carr gave the
great sou of imp. Cheviot his head a six-
teenth from home, he drew- away and
made them look like rank selling;platers.

The announcement that he was to start

In the stake drew a very large attendance
to the track, and thousands of dollars
rolled into the bookmakers' cashboxes, but
the Santa Anita crack and his stable com-

panion Arapahoe were so neglected that at

one time 5 to1 was marked against them,
coupled in the betting, and when be
passed the winning post in the lead there
was much adverse criticism about his in-
consistent performing.

The most exciting finish of the meeting
occurred in the fourth race, when Duke
Steven?, ridden by Charley Weber, de-
feated Sister Mary, a red-hot favorite.
Boih boys start ed in ridine an eighth from
home, but Weber managed to land the
sulky Duke winner by a nose, and upheld

his reputation of being the best rider in

the est.
"White Bat" McCarthy sprung a cood

thlrg In the first race in Bernardo, who
went to post with 4 to 1 against bim. It
was a seven-furlong selling affair for non-
winners of 1894. and had for starters
Charmer, Reno, Quarterstaff. Lucille Mur-
ptay, Bernardo and Duchess of Milpi'as.
Quarterstaff was picked to land the money,

and was heavily played at 3 to 5, while a
lot of stable money went in on tbe Corri-
gan entry, Lucille Muiphy, but she proved
% rank couuteriei. The otheis wete con-
sidered outclassed, and, long odds were
posted against BUI.

The flag fell to a good start, with
Charmer and the Duchess leading the
field rouni the first turn, but going down
the backstretch Carr got Bernardo to the
front, and opening up three lengths of
daylight he was never neaded. finishing a
bandy winner in 1:27_. In a drive Quar-
terstaff beat the Ducbess of Milpitas out a
ce'd for the place.

Thirteen twc-year-olas lined up for the
secccd race, a nve-'ur. scramble, and
i:proved a (real betting affair. The first
horse to give the bookmakers a scare was
imp.Tr.orn, wbo was backed down from
3? to 12 to 1 And cS the boards. Venus
\u25a0JT— toe tarorite at threes, bet has allown
terse— to be such an inconsistent per-—rr_er that ter odds remained about sta-
t*i*_**.ry. Corrigan'? Repeater was second
choice at ito 1. bat ran poorly.

DiciBeban on his first apnearance was
net fancied, although when in shape he is
a slashing good col. The other starters
were Mainstay (his first appearance). Red
Idle, Terra Nova, Sallie CaJveri, Miss
Ruth. Sam Harris, Hanfora, Hueneme
and ElTirano. They were sent off to a
fair start, with Mainstay showing in the
lead, but Venus almost immediately shot
to the front and entered ibe stretcn three
lengths in front, followed by Sallie Calvert
and Mainstay, and although pressed.hard
byIfivRuth the last sixteenth she won
comfortably by a length in1:01%. Main-
stay sbowea, and Sallie Calvert, who ran
a very good race, was fourth, a head in
front of imported Thorn.

The Bohemian stakes, the event of the
day, came next, and demonstrated the
prowess of the American Derby winner.
Bey el Santa Anita, wno, coupled with his
stable companion Arapahoe, was 4to 1in
the betting. Going to tbe post Lovdal was
the favorite a: 2 to 1, Senator Irby 11 too.
Artist 3 o 1. Articus 8 tol, with Thelnia,
the ousider, at 4jto 1, and at these prices
tons of money were circulated around the
ring,noneof the horses lacking supporters.
At the last moment the money went in on
the stable, and when the bell rung calling
the horses out the odds against it was
rubbed offmost of the boards. With little
delay they were sent away to a splendid
start. Attbe turn Artist was leading by
half a length, Senator Irby second and
Lovdal in third place; at this point Hin-
richs sent Thelnia to the front like a shot,
and she led past the quarter by two
lengths, Artist about the same distance
ahead of Irby, witbLovdal next.

Down the backstretch the speedy
'1helma retained her lead, and rounding
ths- far turn and into the stretch her
cherry colors headed the field, with Artist
still in second position, half a length in
front of Irby, Lovdal and the others
bunched close up, with the exception of
Articus, who was a bad tail-end er and
seemed outrun from the start.

