Case.

AN OLD BARGE THEIR LAIR.

A Mail Dock Employe Attacked
by the Wharf Rats.

CUSTOM-HOUSE BOAT PURSUED.

A New Portland Steamer—Scheme to
Salve the Crown of Eng-
land—Notes.

What may lead to the arrest and counvic-
fon of an organized gang of wnter-fl‘()nt

marauders has grown out of the taking
into custody of Albert Brogan on a charge
of assaulting Storekeeper Ward of the Pa-
cific Mail Steamship Company.

Early last Tuesday morpiog Ward was
assaulted and robbed by three men near
the entrance to the company’s dock at
First and Brannan streets. The footpads
fled after relieving the storekeeper of sev-
ersl pieces of coin and his jewelry, dropped
over the Brannao-street bulkhead inioa
skiff and rowed awsay for China basin.

Ward gave an alarm on recovering his
self-composure.  Inspector Macgionis of
the Cusiom=-honse and two of the dock
wautehmen made a rush for the boat be-
Junging to the rovenus service which is
kept at the wharf and started in pursuit
The skiff had a good start. 1t was pulled
by the three vigorous footpads ana was
headed for the south end of Mission Bay.
Macginnis’ boat was nearly a quarter of a
mile belind, tul was fast gaining.

The robbers noticed that they were
beiog overhauled, but nevertheless headed
for an eold barge about half a mile
from the Potrero mud flats, on which was
gathered about a hali dezen teugh-lookiog
customers, who by their actions couli! be
made out to be signaling to the skiff oars-
men to come to their assistance.

I'he skiff reached the barge, took one of
the crowd on board and was about to pull
for a landing a short distance away. Mac-
ginnis then drew his pistcl and fired a
shot over the heads of the crowd. ln an
instant every man but those In the boat
plunged into the water and swam like
irogs for the sb re. The man Brozan had
got out of the skiff to make piace for a
comrade, and when the vistel was fired he
had to trust to bis swimming abilities to
escape.

The pursuers spotted bim. They could
not gather in all the gang, but they secured
Brokan and returnea with him to the Mail
dock, where Specinl Officer Anderson took
charge of the prisoner and turn 1im
over to the loeal police.

Yesterday the old barge was exat¥ned
and afterward towed alopgside Lhe
nearest whar!, 1t was nearly filled with
water. Its lower compartment is pro-
tected by a heavy deck, so it has been de-
ciled to pump it out to-day that it may be
ascertained whether she is filled up with
stolen goods.

For months past a gang of vandals have
been stealing boats, stores for ships and
all manver of articles from boatmen and-
vessels at the city wharves. It is thought
that Brogan’s crowd is the gutlty combina-
tion,

Tne schooner Anna has been chartered
by the California Iron and Wrecking Com-
pany and put in charge of Capiain Mac-
guen, formerly of the wrecker San Pedro.
To-day the Anna will vroceed to Santa
Rosa Island wi'h wreeking arpliances in
tow of the tug Katie O’Neill. The seheme
is to save what is possible fromthe wrecked
Crown of England. The Soreckels Brothers
are behind the undertakingz, The enter-
prise may and may not pan out several
thousand dollars. Cap ain Whitelaw, the
veteran wrecker, does not think any vessel
can get close enough to the Crown towork
successfully.

The steamer DPortland, formerly the
famous Hayt.an Republic, will leave to-
day for Portland in competition with the
regalar steamers of the Pacifie Const
Steamship Company. The Portland will
ecarry passengers and freight.

DIED

Mary A. Ford, Who
Claimed Seal Rock.

She Was 0ld, Crippled by a Railroad
Accident and in Destitute
Circumstances.

Death came without warning last night
to an old woman who believed that she
and ber children were the rightful owners
nf Seal Roock and a large tract of the Out-
side Lands beiween Forty-eighth and
Forty-nioth avenues.

