Mendocino Spread-Eagled
His Field

IN THE STEEPLECHASE RACE.

Happy Day Upset Calculations in
the Mile Run.

THORNHILL,THE FAVORITE,THIRD

Jack Richlieu, Favorite in the Last
Event, Won After Giving His
Backers a Big Scare.

When J. E. King saw 6 to 1 against his
horse Mendocino in the steeplechase yes-
terday, he tola all of bis friends to “‘get
on,” as his horse would win a block.

While he did not win by quite that dis-
tance, there is little doubt but that he
could have done so, as he finished ina
romp, with the favorite at least twenty
lengths behind him, ridden ount. 1t was
the best thing that has been uncorked at
the meeting.

That great little horsa, Happy Day,
threw the talent down hard in the mile
race, which he won in a herd finish from
Polaski in 1:40%%.

Three favorites, and a ‘‘good thing”
going through sent the betting fraternity
home happy.

Ten very ordinary maidens faced the
starter in tbe first race, a six-furlong
sprint, Lioville was the favorite, going
to the pos: 8to 5. There was a strong tip
out on the Experiment colt of the Baldwin
s'able, but he friled to get a mark. Almost
any price could be had against the others,
Arctic, Linville and Arundel got off in
iront, and led all the way, the three
having a driving finish for the money.
Chevalier managed to land Linville first
by a head, and Arundel beat Arctic a neck
for the place. Time, 1:143%.

Chemuck, Realization, Joe Cotton,
Mourovia, Clacquer, Silver State, Empress
of Norfolk, Romair, Claire, Quuen Bee,
O’Bee and Morven, gave Starter Ferguson
a lot of trouble getting them away in the
second race, a five and a half furlong
scramble,

Romair opened at 5 to 1, but went to the
post favorite at 2 to 1. Joe Cotton and
Ciacquer received good supportat4and5
to 1 respectively.

Long odds were posted against the
others, Morven going to the posit 6 to 1.

After half an hour’s delay the flag fell
to a good start.

Romair went to the front, followed by
Queen Bee, who kept him close company
to the head of the stretch, but there had
enough. A sixteenth from home Joe Cot-
ton challenged Romair, but at the draw-
gate he in turn was passed by the long
shot Morven, ridden by Hiarichs, and he
compeiled Carr to ride the favorite out

hard to win by half a length. Joe Cotton
was third, balf a length away. Time,
1:073%4

The third race was a fine betting affair,
such good ones meeting as Herald, Polaski,
Ohiyesa, Happy Day, Sir Reel, Thornhill
and Mary S, vver a distance of one mile.

Thrornhill, riaden by Carr, was backed
to 2 to 1, and carried the bulk of the
money. Polaski and Ohiyesa were both
well supported at fours. The eompany
was considered too fast for Happy Day and
he was overiooked at 6 to 1. Sir Reei, rid-
den by Weber, was a 15 to 1 shot.

When the flag fell Weber went out in
front with Sir Reel and past the quarter
had opened up two lengths of daylight,
followed by Mary S and Polaski. Around
the far turn and into the streteh he still
held the lead but was showing signs of
distress, and an eighth from the wire was
passed by Polaski, with Mary S and
Ohiyesa pressing him hard. It looked as
though the Owens gelding would have an-
other race to his credit, but at the draw-
gate a new factor loomed up in Happy
Day who, entering the stretch back in the
bunch, came with his usual burst of speed,
passing ope after another, took the race
by haif a length, beautifully ridden by R.
Isom, Polaski beating the tiring Sir Reel
half a length for the place. It was a very
fast ran—1:4014. Sir Reel was disqualified
for a claim of foul, which gave third place
to Thorahill.

The winner, Happy Day, was bid up to
$1500 and was sold to E. J. Baldwin.

The best thing of the meetirg was cut
loose In the sieeplechase in Mendocino,
who opened at 6 to 1 and closed in the
betting at the good vrice of 7 to 2.

The gray horse Kl Dorado wasanSto 5
favorite. The other starters were: Nip-
per, Haymarket, Mutineer, Cuchars, The
Coon and North.

After indulging North aud Haymarket
with the lead over the first two jumps
Casey sent the ‘‘good thing” Mendoeino
out in front and flying over the jumps like
& bird, simply spread-eagled his field, win-
niog in a big gallup by twenty lengths, El
Dorgdo was second, the same distance in
front of Haymarket, It was run in 3:23%,

Cuchara threw Allmark at the waier-
jump, but he remounted ana rode over the
course.

