How he managed to put things
right does not matter. Neither do his sis-
ter’s remarks when he protested, plain-
tively: “Hang'it alll Her mouth quiv-
ered, 1 teli you. Ifelt as if I had struck
a baby!”

So the story retired into virtuous old age.

HARVEST SONGS.

Simple and Bright, They Are Full of
Sweet Harmony.

When the ricks are thatched, whefl the labor
money is pald, when the plow has turned up
the so1l carpeted with grass and stubble, and
the barvest inoon has risen and lived her short
but gloriously golden career, then comes the
harvest home and the barvest song. In Eng-
land we have the harvést sermon In the village
chuieh, the supver In the barn, interspersed
with many a jes:t and manv a song; and it is of
these same songs, so typical of rustie Iife, that
I am going to sveak. In thosecountries where
the vine is cuitivated there is no end to the
merriment which follows the anxious days of
moissonage. The fruit is gathered, the wine-
press trod, the viniage bouquets put together
and presented to the ludies counected with the
wine farm, and all the time there is a perfect
festival of song, simple and bright ana full of
harmony.

In Tuscany, in France, In Germany and In
Russia there are numbers of harvesting songs,
all more or less full of poetry and instinet with
charming melody; therefore we should like to
think that our own country is not far behind in
this matter of barvest singing, although the
gleanings are not associated with the romance
of the grape. Unfortunately, harvest suppers.
and harvest songs with thein, are dying out,
and the sooner we preserve any glamonr of
characiaristic bumor or pathos they may bave
owned the better,

As the sallors’ chanties were used to iighten
the Jabor of hauling and heaving before the
days of the steam-winch and the pateut cap-
stiau, so were the haivesters’ songs required to
help the reapers and the gleaners in the times
when the sickle had rot even given place to the
broaa hook, much less to the machine. The
harvest supper was always an occaslion for the
singing of good. old-fashioned songs, of which
each man had bis own r pertolre, which he
gave ualiringly year :«iter year. Such standard
works as “Joun Barleveern,” “Carrion Crow”
and **The Farmer’s Boy” are, or rather were,
an indispen-able part of the harvest-home
supper.—The Gentle-man’s Magazine.
