The Philadelphia to Sail
for San Francisco.

News About the Petrel in Chinese
Waters— Waiting for the Olym-

pia—Work Is Slack.

VaiiT^ejo, Dec. 16.— The Philadelphia will
leave these waters fur San I'rancisco Mouday
at 4r. 31. and go aowu to San Pablo Bay aud
remain over utglit. Ou Tuesday she willswlug
ship for compass deviations. Tills Is always
done prior to a ship leaving port (or sea. After
tins piece of maguetic work has been accom-
plished the flagship willproceed to S.in Fran-
cisco Bay and anchor, li la not known how
long she will remain theie. The crew willIssue
Invitations for their friend* to come on board
to wanes* an entertainment they have pre-
pared for their amusement. The cruiser Is In
good condition for a sea voyage, thougn as far
as can be learned no plan has been laid out for
Der imure movements.

The hanger was taken out of the drydock a
lew day* ago aud the Alert tias been taken in
lor th<- purpose of receiving a coat of paint.

The Mohican is about ready for sea, as is also
the IVnuington.

The United states steamship Petrel is at
Newehvy .ug, Chiua, where she arrived on the
7th of November, after a weeks' cold, disagree-
able pa»sage from Nagasaki, stopping one day
at Chef 00. en route, bluca her arrival theie
the crew h.ive been very busy preparing foralong winter at that place. All stores have
been sent 00 shore and placed in warehouse,
sails, running ringing, etc.. yards ana masts
h;tve Deen scut down aud the ship stripped 10 aglrtllng,just the same as if she was about to
he put out of commission aud going into rottenrow at Mara Island Navy yaid.

Two lighting tops have been constructed, oneon the fore and the other ou the mlzzen tops.
Hotchkiss 37 milinieter revolving cauuou
will be sent aloft, forward aud a Gatllng gun
aft, these to be used in case of mob violence in

ice bondage. The clocks are a novelty, asmany on the Petrel never saw anything like
tlieni before, and they never expect to again,
aud they aie well worthy of mention for the
information of those at Mare Island in the
habit of seeing the great stone drydock at that
place, in which a cruiser may so easily be
floated ivaud settled down on the blocks after
the water is pumped out. The dock was dug
out by an army of Chinamen, precisely th

-
same as a drydock before they are walled up.
A thin layer of earth or caisson is left at the
entrance to prevent the water coming in,and
after the proper depth is obtained ou the iustde
this earth In front is dug down as Catas they Ctn (to at low water, then when
all is ready at the next high tide, a full head of
steam is put on the ngines and ahead they <ro
at full speed, running through tne mud until
the ship is fairly Ihiouch. Shores are then put
up to keep the ship on an oven keel, t tie same
»a in a drydock, the snip restinir 011 the bottom.
As soon as secured the entrance Is tilled In with
mud and brush, the water is then |>umi>ed out
by naudybillys and the shin is then high aud
dry. Mats are then placed around the ship,
earth filled in around her nearly as high
as the berth deck air ports, the ship housed In
wltiibamboo poles and mats, and by this means
made as comfortable as possible inacllmu'e
where the communication with the outside
world by water li completely cut off for five
months in the year. Tin- river, comuletely
(rnzu over with ice four feet deep

The officers on all the ships at the navy-yard
seem to look more after the interests of their
crews, in the matter of seeing that they enjoy
themselves, than Inyears Kone by.

While
enioi infi the harbor at Honolulu she struck a
sunken reef, but no damage was done. It is
uuiier.stood that thy commanding officer of h r
lias requested the Navy Department to order a
court of inquiry to be held to ascertain where
die responsibility lies.
