MoOKELUMNE—A. F. G., North Branch, Oala-
veras County, Cal. A close search of all the
works on Calttornla aud of all the works on
the Inaians of the country failed to reveal the
meaning of the wora Mokelumne, the name of
a river and hill In this State. Mr. W. W. Elliott
of San Francisco, Mr. W. J. Davis of Sacra-
wento and Mr. J.C. Heyman of the same place,
who for years have devoted much time and at-
tention to Callfornia nomenclature, have sought
in vain for the meaning of the word. Mr. Duvis
sald: “I doubt if 1t can be ascertained. 1t is
undoubtedly an Indian nam=, that of a tribe of
Indians who lived on the banks of the river of
that name.” Fremont in his dalry of explora-
tion, under date of March 25, 1844, wrote,
after a reference to the Cosumnes River: “We
traveled for twenty-elght miles over the same
delightful country and halted in a beautiful
botiom at the ford of the Rio de los Mo-
Kelumnes, receiving it naume from another
Indian iribe living on the river.” Tinkbam in
bis history of the city of Stockton says: “*The
Mokelumue River, which forms the northwest
boundary of San Joaquin County, empties 1nto
the Sacramento River. The origin of this name
is doubtiul. A tribe of Indians th.t formerly |
lived npear the river were Known as
Mokelkos, and that may bave glven a name
to the river, The Spaolards had (hree ways
of writing the name Moquelomos, Moguelumne
and Mckelumuoe, The latter form s the ope
geuerally accepted.” In his guest for the mean-
ing of the name Mr. Heymaun discovered that
Mokelkos was the name of a llne of chilefs of
the Mee Woc family ol Indians, who inhabited
the State in the very early days. On one ocea-
sion be mel a descendant of 'he family and
asked blin about the name. The reply he re-
ceived was, “Mokelumue all same Mokelkos.”
“And what is the meaning of Mok+lkos?”
asked Mr, Heyman., To bis mteos: disappoint-
ment he received a reply that made him no
wiser than he was before. It was, *Mokelkos
all same Moxeiumne.” Mr. Elllotr, in his his-
tory of Fresno, says that Major J. D. Savage,
in 1851, mwade a repori of the number of Indi-
aps lo California, and in his report appears the
name of the trive of Mok lumue, In 1350 this
and other tribes united against the whites and
the whites pursued these Indians. A company
of volunteer soldiers me! au Indian, who told
them of a wondertul valley in whieh he aeclared
was the stronghold of those being pursued. The
soldiers were very anxious io see this place and
pushed ou ‘o the unkpown valley. This was In
Mareh, 1851, and when they reached the place
to which they were direcied they found tuem-
selves In the now famous Yosemlte Valley, and
they were told at that time that they were the
first white people who bad ever been In the vale
ley. This serap from Mr, Elliott’s history goes
to confirm the brlief that the river and the hiil
were named from the Moke!umne Indians.

MEDICAL COLLEGE—C. G. B., East Oakland,
Cal. 1o the announcement for 1895 of the Medl-
cal Department of the Unlversity of California
is set forth the following in regard to the ad-
mission of applicants: Students who present
certificales of having successiully passed the
examination for admlssion to the College of |
Letters or the College of Sclence of the Uni-
versily of California, or some olher recognized
university or collcgze, or applicants who present
divlomas or ceriificates of graduation from the
University of California or of some other recog-
nized university or college, from recognized
high schools or academies. or from a State nor-
mal sehool of Californla, or of any other State
or Territory, may be admitted without under-
golug an examination. Applicants who do not
present any such credentlals wlil be required
to pass a satisfactory examination in the sub-
jects embraced In a thorough Eunglhish edaca-
tion. A knowleage of puysies and elementary
Latin  will_ also be required. Students
deficient in Litin will be allowed one year to
make up the condition. Th examinations will
cover ihe following subjects: Arithmetie,
algebra, plane geomeury, Euglish, c1vil govern-
ment, unliversal hisiory, physics, ehemis-
try, bolany and Latin., The fees are:
Martrieniaiion f e (paid but once) §5, demon-
straror’s ticket for each of two years $10. fee
for each course of lectures $100, and giadnat-
Ing fee (paid but ouce, but not returnable) $25.
The candidate for the degree of medicine must
have attaioed the age of 21 years. He must
give salisfactory evidence of possessing a good
moral eharacter, which includes un xception-
able conduct while at the colicge. The faculiy
1eserves the right to rerininate the connection
of any student with the lustitution, at any time,
on the ground of what it may deem moral or
meuntal unfituess for the profession. He must
bave studied medicive for four full years, and
must have attenaded four regular courses of lec-
tures In separate gaiendar years, the last of
which must have becn that of the University of
California. He must have passed the required
examipations, writien and oral. He must have
pursucd the stuay of practiical anatomy during
at least two sessions, and must present certifi-
cates ol having dissected eveiy part of the
cadaver. He must have paid in full the college
fees, including tbe graduating fees,

