HAVE NO PRIVATE RIGHTS.

When Men Ask Public Recognition
They Surrender Their Portraits.

In the United States Clreult Court, Boston,
Judge Coit presiding, a sult was brought by the
widow and ebildren of George H. Corliss, the
inventor and puilder of the Corliss engine, to
enjoin the defendants from publizbing and sell-
ing a blographical sketch of Mr. Corliss and
from printing and selling his picture In connee-
tion therewith. The bill did not allege that the
publication “contalned anything seandalous,
Itbelous or false, or that it affected any right of
property, but the relief prayed for was put on
the novel ground th.t the publicatlon 18 an
injury to the feelings of the plaintiffs and
agalpst their express prohibition.

Judge Colt decided that the plaintiffs had no
right to an injunction preveu'ing the publica.
wton of the biograpbical sketel, and the present
decision 18 on the photograph alone. The court
now says in part:

“While the right of a private individual to
prohibii the reproduction of his picture or pho-
tograph should be recognized aund ¢nforc-d,
this ngh' may be surrendered or d.dicated to
the public by the act of the Individual, just the
same as 4 private manuseript, book or paluting
becomes (when not protecied by copyright)
public property by the act of publication. The
distioetion in the case of a picture or photo-
graph lies, it seems 1o e, between publie and
private characters. A private individual
should b protected against the publication of
any portraiture of bimself; but wheére an ibdi-
vidual becomes a public cl'lnacter Lie case is
different. %

‘*A statesman, author, artist or inventor who
asks for and deslres jublic recoguition may be
said jo have surrendered this right to the pub-
lic. When any one obigins a pieiure or photo-
graph of such a person, and there isno breuach
of contract or violation of confidence io the
method by which 1t was oblaived, he has a
right to uce it, whether in a pewspaper,
magazine 6r book. It would be extending this
right o1 protection too far to say :hat the gen-
eral public can be probibited from knowing the
personal appearance of gr-at public eharacters,
Such characters may be said of their own voli-
tion to have gedicated Lo ihe publie the right of
any fair poriraitire of themselves. In (his
sense 1 cannot but regard Mr. Corliss as a pub-
lic map.”—Exchange.

NO HORSES REQUIRED

The Operation of an Electric
Carriage.

An lnvention Fulfilling Mother Ship~
ton’s Prophecy Badly Frightens
Superstitious Negroes.

KAnsAs City, Mo., Dec. 23.—A horse-
less carriage went skimming along the
smooth asphalt of Fourteen:h s'reet, in the
vicinity of Cherry street, to-day, fulfilling
Mother Shipton’s propbecy that *‘carriages
without horses shall run,” and terrifying
two negroes, who saw sparks and appar-
ently sulphurous flames issuing from
under it. 'The vehicle was an electric ear-
riage of Kanpsas City invention and manu-
facture and is the only one in the United
States, although similar ones are used in
the Old World. The invention is Dr. H.
C. Baker’s and was patented by himse!f
and J. H. Elberg, in whose carriage-shop,
in this city, the carriage was made.

F. 5. Patton had charge of the electri-
city on the trial trip last night and the
machine worked parfectlv. A speed of
eleven miles an hour was obtained.

The carriage is about the size of an
ordinary one. One seat. holding three
persons, faces the front, and another one
that will accomodate a similar number
faces to the rear. A storage battery com-
posed of five series of five cells each
furnishes & current of 674 ohms, and the
cells are arranged io three tiers beneath
the seats, The wheels are of wood, with
india-rubber cushions on the tires. The
rear whee!s, which are 3 feet 2 inches in
diameter, bave on their inner sides a cast-
iron flange 26 inches in diameter and 5
inches wide. Motion from the dynamo,
whieh is over the hind wheels’ axle, is
communicated to the flange by a rawhide
Iriction puliew revolving trom 600 to 1000
times a minate, and is capable of being
elevated or depressed at will by the driver,
by means of pedals, on which he places his
feet. The steering is done by a toothed
segment and pinion attached to the axle of
the fore wheels and handled by a steering-
post, manipulated by the driver with his
nands. The carriage can make quick, short
turns. The storage batteries will run the
machine about seven or eigbt hours. The
Kansas City invention weizhs about 2000
pounds, and is quicker and lighter than
the European coaches.

USED A SOLDERING=IRON,

An Arrested Man Almost Crushes a
Police Officer’s Head.

SACRAMENTO. Dec. 23.—Police Officer
Douglas had a narrow escape from being
killed to-night by a prisoner named Wil-
liam Goldapring, who had been arrested
for disorderly conduct. The man was in
charge of Officer Fisher, who was waiting
for the patrol wagon, when Douglas came
along. He spoke kindly to the prisoner,
and said be had hoped when the latter got
out of his last scrape he would be more
careful,

Goldspring, who 13 an itinerant tinker,
had by this time slipped a long soldering-
iron from beneath bis coat and deait
Douglas a blow on the head with it before
either he or Fisher what was coming, All
that saved Douglass from having his skull
crushed was his stiff hat, but he was badly
car.
