
SWEPT HER DECK LOAD.

The Schooner Ocean Spray Rons
Into Combers.

Harbor Commissioners Award an Im-
portant Piece of Ferry Slip Work

to R. Hunt .

The schooner Ocean Spray arrived from
Iversons Landing yesterday afternoon after
experiencing very severe weather. When
fifteen miles off Point Reyes she encoun-
tered a succession of combers which swept
her leckload of twenty-five cords of wood
overboard and gave the vessel a rough
ibaking up.

The customs officers went through the
crew of the steamer St. Paul yesterday and
discovered that the men had too many
cigars to please them; hence they took all
the cigars each man had but fifty.

The aggregate value of the seizure
amounted to $1100. The practice will be
continued on other steamers.
Itis reported that a ship's boat was found

on the Bolinas beach yesterday. It, was
painted white on the inside and outside,
except the gunwales.

Among the passengers on the steamer
Umatilla, which arrived from Puget Sound
ami Victoria yesterday, were the United
States Marshal and six prisoners from
Alaska.

The sailing of the steamer Australia has
been delayed until Monday next, as her
repairs willnot be completed until to-day,
and it willrequire Saturday and Sunday to
load her.

The State Board of Harbor Commis-
sioners opened a number of bids yesterday
for the construction of the car-ferry slip
at.the foot of Lombard street. Bids for
this work was once before rejected on the
ground that a combine existed and that the

ids were higher than the estimates made
by Chief Engineer Holmes. At that time
the lowest figure was s9Bß9.

There were seven bids yesterday, rang-
ing from $10,380 by the Pacific Bridge Com-
pany, to $8890 by K. Hunt. The latter
was awarded the contract.

Off Point Lobos and Point Eeyes the
wind raised from thirty-eight miles an
hour at 9 a.m. to sixty miles an hour at
1:30 p.m. Itcame from the south-south-
east and southwest at various times. This
gale had the effect of keeping many vessels
outside.

SPANISH SUGAR.
The Shipments Krom Manilla via Hong-

Kong to Be Taxed.

Considerable comment was made on the
floorof the Custom-house yesterday upon
the followingcircular, which was received
by Collector Wise a couple of days ago:

Washington, d. C, Jan. 11,1895.JCollector <\u25a0\u25a0 Customs, San Francisco, Cal.—Sir:
The department isauthoritatively informed that
under the laws of Spain a bounty is directly
paid on the export of sugar from that country,
when the exported sugar is the product of the
refining of sugars proceeding from its colonial
provinces and possessions; that the bounty i.**
equivalent to the tax which may have been
paid for the raw materials, plus 50 per cent,
and that in cases where no bounties are re-
ceived by the exporters official certificates to
that extent may be obtained.
In view of this information the department

is of opinion that sugars, the product of Spain
and her colonies, are subject, on importation
into the United States, to the additional duty
Of one-tenth of a cent per pound, under the
provisions of paragraph 182*^ of the act of
August 24, 189..
lou willbe governed accordingly. Respect-

Large quantities of raw sugar are sent

from Manilla to Hong-Kong, where it is
refined and then shipped to San Francisco.
The -principal importers are A. J. Branden-
stein and Parrott & Co., and they assert
that if the extra tenth of a cent a pound is
added they willnot bring in anymore stuff.
The Custom-house authorities are of the
opinion that sugar shipped from a Spanish
town to Hong-Kong and after beine refined
shipped to San Francisco is subject to
the extra duty. The brokers think differ-
,ently, so the matter willbe referred to the
Secretary of tbe Treasury.

THECONFISCATEDSEALERS.
Garter Will Act as Special Attorney for

the United States in Their Gases.
Charles A.Garter was sworn in as special

United States District Attorney by Judge
Morrow yesterday. He has been especially
retained io present the cases of the United
States against the confiscated sealing
schooners St. Paul, Alexander and Coqnit-
lam.- These -els were seized in Bering
Sea for poaching and were ordered confis-
cated by the United States District Court
Of Alaska. The owner** have appealed to
the I'nited States Circuit Court or Appeals,
and Mr. Garter willlook after the interests
Of the United States. His authority is
contained in the following telegram from
Attorney-General Olney: "Have appointed
you special United States Attorney in the
Alaska cases assigned to you while you
were District Attorney."

New York Markets.
New York,Jan. 17.— The volume of business

on the Stick Exchange to-day was extremely light,
but the tone ot speculation was decidedly firmer
and prices advanced steadily throughout the day

with onlyoccasional slightreactions. The strength
was remarkable view of the moderate buyingremarkable inview of tho moderate buying
and the absence of news which might Influence
speculative values. The firmness of American se-
curities on the London Stock Exchange was a
large factor In the upward movement here, and
there was good buying for tbe foreign accouut.

Less than 13,000'sbares of the granger stocks were
dealt lv,and the buying lv them was mainly to
cover short contracts, the bears being apparently
of the opinion tbat tbe passage of tbe pooling bill
is practically secured.

'1 he total sales of sugar stock were only 8100
shares and the fluctuations were confined within
a limit of 5'8 per ceut, with a net decline of

' _
per cent. Atchison stocks and bonds were given
a temporary activity by reason of the renewal of
tbe aiscusslon of the reorganization problem lv
London aud here, and traders seem to take a more
hopeful view of the situation, Judging by the
pretty good buying In these securities to-day,
which resulted in gain*all arouud. Tbe advance
lv the general list in the day's transactions
ranged from iB to _*-._,per cent, some few shares
show losses, the heaviest being 1 per cent iv
Cordage preferred.

The market closed strong. The transactions in
the bond market were characterized byconsid-
erable animation and strength. Tha Atchison is-
sues were the feature of tbe dealings, and on sales
or $301,000 tbe 4's sold up 1% to 07 and closed
within Vi of Ihe highest. The seconds, while less ac-
tive, also developed strength and Boldup iVB per
cent to '-o*/_, and retained the entire Improve-
ment. The Colorado Midland securities, which
are embraced in the Atchison system, also
