ALAMEDA ROADS.

They Are in Bad Condition and Need
Attention.

The roads in the southwestern part of
Alameda County in the neighborhood of
Alvarado are in a most dreadful condition.
Nearly, if not guite, $10,000 has been spent
this last summer in putting them in repair,
and hardly a vestage of the work remains.
As the 'sugar-mill and the new Oakland
Water Company’s works are both located
in or near Alvarado an immense amount
of heavy teaming for the past four months
had cut the roads up so badly that they
were in prime condition to be washed away
by the heavy floods which the continuous
storms of the past month have sent to the
busy little town. Alameda Creek which
is fed by a dozen or more good-sized tribu-
taries, flows from Niles Canyon through
the valley, having its outlet into the bay,
near Alvarado. The lowlands thereabonut
Aare as rich as any in the county, and have
been cultivated longer than any other in
the State. & ¥

The first wheatfields were sown way
back in 1846-7 and the first flourmill, now
fallen to decay, was built on the banks of
Alameda and the ambitious little town

The great body of water, which must
have an outlet, overflows its banks nearly
every winter and boats are quite a con-

The best of winter potatoes,
cnions and other vegetables are raised on
this river-bottom land, and no better land
can be found in the State for sugar-beets,
fully 2000 acres being planted yearly.

The value of the land taxed in this part
of the county amounts to many times the
hundred-thousand dollar mark, vet the
roads are yearly repaired, or remade—filled
in with "earth and a little gravel, to be
washed away again the coming season.

It has been estimated by those in a posi-
tion to know, that the amount of the road
tax paid for the past five yearsin thissection
would have been ample to have made a
substantial road, with culverts and proper
drainage that would be permanent. People
who own property in this section and who
must travel the roads, are becoming
thoroughly aroused at the mismanagement
of the Supervisors in this important par-
ticular. What can be thought of the fol-
lowing statement, published last week in
one of the county papers: That “without
the scratch of a pen” contracts for road
work have been let by the Supervisors of
this county for amounts as high as $6000.

The
loads of beets hauled to the mills under
contract this season have sometimes been
as much as ten or twelve tons, and the
width of the tire of the wagon four inches,
sometimes six inches.

{ sidered dirt cheap at the price, for, as the
| dealers pointed out, the disappointed-

| worth the money, their evident discom-
{ fiture being a good omen for the new year.
Oth two-bit gems, representing the
riumphs of heroes and demi-gods, also
augured a prosperous twelve months for
the purchasers.

Youthful Chinese, who were sent on
errands to the butchers’ and the bakers’,
lingered longer than usual to admire the
groves of flower-baskets that hung from
the ceilings of the various stores. They
were of the fearful and wonderful variety
of floral decorations that faithful Chinese
cooks are wont to overwhelm their Ameri-
can employers with, as souvenirs of the
joyous New Year’s tide.

White people never quite know what to
do with these floral presents. They feel
that they are lapsing into unesthetic bar-
barism when they hang the things upin
their drawing-rooms, and yet they do not
like to hurt their Chinaman's feelings by
putting the gorgeous flowers in the cellar
or hiding them in a dark corner of the
attic. To judge from the number of the
baskets hanging up in the Chinese stores
vesterday there are decorations over and
above those that will make Mongolian
homes beautiful in their owners’ eyes.

One of the outward and” visible signs of
approaching new year in Chinatown yes-
terday was that lilies, of the celestial
variety, were everywhere in evidence. Pots
| of them filled the windows, stood on the
doorsteps, and even lined the sidewalks
outside some of the stores. Another mark
| of the season was the festive cracker,
| which shone resplendant from the windows
of half the stores in the quarter.

The musicians were the hardest-worked
men in Chinatown yesterday. All day
long they made the welkin ring with the
wails of fiddles and the clashing of
cymbals, while they rehearsed the over-
tures and suites and symphonic poems
with which they propose to salute the
festive season which begins next Friday.

T0 CONTROL OUR AFFAIRS.

What the City’s New Charter Will
Guarantee.

Meeting of the Legislative Committee
of the Board of Frecholders
Yesterday.

A meeting of the legislative committee
of the Board of Freeholders was held in
the office of Attorney Clement yesterday
afternoon, with Freeholder Trueman as
chairman. :

The attention of the committee was
mainly devoted to the consideration of the
charter of 1887, which was defeated.

The idea is to overcome what appeared
to be the objectionable features in that in-
strument and substitute clauses that
would be acceptable to the electors of the
city generally.

The main idea is, as Stewart Menzies ex-
pressed it, to make the office of Mayor one
of. power and importance and yet under
proper restraint, and, furthermore, to make
the Board of Supervisors a legislative body
pure and simple.

In the report that this committee will
make to the general body for incorporation
into the new charter, the appointment of
all commissions will be vested in the
Mayor, and not the Governor as at present.
The Police Commission, the Board of
Health, the Park Commission and the
Board of Public Works, which latter body
the new charter creates, are all to be taken
out of the hands of the chief executive of
the State, to the end that the taxpayers of
this city may appoint to such offices the
people whom they pay for such service.

The Board of Supervisors will be the
local legislature, holding the purse strings,
but with no appointments whatever at its
disposal. Such appointments are to be
made by the various commissions and
boards, but the Supervisors will regulate
the number of appointees and the salaries
to be paid. This will relieve the board of
all personal interest in such matters and
conduce to a more economical system of
local government,

1t will be made an offense subject to im-
peachment fer a Supervisor to even solicit
an appointment.

“The fact is,”’ said Mr. Menzies after
the meeting, ‘‘the Governor has the power
now to meddle with our local affairs en-
tirely too much. The people simply de-
mand local self-government, which is of
paramount importance to us and entirely
in keeping with the institutions of the
country and the letter and spirit of our
laws.”

This committee has been meeting at 3
o'clock every afternoon, but their time is
so limited that it has been found necessary
for them to hold sessions every night for
the coming two weeks.
