PARDEE FOR MATOR AGAIN.

The Municipal League Is Now Talking
of Arper.

REFORMERS ARE FOR TOWLE OR DOW.

Alameda Property-Owners Stirred Up to
Wrath by the Encinal-Avenue
Assessment.

OaxrAND.—The city election will be held
in March, when a full line of officers will
be chosen, including eleven new Council-
men, but this event has been almost lost
sight of by reason of the approaching
charter amendment election.

For Mayor the names of Mayor Pardee,
the incumbent, George W. Reed, Council-
man Barstow, Councilman Capell, Coun-
cilman Towle, George W. Arper, John L.
Davie and M. D. Moody 'have been men-
tioned. In thecase of the present Mayor
it has been announced that he would not
again be a candidate, but some of his
friends say that Pardee would like the office
again if only long enough to ‘‘get in a lick”
at some of the members of the Board of
Public Works. The straight-out Repub-
licans are talking about George Reed, the
conservative Non-Partisans would vote for
Barstow, while the reformers would sup-
port Towle or Councilman Dow. The
mu_nicigal league is talking of Arper, and
while that gentleman says he is not seek-
ing a nomination, still if it came to him

roperly he would hardly refuse it. The
ea(iguers used every effort to elect Pardee,
and one of them said Yesterday that they
did not want him again, because he had
been p]aving railroad cards and had
“fooled’’ them. The statement that the
Mayor is a railroad man is indignantly
denied by his friends, and they call atten-
tion to his recent utterances in the public

prints.

For Councilman but few names have
thus far been mentioned outside of the in-
cumbents. It is stated that every mem-
ber of the Council would like to be re-
turned to his pesition for a vindication of
his actions if nothing more. In addition
| the name of T. J. Roberts of the A. R. U.
has been mentioned for the First Ward,
from which Henry Dalton was elected, but
whieh is now represented by Frank Mott,
the Mayor’s appointee. Mr. Mott would
not be adverse to succeeding himself.

For Auditor and Assessor, the incum-
| bent, R. W. Snow, it is stated, could suc-
ceed himself if he desired. The names of
Grant I. Taggart and ex-County Clerk
Crane have also been mentioned, the lat-
ter having announced himself as a seeker
for the place.

No name has yet been mentioned for
Treasurer Gilpin’s position.

Disclosures of Boogar’s Will.

When the will of the late Philip Boogar,
who was killed recently by his wife’s
father, is filed to-dair it will create a little
sensation, for it will develop the fact that
his name was not Boogar at all, bnt
Bucher. The will is a brief document,
signed ‘‘Philip Boogar,” but in it the tes-
tator states that though living thirty years
in Oakland under that name his true
name was Philip Bucher.

Bucher leaves all his J)ropert to his
brother Frank, who resides in St. Louis,
except $100 each to the children of
Mrs. Whittmore of Napa, the daughter
of his first wife's sister. The last wife,
with whom he had so much trouble, is
mentioned in the will only to the effect
that the testator refrains from leaving her
anything because all his property was
acquired before his marriage with her.

One of them, the prinecipal said, had
only taken the study to become a member
| of the school’s football team.

The subject has always created acri-
monious debate among the School Direc-
tors when introduced in the board, and
i seyeral directors have expressed them-
i selves as opposed to the idea of allowing
. all who desire to take up special subjects
for study. Most of the members are in
favor of granting special courses in cases
where the pug)il is considerably advanced
in years or where the parents are not ablc
to give their children a full course, but
they are o‘fppsed to allowing pupils who
have failed in certain lines to drop those
studies merely because of this failure.

BERKELEY.

At all events the ballot on the charter is
near at hand and the friends of better gov-
ernment are getting concerned lest the
apathy of the electorsin the eastern part
of town should give the wesiern section an
opportunity to defeat the adoption of the
cKartcr. There are several reasons for
thinking there will be opposition at the
West End. ’

The charter divides the town into seven
wards and the Trustees will be elected one
from each word. This will decrease the

ower of the West End in the town legisla-

ature, as 1t will then have but two of the
seven Trustees, whereas under the present
charter it has always been able to get at
least two and often three out of five Trus-
tees. Again the West End on general
principles usually is against whatever the
“gristocrats’” of the East End favor. To be.
sure the West End Improvement Club is
in favor of the charter in the main, but it
consists of only a few of the more pro-
gressive ones of the section.

The Good Government Club of East
Berkeley, which numbers over a hundred
of the most prominent citizens, will do
active missionary work to secure the pas-
sage of the charter. The main trouble is
the indifference of a large part of the cit-
izens of the east side. They are, in the
main, men whose business is in S8an Fran-
cisco. They never think it worth while to
be interested in local affairs, and usually
do not take the trouble to go to the polls.
1f the charter is in any danger of defeat it
is only because these men will not help to
express the opinion of the majority they
are a part of. The main work of the Goq&
Government Club will be to arouse this
element from its indifierence.

Discussed the Rates.

The Board of Trustees met as a commit-
tee of the whole Saturday evening to dis-
cuss the matter of adjusting the water
rates for the coming year. The rates must
be fixed during the month of February,
but cannot be fixed before that time. At-
torney Wagner, on behalf of the Alameda
Water Company, gave a statement of the
water rates of other towns, in which he
claimed that the rates in Berkeley were
lower than the average elsewhere in towns
of the same size.
