AFTER SIX YEARS IN EXILE.

Demonstrations of Joy Greet the
Noted Journalist.

Paris, Feb. 3.—M. Henri Rochefort,
editor-in-chief of the republican journal
L’Intransigeant, who returns to France
under the act of amnesty adopted last
week, after having been in exile since 1889,
arrived in Paris to-day. The staff of his
paper joined M. Rochefort at Amiens,
eighty-four miles north of Paris, wherea
crowd had gathered in the railway station
to welcome the well-known journalist.

M. Rochefort was heartily cheered. He
made a brief address without leaving the
train. The public was not allowed to enter
the Gare du Nord in this city, but on the
arrival of the train in which M. Rochefort
was traveling the pressure became so great
that the crowd broke down the barricades
and invaded the station, shouting ‘Vive
Rochefort!”

M. Rochefort and his friends had the ut-
most difficulty in reaching their carriages.
There were fully 50,000 persons gathered
about the station. The best of humor was
displayed, and frantic cheering indulged
in. Rochefort was much moved by the

husiasm. He bowed repeatedly from
his carriage in response to the salutes ex-
tended to him. The crowd was so dense

FINANCE COMES FIRNT.

Probable Legislation for the
Week in Congress.

ACTION ON APPROPRIATIONS.

Alabama Eleetions Will Also Have
an Inning.

HAWAIIAN QUESTIONS T0 BE REOPENED.

President (leveland Receives Mes ages
From Merchants Who Support His
Views on the Curreney.

WasHinGgToN, Feb. 8.—The Senate will
probably devote the week largely to dis-
cussion of the diplomatic and consular ap-
propriation bill and the greater number of
the speeches will be based upon the finan-
cial situation and the Senate amendment
for the construction of a cable to the
Hawaiian Islands, which will in all prob-
ability reopen the entire Hawaiian ques-
tion. The District of Columbia bill will be
disposed of Monday by agreement.

Senator Allen expects to address the
Senate on Tuesday on his resolution for
the investigation of the Alabama elections,
and it is possible the resolution may call
out other speeches. They are liable to be
cut short, however, by the calling up of the
diplomatic bill, with its Hawaiian amend-
ment and the possibility of many speeches
on the subject.

A contest is likely between the friends of
the bankruptcy, pooling and Territorial
bills for the time which may be available
when the appropriation bills and the Allen
resolutions are not under consideration,
but this will probably depend upon
whether the Democratic Steering Commit-
tee shall find itself able to agree upon a
recommendation. The supporters of the
bankruptey bill are still determined that it
shall hold its place, if possible, while the
supporters of the pooling bill are just as
eager to displace it if they find an oppor-
tunity. The probabilities are now, how-
ever, that but little, if any, time will be
given to either of these bills during the
week.

It is possible the Finance Committee
may bring in a report on some of the finan-
cial curreney bills before it on Tuesday,
and if it should do so the report may have
the effect of adding zest {to the debate on
this question. The latter half of the Sat-
urday session will be devoted to eulogies
on the late Senator Stockbridge.

The question of legislation for the relief
of the treasury will be again debated in
the House this week. The administration
financial bill introduced in connection with
the President’s special measure, as amend-
ed by the Committee on Banking and
Currency, will be called up on Tuesday,

and, according to the present programme, |

will be debated Tuesday, Wednesday and
Thursday. Itis not the present intention
to bring in a special order to close the
debate and bring the measure to a vote
when the bill is brought up, but to allow
the debate to run for a day or two before
bringing in the order.

To-morrow will be given to the Commit-
tee on Claims, which has been shut out by
the press of business for some time. The
remainder of the week will be devoted to
appropriation bills, of which the legisla-
tive, naval and general deficiency are yet
undisposed of.

SUPPORTED BY MERCHANTS.

An Indorsement of the President’s Views
on Finance.

WasHiNGTON, Feb. 3.—Upon inquiry of
Private Secretary Thurber at the White
House it is learned that the President has
received a very large number of telegrams
and letters from prominent citizens,
Chambers of Commerce and other trade
organizations in all parts of the country,
heartily indorsing the recommendations
contained in his recent message to Con-
gress and recognizing the necessity for im-
mediate action for the preservation of the
national credit and publie faith.

