The Journal de Brazil, the Apostole, the
Gazetta da Tarde and the Gerrio de Tarde
have been publishing day after day lists of
insurgents said to have Dcen shot without
triiil. Among others they give the names
of some twenty sailors from the Uranus
and placed on their bulletin boards the
photographs of the principal ones, Charles
Beaman and others.

What must have been their feelings to
see the whole number, over twenty, "vic-
tims of the cowardly tyrant, dictator,
murderer,'' etc., march into the editorial-
rooms of the Journal da Brazil recently
and ask the chief editor, the clerical
monarchist, Dr. Fernando Mendes de Al-
meida, to take their names out of the dead
list and not to hang out their photographs,
as they were still alive? The list of the
summarily shot has been reduced by over
a hundred, but the number grows daily, as
•the facility of inventing names, occasions
and circumstances is immense.

Colonel Innocencio Serzedello Correa,
ex-Minister of Foreign Affairs, ex-Minister
of the Interior and ex-Minister of Finance
under Peixoto, who resigned at the same
time as Admiral de Mello, that is long
enough before the termination of Peixoto's
period to render them eligible, and who
fully expected to be either President or
Vice-President withDe Mello, has written
a long expression of the facts as seen
through the eyes of an unfortunate would-
be insurgent.

Serzedello takes three columns of the
Journal de Commercio to prove that he is
a much-injured man, a whole-souled
Republican and a victim of the dictator.
The truth of the business is that Serze-
dello, when Minister of the different port-
folios under Peixoto, was, together with
Admiral Mello and probably Silvena Mar-
tins as weli, arranging affairs so as to be
elected to the presidency, and they were
unscrupulous as to the means employed.
While he was still Minister he was making
love to the daughter of Silvena Martins,
who was almost openly raising a fund
(which amounted finally to 8000 cantos,
nearly $3,000,000) to begin the war in Rio
Grande.

A correspondent at Rio took to Serze-
dello a copy of the contract made by Sil-
vena Martins with George Boytons, who
afterward, pretended to blow up the Aquid-
aban, to furnish arms, ammunition and
other war material at Montevideo. Serze-
dello refused to read or even see the docu-
ment at all, alleging that Martins was a
great patriot and incapable of such a
traitorous act; that he was greatly ma-
ligned and that he was even then treating
with the Republican Government to aid in
the establishment of a true republic at Rio
Grande. And yet Silvena Martins was
openly boasting at Fecitas Hotel and other
places that he, and he alone, could man-
age the State, and itcould never be done
unless a parliamentary government were
established. Martins went to Montevideo
and Buenos Ayres.contracted withTaveres,
Sarabbia, Dinarte and others, and a war
began which will never cease as long as
Argentine and Uruguay assist in furnish-
ing arms, ammunition, horses, food and
men.

When Sarabbia passed the frontier an
Englishman, who had immense interests
on the Government side in Rio Grande
and Parana, received from his Entre Rios
branch house a telegram to the effect that
2000 men, well armed and equipped, had
passed the frontier and invaded Brazilian
territory. The Englishman confided this
telegram to the correspondent, and the
latter immediately called on Serzedello,
the Minister of the Treasury, who declared
the telegram false.

When informed of this the Englishman
had the telegram repeated. It came:
"Saraboia, Prestes and Dinarte invaded Rio
Grande three days ago with 2000 men well
armed, equipped and mounted."

When shown this telegram Serzedello
actually ordered the correspondent out,
saying: "No revolution is possible in
Brazil unless begun by the army. The
Government has no information of any
such movement and itwould be impossible
for this to Lappen yesterday, let alone
three days ago without our knowledge."

The result wa,s that the substance of the
telegram was published in the Gazetta de
Noticias and the fact was not acknowledged
by the Government until days afterward.
Serzedello and others of the cabinet tx&d
almost certainly willfully deceived the
President. Sivramento and other import-
int places were taken. Hundreds of Bra-
ilian soldiers were killed, captured and

scattered or compelled to enter the service
of the monarchy.

Mello and Serzedello remained in the
Cabinet until their plans were matured for
a. revolt of the navy and then they retired,
each one publishing a manifesto against
FJoriano.

AFFAIRS I.\ EGYPT.

Special Tribunal Created to Try Assail-
ants on English Sailors.

