SHEEHAN AND WATT EXPECT TO
BE SUED BY THE UNLUCKY
DEPQSITORS.

RETRIBUTION IS AT HAND.

P

THE Case WILL BE -CONTESTED
AND INTERESTING DEVELOP-
MENTS ARE EXPECTED. .

John F. Sheehan, manager of the Peo-
ple’s Home Savings Bank, and his attor-
ney, James Alva Watt, were not in the
best of spirits yesterday. Mr. Sheehan
had very little to say for himself, and Mr.
Watt was so disgusted with the unex-
pected turn affairs had taken that he went
home and all callers were informed that he
was sick.

The decision of the Attorney-General,
published yesterday, was no surprise to
Messrs. Watt and Sheehan. They knew
it was coming, but such a long time had
elapsed since the request for an opinion
had been sent by the Bank Commissioners
that they had begun to console themselves
with the hope that the matter had been
dropped.

Commissioners Kilburn, Fuller and
Magee were not resting easy however.
They were of the opinion that Mr. Sheehan
had drawn his salary without warrant of
law, and, having the interests of the Peo-
ple’s Home Savings Bank at heart, they
wanted to see matters set straight. The
opinion of the Attorney-General was there-
fore asked, and now that the authority of
the commission has been defined some in-
teresting developments are expected.

*If the court orders me to refund the
salary I have drawn that will settle the
matter,” said Mr. Sheehan when spoken
to about the affair. “If the depositors
bring suit, why, of course I’ll defend my-
self, as I think I was entitled to every cent
I got. T was the sole responsible party in
connection with the management of the
bank, and I had to give over $200,000 in
bonds while acting as receiver. While act-
ing as such I was responsible to the credi-
tors for the management of the bank, and
my friends were confident that I would get
at least $300 a month out of the situation.

“When the board of directors took action
they unanimously allowed me a $500 a
month salary. Attorney-General Fitzger-
ald holds that the board had no authority
to make such an allowance and I suppose
the matter will be tested in court. I fairly
earned the money and I don't propose to
give up a cent of it unless I am compelled
to do so. Ihad to handle a million and a
quarter of assets, and I think I earned my
salary.”

“We received the decision of Attorney-
General Fitzgerald this morning,” said
Commissioner Kilburn when talking about
the matter. *“Colonel Fuller, Judge Magee
and myself had arrived at practically the
the same opinion, so I for one was not
suprised when I read the CALL before leav-
ing for my office.

“‘As far as Attorney Watt is concerned
we can do nothing, and as to Mr. Sheehan
the depositors and stockholders will have
to be the first to take action.
~“While the Attorney-General says that
the ex-receiver and present manager has
been drawing his salary in an illegal man-
ner, he does not say that we have the
power to rectify the mistake. That matter
rests with the depositors and stockhold-
ers.”

The depositors have no love for Messrs.
Sheehan and Watt. Many of them have
assigned their interests o the Union Trust
Company, and that institution would be
¢lad to see some one else in Mr. Sheehan’s
shoes.

Yesterday dozens of impatient de-
positors were calling upon the Bank Com-
missioners to ascertain what stel’m could
be taken to make Messrs. Sheehan and
Watt refund a portion of the salary they
had drawn. When the status of the case
was explained to them they one and all
avowed their determination to force the
matter to an issue. With over $2000 apiece
at issue it is no wonder Messrs. Sheehan
and Watt were feeling sad.

THEY WANT TOCAL CONTROL

WHAT CITIZENS TOLD THE SAN
FRANCISCO DELEGATION
YESTERDAY.

PowEeRs’ BILL To ENLARGE THE
SCOPE OF THE GRAND JURY
APPROVED.

A committee of the Grand Jury and a
deputation from the Board of Trade waited
on the San Francisco delegation to the
Legislature at the office of its chairman,
Frank H. Powers, yesterday morning.
Rev. Mr. Filben, representing the Civic
Federation, was also present. The object
of the gathering was to convey to the dele-
gation the wishes of the bodies repre-
sented.

