"Where Once the Buffalo Roamed" Is Now

Formed Into Provinces.

Not long eince a great American
writer, In an article on the "“"Wheat
supply of Europe and Ameriea,” made
the statement that to the north of the
international boundary line there was
only a narrow fringe of land capable
of producing wheat. Another wrlter,
replylng to this, sald that wheat could
be suecossfully grown at Fort Simp-
son, a Hudson Bay Company’s post at
the junction of the Liard and Macken-
zle rivers. Fort Simpson Is at lati-
tude 62 degrees north, and s as far
northwest of Winnipeg na that city 1a
northwest of New York city. It is
possible not only to ralse wheat at
Fort Simpson, and of a better quality
than s grown [n any other country,
but at a point milea further north rye
and oals are grown, whilst two hun-
dred miles still further north barley
and potatoes are successfully pro-
duced. Nor Is thls very extraordinary,
as will appear further on in this ar-
ticle,

To properly appreclate the enor-
mous extent of this territory, four
hundred miles north and south and
nine hundred miles enst and west and
embracing a narea of 360,000 square
miles, let us state that If we draw a
line from the northern boundary of
Pennsylvania to the southern line of
West Virginla, passing through Har-
per's Ferry, and take all the west of
that llne to the Missourl river, em-
bracing, as well as parts of the stales
named, all of West Virginla, Ohlo, In-
diana, Kentucky, Ilinols, Missourl and
Towa, we shall have American territory
equal in extent and area, but in no
wlse superior, to the portion of west-
ern Canada under conslderation, In

gshort, there are In Canada two hundred
and seventy nine thousand square miles
of land for the plow not surpassed In
fertility by any area of similar slze on
the face of the globe, and It 18 nearly

towards Western Canada at the present
time and the large number who are
going there for the purpose of making
it their home, has been the cause of
an interview with Mr. James A, Smart,
the deputy minister of the interior
for Canadn. He is a gentleman thor-
oughly posted and ready at all times
to impart Information concerning
Canada’s resources. Mr. F. Pedley, also
of Ottawa, Cannda, is the superintend-
ent of the immigration branch, which
is almost a department by itself. The
result of the interview with Mr, Smart
is practically embodied in the accom-
panying artiele.

The extent of Canada [3 enormous.
The distance through Canada from the
Atlantie to the Pacific 1s 3,000 miles.
Its area, all told, is 3,456,383 square
miles, Of this it Is gufe to say, there
fs less waste land than in any other
country in the world. It is not our
purpose to gay much if anything abont
the older provinces of Canada, as they
are mostly fairly well settled. Western
Canada comprises the province of
Manitoba, 74000 square miles; Brit-
{1shi Columbia, 280,000 square miles;
Assinibola, 90,000 square mlles; Sas-
ketechewan, 106,000 square mlles; Al-
berta, 106,000 square miles; Athabaska,
104,000 square miles, to say nothing of
Keewaltln with ahout 300,000 square
miles, and the uynorganized territories
of the northwest with over 000,000
square miles, As a grand total the
aren of Canada in square miles is 3,-
456,383. Assinlboin, Saskatchewan,
Albertn and Athabaska alone consti-
tute a region larger than all Russia in
Europe. Time was when it was to
the Interest of the great fur dealing
companies of the continent to send the
impression abroad that this vast re-
glon was fit only for the habitation of
the beaver, the buffalo and the bear,
but it has been demonstrated and I8
now generally understood that these
vast plains contnin the finest wheat
and grazing lands in the world. This
applies not anly to the comparatively
well-known provinee of Manitoba nnd
the districts of Assiniboig and Albertn,
but to the entire region lying four
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hundred miles northward of the Can- |

adian Paclfic Rallway., To the west
of this vast terrvitory lles British Co-
Jumbin with its inpumerable rivers,

rich In fish, its gold, gllver and copper
mines and {ts fertile valleys capiable
of producing the cholcest frults in
great abundance, It Is to that portion
of western Canada lying between
Lake Superior un the east and the
Rocky mountains on the west that
the attention of the agriculturists
throughout the world Is being directed
at present and It is to that district
they are looking for homes for them-
gelves and their children, and for the
solution of problems created by the
overcrowding of population in  the
older countrles and the United States.

