PELICANS IN THE BIG MUDDY.

Great Colony of lhf Mrds on man Island
in the Missourl River,

From the 5t. Louls Republic: Pell
can bend, in the Missourl river, near
8t, Charles, Mo, Is the scene of a
Ereat annual gathering of pelicans,
There {8 a blg flat bar in the river
there which has endured far beyvond
the usual span of a bar's exlstence In
the trencherous, shifting current of
the Missouri, This bar I8 the semi-
annual stopping place of vast flocks
of pelicans that migrate from south to
north in the spring and from north to
south In the fall. Persons who have
observed thelr habits claim that they
invariably arrive at Pelican bend on
September 4, and remain untll cold
weather sends them south, The pell-
can is not an attractive bird. He of-
fends both the eye and the nose. Bu!
he is commendably regular in his hab-
ita, The parent birds catch fish and
after eating thelir fill deposit the others
in their pouches under their bills and
carry them to their young., These
pouches will hold from three to elght
pounds of fish. They are elastic, and
when distended to thelr utmost nearly
touch the ground. When empty the
pouch lies cloged up under the big
bill and is merely a mass of wrinkles,
It is this pouch that gives the pelican
his characteriglic and disagreeable
odor, caused by particles of decaying
fish, The pelican’'s legs are short and
strong, and its feel have large webs.
It Is not a fast swimmer nor a rapld
fiver, but it is pracscally tireless in
both aiyr and water, On land [t is
awkward and unwieldy, Its feathers
are pure white except for a fluffy tuft
of brown plumage that is seen on the
top of the heaqd for about six weeks in
the early autumn, This tuft disap-
pears In August and leaves a pimply
bald pate that is not pleasant to view.
At first the skin is red, then pink, then
a straw color. By November 1 the skin
on the head hardens into a horny
crest, which grows as the winter pro-
gresses until by the time the bird ar-
rives at its breeding place in the
northwest it {8 so prominent that it is
called the “centerboard” because of its
resemblance to the centerboard of a
sallboat. When properly cured, the
pelican skins and plumage are largely
used In women's garments and hats.
