bo widows of soldiers of the Revolu-
tlonary War, and then ouly for a period
of five years, conditional upon marrlage
to the soldler prior to his last service,
pod thiat the soldier's service was not
less than six months. Not until 18538,
seventy years after the close of the
war, was the Hmitatlon as to the time
of marriage removed, On June 30,
1000, the rolls contalned the numoes of
eleven pensloners based upon service
In the War of the Revolution, four he
Ing widows and seven daughters—the
latter pensloned by speclal act,

Jan, 26, 1887, thirty-uine yeuars after
the Guadelupe-Hidalgo treaty, an fct
wns passed granting a penslon to the
survivors of the Mexlean War if hon-
orably discharged, and to thelr widows,
for service of sixty days, If 62 years of
age, or disabled or dependent, Thls law
was amended and liberalized by the
acts of Jfun. 5, 1803, and April 28, 190,
tncrensing from $8 to $12 per month
the pension to survivors who are totally
disabled and destitute, June 30, 110K,
there wore survivors and 5,161
widows on the rolls on account of ser-
vice in the Mexican War,

For service rendered In the War of
the Hebelllon In the army or navy, in
thelr varied branches, the lnw provides
two distinct systema of pensioning.
1 For wounds or Injuries received or
disease contracied In service or line
of duty. 2. For permanent disabllities,
regardless of the tlme and manner of
thelr origin, provided they are not the
result of viclous habits.  The number
of pensioners on the rolls umler this
mot June 80, 1000, was: Invalids, 4380,
@67; widows, ete., 185,726,

For service rendered in the army,
navy, or marine corps slnce April 21,
1898, the number of clalms filed up to
June 30, 1900, 18 30410, It may be
stated, however, that many of these
applicants have re-enlisted in the army
for service In the Philipplne Islands,
Up to June 30, 1900, 1,814 Spanish war
elaims have bheen allowed,

Total pensioners on rolls June 30,
1000, 908,520, In addition, there are
62,005 children or minors under 16
years that are pald on the widows'
certificates,

Bince the close of the Civil War this
government has pald to its pensioners
the sum of S2O28 37114718, the pay-

The amount pald to penslouers under
the act of June 27, 1800, which confines

Grant's extreme simpliclty  of De-
havior and direciness of expression -
posed on various otboers, both above
and below him.
