Secretary Bullinger warmed up on

Becretary Ballinger deprecated the

people,

There will be n careful investigation
of all alleged land frauds and there i
a determination not to permit of the
disposal of public lands in any form
except under the law, and not to let
any ono have them who is trying to
evade the law.

Hreak the stoms
of the wushrooms, cover with cold
water and cook 20 minutes. Add two
tablespoonfuls of flour to the buiter
and wushrooms, a fow drops of onlon
Julee, the mushroom water and
enough chicken stock to mnake a cup-
ful, Add onefourth of a cuplul of
heavy cream, searon with salt and
paprikn, Pour the saues around the
peppers and serve hot.
