SBHIP CHANNEL TO BE CUT
ACROSS THE PENINSULA,

Will Bring Boston and New York
Nearer Together by the Water
Route—Advantages Which
Wil Be Gained.

When the Cape Cod canal Is fin
wshed in three years, the time set by
ity promoters, New York city will be
140 mites nearer the Hub by sen and
7% miles cloger by the sound route
Estimates from such data s are
avallable indicate that a tonnage of
constwisn  trade of 21,000,000 tons
now passes annually around Cape Cod
by all or partly open sen routes. The
major portlon of this s cxpected 10
be diverted through the canal by the
yory low tariff  promised and  the
avorting of delay and danger assocl
ated through n  greater part of the
year with navigation In the stormy
witers and sweeplng tides off Ciapo
Cod and the foge which menace eraft
