Tito Tn.Ylor Cane.

The following letter from A. S. So¬
gar, Esq.. published in; Richmond Dis¬
patch of recent date, sets forth the rea

sons fcr the action of Judge Gunter in
the Taylor case,and in deference to the
wishes of many of our readers the same
is republished through our columns.

:. Hampton, Va., June 20th. 1839.
To the Editor of the Dispatch:
In our issue of Friday last (the 28H>)

occurs this editorial paragraph: 'Judge
Gunter's decision in the Taylor case has
attracted* much attention. Was it a cor.«
re'et onc'i" In response to your qucrv I
beg to refer yon toTIiornton's case.24th
Gratt, 659. Susan Thornton was in¬
dicted for and convicted of the murder
of her husband by poison. The case
went ro the Court of Apnpals. ami one

tlie grounds of exception was that
"the clerk failed to charge the jary a*

fothn different irswlesof homicide??
In Taylor's case the main ground of ex¬

ception was that lhr> omi t did charge
the Jury as to the different grades of
homicide and instnicted them Hint tliey
might lind the prisoner guilty of mur¬

der in the first or second degree, or of
voluntary or involuntary mansl ilighter
Under this charge tho jury round the
prisoner guilty of murder in the. second
degree, and Judge Guntor has set aside
the veidict because it is an illegal ver¬

dict.
In Thornton's case cited supra. Judge

Monciue. delivering the mammons
opinion of the court, said: 'The charge
was murder in the liest degree hy poison.
The prisoner was either guilty of that
offence or guilty of no offence' at all.
The law expressly declarci murder by
poison to be murder of the first degree.;
And if the prisoner was guütv of the
murder as charged in the indictment
shemiiRt of necessity have been guilty
of minder in the first degree. She
could, by possibility, have been guilty
of nothing else. And it could not.
therefore, I lave been erroneous to charge
the jury to that effect. To have charged
them as to what constituted murder In
tlie second degree, or voluntary or In-
v.ihmtary manslaughter, or as to the
measure of the punishment of each
could have answered no good pnrpiw,
and could have h id no other effect, if
any than to confuse the j'iry or mislead
lhem into error.' In the light of this
decision by t his eminent Virginia jmist,
whose name Is a I renamed household
word in every V rginia home, there
can be no doubt tlmt the verdict in

Taylor's case was erroneous, illo-ical,
and illegal. Judxo Gunter was com¬
pelled to set it aside. Knowing him as
I do I can Say With confldetic i he would
never have disturbed It unless he had
iM'peir compelled by conscience and the
law of the land so to do. Having reach
ed this conclusion, what couid he do
other than discharge, her from custody?
ludge Monciire says 'she was either
guilty of murder in the first degree or
guilty of no offence at all.' She had
reen tried for murder in the first de
ci te, ai.d the jury by their verdict had
found her guihy of murder in the S'-c
oiid degree. Now comes sect Ion 4040 of
our Code which provides that'if the
verdict be set aside ami a new trial
granted the accus« d. he shall not lie
tried for any higher offence Mian thai of
which he was convicted on the last
trial.1 She was convicted of mind t in
the .second degree. This conviction we

have Peon, was illegal. We have Judge
Moucure saying tli it she is guilty of no
offence except murder in Ihe first de¬
gree, and we have the (J-xle declaring
that she cannot be again tried for that
offense. The only legal and I'tgiunl so
lution was to discharge her from fur-
tier p.oseeuU'n.
Audi her trial; would have inevitably

have hd to the same final icsult. I sub¬
mit with great deference that section
4040 of our (.'ode should be repealed,
and in lieu of it the doctrine as laid
down in Briggs'* case (Sth Virginia,
554) should be embodied into our stilt-1
ute law. The accused should lie held to
have waived whatever right In ha I un-[
der the law not to lie tried again by ob"
tabling a reversal of the first judgment.
If the first trial was a mist rial then
there could have been no real-jeopardy.