An eighth from home they were all well
bunched, with the long-shot Thelnia still
In front and showing no signs of stopping;
but a littlebelow the drawgate Can, who
had been lying in a good position all the
way and had never made a move for the
lead with Rey el Santa Anita, gave him
his tread, and, quickly collaring Thelma,
passed the judges a clever winner by a

t
length.

Arapahoe, his stable companion, came
last the last forty yards and beat Thelma
half a length for the place. Time, 1:40%.

The fourth race resulted in the most ex-
citing finish of the day. Duke Stevens at 8
to 1, admirably ridden by C. Weber, beat-
ingSis er Mary, the 3 to 5 favorite, ridden
by Felix Carr, a nose at the wire. The
other starters were Pescador, Remus,
Quirt and Miss Fletcher.

The flag fell at the first, break, and
Weber immediately hustled Duke Stevens
out in front, leading the entire distance,
and although it took all of Weber's* splen-
did finishing p iwsrs 'o stave off Sister
Mary's challenge, the big chestnut sulker
stayed with the music, winning an excel-
lent race run in 1:45%. Pescadero finished
third.

The racing concluded with a mile selling
race, having for starters Garcia, Braw
Scot, Hy Dy, Two Cheers, Miss Buckley
and Flirtiila. Braw Scot was favorite at
8 tn 5, with HyFly second choice at sto 2.

Many took a chance on Miss Buckley
at sto 1, aud they got illthe money. Gir-
ds, Two Cheers aDd Flirtllla were also
starters.

Wherr-the flag fell Braw Scott soon took
the lead, and made the running well into
the stretch, accompanied by Flirtiila and
Two Cheers, when he fell back beaien,
and was passed by Hy Dy, who looked a

The strike trial opened yesterday inorniog

with an enllvenine tilt between Attorneys
Knightand Monteith. The latter, who repre-
sents the strikers, made a formal demand fora
statement which, he said, the boy Sherburn bad
made the day after the wreck in Sacramento.
He wished to show by this statement that the
young witness told one story about the wreck
in Woodland and an entirely different one
•-bout Itin this city. Monteith said that he had
asked Knight for tbe 8 atement, and the latter
bad absolutely refused to give Itto him.

Knight wrath fully declared that Monielih
bad uttered an untruth. He had not refused
to ye up the document, but bad said that lie
could not do so. It was another case of
"privileged communication.-' and the court
ruled itneed not be produced.

Then Deputy Marshal Maloney, a brother or
the only "Sconchiu," was called io the stand to
tell how be obtained his appointment. It was
Mr.Monteith's purpose to show that Moloney
owed his position to the Southern Pacific.
Maioney denied that any one connected with
the corporation was responsible for his an-
polntment. He admitted, however, that he had
a railroad pass, and used It for private and
official business. The railroad gave him a puss
when employed In its "law department" tenyears ago, and liasannually renewed the favoi
ever since. Maloney denied that while riding
on this pass he charged his mileage to the
Government.

Estee Writes Conceding
His Defeat.

THE TEXT OF HIS LETTER.

Governor- Elect Budd Besieged
for Places.

OFFICE-SEEKERS IN A COMBINE.

It Is Reported That a Solid Nine Has
Been Formed by Newly

Elected Supervisors.

Morris M.Estee willnot contest the elec-
tion of Budd. He has written a letter to
the Republican State Ceutral Committee
to that effect. Although conceding his
own defeat Mr. Estee congratulates the
party on a victory which has given it
every State office but two. This is the
letter:

Ran Francisco, Nov. 19. 1895.
lo the Republican Stat* Central Committee,

San Francisco, CaI— GENTLEMEN: Ithank
you, and each of you, for the «-Sorts you made
ou behalf of the Republican party and for the
advancement ot the principles of that party
during the recent canva-s. 1recognize that the
party lias won a great victory in California as
elsewhere. We have elected six out of seven
Congressmen, an overwhelming majority of the
Lecisla.ure, aud every State officer except two.
Republican principles are, therefore, triumph-
ant it:this State.

1 do not write this letter for the puruose of
explaining my defeat. You know, and the in-
telligent people of this Slate know, the reasons
for It better than Ican t 11 them, If1 have
been guilty,either by commission or omission,
of anything that has Deen inimical to .wel-
fare of the party or the advancement of Its
interests, or*vinch has 1101 benelited the whole
people 01 this State, Iam not conscious of it.
itIs well understood that, even ifIhad known
before the election what would be done against
me bysecret ami unfriendly influences, 1 could
uot have remedied the matter nor Inany degiee
changed the r-suit.
Iam Informed that the gravest and most

dangerous frauds against the elective franchise
have been committed inSan Francisco at tins
election— frauds which have resulted on the
face of the reiurns in causing a plurality
agaiirst me, I, however, especially r- quest
that, whaiever you may decide to do toward
clearing up these fraud-, and vindicating the
light,my personal advancement may not be
made a factor in their disposition.