The dead claimant was Mrs. Mary A.
Ford, widow of the late Elihu Ford. She
had lived for two years in cne small room
at 503 Jessie street, ana relied upon the
neighbors for many services. She had
relatives, but was practically destitate,
and a few months ago was recommended
to Mayor Ellert as a deserving person by
Val Schmidt, the druggist,

Mrs, Ford was knocked dewn and in-
jured by a streetcar several months ago.
The accident left her a eripple, and she
decided to sue the railroad i1or damages.
The company very generously offered to
compromise for $50, but notwitnstanding
her exireme poverty she refused to
accept the money. She was 72 years old,
but believed that she would live to regain
possession of the land, which she thought
she had lost by fraud.

Early in the eveuning she called uvon
several of her neighbors and hobbnled back
to her room at 10 o’clock. An houror two
later the occupant of an adjoining room
heard her groaning, and upon learning
that the old woman was ill sen! for a doe-
tor. When the physician arrived Mrs.
Ford was dead.

Amongz her papers the Coroner found a
holographbic will in which she bequeathed
her alleged claim to the Seal Rock property
to her three children. There was also a
time-stained deed of 'rust by which Elihu
Ford and Alexander Badlam eonveyed the
property to a savings institution in consid-
eration of the sum of $2300. Tle deed
was executed in 1872.

It is supposed that Mrs. Ford died of
apoplexy. The body was taken to the
Morgue.

TWO DOCTORS MURDERED.
They

Knew Too Much About a
Southern Riot.
CHARLESTON, W, Va.,, Nov. 23.—On
November 15 Dr. A. Aults of Montgomery
was called from his bed to see a patient
on the other side of the creex. The next
morning the doctor’s body was discovered
on the rocks fifty feet beneath the Chesa-
peake and Ohio railroad bridge, His head
was terribly erushed and his neck broken.
The Coroner’s jury decided that the vic-
tim’s death resulted from his falling from
the bridge. Residents of Moutgomery,
however, were not satisfied with the ver-
dict, and further investigation strengthens
the theory that Dr. Auits was murdered.
This thecory is more or less substantiated
by the killing of Dr. Davis on Morris
Creek on August 9. On that day Dr.
Davis, while driving down the creek on
the lenawha County side, was shot from
ambush and almost instantly killed.
*‘Bud"” Clendenning, a miner, was ar-
rested and later convicted of the mnrder,
being sentenced to the penitentiary for

life. His  trial developed a plot
among the miners to do away
with four or five prominent citizens

of Mootgomery to prevent damaging res-
timony in the State’s prosecution of the
rioters engaged in the KEagle affray on
February 28 last. On that occasion Dr.
Davis attended a number of the strikers
shot in the affray.

A few days beiore Dr. Davis’ murder he
had been subpesaed before the Criminal
Court of Fayette County to give evidence
agaiust the sirigkers then on trial, and to
prevent this he was killed,

Oa the day previous to the shooting a
number of sirikers who were dodging
«fficers beld a meeting in Jobnson’s
saloon, and it was then the authorities
clalm was hatched up the plot which has
resulted in two murders,

Dr. Aults suceeeded Dr. Davis at Mont-
gomery, and his knowledge of the riot and
the affairs of his precedessor made him a
man to be feared.

CUBAN HOME RULE.

WORK OF MORMON ELDERS.

Young Waifs for Utah Gathered
in Australia.

ACTION OF THE GOVERNMENT.

Instructions Sent to the Commis=
sioner of Immigration—Court
of Inquiry Called.

The right of Mormon missionaries to
bring their impecunious conver!s into the
United States will be tested in this eity to-
day. Anp elder of the ehurch bas arrived
from the antipodes with two dusky chil-
dren bound for Utah, W, P, Stradley, the
Commissioner of Immigration, received
information some time ago that the chil-
dren were coming with the elder and wired
the Secretary of the Treasury for instrue-
tions. In reply he recelved the following
communication:

TREASURY DEPARTMENT, }
WASHINGTON, D. ., Nov. 6, 1894,

W. P. Stradley, Commassioner of Immigra-
tion, San Francisco—SIR: 1 Inclose herewith
for your information copy of adispateh to the
Secr-tary of Siate from the Consul at Aucklana
which is self-explanatory, and have to urge
upon you the necesslty of Keeping a close
waich 1o discover if the children referred Lo
therein arrive at your port,

The dispatch referred to is the follow-
ing:

Assistant Secretary of State, Washington, D.
C.—S1R: 1 have the honor 1o report that it has
come 10 my notice thar there are Mormon mis-
sionaries in this country who are endeavoring
to adopt illegitimaie ehildren and send them in
charge of one of rtheir number—a *‘saint”’—to
Utab Teiritory. One such has already gone
forward — a little lad of iillegitimale origin
pamed Douglas O’Meara.