With their pockets full of the book-
makers’ money the talent jumved on Bar-
ney Schreiber’s horse, Jack Rieblien, to
win the last race of seven furlongs. He
did, but it was only through the hardest
kind of riding on the part of Felix Carr,
and in the first s'ages of the race Richlien
tickets could have been purchased ata big
discount. Of the other stariers Captain
Rees looked to bave the best chance and
was well supvorted at 5to 2 Pashaat§
tol ran & splendid race, well ridden by
Combs. The other starters were Rear
Guard, imp. Commission, Trix, Lounnie B,
St, Eimo, May Day, Carmel and Keley.
Tue flag fell with the field well bunched
and they so ran to the half, with Trix and
May Day showing the way. Round the
far turn Carr had managed by clever
riding to get the favorite through the
bunch and was leading, euntering the
stretch a leogth in froot of Trix and Rear
Guard.

Jt was only by the bardest kind of
riding that Carr landed him winner by
half a length from Captain Rees and
Pasnha, who came at him hard the last six-
teenth, Captain Rees securing the place by
half a length from Pasha. Time, 1:27Y.

SIGNS . OF LIFE.

Real Estate Business Is
Stirring Up.

A VILLAGE OUT OF TOWN.

Burlingame Park Is Placed Upon
the Market.

INCLINES OF TWO DRIVEWAYS.

Official Figures Show That Fulton
Street Is Better Than the
Avenue for Driving.

An effort is being made to establish a
suburban village at Burlingame that will
be par-excellence the swell country place.
A number of building plats adjacent to
the Burlingame Country Club grounds,
beautifully wooded and commanding a
view of the valley and bay, are to be put
on the market, an innovation that the 400
hardly anticipated, as land near the ciub
grounds was held in large tracis by own-
ers who evinced no deslre to sell.

The first subdivision has been made. It
surrounds the elubhouse grounds on three
sides and contains seventy-two plats of
various sizes and shapes. The name se-
lected is Burlingame Park, and as the place
is what its name 1mplies—a park with
winding avenues and grand old oaks—
quite sanguine hopes are entartained for
its success in the real-estate market.

Baldwin & Hammond have undertaken
to sell the new village, or park, and they
believe that it will be *‘the’” country place.
The people of. B urlingame have the true
artistic spirit and are following out the
plans of the New England village im-
provement asso ciations in improving coun-
try roads and giving to nature some of
that human bea uty that distinguishes old-
country landscapes. On that account it
may be presumed that Burlingame Park
will in a tew yvears be an abject lesson to
other suburban villages around San Fran-
cisco.

The steen elimb between Devisadero and
Broderick streets, on Golden Gate avenue,
has proved too much for horses going to
Golden Gate Park, and as Devisadero
street mus: be abandonmed by horsemen
and wheelmen new routes are being ex-
ploitead daily.

The proposition made by the railroad
compapy to make a driveway of the ave-
nue as far wesc as Baker street is meeting
with strovg opposition from property-
owners on the avenue between Devisadero
and Baker streets. They claim truthfully
that a change of grade would ruin their
property, which is far above grade in most
places, A cut of twelve feet, a8 proposed,
would leave the land on the south side of
the avenue from twenty to twenty-five feet
above erade, and on the north side, be-
tween Baker and Broderick, fully seven-
tean feet in the air. Real-esitate men de-
clare it is not feasible when property
rights are taken into consideration

Tue aciion deciding on this driveway
was, perbaps, too hastily taken, as a better
route bas since been discovered. From a
comparison of official figures the grades on
this way are less than on Golaen Gate
avenue, between Steiner and Broderick
streets. Again, the unew route is covered
with bituminous pavement on every block.

This is along Fulton street, from Steiner
to Baker, and thence into the panhandie
entrance, The bheaviest grade is not 10
per cent. Incomparison the grades are as
follows: Fulton streer, betweeun Steiner
and Pierce, 36 feet; Golden Gate avenue,
34 feet; Fulton street, between ierce and
Scott, 34 eet; Golden Gate avenue, level;
Fulton street, batween Scott and Devisa-
dero, a fall of 30 feet; Goiden Gate ave-
nue, arise of 40 feet being the steepest
grade on either street. On the avenue be-
tween Devisadero and Broderick streets
the rise 18 30 feet, while on Fulton street
the block is level.

Fu!ton street can be reached from the
avenue by crossing on Steiner street for
twao blocks, the first of which has a rise of
tweniy-three feet to McAllister street and
;ne second block to Fulton only fifteen
eet,

The real - estate market is showing
healthy signs, and while actual transfers
are not so frequently made as in better
times, there are many small transactions
with some large ones recorded., Business
has a steadier tone and wou!d be brisk if
owners of property would weaken some on
prices.