BICYCLES IN THE PARK—A. W,, City. The
tollowing is the new law laid down by the
Board of Park Commissioners to regulate bi.
eyclers In Golden Gate Park. It was adopted
at a meeting peld on the 7th of December and
went into effect fifteen days lager:

Section 1. Bleycles, tricycles, velocipedes and
vehicles of similar characlter may be ridden or
driven over any and all the driveways In Golden
Gate Park aud on and over the boulevard or great
higaway, except the driveway around Stow Lake
and the driveway leadine up Strawberry Hill and
the carriage concourse adjacent 1o the concert
atation and the speed road. The exclusion from
the carriage concourse aforesaid 1s limited to the
afternoons of days when there is music at the
established concert station.

Sec. 2. All persous are prohibited from riding
or 4riving any bicycle. tricycie or velocipede, or
over auy of the lawns or footpaths in Golden Gate
Park, except s:id vehicles may be led over the
short walk leading from the Page-street entrance
to the south drive, and also over the walk leading
from the coruer of Fulton and Stanyan streets to
the North Ridge road.

Sec. 3. Not more than two bieycles, tricycles
or velocipedes going in the same direction ag the
same rate of speed shall be ridden sbreast,

Sec. 4. "All velicles named in this ordinance
must be driven in a siralchtaway course as nearly
&s possibie and must not run or be driven eross-
wise, curving to and fro. Wheelmen must con-
form to the customary rules of the road. In
meeting a vehicie golfug in the op posite airection
they must pass on the right-hand side. In passing
a vehicie going in the same direction they must
pass on the left hand side.

Sec. 5. Wheelmen may riae their machines on
the walk rucning along the south siae of the speed
track; also on the walk commenciug at or near
Thirty-fifth avenue If extended on the north
drive and terminating at about Forty-elghth ave-
pue if exteuded.

Sec. 6. On days on which music is played in
Concert Vallcy the speed of bicyeles on main
drive between flagstaffs and Sixth avenue shall be
Hlimited to six miles per hour.

Sec. 7. After sundown each aud every bieycle,
tricycle or velocipede, or vehicles of slinilar char.
acter, ridden or propelled In Golden Gate Park
shall carry a lizhted lantern or continuous ring-
ing bell. The bell must be of size to be heard at
least 150 feet distant.

FRANCO-PRUSSIAN WAR.—H., H., and others,
City. At the date of the declaration of war In
July, 1870, by France agalost Prussia, Na-
poieon found that instead of the grand army
which the officlal reports to!d hlim he could
have in the event of war, the active army num-
bered only 427.000 m-n; there were 87,000
regular reserves in addition and a further
force, chiefly on garrison duty, 015,700, Ger-

225,000 and the landwelr. From their active
forees the belligerents assembled their armies
as follows: France—Army of the Ruine; First
corps under MeMahon, near Strasburg; second,
General Frossard, toward the Prussian frop-
tier near St. Avold; third, Marshal Bazalue,
near Metz; fourth, General l:'AdmlrluIt,. near
Throuville; fifin, General Failly, Palativate
frontler, near Bitsche; seventh, General Douay
at Bellefort and, the reserves under Generals
Bourbakl and Canrobert at Nancy and Chalon.

MeMahon’s forces numbered 35,000 infantry,
38500 cavalry and 90 guns; Frossard’s, 26,250
inf.ntry, 2600 cavalry, 72 guos; Bazalne’s, the
same as McMahon; L’Admirault, the same as
Frossard; the command of Failly was equal Lo
that of Frossard. Canrobert, including the cav-
aliy reserve, had 35,000 Infantry, 9750 cavalry
and 126 guns. Douay bad a command similar
tothat of Failly. The Imperial Guard, which
formed pait of the reserve under Bourbaki,
numbered 16,650 infantry, 3600 cavalry ana
60 guns.