In a series of resolutions adopted on the
31st ult. the committee on trade of the
Norfolk and Portsmounth (Va.) Cotton Ex-
change says:

In the opinion of our merchants it is emi-
nently desirable in the close relations we bear
toward foreign countries that our standard of
value should be the same as other nations of
the first-class, both for the extension of com-
modities and for obtaining credit from older
nations on easy terms when desired, and we
heartily indorse the plans of the President
contained in his message and express the earn-
est hope that Congress will reduce them to
legal shape at the earliest possible moment.

From Louisville, Ky., comes a not less
emphatic expression voiced through a pub-
lic meeting held by the Board of Trade of
that city. It was there resolved that:

With an abiding faith in the ability of the
Government to meet all demands upon it we
call upon the Representativesin Congress to
sustain the President in his efforts to re-estab-

commercial circles and to fix our currency on
a stable foundation; that however varied the
forms of our currency there can be but one
standard of value, and that, by common con-
sent of nations, is gold; that thirty years after
the close of the war the Government should be-
gin the redemption of its promises to pay com-
monly called greenbacks, issued to carry
on the war; that the prevailing paralysis of
trade is due not to & lack of currency, but to a
lack of confidence, and that confidence cannot
be restored until it is formally declared by
Congress that our willingness to meet all obli-
gations is as great as our ability, and that this
is inexhaustible.

The Milwaukee Chamber of Commerce
urges the “immediate adoption of alaw
substantially embodying the recommenda-
tion made by the President in his special
message.”’

Boards of Trade and Chambers of Com-
merce in Baltimore, Cleveland, Boston and
many other cities join in substantially the
same sentiments. A veteran member of
the Union League Club of New York feels
no hesitation in asserting he voices the
sentiments of that organization when he
says the President’s message is strongly
and heartily approved.

A Michigan State Senator says: “The
public faith and honor must be main-
tained. Permit me to congratulate you
upon your recent message to Congress.”

A prominent Chicago microscopist says:
“I am only one of thousands who have
confidence in your courage and who are
waiting and hoping you will be neither
coerced nor coaxed into yielding to any
financial fallacies.”

These are the words of a prominent New
Yorker: “If Congress fails to act I can see
nothing but financial chaos in the near
future, followed by suffering and disaster
at home and shame abroad.”

From one of Chicago's most influential
citizens came these words: ‘I congratu-

late you on your message. You have
cleared the issue and indicated the only
right direction to pursue.”

Letters and telegrams of this sort have
been received at the White House liter-
ally by the hundreds and they seem to
indicate the feeling of the popular pulse in
every section of the land. A Detroit bank
president wires the words: “Your message
has a true ring and is timely, wise and fear-
less. I sincerely trust the better element
of both parties will give prompt support.”

One of Missouri’s most highly honored
citizens telegraphed as follows: ‘“Hearty
congratulations upon your able, timely
message. The St. Louis Merchants’ Ex-
change has most justly indorsed and
memorialized Congress to enact its recom-
mendations into law.”

Congressman Simpson Delivers Addresses
to the Workingmen.

Two of the Olympia’s Plates Must
Be Replaced.

Apothecary Flannigan Attempts Suicide
at Mare Island—News From the
Navy-Yard.

VarLeso, Feb. 3.—A gang of laborers
have been at work all during the past week
in scraping the hull of the cruiser Olympia
in thedrydock at the navy-yard. The star-
board side was completed Friday, and
painters commenced giving her a coat of
red lead, which will be followed with a
second coat, then by a coat of white zine
and lastly anti-fouling paint will be used.

One of the after plates near the rudder-
post on the starboard side was removed
Saturday afternoon, and will have to be re-
placed on account of its being so badly
pitted. Some of the pits were half way
through the plate, and had the cruiser re-
mained in the water another six months,
the holes would have been eaten entirely
through the hali-inch plate.

Another of the plates almost directly op-
posite on the port side is also eaten, but
not so badly. The pitting taking place in
these particular spots is said to be due to
the corrosive action of the salt water when
coming in contact with the propeller. To
obviate this trouble in the future
workmen are now engaged in putting zinc
sheets on the shaft-sleeve staysto draw
the corrosive action to it.