Caiho, Feb. 22.— A special Cabinet coun-
cil has just been held iiere to discuss the
Egyptian situation, the Khedive presiding.
Inasmuch as the agitation appears to have
been caused by the recent attack by the
Egyptians on the crew of the British
cruiser Scout it was decided to create a
special tribunal, which shall have jurisdic-
tion over the offenses of the natives against
the British soldiers, sailors and marines
stationed in Egypt. The tribunal is to
consist ofthe Minister of Justice, Ibrahim
Fuad Pasha, a native, as presiding Judge;
Sir John Scott, tne judicial adviser to the
Khedive, an Englishman, and two Eng-
lish Judges and one native Judge.

The trial, judgment and the carrying out
of the sentence, including the death pen-
alty, shall be summary and without ap-
peal. The tribunal can only be invoked
on the demand of Baron Cromer, the
British agent and Consul-General, and the
English general incommand of the British
forces in Egypt. After the Egyptian and
foreign Ministers have been notified, the
executive council willbe convened at the
beginning of the Ramadan, when the great
annual feast day occurs, to approve the
establishment ofthis tribunal. The promise
of the new court is regarded as an im-
portant concession by the English iiere,
and it is likely to intensify the French
agitation against the British influence in
Egypt.

TO PAY SUGARBOUNTIES.
Mr. Blackburn Introduces an

Amendment to the
Sundry Bill.

An Arrangement That Will
Greatly Please the South-

ern Planters.

Washington, Feb. 22.—Senator Black-
burn, on behalf of the Committee on Ap-
propriations, to-day introduced an amend-
ment to the sundry civilbiH to provide for
the payment of the full bounty on the
sugar produced in1893 and the payment of
eight-tenths of a cent per pound on the
product of 1894. The amendment for the
payment of the first-class claims carries an
appropriation of $238,289 and is as follows:

'"That there shall be paid by the Secre-
tary of the Treasury to those producers and
manufacturers of sugar in the United
States from maple sap, beets, sorghum or
raw sugarcane grown in the United States
who complied with the provisions of the
bounty laws, as contained in schedules of
;the tariff act of1890, a bounty of 2 cents a
pound on all sugar testing not less than 90
degrees by the polariscope, and 1% cents
per pound on all sugar testing less than DO
and not more than 80 degrees, manufac-
tured by them previous to the 28th of
August, 1894, and upon which no bounty
has previously been paid."

The provision for the payment of a part
of last year's bounty is that there shall be
paid to those producers who complied
with the McKinley bounty law by filing
application for license and the bonds re-
quired pribr to July 1, 1894, and who would
have been entitled to receive a license
bounty of eight-tenths of a cent a pound
on sugars actually manufactured and pro-
duced in the United States testing not less
than 80 degrees during the period of the
fiscal year ending June 30, 1895, comprised
in the period commencing August 28, 1894,

and ending June 30, 189.3, and for this pur-
pose $5,000,000 is appropriated.

No bounty is to be paid to any person
engaged in refining sugars which have
been imported into the United States or
produced in the United States upon which
the bounty herein provided for has already
been paid or applied for. The Commis-
sioner of Internal Revenue is empowered
to make regulations for the payment of the
bounty and to employ two revenue agents
inaddition to those already employed for
the transaction of the business.

CUTTISG DOWS OFFICES.

That of the Solicitor of Internal Revenue
Ftrst on the List.

Washington, Feb. 22.
—The departmental

joint commission, of which Dockery of
Missouri is the head, reported a recom-
mendation to abolish the office of Solicitor
of Internal Revenue in the Treasury
Department and to confer the duties of
that office on the Secretary of the Treasury.
The commission also submitted a report
upon proposed reforms in the matter of
the examination"of bonds of United States
officials. The report willlie over until the
next Congress, when Dockery proposes to
make itthe basis of a billeffecting changes
in the present system of bonding Govern-
ment officials. The commission also re-
ported a recommendation made by the
expert examiners, which, however, is not
indorsed by the commission, toabolish the
offices of receivers of land offices and sub-
stitute therefore special land inspectors.

OPPOSES THE
POOLING BILL

Pettigrew Upsets a Privaie.
\u25a0'.; Arrangement of

Senators.

\u25a0CONTINUOUS SESSION BARRED

Allowances for Indian Schools
to Be Gradually De-

creased.