The repeal of the fee bill was opposed by
the Board of Trade and Grand Jury, on the
ground that the bill had already saved the
taxpayers many thousands of dollars, and
that the only objectionable feature would
be eliminated by the passage of a supple-
mental bill authorizing the appointment
of three extra deputies for the County
Treasurer.

The.Grand Jur{ wanted a bill introduced
which would make it a felony for any one
not regularly authorized to do so to act as
an election officer. This would prevent
jobbers from getting control of the returns
when the election officers can be induced
to retire.

They are also in favor of a constitu-
tional amendment to allow San Francisco
to control all its local affairs.

Powers’ bill to enlarge the powers of
grand juries to enable them to undertake
the work for which the expensive Legisla-
tive Commission is asked met with uni-
versal commendation as a remedy for the
many ills the municipal body is heir to.
When the Rev. Mr. Filben arrived he
joined the chorus. Through its secrecy,

e said, the Grand Jury was too often
made a whitewashing body. Were the
meetings open for the newspapers this
would not be possible. He cited the fail-
ure to do anything in the Fell-street sewer
matter as an instance of how men were
sometimes “got on’’ the Grand Jury, be-
cause it was known certain “jobs” were to
be investigated.

Vincinia, Nev., Feb. 22.—Following are

RUGENE KELLYS ESTATE

A CoPY OF His WILL FILED
IN NEW YORK PRESENTED
HERE FOR PROBATE.

He REMEMBERS EVERY ONE OF
His RELATIVES AND ALL OF
His TRUSTED SERVANTS.

A certified copy of the will of Eugene
Kelly, who died in New York recently,
was filed for probate yesterday in the Su-
perior Court of this city. Kelly was a well-
known banker of New York and was a
member of the banking firm of Donohoe
& Kelly of this city.

The will gives to his wife Margaret
Kelly property enough to secure an
income of $25,000 a year. To each of
the eight children of his daughter Eu-
genia Beales he left $25,000 and to various
relatives in different . parts of the country
he left ].\'gacies varying from $10,000 to
$30,000. Nor were his servants forgotten,
for among the items of the will are three
bequests of $4000 each to faithful servants,
two of $1000 each, and an order that $2000
be given to every one who at the time of
his death had been five years in his ser-
vice.

Another of his bequests was one of $110.000
which was left in trust to Archbishop Cor-
rigan and others to distribute $10,000
apiece toneedy Catholicand Hebrew chari-
table institutions. The remainder of the
estate is left in equal parts to his four chil-
dred, Eugenia Beales, Eugene Kelly Jr.,
Edward Kelly and Thomas H. Kelly, and
to his wife, in addition to her former leg-
acy.

To his old partner, Joseph Donohoe, he
left nothing but this tribute of esteem: I
desire to record in this solemn instrument
the expression of my respect and esteem
for my friend, Joseph Donohoe of San
Francisco, and the honor in which for
many years past I have beld him. During
our long association his upright and manly
character lras been ever the same, and has
so endeared him to me that 1 could not. rest
satisfied without giving utterance to this
testimonial. His ample fortune would
make it idle for me to attest my feelings to-
ward him by any legacy, but I trust that he
may receive from my wife some personal
articles of mine which’will remain to him a
reminder of his friend’s affection.”

Every one is charged 5 cents, whether he
brings his own towel or uses the towel fur-
nished him, and for each extra towel he pays
the same amount. No comb or brush is fur-
nished. There is no shower-bath, and bathers
are liable to contract colds when coming out.

“The bathing hours are inconvenient. On
week days they are open from 1 to7 p. M., Sat-
urdays from 1 to 8 . M. and Sundays from 7 to
10 A. M. The hours are too short, and many
people have to wait their turn and sometimes
miss a bath, for there are only forty rooms in
the establishment. 1 tell you, radical changes
are needed in the Lick Free Baths.”