A few words as to the climate of this
great country may not be out of place
right here, The ¢limate of western
Canada, as deseribed by those who
have lived there for some years, {a very
agreenble, and much preferable to that
of the east, Disease is little known;
epldemics unheard of. Winter extends
full three months, usually., There Is
little change during winter. Frosts are
keen, but, the alr being dry, a tempera-
ture of 20 degrees below zero there s
more bearable than 10 degrees above
in the damp and changeable climates
of the enst, Spring sets in about the
first of April, Some seasons, however,
seeding Is begun early in March, the
snow having entirely  disappeared,
Spring I8 qulckly followed by summer,
whose long days and cool nights have
a very beneficent influence upon vege-
tation. The growth is more rapid than
anywhore known in lower latitudes,
The soft maple has been known to
grow more than five feet high in a
single season. Autumn I8 delightful.
It extends into the middle of Novem-
ber. Bnow sometimes does not fall un-
til late in December. Thils gives the
farmer the opportunity of finishing
his threshing, marketing his thousands
of hushels of No. 1 hard wheat, and yet
leaving him sufficient time to put his
land In crop for the following year,
The wheat of western Canada {8 known
to be extremely hard. The yield is al-
so from 30 to 50 per cent more than
in the states south of the bhoundary
llne, There are natural causes for
this. The further you travel towards
the narthern limits of Its growth the
better the quality of the soil. The rea-
gon that it is better s because the sub-
goll, throughout the heat of the sum-
mer, 18 kept molst at all times by the
slow melting of the deep winter frosts,
the moisture thus maintained ascend-
ing to the surface and nourishing the
raots of the gruin, This stimulates |
the growth, Keeps the plant always |
fresh and produces a bountiful crop.

A great deal ean be
agricultural possibillties of thiz vast
reglotd, Lord Belkirk, at one tlme.
prophesied that these plains and val-
leys would one day maintaln a popu-
lation of thirty milllon And
why ghould they not? Manitobn alone
last year had nearly two million acres
under crop—wheat, oats, barley, flax,
and other gralns and potatoes and
other roots, Belween sixteen and sev-
enteen hushals of wheat were market-
ed. Nlnety-five per cent of the prairie
Is good wheat land.

The average yileld of wheat varles
under different conditions. In some
yoars the avernge has been over thirty
bughels, Onee or twice It wenl as low
as elghteen bushels. At even the low-
est average, with good prices there
are few Industries that will give bet-
ter profits, A late United States con-
sul, In one of his reporte of harvest
time, states that the entire labor of
the region was found to be totally in-
adequate for the task before it. The
wheat straw was so tall and stout and
80 heavily laden with grain that the
work of reaping and sacking was ex-
tremely exhausting. The strength of
the growing graln frequently broke the
reaping machines, and the utmost ex-
ertion of etrong men was required to
handle the great weight of the gheaves,

But while wheat |8 king In that re-
glon it {s by no means the only cereal
grown, The ont, barley and pea erops
are phenomenal. Oats yleld all the
wiy from 60 to 90 bushels per acre.
In some cases they have been known to
exceed over one hundred. A delegnte
who visited the country reports, “One
hundred bushels of oats, and sixty
bushels of barley per acre were com-
mon crops. In one case the pats stood
feet six Inches high, the heads were
five feet six Inches long, and each chaft
twelve Inches long, and each chaff
case contalned, not one but three per-
fect kernels."

Barley, as stated, yields enormous-
Iy, It 13 sought after by brewers ev-
erywhere and it brings several cents
per bushel more than that grown In
other countries. Peas yield splendidly,
They are extremely free from bugs
and grubs, Used in fattening hogs and
for other feed, they are superior in ev-
ery way to corn. The absence of hog
cholera In this country Is attributed
by experts to the excellent feed, corn
not belng nsed, Corn can, However, be
grown, but wheat pays so much bet-
ter that but little attention is given to
corn,

In roots and vegetables, It Is esti-
mated by all who have any knowledge
of the matter in these products, this
reglon has no competitor. Ripe toma-
toes may be seen In profusion in the
middle of September. They have been
known to ripen as early as the 18t of
July., Displays of roots, vegetables,
garden products are made at the agri-
cultural fairs that for size and quality
cannot be equaled at any of the fairs
in the Unfted Siates. An Ohlo gentle-
man visiting one of these falrs sald he
had neyver geen anvihing inOhlo to egual
{t. Three cabbages together welghed
one hundred and twenty pounds,
These were a8 solld and fine gralned as
though they had welghed Dbut six
pounds aplece, Prize potatoes, he sald
welghed four pounds each; those
welghing three were so plentiful that
they attractod little attention,

Beets, enrrots, turnips, ote, also

The export trade In hogs 18 constant-
ly on the Incrodase 'hey come tiext
to cattle In point of importance to the
farmer.

Poultry Is also vory profitable, but up
to the present time the local demand
has absorbed the supply,

The cducational facllities of the
country are equal to any on the con-
tinent. Rural schools are about three
miles apart in the settled dstricts, and
they are free. The government makes
an annual grant to each sehool. Thie
covers all expenses, Including the sala-
ries of the teachers, who are properly
cortifiented. One elghteenth part of
the whole of the “Fertile Bolt" from
Pembina to the Haskatehewnn and be-
youd s set apart for the maintenance
of schools, This {s a most generous en-
dowment. In 1871 the schoal popula-
tlon of Manttoba was 817. It |y now
over 50,000, In 1883 the average at-
tendance wag 5,000; 1t has now Inerens-
ed to about 24,000, In 1883 there were
246 tenchers; now there are over 1,100,
These schools are well Inspected at in-
torvals by competent educationalists,
The average salary of the rurdl teach
ors |5 $268 per year, The schools are
non-gectarian and In no character na-
tionnl,