1have received a large number of letters
from all pails of the Stale and 1 am Impor-
tuned personally by many people to take part
111 ferreting out auii punishing what Is believed
by them to be the most glaring frauds which
have ever been committed upon the elective
franchise.

Rut Ishall make no contest to secure the
oftic- of Governor, either iv my own name or
by my authority 01 direction. Iended my
light with the canvass and leave tlie result
with the honest people of this State and their
lepiesentiiilves to do only what is just and
legal. The question whether there has t> en an
honest vote and a fair count is for the people
to decide.

OBJECTED TO CHLOROFORM,

But the Drug Was Administered
and Caused His Death.

ceased. It,is reported here by the rela-
tives of Savage that he objected to the uso
of chloroform, being a druggist and well
acquainted with its dangerous character,
and also with the doctor's assistant, who
was an inexperienced person, but the
pnysician insisted and the patient was
rendered insensible. After the operation

Savage was found to be dead. He was 34
years old and married. His father was
buried Here two weeks ago.

WAS A DETERMINED MOB.

Lieutenant Oyler's Account of the
Washington Courthouse Affair.

Columbus, Ohio, Nov. 22.—Lieutenant
Oyler, who ordered the troops at the
Washington Courihouse to fire, in accord-
ance with orders from Colonel Coit, in a
given contingency, testified to-d»y in the
Court of Inquiry to the battering of the
doors by the mob with stones and other
things. He said: "A shot fired by a per-
son on the outside was followed by the
cry, 'All together,' and a terrific blow
opened the south door four feet, when I
gave the command to fire. After one vol-

•ley 1gave the command to cease firing.
The door was open but a few inches. None
of the men wire intoxicated." Witness
was confident the mob was determined
unou getting in. A line of soldiers out-
side, around the building, would have been
easily overcome. Such defense would
have been idiotic. He saw at least fifty
revolvers in the crowd in the afternoon.

SET HER CLOTHES ON FIRE.

Peculiar Suicide of the Wife of a

Petaluma Dairyman.
Petaluma, Nov. 22.— Amelia Evans,

wife of W. P. Evans, livingfour miles
from Petaluma, committed suicide at 9
o'clock this morning by saturating her
clothing with coal oil and setting fire to
them. She had been once in the insane
asylum. She leaves a husband and two
sons. The Evans run a dairy ranch, and
have been residents of the vicinity for fif-
teen years.

FRUIT SHIPMENTS.

Large Increase Over Last
Year's Output.

Agents Meet for the Purpose of
Reorganizing— New Steamer

Line.

The approaching close of the fruit sea- I
son gives the statisticians an opportunity |

to do a little figuring upon California's :
crop. The reports made by the Southern
Pacific freight department relative to the \
shipments during the season show a de-
cided gain over those of last year in almost
every particular.

The total shipments up to data bave
been 6600 cars against 5650 last year, which
shows again of 950 cars. Most of this
fruit was shipped before the strike, and
but for that unfortunate experience itis
claimed that the total figures would have
been greatly enlarged.

There are still some grapes moving, but
the bulk of the crop bas been marketed,
the last rain having destroyed many that
were on the vines, and there yet remains
but very little of the crop to move. Last
year there were about 100 cars of apples

Under present condi-
tions there is a serious disadvantage in
the shipment of vegetables and green
fruit to that country because ot the d*>l«v
incurred at San Jose de Guatemala. Un-
der the customs regulations of that coun-
try heretofore these perishable articles
were kept at that point fur from teu days
to two weeks, and iv that hot climate
great loss naturally followed. The Guate-
malan Government has finally been in-
duced to offer a remedy for this trouble,
nod will henceforth give permission for
the shipment of these articles direct to
their destination without tie delay men-
tioned. The new arrangement will open
up a very promising market lor Cnlifur-
nian products Which have heretofore been
practically shut out because of the restric-
tions mentioned. The Pacific Mail will
make special arrangements for the ship-