He left bere in cbharge of Elder Hans Madson
of Fairview, Utab., Madson lived bere for some
time, and left for the Unit d States last April.
There is still another elder here named Benja-
min Hamblin, who has advertised for healiby
children with a view of adoption. He has, so
far as 1 can learn, up to the present, secur.d
two tllegitimate children. i his Mr. Hambliu Is
a young man apparently with means. He bas
lived bhere a little over a year, aud was matrried
about two montbs before he came. His wife is
in Utalb, and is apparently without means. In
a letter to him she speaks enibusiastically of
one of the boys, whose photozrabh Mr. Hambliin
bas evidenily s nt b r. She appeais to be most
anxious 1o receive the little feilow. 1 am at a
108s 1o understand wby peovle without some
considerable means shou'd come to this re-
mote corner of the globe 1o ples up illegitimate
children, especially so in Mr. Hambliu’s case.

1 bad Eider Hambiin 1o my oflice a few days
ago. He came iu response 1o a request from
the Chief of Police to explain his purpose in
securing lillegitimate children. His exvlana-
tion is substantially as foliows: He wanled a
good healthy child to adopt and send home to
Keep his wife company. When be advertised
he found he could get quite a number, but
owing to legal difficulties could not adopt any
as was bis intention. Since making an effort to
legally adopt had failed he had oblained a boy
about nine vears old, but intends to send an-
oiher child with the consent of its parents, of
course, to his wife to be raised as Lis own ofi-
spring.

Neither the Chief of Police nor myself was
satisfied with Elder Hamblin's explanation,
altbough corroborated by Elder Stewart of tle
same ¢! urch.

It is difficult to arrive at a satisfactory con-
clusion why persons sv poor as these Mormon
eldeis evidently are sbould make sucl eflorts
to secure illegitimate childien, pay (beir
passage, and send them iu charge of some
réwmber of the Mormon faith to the United

tat- s,

Elder Stewart made a statement in the pres-
ence of the Cnief of Police to the efiect that
there are Mormon emigrants Jle.ving this
colony every lew montbs for the United States,
about iwenly-five or thirty Laviog left here
witliin the past two years, I remoustrated
with bim, and told bim it was contrary Lo the
Iaws of the United States to send avowed Mor-
mons there. He denied having vald transpor-
tation, but admiited he bad covvertea and ad-
visea ‘bem (o leave bere for the Unitea States,
and ip the pext breath defied the power of the
Governmwent to mpievent their entering the
United States as long as they did nol avow
poiygamy. He defiantly informed us he would
advise us when he haa another batch (o
forward. JOHN DONNELLY, Consul.

The Commissioner tielegrapned the
elder’s statement concerning the two chii-
dren to Washiogton yesterday, and in re-
turn was advised that the department
conld not see its way clear (o rélusing
them a landing, unless it could be shown
that they were liable to become public
charges. The Commissioner was empow-
ered to summon ‘he special court of in-
quiry, which sits in such cases, and make
a test of the case. The court is compo-ed
of United Siates Attorney Garter, Deputy
Surveyor S. J. Ruddell, Chines» Inspectors
Hill and Presbury and G. E. Cbanping,
Special Agent of the treasury. It wili

CHANGES IN RUSSIA.

The New Czar Is Making His Hand
Felt Already.

GOING BACKWARD.

Louisiana Takes First Place in the
Matter of Hliteracy.