Tnhis brought the whole strength of the army
gathered for the defenss of the frontier to
246,650 Infaotry, 30,750 cavalry and 644 guns
—all that could be gathered out of the 400,000
supposed to belong to the army of France. The
Alrican (Algerian) army, about 50,000 men,
had been ordered to the front, but bad not ar-
rived at tbe 1ime these forces were assembled.

Germany—First army, General von Steinmetz
as right wing, near Treves; second, Prince
Frederick Charies in the Rbenish Palatinate,
pear Bitsche; third, Ciown Prince Firederick
on the Baden frontier from Mannheim to
Rasiadt.

Steinmetz’s forces numbered 50,000 infan.
try, 6600 cavalry, 192 guas, Tu force of
Prinee Frederick Charles was 190,000 infan-
try, 23,000 cavalry and 672 guns. Tne Crown
Prince had, iofantry 122,000, cavalry 10,900
and 576 guus.

Tois formed a grand total of 362,000 infan-
try, 40,5600 cavalry and 1440 guus. The North
German confederation, together with the armles
ol the alhed South German States, had a force
comprised as fgllows: Field army, 555,634
men and 1584 guns; reserves (Landwebhr),
201,207 men and 234 fieldpieces; garrison
Lroops, 192,450 men and 234 pieces of artil-
lery. Grand total, 949,291 men and 2052 guns.

CABLE-CARS—A. 8., City. A history of the
cable-car system gives the tollowing account of
early cable-cars: ‘*As understood at this time,
a cable railway 1s a line of steel ralls along
which carriages are drawn by a cable made ot
the best crucible steel wire. Twenty years ago
the only roads operated by cabls traction were
comparatively rude affalrs, for the most part
provided with chains or hempen ropes. These
tramways originated in England early In the
last century and were mainly used for the haul-
age of coal. The first English patent was issued
to William Chapman in 1808. 1he paient dis-
tinetly foreshadows the present system. An
endless rope passes around a frictlon-drum
revolving on a vertical axis at one end of the
line, and at the other end 18 a grooved wheel
around which runs the lower bight of the end-
less rope. 1n 1812 E. K. Chapman proposed to
streich a chaio along over the tramway and
provide each car with a friction-wheel turned
by a erank. The c¢haln was to be wound around
the wheel, and whben the crank was turned of
cours: the car would move. Then came di-
rect traction, by what was known as the ‘tail-
rope’ sysiem, by which the cars were atl:ched
1o a moving rope or chain which was wound
arounda a drum at the top of an Inciine, The
cars were drawn up loaded and descended

emply, elther by the force of gravity
alone or aldedby a tali-rope which was
attached to the main rope and was ounly

sirong enough 10 overcome the incrtia of the
descending train and cable., In 1834 William
Jalnes proposed (0 employ hollow ralls as re-
ceptacles for a moving ehain and to attach ear-
riages thereto. In 1846 E. W. Brandling de-
viscd a rudimentary g 1p, by which iwo boards
were closed upon a moving rope aud the car-
riage was hauled along. These three inventions
were of Engiish origin. Ion 1858 E. 8. gar-
dener, an Amerlcan, proposed to iuclose the
moving rope in a tunovel provided wiih fixed
sheaves and a s!ot along its length. 7The prob-
lemw of atiaching the cais to the rope is dis-
missed in bis cialm as immaterial, any mode of
connection being permissible. This appears to
be the garm of the present sysiem of cable
streel railioads.”

A greal wmany patents were issued for im-
provemeunts, but the one great difticulty was a
proper «rip Lo conuvect the car with tue moviog
rope. It was not uatil a grip puiley was in-
vented by andiew S, Halladie of San FKran-
cisco and patenied in 1870 that the problem
was solved. 1o 1873, iu the month of June, e
commenced buliding a road on Clay street,
from Kearny sireet west, and ou the 1lst of
August of that year il was put 1o operation.
This was the first passenger rallway operated
by means of an underground steel cable,