The stores are all ready to put on board
as soon as the cruiser goes out of the dock.
Most of the crew are now at the island, on
board of the receiving-ship Independence,
where the greater number will remain un-
til after the ship leaves the dock. They
will go on board each day and eat and
sleep on the ‘“‘guards.”” So far no intima-
tion has leaked out what duty she will first
be called upon to do after leaving the yard.

Thomas J. Flannigan, formerly an
apothecary in the service, having been dis-
charged from the receiving-ship Indepen-
dence by reason of expiration of service,
cut his throat this afternoon with a pen-
knife, though not severely. He was about
to reship Monday morning, but in a tem-
porary aberration of mind stuck the knife
into his neck on each side of his windpipe.
Physicians were summoned and they sewed
up the wound. He was taken at once to
the Naval Hospital for treatment. He has
been in the service for a great many years
as an apothecary.

The monitor Monterey will be at the
vard the coming week, and as soon as the
Olympia goes out of the dock, which will
be the latter part of the week or the first of
the week following, the monitor will be
taken in to be scraped and painted, that
being all the work required to be done to
her.

A trench is now being dug around the
head of the drydock, where the inner line
of piling is to be driven for holding the
ties for the road-bed for the twenty-foot
track, upon which the big forty-ton crane
is to be run. The driving of the piles was
commenced on Friday, and up to Saturday
afternoon some half dozen had been
driven. The piles are forty feet long, and
each pile requires about 250 blows before it
is driven home. There will be fully 700
piles to be driven before a sufficient founda-
tion is completed for the track.

KOHLER'S INSURANCE.

——

It Is Paid by the Equitable
Society.

FIFTY THOUSAND - DOLLARS.

Manager Ripley Hands a Big Check
to the Heirs,

THEY WERE AGREEABLY SURPRISED.

It Was Fvident That the Company Gave
No Attention to the Story of the
Merchant’s Suicide.

The death of Charles Kohler, the promi-
nent wine merchant, on New Year’s night
made no small stir in business circles, for
few men were better known among the
vine-growers and winemakers of Cali-
fornia.

Kohler died at Dr. Loryea's bath on
Sutter street from an overdose of mor-
phine taken, according to some, with sui-
cidal intent. Others said that he bad
been suffering for months with insomnia,
and that by taking an unusually large
quantity of the drug he had hoped to ob-
tain relief.

The coroner’s jury found that Kohler’s
death was accidental, and a report was at
once spread broadcast to the effect that the
jurors had been improperly influenced. It
was even said that the Grand Jury pro-
posed to investigate the case and learn
whether or not money had been used to

rocure a verdict at variance with the

acts.

The authors of these rumors gave them a
coloring of probability by poiniing to the
fact that Kohler was heavily insured. It
is well known that some life insurance
companies stipulate with their policy-
holders that no money will be paid in case
of suicide. Kohler was insured for $150,060
and it was hinted that the verdict of ac-
cidental death was the result of the machi-
nations of his heirs who feared that the
amount of the policy would not be paid if
a verdict of suicide was rendered.

What the effect of these hints and
rumors may have been in some quarters is
not known. but Mr. Kohler’s heirs have
an excellent reason for knowing that they
had no effect upon the Equitable Life As-
surance Society.

The deceased wine merchant was in-
sured in the Equitable for §50,000 and the
society sent Mr. Kohler's executor a check
for that amount on Saturday. With it went
the following self-explanatory letter:

Kohler & Frohling, Sen Francisco,
Cal —GENTLEMEN: It gives me pleasure to in-
form you that the proofs of the death of the late
Charles Kohler, insured with the Equitable
Life Assurance Society under policy 473,471
in the sum of $50,000, were received at
the home office of said society this morning,
and that I have been duly authorized by wire
to settle this claim with you as beneficiaries
under said polici'l.

Everybod
claimed them. Are you using your li
for the common good? This is the first
mark of the saintly character.
“*Another mark is the entire dependence
on God. The saint has no trust in him-
self. All his goodness is from God. Bun-
van said when the drunkard passed him,
‘There goes John Bunyan without the
grace of God.” The moment you hold dyour-
self aloof, pride yourself on your goodness,
and think you are better than others, you
fail to be a saint. When you look at the
ragged sort, or see the prostitute on the
street, you should say: ‘I should be the
same without God.” This must fill you
with intense sympathy. So the true saint
has always " had an enthusiasm for
humanity.”