Washington, Feb. 22.—As the session of
the Senate was about to close to-night Pet-
tigrew gave a decidedly interesting turn
to the otherwise tedious debate on the
•Indian appropriation bill. It has been
discussed for several days, and Call, in
charge of the measure, sought to secure an
agreement for a final vote to-morrow.
There were numerous objections, and
among them one from Pettigrew, which
was emphasized by the brief but pointed
statement he made. • \u25a0

Itwas in the nature of a disclosure that
a private arrangement had been reached
among the Senators whereby the pooling
bill would be taken up at 3 o'clock to-
morrow afternoon and held before the
Senate day and night and over Sunday
until passed.

The statement came so unexpectedly and
was the sequel tosuch active work through-
out the day by the friends of the pooling
billthat itcreated something of a sensa-
tion among the Senators and spectators.
Pettigrew added to his announcement that
he would take effective steps to defeat the
passage of the pooling billby objecting to
the disposal ofthe Indian appropriation bill
or other measure having precedence. The
contract school item of the Indian bill
was completed in such form as to provide
a 20 per cent reduction from the expendi-
tures of last year.

Morgan of Alabama spoke throughout
the afternoon in favor of a judicial system

for the Indian Territory, but his amend-
ment to that effect was finallyruled out
of order.

Rev. Mr. Milburn opened the session
with a fervent and eloquent prayer ex-
tolling the public and private virtues of
George Washington, who, he said, showed
a steadfast devotion to the interests . of his
country, subordinating his private wishes
and willto the good of the whole people.
Such a noble example might well enter
into the character of every American boy
and exalt our patriotism, making our na-
tional institutions the safeguard- of all so-
cial, religious and private institutions.

A bill was passed donating the con-
demned cannon to the State Soldiers' Home
at Rosebud ,Or.

Quay presented a memorial from the
Manufacturers' Club of Philadelphia
strongly urging that the cause of financial
distress was the assault on the American
protective system, and indignantly pro-
testing against the course of the President
in borrowing money from a foreign syndi-
cate. The memorial closed withan earnest
appeal to the Senators and members to so
adjust the tariff as to overcome the dis-
tress of the treasury.

Two House bills were passed amending
the articles of regulation of the navy. ?

A
spirited contest arose over the construction
of the bridge over the Delaware River at
Philadelphia. Itwas finallyagreed to take
a vote on the question to-morrow noon.

Qorman secured unanimous consent that
unobjected cases on the calendar should be
taken up at the night sessions next Tues-
day. The Indjan appropriation bill was
then taken up. The pending amendment
was that of Pettigrew of South Dakota, that
of the $1,104,350 appropriated for industrial
and day schools for Indians $715,000 shall
be used for contract schools, and that 20
per cent of thelatter shall be used inpur-
chasing such contract schools as may be
offered for sale.

A vote was taken on the amendment of
the Appropriation Committee striking out
the House provision that the Secretary of
the. Interior should reduce the expendi-
tures 20 per cent annually, so that at the
end of five years the entire expenditure for
sectarian Indian schools shall be at an end.
The Committee amendment was sustained
—ayes 41, noe3 23. The effect of this was to
do away with the House provision for the
gradual abandonment of the contract
schools during the next fiveyears. The Pet-
tigrew amendment was defeated —

ayes 13,
noes 36.

Lodge withdrew his amendment offered
last night, fixing three years as the limit
for the abandoning of the contract schools,
instead of five years. With the changes
made the provision for Indian schools
makes a reduction of 20 per cent from
the expenditures last year, but leaves
future Congresses to make such further re-
ductions as they see fit.

Morgan offered an amendment for the
establishment of United States courts in
the Indian Territory. He spoke of the
barbarous condition of affairs among the
five civilized tribes, where an armed ven-
detta existed.

Berry urged that a territorial form o*f
government was the best remedy for.the
evils existing in the Indian country. Train
robbery, lawlessness of all kinds and the
absorption of Indian lands by a few per-
sons constituted the main abuses. The
discussion of conditions in the Indian Ter-
ritory lasted throughout the afternoon.

Millsmade a point of order against Mor-
gan's amendment on the ground that it
was new rlegislation, and being submitted
to the Senate the amendment was declared
not inorder.