In connection with educational gov-
ernment, experimental farms bave
been established in Manitoba and the
territories, All the different kinds of
grain, seods, roots, vegetables, ete,,
that {t {8 sought to grow In the prov-
ince, are sown on the varled solls
that are found on these farmas, The
results are carefully noted and pub-
lighed for the information and guld-
ance of the farming community (n the
different newspapers of the country.
The government also sends around to
the towns and villages a traveling
school of dairy Instructors who give
lectures, accompanied by practical op-
erations by competent men, in all the
arta of eatile ralaing, butter and cheesa
making, ete., that all may learn the
best methods known without the loss
of time and money to the settlers,
Farmers' institutes have also bheen es-
tablished. These, afording practical
farmers the opportunity of interchang-
ing experiences, are of great asslstance
to the agricultural community,

Rallways now traverse all the set-

tled parts of western Canada, Very
few farmers are more than a dozen
miles from a market or rallway. Rall-

way stations, with post offices, and ele-
vators for the storage of grain occur
at intervals of about seven or elght
miles,

The only remaining territory on this
continent In which ranching on a large
seale ean be gone into I8 to he found
in western Canada. The District of
Alberta, immediately east of British
Columbia, s preceminently fitted for
ranching, Its area ls 400,000 square
miled, and It extends from north to
south 480 miles, gnd from east to west
260 mlles. The opportunities offered
here In this respect are unparalleled
by any other country in the world, The
country Is open, rolling and well wa-

Watermelons lave been known Lo
welgh as much as seventy-flve pounds,
eitrons twenty-five pounds,

Experimental tests of different va-
rleties of grains and roots have been
made for the purpose of gaining infor-
mation as to thelr productiveness and
usefulness, The results of these tests
for three consecutive years are given
below:

In oats, of twelve varieties tested, the
average yield at the Manitoba Experi-
mental farm was 75 b, 20 1bs., per
aere; at the Northwest Territory's
farm the average was 85 bu., 23 lbs.
per acre.

In two-rowed bharley, of six varle-

| tes, the average yleld at the Manltoba

farm wnas 42 b, 31 1hs., per acre; ot
the northwest Territory's farm b6 bu.,
206 1bs, per acre.

In six -rowed barley, sBix varletles,
the average Manltoba farm yleld was
B1 bu, 1 1b. per acre; ot the North-
west Terrltory’s farm 60 bu,, 6 1bs,, per
acry,

In spring wheat twelve varieties, the
average vield at the Manitoba farm
was 36 bu,, 28 b2, per acre; at the
Northwest Tercitory's farm 41 bu,
41 lbs, per acre,

In potatoes, twelve varleties, the av-
erage at the Manltoba farm was 343
bu,, 650 Ibhs., per acre; at the North-
west Territory’s farm 300 bu., 16 1bs,,
per acre,

Wild fruits, strawherries, raspber-
rles, currants, gooseherries, grapes,
plums, cherrieg, and cranberries grow
in great abundance,

Dadrying In all parts of western Can-
ada s a speclally Important industry,
and has made great strides during re-

il el

cent  years, The butter which has
found it way to the sast and the
English markets was found to be of !

excellent quallty and In some cises su-
perior to ks eompetitors,

Mixed farming pays well
out the reglon. Horses and cattle
thrive well on the pralries. Almost all
clusses of high breéd eattle are to be
secn, Deef export |5 very lavge, but |t
is now expected that the mining dis-
trict of Hritish Columbin and the
Yukon will create a splendld home
market. The quality of the beef Is the
richest, and the cost of production Is
réduced to o minlmum the profits are
very large. Frequently an anlmal will
bring from $30 to §50, which did not
¢ost the farmer or rancher more than
a few dollars. This I8 most especially
the case in the great ranching distriet
of Alberta, where the herds roam the
ranges throughout the vear

The country is peculiarly adapted to
sheep ralsing, and It is found very re-
munerative,

through-

terad. The valley and heach lands pro-
duce a mogt luxurious and nutritions
growth of native grass. Cattle, horses
and sheep graze outslde the whole yeur,
The snowfall {8 lght, and it is melted
almost as it falls by the warm Chinook
winds which blow from the Paclfie
ocean. Profits are large. Steers cost-
Ing the owners but a few dollars each
bring from $i56 to $45 on the ranges.
Heretofore the cattle have been ex-
ported, but with the opening of the
British Columbia Yukon mining re-
glons, there 18 a large and constantly
growing market right at homs.

The northern part of Alebrta, in ad-
ditlon to being a ranching country, has
large deposits of minersls, It s alko
henvily wooded as well as waell watetoed,

In all Canada lnws are enforced with
the sgtrictest impartiality. There Is no
such a thing known In Canndi ag mob
law and lynching, not even in its mos
remote districts,