We mentioned, the other day, that the illit-
eracy statisties of Louisiana are unfavorable.
The more they are studied the worse they ap
pear, and the more clearly they prove the
necessity for more and better schools and lon-
ger sessions,

As we have noted, the number of illiterates,
that is, the population over 10 years of age that
cannot read and write, is greater lo Louisiana
than in any other State inthe Uunlon., Ofits
total population of 1,118,589 only 430,299, or
38.4 per ceunt, can read and write, Omitting
the ehildren the percentage of illiterates to the
aault population in the several Stales are as
tollows:

But the worst features of these statistics are
those iu reiation to the white population. While
we have not pretenced that the sehools for the
pegioes have been what they shouid all b+, we
bave laid elaim 10 bavine fairly good sechiools
for tbe whites. And yet the census tells us
thal in Louisiana alone in the whole Union is
iliteracy iner-asipg among the whites. Ten
years azo only 18,4 p v cent of the white adult
poiulation was unable to write: to-day it is
20.1 per cent. It will not do to chaige this to
the past, as one of our friends proposes.
Tnousands of white people are growipg up
in Qltiteracy to-dav. Ten years ago there
there were 58,951 wnite illiterats adults in
Louisiana; to-day they number 80,939, an in-
crease of 21,988, or 38.8 per cent. Making
due allowance for deaths, we allowed auring
that period 41,638 while children to enter man-
hood and womanhood witbout the beunefit of
education, ignorant and iliiterate, Durlng the
decade when the wniteilliterates increased in
Loulsiana 21,988, they d-creased in Mississippi
8603, In Arkansas 5452, in Virginia 9634, in
N orth Carolina 14,310, in Georgia 13,543, 1n
KRentucky 30.646, and u Tenunessee 44,148.
Waoitle all these States were making an improve-
ment Louislana was dropyving further behind.

I here Is no need of discussing these figures.
The Times Democrat has feared that the cen-
sus would make this showing, and has warned
Louistana that it was not aoiug enough for its
schools, and that 1t did nol seem to fully realize
the importance of education. It 15 to be hoped
that these unpleasant truths, which the census
tells us, will hav the cffect of arousing public
sentiment apd inducing the State to make bei
ter provision for its schools.—New Orleans
Times-Democrat.

A MOUNTAIN LION.

He Takes Possession of a Locomo-
tive Cab in Utah.

Last winter when the suowslorms were so
fearful threughout the mouuntalins in Utah and
the earth was covered with snow to the depth
of five 1o ten feet and remained bhidden so long
the wild animals were forced to desneration.
The wolves were starved and weak, and what
is known as the mountain lion almost perished
from starvation. Its great strength failed it,
and a man with a Kolfe could soon take the life
of an animal that a short time before could
bold a powerful ox or horse and make a meal
of his flesh.

Tohe bungry animals after a while discovered
that food was to be bhad along the rallroad
track, where passecgers threw bones aod
sciraps of victuals fiom passiug trains. Often
two starving coyotes would engage 1n deadly
combat over a chicken bone that had a short
thme Dbefore been i1idden of its last vestige of
nourishment by some economical person who
did not care to pay 75 cents for a meal. This
was the condition of things.

Engineer Gast had charge of engine No. 151.
which was Known as *‘the helper,” from the
fact that it heiped trains up the mountain and
when at 'he summit cut off and dropped back
down to the bottom ready to help another, One
pight when business on the road was slack
Gast pnoticed somelhing wrong with the gear-
ing under the tender and remarked to the fire-
man that tbey would grt off and repatr it
When half way down the wmousptain side be
brought the engine to a stanastill, and the two
men went to work at what proved o be a iwenty
mivuies’ job p.cking a hot box oo the tender.
The tallow pot was left ai 1be boiler’s head.

After completing the revairs the men were
mouniivg the engine ageain, only to see a huge
mountain llon devouring the tallow and hold-
ing full possession of the epgine cab. It was a
cold pight apa the suow drifting. The men
bad alieady remained outside until they were
very cold, and the chances of dlspossessing
Mr. Llon were very meager, as he spnapped his
teeth and Hashed bis eyes and fast stored the
tallow out of sight.

A COTTON MART.

How San Francisco Might
Become One.

RESTS WITH THE RAILROAD.

Japan a Buyer of the American
Staple.

BUT PURCHASES IN LIVERPOOL.

Reduced Rates Would Change All
This and Divert the Orient’s
Trade to This City.