THE DoLLArR MAREK—L. P. C, City. J. E.
Norcross of Brookivn, N. Y., gives the tollow-
ing as the origin of the dollar mark (§) now in
common use io the Uniled States: “Before
the establishment of the United States each
province b . d its OwWn paper currency in pounds,
shillings and pence. The mertallic currency
was Spanish dollars. These dollars, from belng
of the value of eight reals, were called pieces
of eight, by which nameé De Foe writes of them
as appears from the following extract from
‘Robinson Crusoe’: ‘Asto my boat It was a
very good one, and that he saw, and told me he
would buy 1t of me for the ship’s use, and askea
me what I would have for I'. 1 told bim I
could not offer to make any oriee for the boat,
but left it eniirely to bim, upon whieh he told
me he would give me a note of hand to pav me
eighty pieces ot eight for It in Brazil.! Ac-
counts in the sonthern part of North America
were kept In dollars and reals, and as a dis-
tinguishing mark in the books a cauceled
figure of eight was used, or sometimes the eight
was pul between two slanting lines, thus /8/.
A period or full stop separated the digits repre-
senting the reais or 8’ from those represeniing
the Gollars. When the United States acopted
the dollar as the mouey unit it was found
convenient to contiocue the old mark in the
South and adopt it in the North. The present
symbol (§), therefore, Is this conventionalized
form of the old cane led figure 8 representing
the coins of elght reals.”

Two other origins have, however, been con-
tended for: The first traces them up to the
Mexican *“pillar aollar,” on the reverse of
which Is the representation of two pillars or
columns connected by ascroll. There is a rude
resemblancs o this to the present dollar mark,
The other theory is that the mark Is the union
of the cipital letters U and S, meaning Uunited
States. There is little uount, however, 1hat the
mark originated in the manner Mr. Norcross
points out.

SEPARATF PROPERTY—E. M. R, City. This
correspondent asks ithe following question,
which 1s of Interest to all married women:

1 am a married woman—since marriage have
purchased a plece of real estate with my separate
mouey, which property I have recorded in my
mauried name. Haive some more money, a gift
from & friend, and this money I want to invest in
other property, and have tne deed made out in
my married name. Can I hold that property 1ude-
pendent of any claim by mv busband ? Can he
elaim 1t a8 community property ?

Property purchased by a marrled woman
with her separate money Is her separate prop-
rriy. Money acquired by gift s separate
mon y. Property purchased with the separate
funds of the wife is not community property
ana cannot be successfully ciaimed by the hus-
band as his, Prior to March 19, 1889, prop-
erty conveyed to the wife by a.grant. bargain
aud sale deed for a money consideration ex-
pressed in the deed was prima facle presumed
1o be community propeity. (Moore vs. Joncs,
63 Cal., 12.)

In Viarch, 1889, an act was passed by viitue
of which property conveyed tothe wife by an
instrument In writing 1S now presumed to be
her separate property (Stats. 1889, page 328),
aud this presumption is conclusive tn favor of &
puichaser or jncumbrancer In good taith.
Under the act of March 3, 1893, husbands are
barred from commenciug after July 1, 1894,
any action to bave any real property acquired
by the wife prior to May 19, 1889, and con-
veyed by her, declared 10 be community prop-
erty (Stats. 1893, p, 71-73).

Ii follows from the foregoing, first, that the
coirespondent can hold the property independ-
ent of any claim by her husband, and, second,
that he cannot now claim It as community
property.

WEST POINT—E. L., City. Appolntments to
the Military Academy at West Poini are made
48 vacancles are created. There Is no fixed
time when such vacancies are to be filled.
Those who wish to enter the academy shouid
communicate with the Representative of the
Congression I district in which they live, and
when the time for examination comes they will
be notified. Tbe Represeniative whose turn it
is to fill a vacancy genrrally gives notice
through the public press in his aisiriet that at
a ceilain time a public competitive examination
will be heid, generally within the district, and
at such time the branches In which ihe appli-
cants are to be examined are aunounced. Some-
times Congressmen make appolntments with.
out a comuetitive examination. The Govern-
ment does not defray the cost of tranaportation
of successful candidates from home to the
academy. While in the academy the Govern-
ment furnishes elothing to cadets. An appll-
cant can also, by letter tothe Secretary of War,
ask 1o have his name registered for submission
Lo the prover Revresentative in Congress when
a vacancy shali oceur. The full name. date of
birth and rexidence of the applicant, with the
number of the Congressional district in which
be lives. must be furnished. The applicant
must be between 17 - nd 22 years of age, not
less than 5 feet tn height, physicaily fres from
deformity, and must be in good heaith. He
must be well versed in reading, writing, inelud-
ing orthography, arithmetic, must have a thor-
ough knowledge of the Euglish grammar, of
descriptive Reography, particularly of the
Uniied States, and must b= well versed in the