Call, incharge of> the Indian bill,sought
to have a time fixed for a final vote. There
were objections. "If this bill does not
pass to-day or early to-morrow," said
Call, "then some of jthe remaining large
appropriation bills willcertainly fail."

At this point:Pettigrew (R.) of South
Dakota came forward with a most em-
phatic objection. .

"Itis understood," said Pettigrew, "that
a plan is on foot to get this bill out of the
way and then to take up the pooling bill at
3 o'clock to-morrow and sit itout even over
Sunday. Iwant to say here and distinctly
that the plan willnot succeed ?if I.can
prevent it. And what is more, the pooling
billshall not become a lawifIcan do any-
thing to prevent it,especially it cannot be
passed on Sunday."

Pettigrew made his statement with the
evident consciousness that the Seriate rules
permitted the opposition of one man to be
very effective. ',This and the other objec-
tions prevented ? any time \u25a0 being fixed for
completing the Indian bill. v ;

Call was willing> to fix it at any time
before adjournment ;to-morrow night, but
Chandler objected; and then at 5:15o'clock
the Senate went into executive session and
ten minutes later adjourned. »?:

Moat 'Determined Opposition to the Pool-
ing,Jtill.

Washington, *Feb. ;22.—The Democratic

steering committee of the Senate, after
many postponements, held a meeting to-
day and decided to recommend to the Sen-
ate that Senator Butler should be permit-
ted to move at 3o'clock to-morrow, for the
consideration of the pooling bill, that this
billshould be continued as the unfinished
business until12 o'clock Monday, and ifit
should not be disposed of by that time it
should give place to other business. The
programme was immediately construed
into a decision to hold a Sunday session,
and this act was made the most of by those
Senators who oppose the bill.

The advocates of the bill did not admit
in so many words that their purpose in-
cluded a Sunday session, but they con-
fessed that if they should succeed in get-
ting the bill up they would use their
utmost endeavors to have itvoted upon
before the expiration of the time set for its
consideration, and as this time would in-
clude only about three hours of the Satur-
day session and one hour of the Monday
session, they would necessarily have very
limited time for the bill without either
night or a Sunday session.

When Butler, who, ag chairman of the
Interstate Commerce Committee has charge
of the bill, was asked what his purpose was
as to a Sunday session, he said he did not
want to be quoted as saying anything that
could be construed into a threat, and that
he would only say he would use his best
endeavors to get the bill before the Senate,
and that if he should succeed in that he
would continue his exertions in its behalf
until a vote could be reached. He felt con-
fident of the success of the bill in case a
vote could be reached and he believed a
clear majority would be shown on the vote
for consideration. While. Butler would
name no figures, it is understood other
friends of the billclaim that a final vote
would show two-thirds of the Senute in
favor of it. The opponents concede ifa
vote should be reached it would pass, but
they are determined in the declaration that
it shall not reach the point when the test
of its strength shall be made. The tactics
which they willpursue were foreshadowed
inPettigrew's brief speech in the Senate
just prior to adjournment to-night. The
feeling is such as to make it clear there
willbe a very sharp clash when the effort
is made to take the billup, and the indica-
tions are for a period of most decided par-!
liamentary sparring against the measure,
which will probably be led by Gorman on
the Democratic side and Chandler and Ald-

-rich among the Republicans.

SOLVEDBY BANKER ST. JOHN
How He Would Have Silver

Figure in Regard to
Finance.

Springer Says the Gotham Man
Should Practice What

He Preaches.

Washington, Feb. 22.—The following
correspondence, which explains itself, has
passed between William P. St. John, presi-
dent of the Mercantile National Bank of
New York, and Mr. Springer, chairman
of the Committee on Banking and Cur-
rency. The first is a letter addressed by
Mr. St. John to Mr.Springer, in which the
former says:

When before your honorable committee in
December Irecommended the redemption of
United States notes in gold, onlyat that time,
under conditions then of extraordinary weak-
ness in the treasury. Iadded that the United
States was then able to redeem greenbacks and
notes in silver and lauf»h at such consequences.
Under the profound conviction that the present
condition of the treasury reserve and liberal
accumulations of idle money in New York and
other money centers afford together a new op-
portunity to do safely,Iwrote to beg you to
ask the Secretary of the Treasury to exercise
•he option conferred upon him by the law to

redeem the United States notes in silver dol-
lars. The treasury reserve is now composed of
about tfIOJ.OOO.OOO gold and about $15,000,-
--000 of free silver.
If the Secretary will instruct the Treasurer

and uvery Assistant Treasurer of the United
•States to meet demands for the redemption of
United States and Treasury notes inStandard
silver only and continue this fora reasonable
time, the achievement willbe inall details and
in every respect a happy one, and no more
interest-bearing debt need to be created. On
the other hand, ifthe Secretary of the Treasury
stillneglects this opportunity the neglect may
prove one more just ground for fault-finding
with this admistration of public finance.