A sufficient reduction in railroad rates
would make San Francisco one of the
great cotton marts of the world, the dis-
tributing point for the Oriental trade, and
would turn the balance of irade, which is
now largely in favor of the Mikado’s
realm, to the advantace of Amarica.

There are two great American commod-
ities for which a demand exists in Japan.
L These are silver bullion and cot'on. Japan
1s supplied with both from England.
Liverpoo! ships the cotton and London as
the world’s financial center is the regalator
and source of supply of the white metal.

Japan buys $14,000,000 worth of Ameri-
can cotton yearly. Thne purchase directly
from the United States is insignificant.
The average value of the annnal exports
from the United States to Japan is
§3,000,000. The imoorts from Japan to
this couutry average aboui $17,000,000 a
year. The value of the Knglish iwports
from Japan is scarcely $3,000,000. ‘I'he
balance of trade between England and
Japan is largely in favor of England, and
Eugland receives this advantage upon
American produets, which she buys and
solls to the Orient. England acts as the
middle-man and taukes the toll of profit.

The rate on cotton from Texan points
via the Sunset route and theuce by
steamer to Yokohawma Is $26 a ton.

In speaking of the possible shipment of
cotton bv this route a Southern Pacifie of-
ficial said yesterday: *“We have considered
tor some time plans by which the trade
could be diverted from Liverpool to this
city, but there are great aifficulties in the
way. Liverpool is the great cotton market
of the world., Its trade has been estab-
lishea and iv has all the advantages at-
tached to this fact. We bave a haul of
over 2000 miles by rail, which necessarily
is much more expensive than by sea. Cot-
ton from tidewater poinis in Texas and
Louisiana ean lie shipped in sailing ves-
sels to Liveipool very cheaply. From
thera to Yokonama, by way of the Sue¢z
canal, the carriage is likewise all by sea.
There is another disadvantage. When the
cotton reaches San Francisco it has to be
transhipped by steamer, as no cargo-
laden sailing vessels come to San Kran-
cisco from Japan. The rate of $26 a ton
ieaves but a slight margin of protic on the
combined rail and steamer carriage of cot-
ton. LasL season we did ship several
bundred bales of coston in this way, and I
am informed that a few shipments of
American cotton wers made over the
Canadian Pacific Raiiroad and its connect-
ing steamshio line.”

A well-informed railway man declared
ye~terday that with its aavantage of coo-
troliing botn the rail line and the steam-
ship line the Southern Pacific ought Lo see
its way clear to make a lower rate. He
asserted that a reduction of $5 a ton could
be made without operating at a loss, but
whetfher this would be sufficient to meet
the rate by the route from gulf tidewater
to Liverpool and thenes via Sue¢z to Yoke-
hama be could not say, as the data does
pot seem to be cbtainable in this city upon
which to make an estimate. Iiis believed,
however, that such a reduction would be
sufficient to diverta large portion of the
Orient’s trade in cotton directly to the
United States.

In the shipments of cotton to Japan via
San Francisco the railroad takes two-
thirds of the tolls on freizht, allowing the
other third to the steamship line,

Another project which the silver men
have in virw if suecessful wounld prove of
great advantage to this city, The aim is
to make New York instead of London the
storehouse for the silver of the w rid and
to have its price rezulated in the American
instead of the Epglish metropolis. Should
such a pian succeed San Francisco, as the
nearest port oo American goil, wounld be
the point from which the Orient would
then receive its entire supply of buliion,
and this city would then become, next (o
New York, the greatest silver market in
the world.

Itis urged by those who have made a
stndy of these subjects that if this eity
could be made the point from which all or
nearly all of the exports of silver and e¢n'-
ton were shipped to Japan and the Eastthe
entire trade of the Ortent would then cen-
ter here, thereby vastly increasing the
commerce and the business importance of
San Franeisco.

There are many things which the South-
ern Pacific has done to injure San Fran-
cisco. It sought to divert the grain trade
to Texan tidewater, competing with the
sailing craft which frequent this port,
The opportunity is now offered to draw
the line of competition against the sailing
craft on the other side nf the continent
and to seek San IFrauneisco’s benefit, while
benefiting the company by making this the
axpon point for cotton destined for the

rient,