Broadway is 86 6-12; Califorola 1s 85
feet wide east of Kearny and 82 6-12 west of
Kearny. City Hall avenue, from Market street
to Park avenue, is 200 feet wide. North of
Market and east of Larkin, running north and
south, the streets are 68 9-12 feet wide, except
Powell, 66 9-12; Stockton, 66; Dupont, north
of Bush, 45 5-12; Dupont (Grant aveoue), from
Bush to Marker, 74 feet; Kearny, south of
Broadway 75 feet, north of Broadway 45 5-12;
Montgomery street, 62 5-12; Park avenue,
from MecAllister to Larkin, 80 feet.

STORAGE BATTERY—S. W, Oakland, Cal.
To make a storage battery cut out of thin
sheel-lead a number of plates, say 10 centi-
meters by 15 centimeters, baving on one end
aund side an ear 2 ceutimeters by 8. Cut out of
cotion flannel twice as manv rectangular pleces
14 by 20 centimeters. Make a thick paste out
of red lead aud sulphuiic acld and apply 1t
with a brush toeach $ide of each lead plate,
also to the nap side of the flannel, to a depth of
at lgast one millimeier. Then build up a bat-
t-r¥as follows: Lav down a piece of flanuel,
then one of lead, then one of flannel, tien a
plece of blotting-paper of the size of the flan-
uel, then a lead plate with the ear on the re-
verse side of the last plate, then flannel, and
soon. Aiways place the nap side ot the flannel
next to the lead, and be carelul to have as
mauny plates with the ear on one =ide as there
are plates with the ear on Lhe other, consecu-
tive plates baving thelr ears on opposiie sides.
When a sullicient number bhave been put in
place, bind them tog ther with a cord, strips of
thiu board being placed on i1he outsides. Wire
togetuer the ears forming the two poles and
place the plates in a glass vess-l contalning
diluted sulpburie aeid. To charge the battery
counneclt the poies to those of a strong battery
for an hour or so. Ou disconnecting ihe poles
and joining them to an eleciric motor, even
alter ihe lapse of several hours, a rapld motion
should be obtained. There are several other
meihods of making storage batteries on whlch
theie are pateuts., The formula for these the
Query Column is unable to furnish,

LUMBER ADRIFT—Gtorge, City. Whenever
any lumber darifis upon any island in avy of the
waters of this State, or upon the bank of any
such waters, the owner of the lumber may re-
move it on payment or tendering (o the owner
or occupant of the land the amouant of the dam-
ages which be has sustained by reason thereof
and which may accrue lo its removal; and if
the parties cannot agree as tothe amount of
such damages either pariy may have the same
appralsed by two disinteresied citizens of the
county, wbo may hear proofls and delermine
the same at the expense of the owner of the
lumber.

17 1he owner of the lumber does not claim it
within three mouths the owner or occupani of
the land must deliver a bill of bis charges and
appraisement of damages, together with the
fumber to the Sheriff of the county, who, If it is
pot claimed within a year, must dispose of the
same by public auction, pay out of the proceeds
the amount of salvage, which 1in no case must
exceed halt the value of the prop-riy, and turn
the balance, If there Is any after payiug all
necessary expenses, into (he State treasury.

THE TAMMANY TIGER—Subscriver, Irving-
ton, Alameda Couunly. Cal. The badge of the
Tammany Society of New York is the head of
atiger, having around its neck a blue-buckled
strap. Abourt the time of the exposure of the
Tweed ring, Bill Tweed. who was the chief of
the politie.l soclety pamed, Harper’'s Weekly
had an artist, who, taking his cue from the
badge of the association, represented Tam-

He
was boru_at Kirbey, Yorkshire, in 1515, and
died In London, Deeember 30. 1568. He was
tutor to Princess Elizabeth 1548-50 and Latin
secretary to Mary ana Elizabeth, 1553-68.
His chief works are ““1 oxophilus,” a trealise on
archery, 1545, and ‘‘The Schollmaster, a plaine
and perfite way of teachying ehildren Lo voder-
stand, write and speak In Latin tong.”