To this letter Mr. Springer replied:
In answer to your letter permit me to sayI

am under the profound conviction that the
present condition of the treasury reserve and
liberal accumulations of idle money in New
York afford together a new opportunity for
you to exercise the discretion conferred on you
by law to pay all checks at the bank of which
you are president in standard silver dollars.
Ifyou should pursue this course for a reason-
able time the achievement would be in all
details and in every respect a happy one. On
the other hand, if you should neglect this
opportunity the neglect may prove one more
ground for fault-finding with those financiers
who preach one doctrine and practice another.

SECURED APPROPRIATIONS.

Successful Mission of Vallejo Men to
Washington.

Washington, Feb. 22.

George J. Camp-
bell, president of the Vallejo Board of
Trade, and James Roney of that city, left
for home to-night, via New Orleans, much
pleased with the result of their efforts here.
With the assistance of Congressman Eng-
lish they were instrumental in securing
appropriations for the Mare Island yard
aggregating nearly $1,000,000.

The billfor a new drydock was to-day re-
ported favorably by the Senate committee.

To Prevent Collisions at Sea.
Washington, Feb. 22.—The House Mer-

chant Marine Committee has favorably re-
ported the Senate bill to postpone from
March 1, 1895, to a date to be fixed by
President Cleveland's proclamation, the
date for enforcing the revised international
regulations to prevent collisions at sea.
This postponement is occasioned by the
recent withdrawal of Great Britain and
other nations of their assent to March 1.

Expenses of the Government
in Preserving Order

Must Be Paid.

CLEVELAND'S ACTS UPHELD.

One Interesting Debate in the

House on the Deficiency

Bill.

Washington, Feb. 22.
—

The House de"
voted Washington's birthday to the fur-
ther consideration of the general deficiency
bill. Most of the time was spent in the
discussion of questions of a minor import-
ance leading to extra compensation for
employes of the House, and no amend-
ments of any moment were adopted. Just
before adjournment the Senate resolution
to postpone the time when the new regu-
lations to prevent collisions at sea should
go into force passed.

The House then went into committee of
trfe whole and resumed consideration of
the general deficiency appropriation bill.
When the paragraph relating to the elev-
enth census was reached, Hepburn wanted
to know when the reports of the last census
were to be published. Five years had
elapsed, he said, and yet but two of the
twenty-six volumes had reached the pub-
lic.

Breckinridge, in charge of the bill,re-
plied that all the material would be in the
hands of the printer by March 1, and the
volumes would be published thereafter as
rapidly as possible.

Livingston (D.) of Georgia moved to
strike out the appropriation of $120,000 for
United States marshal fees. Itprecipitated
some discussion.

Boatner criticized the appropriation on
the ground that no specific claims of these
fees had been furnished.

Cannon (R.) of Illinois defended the ap-
propriation. A lafge portion of the sum
was to pay deputy marshals who were in
Chicago on the occasion of the riots there a
year ago. The amount of these fees could
only be estimated, for, he said, vouchers
were not transmitted to the Department
of Justice until they were paid.

On motion of Boatner a provision was
added to the paragraph requiring the At-
torney-General to report to Congress a list
of the persons to whom this money should
be paid and the amounts paid each.

Gradually the discussion drifted into the
question of the Government taking a hand
in the suppression of the strike. Breckin-
ridge expressed his apprehension that the
doors were opening too wide when great
corporations were allowed to go into the.
courts and secure protection for their prop-
erty at great expense to the Government.

Henderson (R.) of lowa, in an eloquent
response, called attention to the resolution
passed by Congress after the President had
sent troops to Chicago commending his ac-
tion. The Government, said he, must
afford protection to interstate commerce
and it must enforce the mandates of the
courts. v

"Iam glad," said he, "to live ina coun-
try where the executive met his duty, as
Mr. Cleveland did, manfully and cour-
ageously, and where Congress with one
voice indorsed bis action.

"The storm has now blown over," he
continued, "and the men who took their
lives in their hands, who responded to the
call of the law and helped to execute it,
should have their pay. Most of them are
poor. Now, when the trouble is passed,
can we afford to haggle and growl about
paying them their due? Shame UDon Con-
gress ifit fails to do its duty."

Livingston argued that it was not a
question of refusing to pay the honest
obligations of the Government, but it was
claimed that much of this appropriation
would illegally go to deputy marshals who
were illegally engaged in protecting pri-
vate property which should have been pro-
tected at the expense of the cityof Chicago.
Livingston finally withdrew his motion to
strike out the appropriation.

Livingston offered an amendment to pay
C. B.Payne, Charles Morgan, M.C. Mor-
decai and the Southern Steamship Com-
pany $12,510 for mail service rendered some
years ago. The amendment went over
temporarily, as did one offered by Tracey
(I).) of New York to pay the employes of
the House and Senate an extra month's
pay.

An amendment to pay the widow of
Thomas McCoy of St. Paul, the late consul-
general at Liberia, $2000, was agreed to.

Terry (D.) of Arkansas 'offered an
amendment to pay Jason Blackburn of
LittleRock. Ark.,a member of the Fortieth
Congress, from Louisiana, $17,700, the
balance of salary due him.

The chairman of the committee on the
whole (Tarsney) ruled the amendment
out of order. Without completing the
consideration of the bill the committee
rose.

A billwas passed to amend an act grant-
ing a right of way through the Indian
Territory to the Kansas and Gulf Railway
Company ;also, on motion of Tracey, the
Senate bill to postpone the time for the
enforcement of the new regulations to pre-
vent collisions at sea.

THAT HAD REPAIR WORK.

Information About It JV'ot Received at
Washington.

Washington, Feb. 22.—1t is positively
denied at the Navy Department that any
report had been received from Admiral
Beardslee, commanding the Pacific station,
and now at Honolulu, condemning the
character of the work at the Mare Island
Navy-yard, or that Secretary Herbert has
ordered an investigation of affairs at the
navy-yard. Itis also said that, so far as
the department is informed, the work done
in that yard is fully up to the standard
elsewhere. Touching the report that the
Philadelphia's starboard engines broke
down on the trip to Honolulu, the Secre-
tary himself has stated that Admiral
Beardslee's report made no mention of
any such mishap, but attributed the delay
inthe passage mainly to inferior coal.

As for the Boston, which is also cited as !
an example of bad work, it is said the ves-
sel has been lying at the Mare Island
navy-yard for months out of commission,
although ready for service and in good
order. She simply lacks men to make up
a crew.

The Bcnnington is being held at Aca-
pulco, according to Admiral Ramsay, chief
of the Navigation Bureau, not because she
isnot in perfect order, but because this is a
convenient port at which a vessel may be
ordered at short notice to proceed either to

South or Central America or to cross the
Pacific. As for the Yorktown, which is
said to be suffering from leaky boilers,
itis said that this is probably true, but itis
not inany sense a reflection upon the char-
acter of the Mare Island work that the
tubes should leak after the vessel crossed
the Pacific and had been in haM service on
foreign coasts.

SILVER MEX IX COXFEREXCE.

They May Place a Xational Ticket in the
Field.

Washington, Feb. 22.— A number of
representatives of the American Bimetal-
lic League met here to-day for conference
at the league headquarters. Among those
present were General A. J. Warner, presi-
dent of the league ;Representatives New-
lands of Nevada and Sibley of Pennsyl-
vania. The greatest secrecy was main-
tained as to the conference.

General Warner, however, said that they
had coTne together to talk over the situa-
tion and nothing more. For the la.st few
days, however, a rumor has been in
circulation here to the effect that certain
silver men were formulating a plan which,
if carried out, would result in placing a
national silver ticket in tb,e field for the
next national campaign. Itisnot believed,
however, that the plan has as yet taken
any definite shape.

Senators Teller and Wolcott and a num-
ber of others active in the cause of silver
inCongress were not present at to-day's
meeting. .

InFavor of the Democrat.
Washington, Feb. 22.—The Honse Klec-

tion Committee to-day, by a vote of 7 to
4, decided the contest for the seat of the
Fourth District of .Virginia in favor of
Epes, the Democrat, who holds the seat,
rejecting the claims of Goode, who ran on
a fusion ticket.

ALL CLAIMS MUST BE MET.
Secretary Gresham and the

Bering Sea Seal
Awards.

IfCongress Fails to Acta Treaty

WillBe Sent to the
Senate.

Washington, Feb. 22.—Secretary Gres-
ham has decided that he will make no fur-
ther effort to induce Congress to pass, the
billappropriating $425,000 to pay damages
sustained by British sealing vessels seized
by our naval ships and revenue cutters in
Bering Sea before the making of the modus
vivendi. Ifthe bill fails now then he will
proceed immediately to draw up a treaty
for submission to the Senate, creating an
arbitration committee to adjust the claims.

The United States will have no other
course open than this, for we would be dis-
honored among nations ifwe failed tocarry
out the obligations imposed upon us by
our voluntary act insubmittinethe sealing
question to the Paris arbitration.

The Paris arbitration tribunal ruled out j
all claims for consequential damages, and ;
allowed claims only when the vessels had ;
actually been seized, and where the crews j
had been imprisoned. Even on this basis j
the claims amount to nearly a million dol- i
lars. Besides there were about two score \
men, officers and crews of the seized yes- j
sels who suffered imprisonment, and their i
claims were compromised for about $IS,OOO !
by the agreement made by Gresham.

The Secretary believes if all these claims <

are submitted to a committee for adjust- j
ment the United States will fare much !
worse than under the terms of the pending
bill.

STRANGE TACTICS
OF THE PRESIDENT.

Trying to Prevent Legisla-

tion by Peculiar
Threats.

SORE ON HAWAIIANMATTERS

Ifan Extra Session ofCongress

Is Held It WillCause
Investigation.

Washington. Feb. 22.— President Cleve-
land is said to believe that the Republicans
are greatly alarmed at the prospect of an
extra session of Congress. lie is therefore
trying to play this to prevent legislation
on appropriation bills which do not meet
with his approval. In addition to the
threat made through some of his friends
that he would veto the sundry civil bill if
itcontains any legislation which willre-
strict the issuance of bonds, a similar
threat is being used to defeat the Hawaiian
cable amendment in the consular and dip-
lomatic bill. The President is more sen-
sitive about his Hawaiian policy than any
other matter.

The adoption of the cable amendment by
!the Senate, it is said, caused him a good
jdeal of irritation, and he is now using all
his influence to prevent the acceptance of
the amendment by the House. The Demo-
crats have been given to understand that
the President would regard a support of

J this amendment as anact of unfriendliness
Itoward the administration. Those Demo-
jcrats who voted in the House in favor of
jconcurring in the amendment did so with,
a knowledge that they were guilty of a
great offense to Mr. Cleveland. Many a^e

Irestrained from a natural inclination toj yield to the Senate by a certainty that
j their doing so would put them indisfavor
lat the White House. The opposition of
iMr.Cleveland to the cable project is fur-

ther enforced by a very strong intimation
that ifthe amendment is retained he will
not approve the bill. Whether he will

| actually go this far may be doubted, but
jthe threat is being used with the idea of
| compelling the Senate to yield and permit
I the amendment to be stricken out incon-

ference.
Mr. Cleveland appears to exaggerate

the terror which the threat of an extra
| session has for the Republicans. While
| generally they would prefer not to be

called back to Washington between ses-
sions, itdoes not appear that they would
be willingto make any considerable sacri-

j rice to avoidit,and there are a few who
would actually like to have an extra ses-
sion called. Mr. Cleveland has much more

| to fear from an extra session than have the
iRepublicans.

Itwould be an inconvenience and an an-
;noyance to Congress to meet in the spring
j or early summer, but their plans are too
Iwell laid for them to fear being drawn
iinto any perplexing political question.

\u25a0 The session will,if called, be much more
Iannoying to Mr. Cleveland. One of the
j first steps which would be taken by the
iRepublican House and anti-administration
iSenate would be to begin an investigation
| into the alleged shortcomings and blun-
i derings of the administration.

Several very active Republican Senators
are eager for an opportunity to disclose,
through an investigation, step by step, all

j the details of the items of the administra-
] tion policy, an imperfect knowledge of
> which has excited general criticism. Mr.
